CAA Players of the Week: Cruz Davis earned Hofstra’s first
CAA Player of the Week Award this season on December 8.
With that honor, a Hofstra player has won at least one Player
of the Week award in each of the last 24 seasons dating back
to 2003-083, which is easily the longest active streak in the
CAA. Another way to put that is that a Hofstra player has
earned Player of the Week honors in every single season the
school’s been in the CAA except 2002-083. In addition, with
Davis taking home the honors, Hofstra has now had a
whopping 28 players combine to earn 87 Player of the Week
awards dating back to the school’s first season in the CAA in
2001-02. That’s the most players to earn a Player of the Week
award and the most Player of the Week awards earned by any
CAA school in that span. Delaware, which departed the CAA
after last season, ranks second in both categories, but their 25
honorees have combined for 47 awards — barely half that of
Hofstra.

Starting As A Freshmen: Hofstra freshman Preston Edmead
is the first Hofstra freshman to start the first 28 games of his
Pride career since Jamall Robinson in 2013-14. Robinson,
who started all 33 games that season, was the first freshman
to start every game in a season since Speedy Claxton started
all 27 games in 1996-97.

20-Something: Hofstra freshman Preston Edmead, who had
