Sixth year head coach Mitch Hannahs has his squad off to the best startin program history
at 16-2. The Sycamores opened the season with seven-straight victories. ISU went on to

win nine-straight contest before the streak came to an end Tuesday in a 15-14 loss to NR

The Sycamores have seen their team average slowly climb this season, now hitting .293 as 125
a squad. Max Wright leads the Sycamores with a.407 average while six other ISU batters 19
are hitting above .300 on the year. Indiana State has the 28th-best team ERA in collegiate 2
baseball at 3.17 through the first third of the season. Sophomore Jake Ridgway holds the 2
best ERA on the team at 1.37 after 10 appearances out of the bullpen. All three Indiana 45

The Scarlet Knights are led by
Tim Dezzi at the plate with a .317 batting average in 17 starts. Peter Serruto (.306) and
Mike Nyisztor (.301) also hold averages over .300. Harry Rutkowski leads all Rutgers starters with a 3.10 ERA in five.
Brito Serafino leads the team with three wins in nine appearances on the year with eight of them coming in relief.
As a team, Rutgers holds a 6.13 ERA.

ALL-TIME VS RUTGERS

Indiana State and Rutgers have met just one time with that meeting coming during the 2015 season in Terre Haute.
The Sycamores came out on top in that meeting, 14-4. Tyler Friis finished four-for-five at the plate, with three RBI
and two runs scored.

FOUR WEEKEND SWEEPS IN 2019

Indiana State has recorded four weekend sweeps, including three road sweeps (at Jacksonville, at UNCW
Tournament, at Mercer and The Citadel) in 2019. The 2018 Sycamores recorded just two road sweeps (at The Citadel
and Valparaiso). The Sycamores did take two games from Austin Peay to open the home slate in 2019, but the finale
was canceled due to weather.

PITCHING STRONG FOR THE SYCAMORES

The pitching staff for the Sycamores has been outstanding through the first 18 games this season, earning three
shutouts. The team 3.17 ERA ranks 28th nationally. Five different Sycamores have ERA' lower than 3.00 entering the
weekend. Starting pitcher Tyler Whitbread has a 1.82 ERA in four starts and 24.2 innings while right-handed reliever

JUMPING ONTOP AND CLOSING THEM OUT

Indiana State has put up runs consistently this season,
averaging 7.44 runs a game and has outscored opponents,
134-64. ISU has outscored opponents 18-4 in the first
inning and 23-11 in the second. The Sycamores put up more
than opponents in all but one inning this season, including
a47-25 mark in the final four innings of games.

WHEN IT'S WRIGHT, IT'S WRIGHT

Junior Max Wright has hit the ball exceptionally well to
open the 2019 season for Indiana State. The catcher leads
the team and the Missouri Valley Conference with a .407
average. He has recorded 24 base hits -- including five
doubles and three of home runs while his .644 slugging
percentage and .478 on-base percentage also lead the
team. Wright has eight multi-hit games in 16 starts.

THE 300 CLUB

Seven Indiana State everyday batters currently hold
averages above .300 over 18 games this season led by junior
Max Wright at .407. Roby Enriquez (.377), Romero Harris
(:326), Hunter Lewis (.321), Jake Means (.309), Luke Fegen
(.305) and Clay Dungan (.304) sit above the mark. All five
have also driven in eight or more RBIs.

YOU CAN RUN -- BUT IWOULDN'T

Sycamore catcher Max Wright is one of the best behind the
plate in the MVC. As a sophomore, just 22 opponents look to
swipe a base with 12 of those runners being thrown out in
2018. He was the top defensive catcher in the MVC with the
next best starting catcher being challenged is Matt Duce of
DBU with 31 steal attempts against. This season, opponents
are 9-of-18 stealing on Wright.

FEGEN WITH A STRONG WEEK

Outfielder Luke Fegen led the Sycamores at the plate over
the last week with a .500 average in four starts. Fegen
recorded seven base hits, including three doubles fora .714
slugging percentage. The senior scored twice and drove in a
run. He was perfect in the field on nine fielding chances and
finished the week with a .533 on-base percentage.

NOT AFRAID TOWEAR IT

Indiana State ranks 15th in the nation in hit-by-pitches,
taking 38 HBP's. Sycamore infielder Jake Means lead the
team with seven HBP’s while outfielder Roberto Enriquez
has been hit-by-pitch six times this season. Eight different
players have been hit-by-pitch more than once.

KEEPING THE BEARS OFF THE BASE PATHS

One of the more impressive numbers from the weekend
sweep of Mercer was the ability of Sycamores pitchers and
catcher Max Wright to keep the Bears from stealing bases.
Entering the weekend, Mercer had recorded 23 stolen
bases on 28 attempts. Over the three-game series, Mercer
attempted to steal zero bases. On the season, the opposition
is just 10-o0f-20 on stolen base attempts against the Trees.

