FROM THE NOTEBOOK SERIES HISTORY

LAST TIME OUT

Towa State completed an incredible three-
day run, recording its third double-figure
victory in 44 hours, this one over then-

No. 15 Texas at Municipal Auditorium to
claim the 2023 Phillips 66 Big 12 Women's
Basketball Championship for the third time
in program history and for the first time
since 2001.

B Iowa State's run was led by the
unanimous selection for Tournament
Most Outstanding Player Ashley Joens,
who had a double-double of 28 points
and 10 rebounds.

B The Cyclone defense stepped up by
holding Texas to a season-low 51 points

and 33.3 percent shooting from the field.

ISU's defense forced 14 UT turnovers
while the Longhorns only forced the

Cyclones into eight turnovers (the only
time this season UT had not forced at
least 12 TOs in a game).

Lexi Donarski and Morgan Kane each
contributed nine points to the Cyclone
effort, with Kane grabbing six rebounds

(three offensive).

REIGNING FROM THREE

As has been the case for decades, Iowa
State is once again one of the top 3-point
shooting teams in the country.

B The Cyclones are currently 12th in the
country at 8.9 3-pointers per game. That
effort has been led in part by Ashley
Joens, who leads the team with 87
3-pointers.

B Joens is three 3-pointers away from
becoming the first player in Iowa State
history with multiple seasons with 90
made 3-pointers.

B JTowa State is at 276 3-pointers on the
season, tied for the seventh-most in
a season in ISU history, with all eight
of those campaigns coming under Bill
Fennelly's watch.

B Jowa State was second in the country
in 2021-22 with 357 made 3-pointers. In
the six seasons prior to Bill Fennelly's
arrival at Iowa State (the first six with
the 3-pointer in women's basketball),
ISU combined for 345 3-pointers.

B Iowa State's 357 surpassed the previous
school record for 3-pointers in a season
of 303 by the 2018-19 squad and the old
Big 12 record of 325 by Kansas State's
2012-13 team.

‘ A HISTORIC SQUAD
The 2021-22 Cyclones were the winningest

squad in program history.

B Towa State's 28 wins were a new
program record, breaking the previous
mark of 27 done three times (1993-00,
2000-01, 2008-09).

B Iowa State's 25 regular season (pre-
conference tournament) victories were
the most in school history.

B Towa State reached 14 conference wins
for the first time in program history.

ranked atop the Big 12 and was third
nationally.

B Ryan is Iowa State's single-season
record holder for assists, with her 248

dimes in 2021-22 ranking fourth in Big 12

B Ryan has five double-doubles on the year,
one being points-assists, the other four
points-rebounds.

EMILY RYAN TRIPLE-DOUBLE WATCH

Emily Ryan's multi-faceted game means
that there have been multiple occasions
this season when she has been on the
verge of getting a triple double.

B Ryan had a close call against Kansas
State (Jan. 11, 2023), finishing with 14
points, a career-best 11 rebounds and
eight assists.

B Her closest call came against Villanova
(Dec. 18, 2022), when she finished with
16 points, 10 assists and nine rebounds.

B Against Columbia (Nov. 20, 2022), she
finished with 13 points, eight rebounds
and nine assists.

B At Texas Tech (Dec. 31, 2022), Ryan had
her first career 10-rebound game, also
finishing with 15 points and six assists.

B At Oklahoma (Jan. 8, 2023), she was
close in all three areas, finishing with
nine points, eight rebounds and eight
assists.

B There have been three triple-doubles
in Towa State history, the most recent
by Nikki Moody vs. Wyoming on Nov. 28,
2014 (14 pts., 10 reb., 11 ast.).

EMILY RYAN: THE SCORING THREAT

While being one of the top distributors in
the country, Emily Ryan has grown more
comfortable with calling her own number
and giving herself scoring opportunities,
ranking fourth on ISU in 2022-23 with 10.5
points per game.

