Towa State junior Addy Brown is one of
the most well-rounded players in college
basketball.

Brown is a complete triple threat for
scoring, rebounding and distributing.

The 6-2 forward is averaging 12.6 points,
9.1 rebounds and 5.9 assists through 10
contests.

She became the fourth Cyclone to
record a triple-double on Nov. 16 against
Norfolk State, finishing with 11 points, 10
rebounds and 11 assists.

The triple-double increased her career
double-double count to 19 and marked
her first of the season.

Brown notched her 21st double-double
of her career and third of the season
against Indiana (Nov. 30) with 17 points
and 10 rebounds.

Her double-double total is tied as the
eighth-best among Iowa State players
with Jayme Olson (1995-98).

Brown scored her 1,000th career point
against Valparaiso (Nov. 12) in her 72nd
collegiate game.

Her 59 assists this season rank 18th
nationally and fifth in the conference.

As a freshman, the Derby, Kansas native
became the only player in program
history to record 400 points, 250
rebounds and 150 assists in a single
season (2023-24).

She completed the feat again in 2024-
25, becoming only the sixth player in
NCAA women’s basketball in the last
25 years to have two seasons with 400
points, 250 rebounds and 150 assists.

Brown averaged 15.2 points, 7.7 rebounds
and 5.2 assists per game and shot 48.7
percent from the floor.

She was named the Big 12 Player of
the Week after averaging 25.5 points,
5.5 rebounds and B.5 assists per game
against Top 15 opponents Kansas State
and TCU.

Brown poured in a career-high 41
points, including 24 in the first half,
against Arizona State to lead ISU to the
quarterfinal round of the 2025 Big 12
Championship.

She became just the fourth Cyclone
to finish with at least 20 points, five
rebounds and five assists in an NCAA
Tournament game (22/7/8) against
Princeton (March 13, 2025).

Towa State junior Audi Crooks became Iowa State’s first freshman
to earn All-America status and repeated with additional honors as
a sophomore.

B Crooks earned All-America status again as a sophomore as a
third team selection for both the Associated Press and USBWA.

B The 6-3 center was also WBCA Honorable Mention All-America.

B She was named a unanimous selection to the All-Big 12 First
Team on March 4, joining Bridget Carleton and Ashley Joens as
the only Cyclones to be unanimously selected to the first team
multiple times in their careers (unanimous Big 12 selections
were announced beginning in 2009-10).

B This season, Crooks has earned preseason recognition from
the Big 12 as the league’s preseason Player of the Year and a
unanimous All-Big 12 Team selection as well as appearing on
watch lists from the Naismith Starting Five, the Naismith Trophy,
WBCA Wade Trophy and USBWA Ann Meyers Drysdale Award.

B Crooks was a unanimous First-Team All- Big 12 selection in
2023-24, one of just four in the conference and a first for an ISU
freshman. She was also a member of the Big 12 All-Tournament
team and All-Freshman team in 2023-24.

CROOKS COOKS
Audi Crooks has garnered national attention as one of the nation’s
most dominant low post players.

B Crooks has scored in double figures in 77 straight games and
finished with 20+ points 48 times in her career in her 78-game
career.

B She set the program record with 47 points against Indiana (Nov.
30], finishing 19-0f-25 from the floor and 9-of-11 at the free
throw line.

B She has totaled 20 double-doubles, the 10th-best career total
among Cyclone women’s basketball players.

B Crooks was one of the top players in NCAA Division I for field
goal percentage in 2023-24, shooting 57.7 percent from the
floor ... she shot over B0 percent last season and has improved
to 73.2 percent through nine games this year.

B She is one of two DI (men’s or women’s), NBA or WNBA players
this century to have at least 25.0 points per game and a 75.0
field goal percentage through five games of a season. The other
was Oklahoma’s Blake Griffin (2008-09).

B Crooks holds the best single season mark regardless of class in
ISU history with 329 makes (2024-25), besting her own record
from 2023-24 (258).

B Crooks has totaled 334 made free throws through 78 career
games.

B She became a women’s basketball sensation overnight during
the 2024 NCAA Tournament, posting a career high with 40
points against No. 10-seed Maryland and finished 18-of-20 from
the floor ... just the second time in NCAA Championship history
that a player has scored 40 or more points while shooting 80
percent or better from the field (Bill Walton, UCLA, 1973 NCAA
Championship).

CHANGING OF THE (POINT) GUARD

Following the graduation of five-year starting point guard Emily
Ryan, Iowa State signed Arizona transfer Jada Williams to direct
the Cyclone offense in 2025-26.

B Williams arrives in Ames following two seasons with the
Wildcats where she averaged 12.7 points per game as a
sophomore, increasing her average to 13.4 points per contest
during conference play.

B Through her first 10 games as a Cyclone, the Kansas City,
Missouri native has averaged 10.8 points, 3.3 rebounds and 6.7
assists per contest.

B Her assist rate has increased by over 3.5 dimes per game from
last season.

B She finished 8-0f-13 from the floor and 5-of-5 at the free throw
line against Indiana for her first 20-plus point game as a
Cyclone, just two off her career high with 23 points.

B The 5-8 guard finished with her first career double-double
against Valparaiso (Nov. 12) with 11 points and 10 assists, a
career high.

The Cyclones have been phenomenal at home during Bill
Fennelly’s tenure, compiling a 403-84 record (.828] in Hilton
Coliseum, including a 202-9 (.957) mark against regular-season
non-conference opponents. Iowa State has gone undefeated at
home three times, most recently during the 2004-05 season.

B ISU finished the 2024-25 non-conference home schedule with a
spotless 8-0 record.

B It was the 23rd time Iowa State has gone undefeated in Hilton
against regular-season non-conference opponents under head
coach Bill Fennelly.

B Iowa State’s 15 wins at Hilton Coliseum in 2024-25 were tied for
the seventh-maost in a season in school history.

HERE FOR THE LONG HAUL
The Iowa State women’s basketball coaching staff is the longest
tenured staff in the country.

B The Iowa State staff of head coach Bill Fennelly, associate head
coach Jodi Steyer, assistant coaches Latoja Schaben and Billy
Fennelly and director of operations Josh Carper are in their 16th
season together.

B The group has combined for 113 years with Cyclone women’s
basketball.

SHARE AND SCORE
Iowa State is one of the best assisting teams in the country this
season.

W ISU is averaging 23.8 assists per game, a mark that ranks
second nationally and leads the conference through the
Cyclones’ first 10 games this season.

B Iowa State finished with 285 3-pointers in each of the last
two seasons, tied for the sixth-most in a season in Iowa State
history ... all of the top nine totals have come during the tenure
of head coach Bill Fennelly.

B Jowa State was second in the country in 2021-22 with 357 made
3-pointers ... in six seasons prior to Bill Fennelly’s arrival at Iowa
State (the first six with the 3-pointer in women’s basketball),
ISU combined for 345 3-pointers.

B Iowa State has hit 200 or more 3-pointers in a season

The Cyclones have started the 2025-26 campaign with a 10-0
record, the best start to a season in over a decade.

B The Cyclones have made free throws a point of emphasis in
recent years, improving from 72.5 percent in 2023-24 to 72.8 in
2024-25 and now to 79.4 percent through 10 games in 2025-26.

B Audi Crooks, who has taken the majority of attempts at the line
over the last three seasons, has greatly improved her clip at
the charity stripe as well, improving from 65.5 percent (114-174)
during her freshman season to nearly 70 percent (58-83) this
season.

B Iowa State ranks third nationally in free throws made per game
(20.0) and 18th in free throw percentage this season, leading
the Big 12 with the mark.
