ABOUT THE HOOSIERS

Indiana brings a five-game winning streak to Westwood, including a series sweep over Ohio State in its most recent Big Ten
series. The Hoosiers dropped two out of three games to Penn State in their first conference series, but have rebounded to
win five consecutive games. Indiana is led by one of the nation’s most highly-touted draft prospects, Devin Taylor, who is
currently slashing .384/.505/.733 with seven home runs and 27 RBIs. The Bruins and the Hoosiers have faced each other
only once before, with the Bruins securing a 6-4 victory back in 1969. This upcoming game marks their first encounter in
over half a century.

CARDIAC BRUINS

UCLA has scored first just six times in its 20 games this season, racking up a total of 10 come-from-behind victories
during its 16-4 start to the year. Remarkably, the Bruins have pulled off three comebacks after trailing by five or more runs.
Notably, UCLA is undefeated when scoring first, posting a perfect 6-0 record.

DEFENSIVE EXCELLENCE

UCLA has made significant strides defensively this season, boasting a fielding percentage of .985 over the first 20 games,
which places them eighth nationally. This performance is particularly impressive considering the school’s record-setting
fielding percentage of .982 in 2018, which ranked third in the nation that year.

HE’S A ROCH STAR

With the Bruins down to their final out and trailing by two runs on Friday night of UCLA's Big Ten debut series, Roch
Cholowsky provided the biggest swing of the game, blasting a three-run home run to give UCLA the improbable lead.
UCLA's shortstop has three go-ahead home runs on the year, as well as a pair of grand slams. Cholowsky has collected 24
RBIs through the first 17 games of the season, smacking six home runs while slugging .714 on the year.

READY TO ROCH

UCLA sophomore shortstop Roch Cholowsky was named to the Perfect Game Preseason All-Big Ten team. Cholowsky is
coming off an impressive freshman campaign with a team-leading .308 batting average and eight homers. The Chandler
Ariz. native received Second Team Freshman All-American acclaim (Perfect Game) and a Pac-12 Honorable Mention nod.
Cholowksy was the lone Bruin to start all 52 games. He was red hot in the closing stages of 2024, slashing .391/.452/.766
with seven home runs and 18 RBIs over the final 16 games of the season. Recently, Cholowsky was named the No.9
shortstop in the country by D1Baseball.com.

With a sweep over Stanford in the final weekend of the 2024 regular season, UCLA clinched its ninth consecutive season
with a winning record at Jackie Robinson Stadium. The Bruins have had a losing record at home just twice over the last 20
seasons, last occurring in 2014 (11-20).

MIDWEEK NOTES

e UCLA is 42-18 in midweek contests since the start of 2019

The Bruins are 4-1 in midweek games this season and are undefeated on Tuesdays (4-0)

UCLA went 5-6 in 2024 in midweeks, defeating Nevada, LBSU, and UCSB at home, and LMU and Pepperdine away

In 2023, UCLA went 6-4 with wins coming against Pepperdine, Michigan, Long Beach State (2), LMU, and CS Fullerton

NEW KIDS ON THE BLOCK

UCLA added 11 newcomers ahead of the 2025 season, including eight freshmen and three transfers. Coach Savage has
bolstered his pitching staff with three pitchers joining via the transfer portal. Left-hander lan May (California) will look to
occupy a spot in the starting rotation after logging 20 starts and 90.0 total innings for the Golden Bears. Fellow southpaw
Ryan Rissas (UC San Diego) helped lead the Tritons to their first-ever Big West title in 2023. August Souza (Santa Clara)
brings 43 appearances worth of experience after spending a total of five seasons (including 2020 Covid-shortened season)
at Santa Clara.

BRUIN DEBUTS

Seven Bruins made their collegiate debuts on opening weekend, including position players Logan de Groot, Grant Gray, and
Kasen Khansarinia. On the mound, Jack 0’Connor, Wylan Moss, Josh Alger, CJ Bott toed the rubber for the first time in the
college careers. Additionally, two transfers, lan May and Ryan Rissas, made their UCLA debuts. August Souza, a transfer
from Santa Clara, recently made his UCLA debut on Feb. 26 against Arizona State. Freshman David Mysza saw his first
collegiate action in the 22-5 win over Michigan on Tuesday, March 4.

WALKING THE WALK
UCLA drew 15 walks in their 15-4 victory over BYU, marking its highest walk total in a game since Feb. 18, 2024. After the
fifth week of the season, UCLA ranks 22nd in the country with 181 runs scored.

He was
prewous:y named the Pac-12 Coach of the Year in 2015 after leading the Bruins to a league title. He was also named National
Coach of the Year in 2010 and 2013. After the 2019 season, he was named the ABCA West Region Coach of the Year for the
second time in his career (2013) and was also honored as the National Pitching Coach of the Year by Collegiate Baseball.

e Savage helped UCLA reach college baseball’s pinnacle in 2013, as the Bruins won their first-ever NCAA baseball title. Under his
Pwdance, UCLA has advanced to the NCAA Tournament 13 times in 19 seasons and has hosted a regional six times, including
our straight from 2010 through 2013.

e |n the summer of 2017, Savage was the manager of the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team after being an assistant coach in
2000. He led the U.S. to a 15-5 record over the summer, including 11-4 during international play. The United States won all three
international series it competed in, including going 4-0 against Chinese Taipei and 3-2 versus both Cuba and Japan. The win over
Cuba marked the third-straight series win, while also improving to 23-18 in 41 all-time series against Japan.

e 17 of his 19 recruiting classes have been nationally ranked in the top-25 by Baseball America. UCLA's incoming class in the fall of
2012 was rated No. 2 nationally, by Baseball America. UCLA’s incoming group in the fall of 2006 was ranked No. 5, followed by No.

e Under Savage’s guidance, UC Irvine Posted a88-84-1 overall record and the Anteaters broke through with an NCAA Tournament
appearance in 2004. That season, UC Irvine went 34-23-1 and competed at the NCAA Notre Dame Regional. The Anteaters earned
their highest national rankm%at the time, climbing to the No. 7 SﬁOt in Collegiate Baseball’s WeekIP{ rankings in April 2004.

John Savage is one of just six head coaches in college
baseball history to have guided his team to a College
World Series title, produced the first overall pick in the
MLB Draft (Gerrit Cole, 2011), and coached at least one
Golden Spikes Award winner (Trevor Bauer, 2011). Also
included in that illustrious group are former head coaches
Skip Bertman (LSU) and Jim Brock (Arizona State) and
Augie Garrido (Cal State Fullerton, Texas) and current head
coaches Tim Corbin (Vanderbilt) and Jim Morris (Miami).

POSTSEASON SUCCESS

In 13 trips to the postseason at UCLA, Savage has compiled
a 46-27 record (.630 winning percentage), recording the
most postseason victories of any head coach in program
history.

With Savage at the program’s helm, UCLA advanced to
the College World Series in 2010, 2012, and 2013, and
reached the best-of-three championship series in 2010
and 2013. UCLA defeated Mississippi State, two games
to none, at the 2013 College World Series. In 2010, the
Bruins advanced to the championship series for the first
time in school history, falling two games to none to South
Carolina.

BRUINS IN THE PROS

Savage’s strong work with UCLA's program has been
equally evident in player development and the MLB
Draft. Over his 19 seasons in Westwood, UCLA has
produced 129 draft selections with 49 players being
drafted within the first 10 rounds. Under Savage, the
Bruins produced a first-round MLB draft pick in three
consecutive years for the first time in program history
(2019-21). In addition, he has coached 29 players at
UCLA that have competed in the major leagues.
