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SECOND SEASON UNDER SMITH

On July 9, 2024, Eddie Smith was named the 25th head coach of University of Washington baseball, announced by
UW Director of Athletics Pat Chun. Smith, a native of Olympia, Washington, comes to Montlake after three seasons at
Utah Valley. Smith begins his second season at the helm of the Huskies in 2026.

UP NEXT

Washington begins the Big Ten slate this weekend, facing Indiana in Bloomington for a three-game set. Friday will
be just the third all-time meeting between the two programs. Indiana has claimed wins in both of the previous
meetings.

The Huskies will throw Noah Kenney on Friday, Jackson Thomas on Saturday, and Gunnar Nichols on Sunday.

SERIES SPLIT WITH SDSU

The Huskies battled back from an 0-2 start in the series against San Diego State to earn a 2-2 split on Monday. Wash-
ington took down SDSU 4-11in the finale to secure the split. Hayden Lewis turned in the third straight quality start

by a Husky starter on Monday. He went 7.0 innings with nine strikeouts and only three hits, one walk, and one run
allowed. The Husky offense provided four runs of support, led by Sam DeCarlo with two runs driven in on a two-run
home run. It was DeCarlo’s first long ball of the season. Braeden Terry also chipped in two hits in his four at bats. Over
the last eight games, Terry has batted .533 (16-30).

The Huskies also took Sunday’s game 11-2 over the Aztecs. Gunnar Nichols turned in a dominant performance in his
third Husky start. The senior threw 6.0 innings, allowing just two hits and one run while striking out a career-high
10 hatters. He moves to 1-2 on the year with the victory. Among Husky starters this year, he leads the team in hits
allowed (9), runs allowed (6), strikeouts (18), and batting average allowed (.191).

On the offensive end, Washington scored early and often to take the win. The Huskies were led by lan Draper in RBIs
with five, including a three-RBI double in the second inning. The freshman went 3-5 on the day as the designated
hitter and raised his season batting average to .389. Braeden Terry continued his hot hand in the batter’s box as well.
The left fielder went 4-5 on the day, his third game of three hits or more in the last week.

QUALITY PITCHING

Washington turned in three straight quality starts from Saturday to Monday. Jackson Thomas, Gunnar Nichols, and
Hayden Lewis each threw 6.0 innings or more with less than three runs allowed. Each pitcher struck out at least nine
batters as well.

Lewis became the first Husky this season to toss at least 7.0 innings in a game while Nichols struck out a career-best
10 batters on Sunday afternoon.

BRAEDEN TERRY BOOMING

Braeden has been on a tear for the Dawas, currently pacing the offense with a 415 average and a 1.091 OPS. In the last
eight games, Terry is batting 16-30 with a .533 average. He has seven more hits than the next best player during that
stretch, including two doubles, two triples, one home run, and six RBIs.

Terry has been terrorizing right handed pitchers this season. He’s batting 17-34 against righties this year, hitting at a
500 clip. He’s also hitting .350 with runners on base.

All five of his runs batted in came on Sunday
against San Diego State as he was responsible for plating nearly half of Washington’s 11 runs that day. Draper has
played as a third baseman, second baseman, and designated hitter this season.

MULTI-HIT HUSKIES

Six Dawgs have recorded at least three multi-hit games this season, led by Braeden Terry with five. Terry is the lone
Dawag to record a four-hit game and has had at least three hits in three of the last five games. Mic Paul has four multi-
hit games while Ty Cowan, Daniel Porras, lan Draper, and Ethan Swidler each have three.

SHUTOUT RELIEVERS

Tommy Brandenburg and Bryce Johnson recorded saves over the weekend against San Diego State, helping preserve
wins for the Diamond Dawgs on Sunday and Monday.

EDDIE SMITH

WASHINGTON HEAD COACH

In his first season on Montlake, Eddie Smith led
the Huskies to a season that captured the essence
of the bright future for UW Baseball. The 2025
Diamond Dawgs improved with 10 more wins
while finishing with a top 75 RPI for just the
second time since 2016.

Picked to finish 17th in the Big Ten preseason
poll, the Huskies finished fifth in their inaugural
Big Ten campaign and reached the conference
tournament. The team made improvements in
nearly every statistical category from the previous
season despite playing a Ssignificantly more
challenging strength of schedule.

Player development has been the hallmark of
Smith’s coaching career. He has coached 19 players
who have gone on to play in the Major Leagues
including All Star and World Series Champion Chris
Taylor as well as rookie phenom Dylan Crews.

While also serving as the team’s hitting coach,
every offense Smith has coached since 2018 has
improved its slugging percentage and home
runs from the previous season. Nearly every
position player on LSU’s 2023 and 2025 National
Championship teams was recruited and/or
coached by Smith during his time as the hitting
coach at LSU.

[n 2024, the Utah Valley offense led the WAC in
every major category and hecame just the second
offense in NCAA history to hit 100+ home runs,
steal 75+ bases, walk 270+ times, and get hit by
140+ pitches.

[n 2019, the Tulane offense led by Smith rewrote
the American Athletic Conference record books
with new records in numerous offensive categories
including home runs, OPS, slugging percentage,
and runs per game.

Winning has highlighted every step of Smith’s
coaching career. He took over a Utah Valley
program that went 10-47 in 2021 and lost more
games than any college baseball program in the
country from 2017-2021. By 2023, year two of
Smith’s tenure, UVU played for the conference
championship and won 34 games, the largest
turnaround in Division 1 baseball from 2021 to
2023.

At Lower Columbia College, Smith garnered

National Coach of the Year honors leading the
Red Devils to the NWAC Championship in 2015
and finishing with a No. 10 national ranking.
The program won the West Region title three
consecutive seasons from 2015 to 2017 and
followed up with another NWAC championship in
2017.

Intotal, Smith hasbeento eight NCAA Tournaments
and four Super Regionals. He reached the College
World Series in Omaha while coaching at Virginia
in 2009 and 2011.

Anative of Olympia, Washington, Smith graduated
from North Thurston High School where he led the
Rams to the 2002 WIAA State Championship with
a perfect 24-0 record. That year, he was named
the Washington Scholar Athlete of the Year by
the Washington High School Baseball Coaches
Association.

Smith went on to play two seasons at Centralia
Community College. In 2004, the team set a
program record for wins and Smith was inducted
in to the school’s athletic Hall of Fame in 2012
He graduated from the University of Notre Dame
in 2006 with a 3.8 college GPA and a degree in
Spanish. In two years as an infielder at Notre
Dame, the Irish advanced to the NCAA Tournament
and won the Big East Championship both seasons.
