THE LAST TIME IT HAPPENED... CARDINAL NOTES
Jewell enters the week at 3-1 overall and 1-0 in Great Lakes Valley Conference 
play. The Cardinals will be searching for win No. 4 for the first time since 2015 
and their first two-win conference season since 2017.  

Adam Callahan is the reigning GLVC Defensive Player of the Week after putting 
together one of the best performances in recent years. The junior lineback-
er totaled an NCAA-era single game record 18 tackles last weekend against 
Davenport while also grabbing an interception and forcing two fumbles. Callahan 
comes into week five ranked first in Division II in solo tackles per game, averag-
ing 8.0 and is also 18th in total tackles with 9.5 per outing. 

The Cardinal defense once shined again, holding a nationally recognized Davenport 
team to 17 points and scoreless in the second half with two forced fumbles and 
two interceptions from Callahan and Jonny Williams. Jewell is currenlty second 
in the GLVC in passing defense and fourth in rushing defense. 

Jewell continues to lead the GLVC and is sxith in Division II in team sacks per 
game at 3.50 led by Javion Macias and Justin Endicott with 4.5 and 4.0 total, 
respectively. The Cardinals have averaged three or more sacks for at least 13 
years each of their first four games. 

Tucker Griffin enters a big GLVC weekend, ranking second in the conference in 
completion percentage at 62% for an average 16.33 per game for 205.3 yards. 
The redshirt freshman has totaled 616 yards for five touchdowns through his 
first three games of action. 

The trio of Jalen Bethany, AJ Austene, and Beau Doughty have become a strong 
offensive option for the Cardinals through the air. The group has combined for 
288 yards on 16 catches over the last three games, led by Bethany’s 101 yard 
performance last week, for an average of 18 yards per reception.      

Keaundre McCullough didn’t score a touchdown last weekend for the first time 
this season, but the redshirt senior continues to be the top target on oppo-
nent’s scouting reports, having 90 or more rushing yards per game over his first 
four games. He leads the GLVC and is third in Division II in total touchdowns (9, 
total points scored (54), rushing yards (686), and rushing yards per game (171.5). 

Jason Ambroson will have the opportunity to coach his son Ayden for another 
four years while Darren Shaffer, Mark Faubion, ‘98, and Corey Bethany, ‘00 make 
four total coaches with their sons on the roster. Rookies Ayden Ambroson, Jake 
Shaffer and Bo Faubion, along with transfer wide receiver Jalen Bethany will 
wear the red and black with their dad, as the latter two become the second in 
their family to suit up for the Cardinals. 

Along with coaching nine former players from Smithville High School, Jason 
Ambroson will also welcome back two former players as a member of his staff. 
Mark Faubion, ‘98 and Corey Bethany, ‘00 were both members of the William 
Jewell football program during Ambroson’s first stint with the Cardinals, from 
1997-2000, during which time he served as Special Teams Coordinator.

JASON AMBROSON

Jason Ambroson was introduced as the 33rd head coach in program history on December 23, 2023, just two weeks after being 
inducted into the Missouri Football Coaches Association Hall of Fame. 

He owns a career record of 172-91, including 90-19 over the last nine seasons at Smithville High School. He led the Warriors to 
a 2021 State Championship and three other semifinal appearances. Ambroson previously served as the offensive and special 
teams coordinator for Jewell from 1997-2000, coaching two of the top running backs in program history in Eric Levings and  
Deeikee Williams who combined for more than 5,900 yards over three seasons. In total, he mentored 29 All-Conference players, 
one Conference Player of the Year, and three All-America selections while on The Hill. 

Ambroson also spent time as a coordinator at Morningside College and Central Missouri along with a graduate assistant at Iowa State and Kansas, 
coaching quarterbacks, fullbacks, linebackers, and long snappers. He previously also served as the head coach at Moberly High School (Mo.), inheriting a 
program that averaged less than two wins per year for 50-plus seasons and led a turnaround resulting in five district championships, three conference 
titles, five state quarterfinal appearances and two undefeated regular seasons. 

In total, he has led high school programs to one state championship, eight conference championships and nine district titles, leading to a 2022 MSHSAA 
Coach of the Year honor and a Missouri Football Coaches Association Coach of the Year award. 

As a player, Ambroson earned two letters at quarterback and special teams at Iowa State while earning his degree in education before getting a master’s 
from Kansas. He is married to wife Andrea and has two children, daughter Rylee who is a recruiting assistant at Ole Miss and son Ayden, who is a  
freshman defensive back for the Cardinals this fall.
