DUKES HIT THE ROAD FOR PHILLY ON FRIDAY
•	 JMU hits the road for a pair of CAA games this week, beginning with a trip to Drexel on Friday.
•	 The opening draw is set for 6 p.m. at Vidas Field in Philadelphia.
•	 This marks the 19th installment of the series, with JMU holding a perfect 18-0 record.
•	 The 2019 JMU lacrosse season is presented by O’Neill’s Grill.

JMU-DREXEL SERIES BY THE NUMBERS
•	 JMU and Drexel have met 18 times previously, with the first meeting coming back in 2002, when Drexel 

joined the Colonial Athletic Association.
•	 The Dukes lead the all-time series 18-0, including an 8-0 record at home and a 10-0 record in Philadelphia.
•	 JMU has won the previous two meetings by double digits and owns seven wins by 10+ goals vs. Drexel.
•	 Drexel came close to ending the skid back in 2016, falling 9-8 in overtime in Harrisonburg. The Dragons also 

drew within a goal in 2011, also dropping a 9-8 decision, and in 2008, falling 10-9.
•	 Since beginning the series, JMU averages 14.56 goals per game, while DU has 6.89 per outing. Drexel has 

only reached 10 goals once (2006), and have averaged just five goals over the past four games vs. JMU.

CAA PICTURE AFTER WEEK ONE OF LEAGUE PLAY
•	 After the first weekend of CAA play, JMU and Hofstra sit atop of the standings with 2-0 record.
•	 The Dukes opened league action with wins at Delaware (10-3) and at home versus Towson (11-7), while the 

Pride notched victories against William & Mary (14-11) and at Elon (10-6).
•	 Two teams sit at 1-1 in CAA play in Drexel and Elon. Delaware and Towson are both 0-1, and W&M is 0-2.
•	 The top-four teams at the end of the regular season advance to the CAA Women’s Lacrosse Championship, 

which JMU will host on May 3 and 5. Should JMU win both games this week, the Dukes will officially clinch 
a CAA postseason spot.

DOUGHERTY NAMED TOP DEFENDER OF THE WEEK
•	 For the second time this season, Molly Dougherty was named CAA Defensive Player of the Week.
•	 Dougherty helped JMU to a pair of CAA wins last week, turning in 25 saves with a .714 save percentage and 

a 5.0 goals against average.
•	 In Friday’s win at Delaware, Dougherty registered 15 saves, including 12 in the first half, while only allowing 

three goals (.833 save %). She finished the week Sunday by making 10 more saves (.588 save %) against 
rival Towson.
