DUKES FINISH FINAL ROAD TRIP OF REGULAR SEASON ON LONG ISLAND
•	 JMU stays out on the road to finish the weekend on Long Island when it takes on Hofstra on Sunday.
•	 This is JMU’s final regular-season road game of 2019, as the final two CAA games are at home next week.
•	 The opening draw is set for noon at Shuart Stadium in Hempstead, N.Y.
•	 This marks the 24th installment of the series, with JMU holding a 17-6 record.
•	 The 2019 JMU lacrosse season is presented by O’Neill’s Grill.

JMU-HOFSTRA SERIES BY THE NUMBERS
•	 JMU and Hofstra have met 23 times previously, with the first meeting coming back in 2002 when Hofstra 

joined the Colonial Athletic Association.
•	 The Dukes lead the all-time series 17-6, including a 4-5 record at Hofstra.
•	 JMU has won three straight vs. HU, with the Pride’s last win coming on April 3, 2015 - a 13-8 win at Hofstra.
•	 During the three-game stretch, JMU has averaged wins by a margin of 17.33 to 9.0
•	 Since the series began 17 years ago, the teams have met six times at the CAA Championship, with the Dukes 

leading 4-2. 

CAA PICTURE ENTERING SUNDAY
•	 Following Friday’s games, JMU holds a half-game lead for first place, at 3-0. Hofstra is the only other 

unbeaten, with a 2-0 conference mark. Sunday’s victor will claim control of first outright.
•	 Towson is third with a 1-1 record following a win against Elon.
•	 There’s a three-way tie for fourth at 1-2 with William & Mary, Drexel and Elon. The Tribe won their first CAA 

game of the year with an overtime victory against Delaware, which is 0-2 in CAA play.
•	 The top-four teams at the end of the regular season advance to the CAA Women’s Lacrosse Championship, 

which JMU will host on May 3 and 5. 

DUKES ROLL TO WIN AT DREXEL
•	 JMU tallied a program-record 21 draw controls and three players recorded hat tricks, as JMU rolled to a 19-9 

win against Drexel on Friday in Philadelphia.
•	 Kelsey Reed had a career-high four goals, Logan Brennan had three goals and two assists and Rachel Matey 

had her first career hat trick. Maddie McDaniel also won 10 draws to move into second place in JMU single-
season history, with 80.

•	 JMU held a 21-8 draw controls advantage and used a 10-1 run in the first half to set the tone.

•	 The Pride enter Sunday’s matchup with a 9-4 

record and 2-0 mark in CAA play following a 
home win against William & Mary (14-11) and a 
road victory at Elon (10-6).

•	 In the Elon win, Hofstra scored eight of nine 
second-half goals to complete the comeback.

•	 Hofstra leads the CAA in scoring offense, at 
13.08 goals per game, while allowing 9.85, 
which is second in the conference.

•	 The Pride lead the CAA in draw controls (14.38) 
while ranking second in points (17.38), fewest 
turnovers (15.46) and save percentage (.502).

•	 Alyssa Parrella is one of the nation’s best, as she 
enters the week leading the country in goals 
(4.85). She’s also fifth in points (5.85) and eighth 
in free-position scores (1.46).

•	 Alexa Mattera also ranks sixth in the CAA in 
goals (2.38) and Katie Whelan is third in assists 
(1.31) and seventh in points (3.15).

•	 Darcie Smith leads the CAA in draws (6.54) 
and is tied for fifth in caused turnovers (1.54). 
Jess Smith is second in the CAA and eighth in 
Division I with a .510 save percentage.

•	 Leading the Pride is Shannon Smith, who is 
58-58 now in her seventh season at the helm. 
She’s led Hofstra to three CAA Championship 
appearances and earned CAA Coach of the Year 
honors in 2015.
