AC Bryant was 5-of-7 from 3-point range to
lead all scorers with 23.

Jax State held WKU to just 30.6% from the field in
the Conference USA opening win on December
29th. It was the lowest field goal percentage
against the Gamecocks by a Division | team this
year. Only NAIA Reinhardt (26%) and Division Il
Auburn Montgomery (21.2%) were held to lower
success rates.

EL MOUTAOUAKKIL EARNS CUSA WEEKLY NOD
After averaging 26.5 points per game and 7.5
rebounds per game in two games, Mostapha
El Moutaoukkil was named the CUSA Player of
the Week on Nov. 17. The Gamecocks defeated
Coastal Carolina and Reinhardt in two home
contests, with El Moutaouakkil leading the
Gamecocks in both games.

AC FOR THREE

Jax State transfer guard AC Bryant knocked
down eight threes against South Alabama,
setting a new career high. Bryant is the only
Gamecock to hit at least five threes in a game
this season and has done so three times. The
senior from Shreveport leads Jax State with 33
made three pointers on 85 attempts.

MANY MO’ THREES

Mostapha El Moutaouakkil has opened up the
season shooting 10-for-31 from beyond the arc
in just 291 total minutes of action. Last season at
Louisiana, El Moutaouakkil did not make a single
three on seven attempts in 838 minutes and 33
games played.

THE ROAD TO RECOVERY

Marcus Fitzgerald Jr. and Jamar Franklin both
tallied double figures in the season opener
against Oakwood after missing time with injuries
last season. Fitzgerald went 605 days without

a made basket while Franklin rose for a dunk,
marking his first points in 303 days.

DOUBLE DOUBLE DEBUT

Senior guard Mostapha El Moutaouakkil
turned in an impressive debut, managing 27
points and 10 rebounds in the season opener
against Oakwood. El Moutaouakkil became

the first Gamecock with 25+ points and 10+
rebounds since the reigning CUSA Player of the
Year Jaron Pierre Jr. last season against Columbia
Int’l.

EL MOUTADUAKKIL EARNS PRESEASON HONOR
Jax State forward Mostapha El Moutaouakkil
was named one of 10 members of the CUSA
Preseason All-Conference Team. El Moutaouakkil,
a Louisiana transfer from Rabat, Morocco,
appeared in 33 games for the Ragin’ Cajuns last
season and led the squad in scoring.

LOOKING TO MAKE IT THREE

Mostapha El Moutaouakkil sits towards the
top of Conference USA so far this season with
18.6 points per contest. The senior from Rabat,
Morocco set a new career high with 33 points
earlier this year against Coastal Carolina. Jax
State has finished the previous two years with
the CUSA scoring leader. Kyky Tandy led CUSA
in scoring in 2023-24 with 17.8 PPG while Jaron
Pierre Jr. led CUSA last year with 21.6 PPG.

GAMECOCKS STUFF WARHAWKS AT HOME
After falling into its four three-game losing
streak since the end of the 2023-24 season, Jax
State bounced back with a 66-39 victory over
Auburn-Montgomery in Jacksonville on Dec. 7.
The Gamecocks held the Warhawks to just 21.2
percent shooting from the field in the win.

GAMECOCKS ON NATIONAL TV X3

The Jax State Men’s Basketball team is set to have
three regular season Conference USA contests
broadcast on national television this season. Jax
State will make its national television debut on
Feb. 5 when the Gamecocks travel to face WKU

on CBS Sports Network at 8 p.m. The next two
games are set to take place in Jacksonville on Feb.
26 against Delaware on CBSSN and on Feb. 28
against Liberty on ESPNU.

GLOBAL GAMECOCKS

The Jax State roster features players from six
different nationalities. Bencao Vungo (Angola),
Thomas Tut (South Sudan) and Mostapha El
Moutaouakkil (Morocco) highlight a trio of
African players while also featuring laroslav
Niagu (Russia) and Aitor Anabitarte (Spain). Jax
State also has 11 other athletes from the US.

NASH HIGHLY TOUTED

Sophomore guard Jaye Nash brings an
impressive background to this season’s
Gamecock roster.
