YEAR TWO | #ALLIN

The theme for year two of the #KentGRIT era is #Allln, as get-
ting everyone in the program on the same page and in align-
ment with the culture was a main goal and objective of the off-
season. In addition to continuing to bring the returning players
closer together, this philosophy was a factor in deciding to add
each of the 23 transfers who are members of this year's roster.

RUNNING TO THE TOP
Head coach Kenni Burns was a running back at Indiana and
is the all-time leading rusher at Sacred Heart Griffin High
School in Springfield, lllinois. Burns is one of five reported FBS
head coaches to have been a collegiate running back, joining
Thomas Hammock (NIU RB and HC), Dino Babers (Syracuse HC,
Hawaii RB), Stan Drayton (Allegheny RB, Temple HC) and Ka-
lani Sitake (BYU RB and HC). Georgia's Kirby Smart and South
Carolina's Shane Beamer were running back coaches before
getting head coaching positions.

FAMILIAR FRIEND
After sitting out the 2023 campaign as a two-time transfer,
Ky Thomas has bolstered the Flashes' backfield. The running
back re-joins a familiar friend in head coach Kenni Burns,
who coached Thomas at Minnesota during the 2021 season.
Thomas ran for 824 yards and six scores as a Golden Gopher,
highlighted by a career-high 144 yards and Offensive MVP
honors during a Guaranteed Rate Bowl victory. The 2019 Kan-
sas Gatorade Player of Year then returned home to play for the
Jayhawks in 2022.

POMP AND CIRCUMSTANCE
Head coach Kenni Burns has continued to raise the academic
standard for his student-athletes, resulting in the highest term
GPA (3.120) and cumulative GPA (3.124) in program history
this past spring. Twenty Golden Flashes have earned their
undergraduate degree, with five earning the honor from Kent
State.

KENT STATE FOOTBALL
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TEAMIMPACT

In 2022, the Golden Flashes signed Kingston Woods, the
toughest, most resilient kid in Northeast Ohio, through the
university’s partnership with Team IMPACT, a non-profit orga-
nization that tackles the emotional trauma and social isolation
experienced by children facing serious and chronic illnesses by
matching them with a college athletics team. Kingston signed
his letter of intent at the annual spring showcase, then closed
out the afternoon with the ringing of the victory bell.

Graduate offensive lineman Cameron Golden represents Kent
State as a Team IMPACT fellow, working with the organization
and serving as a liaison between teams, families and the orga-
nization. Golden participated in a leadership and Team IMPACT
seminar in Boston over the summer, working with other stu-
dent-athletes and fellows on how to best serve Team IMPACT.

HONORING #54 JASON BITSKO

On Aug. 20, 2014, during a preseason practice, Kent State's foot-
ball teamreceived tragic news of the unexpected overnight death
of Jason Bitsko. The fourth-year junior had become a team lead-
er, mentor and friend to many both on and off the field. In Bitsko's
honor, the number 54 is now worn by a select offensive lineman
every season. This season, tackle Cameron Golden has earned
the honor, which also serves as the single digit equivalency and
captaincy of the offensive line.

Kent State is one of 11 schools who have 10 or fewer players in
their final year of eligibility who have played their entire career
at the same school.

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STARTING EARLY
Seven true freshmen have combined to make 20 starts this
season for the Flashes. WR Dashawn Martin has started allnine

games and is third on the team in receiving yards while moving
into the primary kick returner role at the start of MAC play. OL
Elijah Williams was the starting center for each of the first
three games, while LB Jayden Studio (3), RB Ayden Harris (2),
WR Jay Jay Etheridge (1), CB Jaire Rawlison (1) and QB Ruel
Tomlinson (1) have also made starts.

BIG PLAY McCRAY

All-MAC First Team WR Chrishon McCray, who is referred to as
"Big Play McCray" within the program, returned to form in the
MAC opener against Eastern Michigan by catching five balls for
188 yards and scores from 65 and 68 yards out. McCray followed
his first big performance since suffering a season-ending injury
last November with a career-high 213 yards and three touch-
downs this past Saturday against Ball State. This was his third
consecutive game against a MAC opponent with 161 or more re-
ceiving yards.

One of only 13 FBS players with at least three offensive plays of
60 or more yards this season, McCray totaled 90-plus yards af-
ter catch in each of the first two MAC contests. He is tied for 19th
nationally in receiving TDs (7) and third in the MAC in yards per
catch (17.47).

