OPENING TIP

W K-State (2-0) continues its 4-game homestand to open
the 2025-26 season by hosting California (3-0) in the
second game of a men’s and women’s basketball double-
header on Thursday night at Bramlage Coliseum. The
contest will conclude a home-and-home series with the
Golden Bears, which started in 2022.

W This will be the ninth meeting between K-State and Cal
on the hardwood, which dates back nearly 75 years when
the Wildcats defeated the Bears, 64-50, on Dec. 11, 1951.
K-State leads the series, 7-1, including a 63-54 win in
Berkeley on Nov. 11, 2022, in the last meeting.

LAST TIME OUT

W The hot start for the K-State offense continued in the
98-71 win over Bellarmine on Saturday, as the Wildcats
posted 90 or more points in the first 2 games for the first
time in nearly 34 years while totaling the most points in
that span since scoring 193 to open the 1992-93 season.

W The Wildcats posted the highest field goal percentage
of the Jerome Tang era at 62.3 percent (33-0f-53),
including 60.9 percent (14-0of-23) from 3-point range.

It was the highest field goal percentage since hitting on
62.5 percent against Alabama State on Dec. 11, 2019.

W Four Wildcats scored in double figures led the first
points/assists double-double for junior P.J. Haggerty, who
finished with a game-high 23 points on 5-0of-9 field goals
and 11-of-12 free throws to go with a career-best 11 assists.
It is just the ninth 20-point, 10-assist double-double in
school history and the first since Markquis Nowell in 2023.

NOTES ON K-STATE

W K-State returns 4 players (C.J. Jones, David Castillo,
Mobi lkegwuruka and Taj Manning) from the 2024-25
season, in which, the Wildcats posted a 16-17 record,
including a tie for ninth in Big 12 play with a 9-11 mark.

B The team welcomes 10 newcomers, including 5 Division |
transfers (Abdi Bashir Jr., P.J. Haggerty, Marcus Johnson,
Khamari McGriff and Nate Johnson), 4 international
players (Dorin Buca, Andrej Kostic, Stephen Osei and
Elias Rapieque) and one freshman (Exavier Wilson).

HAGGERTY’S PRESEASON ACCOLADES

W Junior P.J. Haggerty has earned a number of preseason
honors, earning All-American honors from Jay Bilas, CBS
Sports, The Field of 68, Jon Rothstein and @CBBAnNalytics.
He has also been named to the preseason watch lists for
the Naismith, NABC and Oscar Robertson trophies.

W Led by third-year head coach Mark Madsen, California is
off to a 3-0 start for the first time since 2019-20 after
home wins over Cal State Bakersfield (87-60), Wright
State (77-67) and Cal State Fullerton (93-65).

B The Golden Bears are led by former Wildcat Dai Dai
Ames (21.7 ppg.). Ames played in 31 of 34 games with 16
starts for K-State in 2023-24, averaging 5.2 points and 2.0
assists in 20.6 minutes per game. He is in his first year in
Berkeley after playing at Virginia in 2024-25.

B Ames is one of 5 Bears averaging in double figures,
which includes transfers John Camden (16.7 ppg.), Justin
Pippen (14.3 ppg.), Chris Bell (10.7 ppg.) and Lee Dort
(10.0 ppg.). Pippen is also averaging a team-best 5.7
assists and 7.0 rebounds per game, while Dort is
averaging a team-best 8.0 rebounds per game.

HOUSTON TABBED AS BIG 12 FAVORITE;

TOPPIN NAMED PRESEASON PLAYER OF THE YEAR
W Fresh off an appearance in the NCAA Championship
game, Houston was picked as the favorite in the Big 12
preseason poll, earning 224 points and 14 first-place votes.
