¢ Kennesaw State is in the midst of a three-game homestand, but this is the game that was circled
from the start of the season as its time for the annual contest against Atlanta Metro rival Georgia
State, as the teams will square off for the third straight year on Saturday afternoon in VyStar Arena.
The series restarted two years ago after a 35-year break, and the Owls have claimed the past two
meetings, including last season’s come-from-behind 81-77 victory.

¢ KSU is looking for its fourth home victory of the season, while Georgia State is looking for its
first road win as it concludes a six-game road swing.

¢ KSU has always been a fast paced team under Pettway, and that’s not changing in his third year
at the helm of the Owls. KSU ranked in the top five in the nation in adjusted tempo in his first
year, and currently is 11th at 73.6 (possessions per 40 minutes).

¢ The Owls are also scoring at high rate, currently seventh in the nation at 94.9 points per game,
which easily leads Conference USA. Senior guard Simeon Cottle meanwhile paces the league in
scoring at 21.4 points per game, 12th in the nation.

¢ KSU is having another strong year in the boards as well, ranking second in total rebounds per
game (47.4 rpg) and 13th in rebound margin (+11.8) in the nation.

¢ Following Saturday’s game, the Owls will play their last home game of the month with a rare
Monday afternoon contest, as they will tip at 12 pm start against Southern Wesleyan.

Antoine Pettway was named as the eighth head
coach in Kennesaw State men’s basketball
history on April 8, 2023, and he took no time in
making his impact on the program after leading
the Owls to their second and third winningest
D1 seasons ever. He stands atop the record list
for best winning percentage (D1 era) by a KSU
coach at 53.1%.

In his second season with the Black and Gold,
Pettway guided the Owls to numerous firsts,
including the first-ever win over a ranked
opponent (79-77 over No. 24 Rutgers on Nov.
24), as well as the first-ever Quad victory with a
road win at Liberty. Picked to finish in a tie for
last in the team’s first year in Conference USA,
Pettway guided KSU to a fourth-place finish at
10-8, and came up just short of an appearance in
the CUSA championship game, falling to top-
seed Liberty 81-79 in the tournament semifinals.
KSU’s 19-14 record in 2024-25 was the second-
most wins ever in the D1 era.

Pettway’s excellence on the recruiting trail was
a huge factor in the team’s success in 2024-25.
After bringing in the top non-Power Four class
in the nation (No. 32), the Owl freshman class
would finish the season ranked in the top five in
the nation for most points by a fresman class,

most points per game, and highest percentage of
points. That was highlighted by the performance
of Adrian Wooley, who became the first Owl to
claim Freshman All-American honors, while he
also claimed CUSA Freshman of the Year and
First-Team All-CUSA accolades. Braedan Lue
joined Wooley on the CUSA All-Freshman team
as well.

He quickly made his impact on the program, as
he envisioned turning the Owls into one of the
fastest playing teams in the nation. After just one
year at the helm of the Black and Gold, Pettway
did exactly that, as KSU shattered almost every
single Division I scoring record while ranking
among the nation’s leaders in several offensive
categories. The Owls ranked sixth in the nation
in fast break points (15.35 ppg) while playing at
the fourth fastest pace in the nation (according
to KenPom).

The Owls also finished their first year under
Pettway with a 15-16 mark, with the 15 total
season victories marking as the third-highest
ever in the program’s Division I era.

Among the school records set in 2023-24 in the
first year of the Pettway era were most points

—~
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per game at 82.8 ppg (previous record was 75.0
ppg) which also ranked as the 14th-highest
scoring offense in the nation. The Owls also set
new KSU D1 era marks for most three-pointers
made with 292 (previous record was 286).

KSU started out the 2023-24 season with a 4-1
record and a 9-3 mark after 12 games, both
new record starts (D1 level). That run included
wins over in-state rivals Georgia Southern
and Georgia State, as well as an impressive
overtime victory over UNC Asheville, a NCAA
participant from the previous year. The Owls
also began their last year in the Atlantic Sun
with a 3-0 start, and claimed a season sweep
over FGCU as one of the highlights of the year.

Pettway came to the Black and Gold after
a stellar 15 years on the Alabama coaching
staff, which culminated in the Crimson Tide
spending several weeks as the nation’s No. 1
ranked team this past season. Known as one of
the top recruiters in the nation, he brought in
the third-ranked class in the nation in 2022 that
included two five-star and two four-star recruits,
highlighted by potential NBA Draft Top 3 pick
and 2022-23 National Freshman of the Year
Brandon Miller.

Alabama ranked in the top 20 in the nation in
scoring for the past four years under Pettway as
the team’s offensive coordinator. That included
this past season in which the team averaged
81.8 points per game, seventh-best in the
nation. Over the past three years, the Crimson
Tide posted four SEC championship titles and
a pair of Sweet 16 appearances and set the
school record for single season wins with a 31-6
record this past year. Alabama made five NCAA

tournaments and six NIT appearances during his
time in Tuscaloosa.

Pettway has recruited and developed over 40
professional athletes. That included eight NBA
players over the last four years, highlighted by
Collin Sexton, Kira Lewis, Herb Jones, Mark
Sears, JD Davison, and projected 2023 NBA
first round pick Noah Clowney.

Before joining the Alabama staff in the summer
of 2008, he spent two years as an assistant
coach at Jacksonville State, after one season as
a graduate assistant coach at Alabama. Pettway
served as assistant coach at Alabama from
2008-10, then spent three seasons as the team’s
director of operations before moving back into

an assistant coach role for the 2013-14 season.

A notable example of Pettway’s work ethic was
his playing career at Alabama, as he joined the
Crimson Tide as a walk-on with an academic
scholarship before earning a scholarship for his
sophomore season. Starting with that sophomore
season, Alabama made the NCAA Tournament
his final three seasons, including the Elite Eight
in the 2003-04 season. Pettway was an integral
part of that run in 2004, starting every game
that season at point guard. After his collegiate
playing career, he spent the next year playing
for the NBA Development League (Huntsville
Flight) and the World Basketball Association
(Kentucky Reach), where he was named the
WBA Rookie of the Year.

No opponent dominated the Owls like FGCU did in the 2010s, at one point winning 15 straight
games over KSU while the two were members of the Atlantic Sun. The Eagles won 21 of the first 28
contests as well. However, the tide started to turn in the 2020-21 season, as the Owls have now won
six of the last seven meetings between the two teams. That includes a perfect 3-0 record under Coach
Pettway, while Simeon Cottle has also never lost to the Eagles, as his record-setting performance
ensured the Owls would prevail and move him to 4-0 all-time against FGCU.

FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK? YEAH WE DO THAT...

In its first year as members of Conference USA, Kennesaw State dominated the Freshman of
the Week awards, taking the honor home in 13 of the 18 total weeks.

The Owls have carried that over to this season, as in the first week of 2025-26, Trey Simpson
picked up Freshman of the Year honors after averaging 14 points and 7.5 points per game in wins
over Paine and Florida A&M while also knocking down seven-of-14 from three-point range.

Starting in the 2025-26 season, coaches can challenge certain plays by requesting an instant
replay review—but only if their team has a timeout available.

Reviewable Situations Include:

1) Out-of-bounds calls

2) Goaltending/basket interference

3) Secondary defender inside the restricted-area arc

If the challenge is successful — The team keeps the timeout and earns one additional challenge
for the rest of the game (including overtime).

If the challenge is unsuccessful — The team loses the timeout and can’t challenge again for the
rest of the game.

No timeout? No challenge.
