MEDIA INFORMATION

Press row seating passes and credentials must be re-
quested at least 24 hours in advance of each contest. Members of 
the media will receive priority seating.

ENROLLMENT
There are currently 8,329 full- and part-time undergraduate and 
graduate students from 29 states and nations. Most are Pennsylva-
nia residents: 56% women, 44% men.

SPECIAL ACADEMIC PROGRAMS
Honors Program throughout the undergraduate curriculum, in-
ternational exchange, study abroad and study away programs, 
freshmen seminars, independent study, internships, and diversi-
fied academic support services.

FACULTY
Teaching-focused, with scholarly expertise; many are engaged in 
research, writing, and consulting. 93% have their doctorate or 
terminal degree. We have a student/faculty ratio of 18:1.

LIBRARY
A modern, spacious facility with wireless Internet access through-
out the building; more than 400,000 books and bound periodi-
cals; 74,000 print and electronic periodical subscriptions; 149 
databases providing access to hundreds of thousands of e-books, 
documents, reports, and images; more than one million micro-
forms; maps, videos and DVDs; state-of-the-art computer facilities; 
study rooms; coffee shop.

Wireless campus with galleries and studios, planetarium, obser-
vatory, TV production facilities, radio station, 50 computer labs 
containing 1,800 PCs/Macs for student-use, smart classrooms, 
curriculum materials center, Ronald R. Rhein Environmental 
Study Area, Pennsylvania German Cultural Heritage Center, Wal-
lops Island marine science consortium facility in Virginia.

STUDENT LIFE
The McFarland Student Union serves as the campus living room, 
with a movie theatre, computer lab, multiple lounges, coffee bar, 
a dining area and campus information center. Approximately  
200 student organizations: academic, campus media, diversified 
interest, Greek, performing arts, public service, residency issues, 
spiritual, special interest, sports (intramural and club programs), 
visual arts affiliates; plus musical entertainment, dances, lec-
tures, comedy, excursions and cultural events are available. Ad-
ditionally, the student recreation center houses a rock climbing 
wall and provides fitness programs, racquetball courts, gymnasi-
ums, fitness equipment and juice bar.

HOUSING AND RESIDENTIAL SERVICES
12 residence facilities (nine coed and three modified coed) that in-
clude three apartment-style, two suite-style and seven traditional; 
accommodate 4,200 students. All residence halls are wired for ca-
ble TV, local telephone, Internet and campus network access.

ATHLETICS
Eight men’s intercollegiate sports (baseball, basketball, cross 
country, football, tennis, indoor and outdoor track & field, and 
wrestling) and 13 women’s sports (basketball, cross country, field 
hockey, golf, soccer, softball, swimming, tennis, indoor and out-
door track & field, volleyball, lacrosse, and bowling); athletic facili-
ties include swimming pool, football stadium, fieldhouse, weight 
room, playing fields, tennis and basketball courts, indoor and out-
door track, cross-country course. Member NCAA Division II, PSAC.

FINANCIAL AID
Approximately 80% of students receive financial aid in the form 
of scholarships, grants, loans, or student employment.

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DR. KENNETH S. HAWKINSON began his tenure as the 12th president of Kutztown 
University on July 1, 2015. 

Since his arrival at KU, Hawkinson has established 53 initiatives for the institution 
focusing on nine areas such as academic excellence, enrollment management and 
student success, and expanding educational opportunity and access.   He also has 
overseen the implementation of KU’s first action plan, highlighted by the identification 
of the university’s Programs of Distinction.  Hawkinson’s community outreach efforts 
have included the establishment of “Walks with Wynnie,” weekly campus walks featur-
ing the Hawkinsons’ family dog, and a new performing arts society. He also serves on 
the board of directors of Hawk Mountain Sanctuary.  

Before coming to KU, Hawkinson was provost at Western Illinois University from 2012-
15 where he was responsible for areas including university planning, fiscal and enroll-
ment management, curriculum and contract negotiations.  

Prior to assuming his position as provost, Hawkinson served Western Illinois for four 
years as associate provost and associate vice president for 
budget, planning and personnel, where he oversaw all as-
pects of academic affairs, including contract administration, 
summer session and curriculum. Previously, he was associ-
ate dean of the College of Fine Arts and Communication and 
chair of the Department of Communication. 

