» LENOIR-RHYNE NOTES

HISTORIC 100TH SEASON

» This is the historic 100th season of Lenoir-
Rhyne men’s basketball. The program began
competition in 1919 but were shut down for
two seasons due to World War Il. The Bears
have won 19 regular season championships
and 12 conference tournaments in their
history.

» The Bears are just three wins shy of 1,400
as a program and own an all-time winning
percentage of .552 in the first 99 years of
basketball.

» 62 of the first 99 seasons have been
winning seasons for the Bears. Last year, the
Bears went 14-14 which is only the third time
in history that LR finished a season exactly
at.500.

SHOT HEARD ROUND THE SHU

» Cooper Fowler hit one of the most
memorable shots in the 65 years at Shuford
Gymnasium on Wednesday, January 20.

» Trailing Wingate by one with 6.1 seconds
left, Darius Simmons took the in-bounds pass
and raced up court. He launched a 35-footer
that front-rimmed and Fowler was in the right
place at the right time.

» The big man grabbed the rebound with
under 1 second remaining at the free throw
line and in one motion double-pumped and
hit a 15-footer at the buzzer that gave LR an
86-85 victory.

» The play earned the No. 8 top play on
SportsCenter’s top 10 plays.

» It was also picked up and posted by @
NCAADII

SNAKE CHARMERS

» Lenoir-Rhyne shut down the Coker Cobras
on Saturday to improve to 7-2 on the season
and 5-1 in their past six.

» R.J. Gunn went off for a season-high

23 points and eight rebounds and Darius
Simmons added 17 points in the victory.

» LR led by as many as 17 in the second half
but an 11-0 run by the Cobras cut the lead to
67-62 with 1:49 to play.

» The Bears outscored Coker 10-2 in the
final two minutes of the game to come away
with the win.

RJ, DK - 1K

» Teammates R.J. Gunn and Darius (DK)
Simmons became the 54th and 55th players
in team history to join the 1,000 point club.
Each player did it last week with Simmons
netting his 1,000th point against UVA Wise
on Wednesday and Gunn joining the club with
a second half dunk at Carson-Newman.

» The duo entered the season with exactly
917 points apiece.

» The last player to join the 1k club was Reed
Lucas in 2018.

UPSET SULLY

» Of the 13 wins over ranked teams since
1989-90, head coach Everick Sullivan has
engineered six of those upsets.

» Four of the ranked wins have come over
Queens including twice when the Royals were
in the top 10 in the nation.

» The win over #2 LMU was the highest
ranked opponent Lenoir-Rhyne has ever
beaten.

- Anincredibly played contest saw neither team lead by double-digits and the lead changed 12 times.
-Despite shooting just 5-for-25 from long range, the Bears were able to find a way to win thanks to an
epic night from Simmons. The guard missed just six shots on the night and added three boards and an
assist. His step back jumper with 17 seconds to play gave LR a three point lead and capped a second
half that saw him go 8-for-9 from the field.

- After recording his first career double-double last game, R.J. Gunn has strung together two straight
double-doubles. The junior forward tallied 10 points and 12 boards (a career-high) and had a team-
high four assists.

- Zim Fields came off the bench to pour in a career-high 23 points as the freshman has averaged 20.0
points per game over his last two contests. Fields went 6-for-8 from the field and set a career-high from
the charity stripe, going 11-for-13. Fields also had a team-high four steals and grabbed five boards.

- LR shot 60 percent in the second half and 20-for-24 from the free throw line. LR committed just 10
turnovers on the game.

- Shawn Bernard matched Simmons blow-for-blow for most of the game as the Trojan guard went for
30 points on 11-of-18 shooting. Satchel Hester exploded for 14 rebounds and added 14 points in 39
minutes and Crosby James added 21 points and seven boards off the bench.

- Quin Nottingham came into tonight’s game as the league’s leading scorer but some stifling LR
defense held him to a season-low three points and zero made field goals. Nottingham, who had 36
against the Bears on Dec. 14, was 0-for-12 from the field and didn’t score a point in the first half.

Beyond the Box Score:

- With tonight’s results, the Bears move into a three-way tie for sixth place in the SAC, while Anderson is
tied with Tusculum for fourth place.

- The Bears snapped a three-game losing streak with a win tonight.

- Today served as Alumni Day for the men’s basketball program, which coincided perfectly with the
ceremony to name the court after Lentz.
