HISTORIC 100TH SEASON

» This is the historic 100th season of Lenoir-
Rhyne men’s basketball. The program began
competition in 1919 but were shut down for
two seasons due to World War Il. The Bears
have won 19 regular season championships
and 12 conference tournaments in their
history.

» The Bears are just two wins shy of 1,400
as a program and own an all-time winning
percentage of .552 in the first 99 years of
basketball.

» 62 of the first 99 seasons have been
winning seasons for the Bears. Last year, the
Bears went 14-14 which is only the third time
in history that LR finished a season exactly
at.500.

BUZZER-BEATERS BOTH WAYS

» Cooper Fowler hit one of the most
memorable shots in Shuford Gym history as
his offensive rebound puthack from the free
throw line as the buzzer sounded gave LR

an 86-85 win over Wingate on Jan. 20. The
play earned a spot on SportsCenter’s Top 10
plays.

» However, the Bears have been on the losing
end in two of their past three losses, both
coming by one point.

» On Monday, Feb. 13, Alex Keel’s baseline
jumper wiht under five seconds to go gave
Anderson an 80-79 win.

» Four days later, Cameron Whiteside sent
UVA Wise to a 71-70 uspet victory over the
Bears with a driving basket with 2.9 seconds
left.

BRADFORD TOPS THE LEAGUE

» For the season, Davion Bradford is
shooting 66.7 percent from the field, a
figure which tops the entire South Atlantic
Conference. No other player in the league is
above 60 percent as the second place player
is Xavier Bledson at 59.6percent.

» Over his past six games, Bradford has
missed just three shots. Bradford is 21-for-26
from the floor, converting at a 80.7 percent
clip.
