Lenoir-Rhyne goalie Noah Johnson is 
chasing legendary goalie and current 
assistant coach Ryan Crompton in career 
saves. Crompton currently sits at 616 
saves, while Johnson surpassed 500 on 
Saturday. Currently, the senior owns 
506 career saves. Johnson’s 28 career 
wins are 12 behind Crompton’s 40 
all-time W’s. Johnson ranks third in all 
active Division II goalies in career saves, 
trailing just Kyle Little of Montevallo 
and Noah Given of Wilmington. 

ACTIVE SCORERS
The Bears feature two of the top 10 
active career leaders in goals scored. 
Grad transfer Joe Venazio’s 117 career 
goals places him in a sixth-place tie in 
active goal scorers, while Moffat sits in 
10th. The SAC has four of the top 10 in 
the category as Mars Hill’s Zac Carrigan 
is fourth and Wingate’s Bobby Padden 
is ninth.
