LR is coming off consecutive
wins over ranked teams and will play three ranked opponents in a four-game
stretch looped around this trip to Catawba as LR takes on Wingate on Wednesday.

TAKING CARE OF THE INDIANS

LR has dominated the Indians in the head-to-head matchup as of late. LR has
defeated Catawba five straight times and haven’t lost since a 17-15 set back on
April 11, 2015. The Bears have ton the past three head-to-head matchups by a
combined 35 goals over Catawba. This will be LR’s first trip to Salisbury since
2018.

UNDER THE LIGHTS

This will be the third straight game that LR will be playing under the lights with
a7 p.m. face off. LR is 33-9 all-time in night games (games that start at 7 p.m. or
later) in team history.

LOOKING FOR WIN 115

The Bears enter Saturday’s game with an all-time record of 114-63 and will be
looking for the 115th win in program history and the 115th win under head coach
Greg Paradine. With seven wins against Catawba in program history, LR has only
beaten five times more often.

COACHING BATTLE

It’s not often that Greg Paradine goes into a matchup with less career wins than
the opposing coach but that will be the case on Saturday. Catawba’s Peter Bourque
owns 170 all-time wins in his 29 years at Catawba.

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BIOGRAPHY

BY THE NUMBERS

Greg Paradine started the Lenoir-Rhyne Men’s
Lacrosse program and has been the only coach in
program istory after his hiring in 2009. Paradine, a
graduate and all-american at the University of North
Carolina, has brought LR to unmatched heights during
his tenure.

Paradine was named the 2018 USILA NCAA
Division II National Coach of the Year after leading
the Bears within one goal of advancing to the National
Championship. Paradine earned his second National
Coach of the Year honor in 2021 after he led the Bears
to a National Championship game and the highest
national ranking in program %istory (#2). Paradine has
guided the Bears to five South Atlantic Conference
Regular Season Championships, two SAC Tournament
title and three NCAA Tournament appearances. He
owns a 106-60 all-time record and is a four-time South
Atlantic Conference Coach of the Year.

Paradine’s Bears won 24 straight SAC regular
season games, going three straight seasons wit
a perfect 8-0 league mark. The Bears have been

nationally ranked 71 times, including being as high as
No. 2 in the nation and had a 27-week stretch oggbeing
ranked in the top 10. Paradine engineered two wins
over Limestone when the Saints were ranked No. 1 in
the nation, including an 18-16 win in 2020 which was
nationally broadcast on the Lacrosse Sports Network.
In his tenure, 49 players have been selected to
the All-Conference squag and 13 have been All-
Americans. He had three players win SAC Player of
the Year accolades and two others be named SAC
Freshman of the Year. Academically, Paradine has had
three players win SAC Scholar-Athletes of the Year
award[; and two been named the SAC Elite 20 Award
Winner while Mitch Linklater earned the prestigious
NCAA Elite 90 award.
Paradine came to LR after serving as an
assistant coach for seven years at his alma mater, the
University of North Carolina. He was a four-year
member of the Tar Heels lax team and played on
four ACC Championship teams and won a National
Championship in 1991.
