FIRST ROUND TO THE BEARS
The only way to equate the LR/Wingate men’s lacrosse rivalry is to a boxing fight. 
Round one of the fight went to LR thanks to a dominating defensive performance 
in a 10-5 win at Wingate on April 13. The Bulldogs entered that game ranked 
No. 6 in the nation and were one of the top scoring teams in the nation but the 
Bears stiffled Wingate’s offense and allowed just two second half goals in the 
victory. Thanks to that win in what amounted to be a defacto SAC Regular Season 
Championship game, the Bears split the regular season title with Limestone thanks 
to matching 9-1 records.  
 
DOMINANT D CONTINUED
The five goals allowed by LR against Wingate in the regular season battle was the 
fewest a Wingate team has ever scored against LR in the entire rivalry. Coming 
into that game, Wingate’s lowest scoring output on the season was 11 goals and 
their lowest scoring performance against the Bears since scoring just five times 
back in 2015. 

NCAA TOURNAMENT IMPLICATIONS
As is mostly the case when these two teams meet, plenty will be on the line on 
Friday night. LR comes into the weekend ranked No. 5 in the NCAA Division II 
South Region Poll while the Bulldogs rank No. 6. Only six teams advance to the 
NCAA Tournament and the hard-charging Rollins Tars sit in seventh-place with a 
12-2 record. 
 
BEARS LOOKING TO GO BACK TO BACK
Lenoir-Rhyne has only won two SAC Tournament titles compared to six Regular 
Season crowns but are looking to go back-to-back in 2022. The only team to win 
consecutive SAC Tournaments are Wingate who won three in a row from 2017-
2019.