POLLEY OUTSTANDING AGAINST THE CITADEL

Senior Triston Polley went a career long nine inningsina 5-1
series opening win against the Citadel. Polley finished with
10 strikeouts to set a new career best and allowed just three
base hits during the complete game. The left-hander retired
13-straight batters up until the sixth inning on what was
one of his best starts in a Sycamore uniform. The Bulldogs
spoiled the shutout in the ninth for the Avon, Indiana native
after a leadoff double came around to score on a groundout.

WHITBREAD GOES CAREER LONG IN SHUTOUT VICTORY
Right-hander Tyler Whitbread made his second start of
2019 during a 10-0 shutout win over lona during the
Hughes Brothers Challenge in Wilmington, N.C. He tossed a
career high eight innings while allowing just one base hit to
the Gaels. Whitbread was efficient on the mound, needing
just 76 pitches to retire 23 of the 25 lona batters he faced.
The Camlachie, Ontario native struck out one lona batter
and walked one as he garnered his first win of the season.
On the season, he has pitched 12 innings and allowed just
seven hits while holding a 1.50 ERA.

RACKING UP THE MILAGE

Indiana State, like many other college baseball programs in
the Midwest begin their seasons on the road. Over the first
four weeks of 2019, players and coaches logged over 4,500
miles and spent the first 13-0f-17 days of the season on a
bus orin a hotel.

GRAUER NAMED TO STOPPER OF THE YEAR WATCH LIST
Indiana State baseball junior pitcher Tyler Grauer was
one of 75 players named to the 2019 National Collegiate
Baseball Writers Association’s initial watch list for the
Stopper of the Year award. The award is given to the top
relief pitcher in NCAA Division | baseball with this being
the 15th year of the award. Grauer was a standout reliever
during his sophomore season, making 21 appearances for
the Sycamores. He pitched 25.1 innings and finished with
a 3.76 ERA. The left-hander struck out 20 and allowed just
seven walks en route to a 3-0 record. Grauer also closed out
all three save situations he faced. In total, 26 conferences
have representation on the list with at least two players
coming from 17 different leagues. Grauer is one of three
relief pitchers to be on this list representing the Missouri
Valley Conference.

Two Sycamores were tabbed to the Preseason All-MVClist in
seniors Triston Polley (LHP) and Jarrod Watkins (2B). Polley

started a team-high 15 games for the Sycamores on the mound in 2018. He finished with a
7-2 record and a 3.53 ERA while pitching a team high 94.1 innings. The southpaw allowed
just 37 earned runs and held opponents to a .233 average against. Watkins started all 55
games for the Sycamores his first year in the program in 2018. He was an immediate impact
player in the middle infield, earning an MVC All-Defensive nod. He finished second on the
team with a.305 batting average going for 69 hits in 226 at bats. Watkins doubled 12 times
to go along with two triples while driving in 18 RBIs and scoring 35 runs.

STRONG UP THE MIDDLE

Two of the strongest players in the lineup for Indiana State come from the middle infield
in seniors Clay Dungan and Jarrod Watkins. The duo combined for 135 base hits and 21
stolen bases. Dungan started all 55 games for the Sycamores, hitting .283 to go with a
.369 slugging percentage and a .355 on-base percent. He also finished as the team leader
in doubles with 14. Watkins was one of four Sycamores to finish over .300 in the box with a
.304 average as the leadoff man. In total, Watkins finished with 12 doubles, a pair of triples
and 18 RBls. He was named to the All-MVC Defensive team after finishing the season with
a.974 fielding percentage.

LARRISON SELECTED IN 2018 MLB DRAFT

Right-hander Ethan Larrison was selected in the 16th round (Pick: 489) of the 2018 MLB
Draft by the Arizona Diamondbacks. From a walk-on to the Sycamore baseball program to
a four-year letterwinner, Larrison marks the 10th Indiana State baseball player selected in
the draft under head coach Mitch Hannahs. A Shelbyville, Indiana native, Larrison led the
Missouri Valley Conference in saves with nine on the year. His 10 career saves, places him
tied for eighth in program history. Larrison made 25 appearances out of the bullpen for ISU
this season recording three wins and striking out 50 opponents. Larrison closed out the
year with a 3.76 ERA over 55 innings pitched while holding opponents to a .231 batting
average against.

YOU MIGHT HAVE SEEN IT!

Former Sycamore and Oakland Athletics left-hander Sean Manaea no-hit the Boston Red
Sox April 21, 2018. It marked the first ho-hitter of the 2018 MLB season and the seventh
in Oakland Athletics history. Manaea was the first MVC pitcher to record a no-hitter in the
MLB since Doug Stieb of SIU did so in 1990 against the Cleveland Indians as a member of
the Toronto Blue Jays. Manaea’s 10 strikeouts are the third most by an A’s pitcher in a no-
hitter in franchise history; Dave Stewart had 12 on June 29, 1990, and Catfish Hunter had
11 on May 8, 1968.