B Ryan has become ISU's most reliable
option from the free throw line, going
76-of-82 at the free throw line (92.7
percent) this season.

B Ryan got her scoring rolling for the
2022-23 campaign against Southern
(Nov. 10, 2022), finishing with 19 points
on 6-of-8 shooting.

B At Iowa (Dec. 7, 2022), Ryan put away a
season-best four 3-pointers.

B At West Virginia (Mar. 5, 2022), Ryan
recorded a career-best 29 points, going
10-of-12 from the field.

B Against Oklahoma State (Feb. 5, 2022),
Ryan finished with 18 points on six
3-pointers, six rebounds, six assists and
three steals. She was the only player in
the country last season to have at least

six treys, six boards, six dimes and three

swipes in the same game.

LEADING FROM THE LINE
Very few teams take care of business from
the free throw line quite like Iowa State.

W Jowa State ranks second in the country
with a team free throw percentage of
80.0 percent.

B At Kansas State (Feb. 1, 2023]), Iowa
State went 13-0f-13 from the line,
the 27th time under Bill Fennelly the
Cyclones were perfect at the charity
stripe, with 13-for-13 being the second-
best overall (14-14, Feb. 24, 2021 vs.
West Virginia).

B Against SIUE (Nov. 29, 20282), the
Cyclones went 18-o0f-19 (94.7 percent)
from the line.

B Towa State is on pace to be the only
Division I program to shoot at least 75
percent or higher from the line in each of
the last five seasons.

W Jowa State set a school record for
free-throw percentage in a season in
2020-21, shooting at an 82.7 percent
clip, which ranks fourth in NCAA Division
I single-season history.

IRON WOMEN

Towa State's "Big Three" of Lexi Donarski,
Ashley Joens and Emily Ryan are pretty
much always a lock to be on the court
when the Cyclones are in action.

B Emily Ryan has played the duration of
the contest 10 times this season and 19
times in her career, which is the most at
Towa State since 1981-82.

W Ryan is the Big 12's leader in minutes per
game at 36.1 per contest this year.

B Ashley Joens is at 35.7 minutes per game
(fourth in the Big 12).

Redshirt senior Morgan Kane was one of
ISU's breakout players in 2021-22 and has
stepped back up with big contributions in
the absence of Stephanie Soares.

B Kane had a run of five games in the
starting lineup, and in that stretch
averaged 7.8 ppg and 5.8 rpg across 18.2
minutes per contest.

m Qver the season, Kane has averaged 15.3
minutes per contest with 5.8 points and
4.4 rebounds per game while shooting
61.8 percent from the field.

B Kane had an outstanding week to end
February, matching her career-high with
17 points against TCU (Feb. 25, 2023) and
having 16 points at Oklahoma State (Feb.
ee, 2023).

B She is particularly effective on the
offensive glass, with 39.7 percent of her
rebounds in 2022-23 and 39.7 percent
of her career boards coming via the
offensive glass.

B Kane went from having no career starts
or scored in double figures heading
into 2021-22, to making 30 starts and
scoring in double figures 11 times.

B Kane has two career double-doubles
after posting 15 points and 10 rebounds
at Oklahoma State (Jan. 15, 2022). She
had 13 points and a career-best 11
rebounds vs. UNI (Dec. 12, 2021).

DIEW-ING MORE FOR THE TEAM

Towa State junior Nyamer Diew has been
another Cyclone called upon to do maore in
Soares absence and she has continued to
make her impact throughout the season.

B She made the most of her third start of
the season against Baylor (Feb. 4, 2023),
finishing with a career-high 25 points
(previous career-high: 15) on 10-0f-13
shooting.

B The performance against Baylor was
coming off her first career double-
double, which she got at Kansas State
(Feb. 1, 2023). She had 14 points and a
career-best 14 rebounds (six of which
came on the offensive glass).

W Diew has been in double figures six
times this seasaon, all in the time since
Soares went out of the lineup.