DYNAMIC DUO
All-MAC WRs Chrishon McCray (594 yds, 7 TDs) and Luke
Floriea (515 yds, 5 TDs) are among the most productive
wideout duo in the conference this season, combining for 67
receptions, 1,109 yards and 12 TDs. Both wideouts have multi-
ple 100-yard performances and rank in the top-11 in the MAC
for receiving yards per game. Floriea, who handles punts and is
back on kick returns, sits 11th in all-purpose yards (76.0 ypg).

MILESTONE MEN
RB Ky Thomas eclipsed 1,000 career rushing yards during the
second quarter of Kent State's opener at Pitt on Aug. 31. Thom-
asis the Flashes'leading rusher and has already surpassed his
nine-game total with Kansas in 2022 with 389 yards, giving
him 1,425 as a collegian.

WRs Chrishon McCray and Luke Floriea both went over
1,000 receiving yards against Ball State on Oct.12. McCray
(1,204 yards) reached the milestone in just 16 games, while
Floriea (1,137 yards) did so during his 42nd game in a Kent
State uniform.

STAYING DISCIPLINED
Kent State has been among the most disciplined teams in
the nation, ranking sixth in penalty yards against per game
(32.44) and ninth in penalties against per game (4.33). The
Flashes have been flagged for four or fewer penalties in six of
nine games this season.
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GOLD(EN) STANDARD

Graduate student Cameron Golden has built quite an impres-
sive resume beyond the gridiron by taking on several leader-
shiproles at the department and conference levels. In addition
to being a Team IMPCT fellow, Golden was voted by his peers
as President of Kent State's Student-Athlete Advisory Commit-
tee (SAAC). He also serves on the Executive Committee for the
MAC Council of Student-Athletes (COSA).

ROCCO’'S LINEBACKER LIFE

Rocco Nichollishavingabreakout season after switching from
the outside to Will LB position. After totaling just 28 tackles
over his first two seasons at Kent State, Nichollleads the team
with 61 stops and is tied for eighth in the MAC in tackles per
game (7.6). He recorded 10+ tackles in each of the final three
non-conference contests, including a career-high 14 against #10
Penn State on Sept. 21. Nichollis also tied for second on the team
in passes broken up (2) and QB hurries (3).

SPECIAL TEAMS, SPECIAL PLAYERS
Josh Smith has helped the Flashes flip the field with his
combination of power and precision kicking. Smith is the MAC
leader in punts inside of the 20 (18) and has boomed 11 punts
of 50+ yards, which ranks second. The four-year starter is
averaging a career-best 42.5 yards per punt in 2024.

Prior to being elevated to the starting kicker role to start
conference play, Will Hryszko was 1/1 on PATs and booted 10
kickoffs during his Flashes career. Hryszko drilled all three of his
PATs and recorded a touchback on three of four kickoff attempts
against Eastern Michigan. He accounted for all of Kent State's
points at Bowling Green on Oct. 19 with field goals from 37 and
30 yards.

The first non-offensive TD of the #KentGRIT era was scored
during the second quarter of the season opener at Pitt, as CB
Naim Muhammad scooped up a bouncing ball while on punt
coverage and raced 34 yards for the score. LB Nylan Brown
stripped the Pitt returner of the ball to ignite the Flashes' first
fumble recovery for a TD since the 2018 campaign.

NEXT MAN UP

In his second career start, safety Tevin Tucker recorded a
career-high 10 tackles, including seven solo stops, and one pass
breakup tolead the defense against Ball State on Oct. 12. Tucker
alsomade animpact in his season debut at #7 Tennessee on Sept.
14. He made six of his seven tackles during the second half to
help the Flashes keep the Vols out of the end zone for the final
30 minutes.

TOMMY U TIME

Tommy Ulatowski has sparked the offense since stepping back
into the QB1 role for the MAC opener against Eastern Michigan
after a pair of Flashes were injured against #10 Penn State the
previous week. Ulatowski, who started three games late in the
2023 season, accounted for four TDs in his first two starts this
season while leading Kent State to the two highest-scoring
games against FBS opponents during the #KentGRIT era. His
career-high 394 yards against Ball State were the most by a
Flashes passer since Oct. 1, 2022.