Hawkinson began his academic career at Western Illinois 
as an assistant professor of communication, and later was 
promoted to associate, then full professor. He also was an 
adjunct professor in African American Studies and an instruc-
tor in the Honors Program. During his time on the faculty, he 
served as leader of both the Faculty Senate and the faculty 
union. He has published numerous articles and dozens of 
professional papers. His research interests and creative pur-
suits include storytelling, oral tradition and performance of 
literature. 

Hawkinson earned his bachelor’s degree in history from West-
ern Illinois. He also has a Master of Arts in speech commu-
nication from the institution and holds a doctorate in speech 
communication/performance studies from Southern Illinois 
University. He was a Fulbright Scholar from 1990-91, during 
which he taught American studies at the University of Ouaga-
dougou, Burkina Faso, West Africa, and conducted research 
in African folklore and oral tradition. 

Hawkinson was in the U.S. Army for three years. After serv-
ing in the Illinois National Guard as a field artillery officer 
and executive officer for a field artillery battery, he joined 
the Army as an infantry officer. He served in Germany as a 
platoon leader and a weapons platoon leader, and as a public 
affairs officer. He also served for two years as a volunteer in 
the Peace Corps in Mali, West Africa.

A native of Carpentersville, Ill., Hawkinson is married to 
the former Ann Marie Hayes.   His son, Jivan Deglise-Favre-
Hawkinson, recently completed his doctoral studies in engi-
neering at the University of Michigan.  

President Dr. Kenneth S. Hawkinson
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GREG BAMBERGER
Director of Athletics

Greg Bamberger en-
ters his 13th year as 
the Director of Athlet-
ics at Kutztown Univer-
sity in 2017-18.
 
Since coming to Kutz-
town in 2005, Bam-
berger has overseen 
one of the most suc-
cessful eras of Golden 
Bear Athletics. KU has 
finished in the top five 
in the Dixon Trophy 
standings five times 
under his watch, in-
cluding the institu-

tion’s first ever Dixon Trophy win in 2005-06.

He also supervised KU’s highest finish in school history in the 
Learfield Sports Directors’ Cup standings with a 16th place fin-
ish in 2009-10.  The Golden Bears have finished in the top 50 
five times under his guidance. The Learfield Cup, co-sponsored 
by the National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athlet-
ics, recognizes athletic departments based on their success in 
NCAA championship events.

Kutztown student-athletes have performed well in the class-
room as well.  According to a 2011 report released by the NCAA, 
KU student-athletes easily eclipsed the national student-athlete 
graduation rate by 17 percent, and also graduate at a higher 
rate than the average for students in general.  Moreover, the 
Golden Bears have produced at least 110 PSAC Scholar-Ath-
letes in each of the past five years.

In the fall of 2011, Bamberger was inducted into the Tri-County 
Chapter of the Pennsylvania Sports Hall of Fame.  His induction 
was the result of a standout football playing career at Phoenix-
ville High School in Chester County, Pennsylvania,  where he was 
a two time co-captain and an all-state and Big 33 selection his 
senior year. 

Bamberger came to Kutztown from Glenville State College in 
West Virginia, where he served as director of athletics from 
2002-05.

Prior to taking over as director of athletics, Bamberger was an 
assistant football coach and lecturer at Glenville for three se-
mesters. He was the assistant head coach, offensive coordina-
tor and coached the offensive line for the Pioneers.

From 1997 until 2000, Bamberger was a district sales coordina-
tor for AFLAC. Bamberger previously served as assistant football 
coach at the Virginia Military Institute and Southeast Missouri 
State.

Bamberger earned his master’s degree in sports administration 
from Temple University in 1989. He is a 1982 graduate of Duke 
University with a bachelor’s degree in management sciences. 
He was a three-year starter for the Blue Devils’ football team, 
serving as co-captain in 1981. Bamberger was born in Abington, 
Pennsylvania. He and his wife, Bernadette, are the parents of 
three children, Caitlin, Gregory, and Kendra.

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Kutztown University is blessed with some of the top athletic facilities among Division II colleges and universities in the eastern United 
States. 19 of KU’s 21 teams have their home venue on campus.