SOARES' IMMEDIATE IMPACT

Iowa State senior Stephanie Soares

will miss the remainder of the season

after tearing the ACL in her left knee

at Oklahoma (Jan. 8, 2023). While it is
uncertain whether she will get another
season in Cardinal & Gold, her impact in the
13 games she did play was impressive.

® Even with playing just two minutes at
0U, Soares averaged 14.4 points per
game at 54.4 percent shooting and 9.9
rebounds per game, recording eight
double-doubles.

B Soares was one of the top shot blockers
in the country, recording 39 blocks (3.0
per game), which was in the top-five
nationally at the time of her injury.

W Soares was named the Big 12 Player of
the Week after averaging 21.0 ppg and
11.5 rpg at the Phil Knight Invitational.

B Against Michigan State (Nov. 24, 2022),
Soares finished with 23 points, 11
rebounds and six blocks, the fourth
game in school history with a player
having at least 20 points, 10 rebounds
and five blocks.

B In her Iowa State debut vs. Cleveland
State (Nov. 7, 20282), Soares filled the
stat sheet with 15 points, 14 rebounds,
four blocks, four steals and three
assists.

B At UNI (Nov. 16, 2022}, Soares had an
efficient 23 points on 8-of-11 shooting
(3-for-3 3-pointers) in just 26 minutes.

NATION’S LONGEST 3-POINT STREAK

B The Iowa State women’s baskethball
team has the nation’s longest streak
for consecutive games with a 3-pointer,
sitting at 893.

B The streak began on Feb. 19, 1995 at
Colorado when Tara Gunderson netted
a triple. The first three games of the
streak came prior to the start of Bill
Fennelly's tenure as Iowa State head
coach.

B Towa State has made 7,226 triples over
the course of the streak and made 10 or
more in a game 273 times.

B Towa State has hit 200 or more
3-pointers in a season 21-straight
seasons, which is an NCAA record.

B Iowa State hit 357 triples in 202122
season, reaching the 300s for the fourth
time in program history.

#HILTONMAGIC

The Cyclones have been phenomenal

at home during Bill Fennelly’s tenure,
compiling a 368-80 record (.821) in Hilton
Coliseum, including a 182-8 (.957) mark
against regular-season non-conference
opponents. Iowa State has gone
undefeated at home three times, most
recently during the 2004-05 season.

B JTowa State's 16 wins at Hilton Coliseum
in 2021-22 tied for the third-most in a
season in school histary.

W ISU's 5-0 non-con home record this year
marked the 22nd time Iowa State has
gone undefeated at home in regular
season non-conference contests under
head coach Bill Fennelly.

HERE FOR THE LONG HAUL

The Iowa State women’s basketball
coaching staff is the longest tenured full
staff in the country.

B The Iowa State staff of head coach
Bill Fennelly, associate head coach
Jodi Steyer, assistant coaches Latoja
Schaben and Billy Fennelly and director
of operations Josh Carper are in their
13th season together.

COMING SOON TO HILTON COLISEUM

While all eyes are on the here and now and
the 2022-23 season, the future is bright
for Iowa State as the Cyclones signed the
No. 13 signing class of 2023 that will join
the program in 2023-24.

W ISU's top ranked recruit, Derby, Kansas'
Addy Brown (No. 31 in the ESPNw/Hoop
Gurlz Class of 2023 rankings) was
named to the McDonald's High School
All-American Game, joining Lexi Donarski
(2020]) as Cyclones to earn the honor.

B Brown is one of three top-60 recruits in
ISU's Class of 2023 according to ESPNw/
Hoop Gurlz, also being joined by Jalynn
Bristow (No. 47) and Audi Crooks (No. 57).

B The Cyclones' other two additions,
Arianna Jackson and Kelsey Joens are
both in the Jr. All-Star Girls Basketball
Top 100 for the Class of 2023 along with
their three counterparts.