Facilities

UNIVERSITY FIELD AT ANDRE REED STADIUM  |  University Field has been home to KU football since 1936. The facility has also been 
home to KU men’s and women’s outdoor track and field. The current grandstand, press box, and concession stand were constructed 
for the 1988 season. Artificial turf was installed and the track was resurfaced in 2005, and once again in 2017 with new SprintTurf 
and a resurface of the track. Golden Bear field hockey also moved to the facility in 2005. Lights were installed the same year, and first 
became operational for the 2006 season. Golden Bear alumnus and Pro Football Hall of Famer Andre Reed ‘05 tossed the coin at the 
first football night game. The visitors’ bleachers, which seat approximately 1,000, were replaced in 2010.The stadium has also hosted 
KU club and intramural sporting events, KU’s spring commencement ceremonies (until 2005, the year Reed graduated), high school 
football, various special events, and occasional Golden Bear women’s lacrosse games. On Saturday, Oct. 18, 2014, the university 
dedicated the facility in honor of Reed at a pre-game ceremony. In honor of its 78-year history, the field at the facility retained the name 
University Field, and is referred to officially as University Field at Andre Reed Stadium.

STUDENT-RECREATION CENTER  |  The 64,623-square-foot student recreation center opened in the fall of 2006. The facility, located 
between Keystone Hall and University Field, is THE place to be for student recreation and fitness on campus. Among the amenities are 
a nearly 9,000-square-foot fitness center and weight room, two group fitness studios, two racquetball courts, an indoor rock climbing 
wall, a synthetic surface gymnasium with curved walls for indoor sports, a synthetic surface half gymnasium, a suspended jogging 
track (approx. 1/10 mile), an office suite for recreational services staff, a meeting room, retail space/snack bar and locker rooms with 
jacuzzis.
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Facilities

RISLEY WEIGHT ROOM  |  Renovated in 2012, athletes get exten-
sive use out of the free-weight room, located on the ground floor 
of Risley Hall, the original gym. The weight room was recently reno-
vated and expanded.

O’PAKE FIELDHOUSE  |  O’Pake Fieldhouse is home to the KU 
men’s and women’s indoor track teams, and is used by all teams 
for indoor practices, overflow athletic events, KU’s winter and spring 
commencement ceremonies, and camps and clinics throughout the 
year.

KEYSTONE HALL  |  The home of the Golden Bears, Keystone Hall is the hub of indoor athletic activity on campus. The 3,400-seat Key-
stone Arena, located in the center of Keystone Hall, is the home of the women’s volleyball, men’s and women’s basketball and wrestling 
teams. Keystone Hall houses the Golden Bear sports medicine department, designated locker rooms for intercollegiate athletic teams. 
The department of athletics administrative offices and all of the coaches’ offices are located in Keystone Hall.

Facilities

NORTH CAMPUS FIELD (SOFTBALL)  |  KU’s North Campus Soft-
ball Field is the home of the Golden Bear softball team. The facility 
includes dugouts, hitting cages and an infield tarp. Dimensions for 
the field are 190 to right and left field and 220 to center.

KEYSTONE POOL  |  The home of Golden Bear aquatics is Key-
stone Natatorium. The six-lane, 25-yard competition pool is lo-
cated in Keystone Hall. In 2008, the facility was refurbished, with 
the installation of new lighting, bleachers and ventilation system. 
Additional features include a state-of-the-art public address sys-
tem, Colorado System V timing equipment with aqua grip touch-
pads and a six-lane mercury display scoreboard.

KEYSTONE FIELD |  Located behind Keystone Hall, Keystone Field 
includes the 500-seat grass home to the Golden Bear women’s 
soccer and women’s lacrosse programs. The facility debuted in 
1999.

NORTH CAMPUS FIELD (BASEBALL)  |  KU’s North Campus 
Baseball Field was the site of the 2001, 2002 and 2007 NCAA 
Division II North Atlantic Regional Championships. The facility 
includes dugouts, a hitting cage and bullpens, while recent ad-
ditions include a new backstop, infield tarp, banners and signs 
of team accomplishments, sponsorship signs and a new score-
board. Dimensions for the field are 335 down the lines, 380 to 
the power alleys and 405 to center field.
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ROBERT FISHER enters his 
17th season as head coach 
of the women’s golf team and 
18th season as head coach of 
the wrestling team at Kutztown 
University in 2017-18.

WRESTLING

Over the past 17 years, Fisher 
has amassed a dual meet re-
cord of 187-91-2 (.671). His 
wrestlers have earned 19 All-
America honors and have won 

four national championships. He served as assistant coach with 
the Golden Bear wrestling program from 1990-2000.

Fisher, a two-time KU Coach of the Year (2014, 2015), led his 
2014-15 team to the most successful postseason during his 
15-year tenure as head coach. Kutztown finished fourth at the 
PSAC Championships, the best finish in school history, boasted 
a program-record eight regional medalists and finished third at 
the Super Region I Championships, tying the best finish under 
Fisher. KU had four national qualifiers that tied for 14th place 
in St. Louis at the NCAA National Championship, the best finish 
in program history. KU crowned two All-Americans for the fourth 
time in KU history, and a two-time national champion.
 
Ziad Haddad was Fisher’s most decorated wrestler. He was a 
two-time national champion, a three-time All-American and quali-
fied for nationals in each of his three years at KU. Haddad went 
undefeated and did not allow a takedown in his final two years, 
and was ranked the top heavyweight in Division II for the entirety 
of both seasons. He was Kutztown’s first National Wrestler of the 
Year, won two regional championships and one conference title. 
Haddad graduated with a record of 82-5, fourth in program his-
tory.

Fisher has sent wrestlers to nationals every year at KU, has 
crowned at least one All-American in 13 of his 17 years, and 
posted a program-record three All-America wrestlers in 2017. He 
coached Joe Kemmerer and Ziad Haddad to two national titles 
apiece, and has had multiple All-Americans four different times.
 
During the 2013-14 season, Kutztown tied its best-ever ranking 
in the national poll at seventh in Division II. KU finished fourth 
at regionals and 17th at nationals, its then-third-best finish at 
nationals in program history.

KU had four wrestlers compete at the NCAA Championships in 
2012-13, including fourth-place finisher and All-American Ziad 
Haddad at heavyweight. Kutztown picked up its then-best-ever 
finish at the PSAC Championships, hosted by Kutztown, with a 
fifth-place finish, the best among Division II programs. On Jan. 
26, 2013, KU picked up its highest NWCA national ranking in 
school history at seventh in Division II.

In the 2010-11 season, KU finished 24th and had three wrestlers 
compete in the NCAA Championships including one All-Amer-
ica honoree.  Kutztown also finished fifth at the Super Region 
I Championships as Fisher had two wrestlers become regional 
champions.
 
Fisher guided the Golden Bears to their best regular season in 
program history in 2009-10. The Golden Bears set the school 
record for single season wins with 17, eclipsing the previous high 
of 15. In the span of a week, Fisher earned his 100th career win 
and the program crossed the 400-win plateau. The Golden Bears 
had three wrestlers in the NCAA National Championships, and 
tied a then-school-best 16th place finish.
 
Prior to coming to KU, Fisher served as assistant wrestling coach 
at his alma mater, Hazleton High School, from 1987-90. Fisher 
was a two-time district wrestling champion at Hazleton and a 
three-time northeast regional runner-up. He captured the District 
11 championship and went on to win the District 2 championship 
when Hazleton changed districts. He still holds the record for the 
most wrestling wins in school history. A two-sport athlete, he was 
also a member of the 1984 Big 33 Football Team.

Fisher received his bachelor’s degree in special education for the 
visually impaired from Kutztown in 1995. He went on to serve as 
a teacher of the blind/visually impaired at the Capital Area Inter-
mediate Unit, in Summerdale, Pa., from 1996-99.

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KRISS BELLANCA
Assistant Coach

Kriss Bellanca enters his 10th season with the Golden Bears coaching staff in the 2017-18 season.
 
Before his return to Kutztown, Bellanca coached at Wyomissing Area High School for seven years. He 
coached 23 state qualifiers and nine state medalists, including a state runner-up in 2008.

Bellanca also created and directed a nationally-recognized wrestling school, the STEEL Mat Club, which 
is run out of Brute Training Facility in Sinking Spring, Pa.  During that time as a club director and coach, 
he coached numerous high school All–Americans and nationally-ranked high school student-athletes.  
At any one time, there were several PA state champions training with the club. The club was nationally-
recognized by placing its wrestlers in many national level tournaments.
 

Bellanca was also a member of the KU wrestling team from 1997-2001 after transferring from Bucknell University. He is tied for 15th 
on KU’s all-time win list with 57. His best season was his freshman year, when he won 22 bouts and had five pins at 150 pounds. He 
bumped up to 165 pounds to finish his career, recording 16 wins as a sophomore. In all, he finished with 14 pins at KU.
 
He finished third at the NCAA Division II East Regionals three times, as a freshman, sophomore and a junior.
 
Bellanca is a graduate of Reading High School.

ZIAD HADDAD
Assistant Coach

Ziad Haddad enters his third season as an assistant coach at Kutztown University in 2017-18.
 
In three years as a Kutztown wrestler, Haddad achieved nearly every possible award and honor. As a 
senior heavyweight in 2015, he became KU’s second two-time national wrestling champion, won his 
second-straight regional championship, won his first conference championship, recorded his second-
consecutive undefeated season, and became KU’s second three-time All-American. As a junior, he was 
named the PSAC, Super Region I, and NCAA Division II National Wrestler of the Year.
 
His 30 wins in a season rank third all-time at KU, and his 82 career wins rank him fourth in program 
history.
 

Haddad went 27-5 as a sophomore with five pins and 25-0 as a junior with five pins. In 2015 as a senior, he went 30-0 with 12 pins 
en route to his second-straight NCAA National Championship title. He was the top-ranked heavyweight in Division II for an astounding 
507 consecutive days and went 55 straight bouts without being taken down.
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JAMIE GILL
Assistant Coach

Jamie Gill enters his fourth year as an assistant coach with the Kutztown University wrestling team in 
2017-18.
 
Gill is a former Golden Bear wrestler and a 2005 graduate of KU. Before his return to Kutztown, Gill was 
the head coach at Pottstown High School for two years. In his two years, Gill accumulated nine district 
champions, one state qualifier and a second place finish at the District 1 Dual Meet tournament.   

Gill also was an assistant coach at West Chester Rustin High School and the Glen Mills Schools and 
coached for two club teams, Steel Mat Club and Turks Head.
 
Gill was a member of the KU wrestling team from 2001-05. His best season was his junior year, when 

he led the team with 11 dual meet victories and placed sixth at the PSAC tournament.  
 
Gill received his bachelor’s degree in criminal justice from Kutztown University in 2005. He went on to and currently serves as the 
Program Director of Capital Academy in Harrisburg, a private academic school and alternative education program.  
 
Gill is a graduate of Coatesville Area Senior High School.
 
Gill and his wife, Angie, have one daughter, Zahra.

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The Kutztown University wrestling team is coming off an 
historic season last year and returns a healthy lineup of 
youth and experience. With returning national qualifiers 
and All-Americans in the lineup, look for the Golden Bears 
to continued their long-storied tradition of success in the 
2017-18 campaign.

Kutztown went 12-5 in dual meets last year, went un-
defeated at its inaugural KU Duals, but made its lasting 
mark in the postseason. Four Golden Bears qualified for 
nationals as part of a sixth-place finish at regionals for the 
Golden Bears, and a record-setting three of them went on 
to earn All-America honors – the first time in school history 
KU came home with three award winners.

Three of those national qualifiers return this season, with 
one redshirting to prepare for a national title run in 2019. 
Kutztown will sport a younger lineup from top to bottom, 
but also features great experience with expectations of re-
peat success on the national stage.

Robert Fisher enters his 18th season as the head wres-
tling coach and 28th year with the program at Kutztown. 
He is the all-time winningest coach with 187 wins and a 
.671 winning percentage, while his wrestlers has garnered 
19 All-America honors and four national titles.

“It was a really, really good year,” Fisher said. “Having 
three All-Americans for the first time ever last year was an 
awesome experience at nationals. Our team worked really 
hard all year to get to that point, and I think we can have 
similar success this year.”

Kutztown’s success last year earned it an invitation to 
the prestigious NWCA National Duals this January, KU’s 
fourth trip to the national dual meet in Indiana in the last 
six years.

“It’s an honor,” Fisher noted on his team’s invitation to the 
national duals. “It is something we take a lot of pride in. It 
has been a couple years since our last visit (2015), but we 
are looking forward to going back.”

KU’s strong returners have it ranked 23rd in the national 
preseason poll, with the two returning national qualifiers 
ranked in the top-seven of their respective classes.

The region will once again run through Notre Dame Col-
lege (Ohio), the defending regional and national champi-
ons. This year’s regional tournament is at Pitt-Johnstown, 
where the top-four placewinners at each class will earn a 
berth to the national tournament in Cedar Rapids, Iowa.

2017-18 Season Preview

Along with Notre Dame in the national poll (t-third), Gan-
non (fifth), Pitt-Johnstown (sixth), Mercyhurst (15th), Se-
ton Hill (t-16th), Kutztown (t-23rd), LIU Post (t-23rd) and 
Wheeling Jesuit (t-23rd) round out the nationally-ranked 
teams in Super Region One.

125
Austin Petril led the Golden Bears with a fourth-place fin-
ish at nationals last year to become an All-American. He 
was one win away from contending for a national title and 
led the team with a 23-9 record at 125 pounds. Petril will 
redshirt this season. He will continue to train and help de-
velop KU’s lightweight wrestlers, while shifting his career 
goal to competing for and winning a national title in his 
senior season of 2019.

In the meantime, Petril will give way to his twin brother, 
Anthony Petril, at 125 pounds. Anthony Petril redshirted 
last year while watching his brother compete, as the two 
will switch roles this year so they can both wrestle next 
season in their senior years. He went 6-8 in 2015-16 in his 
first year at KU and will elevate to KU’s starter this season.

Behind Petril, look for KU’s youth to continue to develop 
and contend for spot-starts at 125.

133
Lucas Miller stepped right in as a starter last year as a 
true freshman. He held a winning record of 15-9 despite 
battling injuries down the stretch. Miller will lead a young 
group at 133 as he looks to take the next step in his career 
of making a mark on the regional level.

Christopher Crane earned spot-starts last year at 133 and 
141, and will continue to contend for time at both weight 
classes this year. He went 3-3 last year in his redshirt-
freshman campaign. Nick Klinger redshirted last year and 
will compete at 133 and 141 pounds.

141
141 pounds will feature a young group all contending for 
starting time across multiple weight classes. Along with 
Crane and Klinger moving up to 141, Jake Jones and Aus-
tin Scrivani both redshirted last year as true freshmen, 
and have shown great promise heading into their first sea-
sons on the mat.

149
Chad Haegele was off to a great start last season and 
put himself in position to vie for one of the four tickets to 
nationals at 149. A late injury, however, limited Haegele 
down the stretch and removed him from the regional line-
up. He went 11-8 last year and returns at full strength for 
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his redshirt-sophomore campaign. He is set to suit up right 
away, but expect the coaching staff to rest Haegele when 
possible to keep him healthy come the end of the year.

Mitchell Camp redshirted as a freshman last year and 
could see spot-starts at 149, along with Scrivani.

157
Mikey O’Brien surged at the end of last season, capped 
with a fifth-place finish at regionals at 141. Fisher touts 
O’Brien as a true ‘Iron Man’, having wrestled across three 
different weight classes last year from 141 to 157. He add-
ed muscle over the offseason and is prepped to wrestle 
full-time at 157. He went 10-8 as a true freshman last year 
and earned the team’s Coaches Award.

Ronald Palmer joins the program as a sophomore this year 
and will contend for spot-starts at 157.

165
Three experienced Golden Bears will contend for start-
ing time at 165. Bill Manley saw extended time down the 
stretch at 157 and will move up one weight class to 165 
this year. Connor Rogovich was strong in his six appear-
ances on the mat, as redshirt-junior Cameron Scalio re-
turns to the program after a year off to add great depth 
at 165.

174
James Meyer has wrestled in double-digit matches in each 
of his first two years at KU. He has moved up weight in his 
career and will do so again this year at 174. He has 12 
career wins and will look to give KU consistent matches 
at 174.

Rogovich, Manley and Scalio could all bump up to 174 
throughout the season for added depth.

184
Jeff Reimel turned in a terrific performance at regionals 
last year and shocked the field by punching his ticket to na-
tionals at 197. He went 12-8 in the second-half of the year 
and will move down to 184 this season. He has taken on 
leadership with the program this year as Fisher commends 
him for being a ‘true warrior on the mat’.

One of the newcomers expected to make an immediate 
impact this year is freshman Dominic Mainiero. He is a 
New Jersey native and is expected to challenge for starting 
time.

James Potts wrestled one match as a true freshman last 
year and will see time at both 184 and 197.

Kutztown welcomes graduate student Evan Kauffman to 
the program at 197 pounds. Kauffman was a four-year 
linebacker at Division I Lehigh University, and was a talent-
ed wrestler in high school at Freedom as a two-time Dis-
trict XI runner-up and a state medalist.
