REGULAR SEASON OPENER
	» for the first time since may 15, a span of 265 days, we have lenoir-

rhyne lacrosse. the bears fell to tampa in the ncaa quarterfinal 
by a pair of goals as the spartans would go on to capture the 2022 
national championship, marking the second straight season the 
bears would fall to the eventual national champs. 

	» the saints are coming off a 9-5 season and a 2-4 mark in glvc 
contests. three of their five losses came to nationally ranked teams 
including a 14-10 loss to No. 8 indianapolis. the bears would defeat 
the greyhounds 11-10 in the first round of the ncaa tournament in 
2022.

	» lenoir-rhyne owns just a 3-9 mark in season openers, including 
a 12-11 loss against No. 9 indianapolis to open the 2022 season. the 
bears lost their first seven season openers but have gone 3-2 since. 
 
HIGH EXPECTATIONS

	» as has been a tradition, the bears enter the season with some big 
expectations. the bears were tabbed as the preseason favorite in the 
south atlantic conference coaches’ poll. lr was picked to finish 
first and earned seven of the 10 first place votes in the league. 

	» additionally, lr had nine players selected to the preseason all-
conference team. myles moffat, toron eccleston, victor powell and 
colten mccracken were picked as first teamers and tommy aguilar, 
nate ashley and john paulus were picked to the second team. joe 
venazio and bryce reece rounded out the third team honors. 

	» lenoir-rhyne has won both the regular season and league 
tournament titles each of the past two seasons and would be 
looking to make it three straight regular season titles for the 
second time in program history.  lr also won three straight from 
2016-18.

	» february is the only month that lenoir-rhyne doesn’t own a

	 Greg Paradine started the Lenoir-Rhyne Men’s Lacrosse 
program and has been the only coach in program history 
after his hiring in 2009. Paradine, a graduate and all-
american at the University of North Carolina, has brought LR 
to unmatched heights during his tenure. 
	 Paradine was named the 2018 USILA NCAA Division II 
National Coach of the Year after leading the Bears within 
one goal of advancing to the National Championship. 
Paradine earned his second National Coach of the 
Year honor in 2021 after he led the Bears to a National 
Championship game and the highest national ranking in 
program history (#2). Paradine has guided the Bears to five 
South Atlantic Conference Regular Season Championships, 
two SAC Tournament title and three NCAA Tournament 
appearances. He owns a 121-64 all-time record and is a four-
time South Atlantic Conference Coach of the Year. 
	 Paradine’s Bears won 24 straight SAC regular season 
games, going three straight seasons with a perfect 8-0 
league mark. The Bears have been nationally ranked 71

Paradine 
engineered two wins over Limestone when the Saints were 
ranked No. 1 in the nation, including an 18-16 win in 2020 
which was nationally broadcast on the Lacrosse Sports 
Network. 
	 In his tenure, 57 players have been selected to the 
All-Conference squad and 16 have been All-Americans. He had 
three players win SAC Player of the Year accolades and two 
others be named SAC Freshman of the Year. Academically, 
Paradine has had four players win SAC Scholar-Athletes of 
the Year awards and two been named the SAC Elite 20 Award 
Winner while Mitch Linklater earned the prestigious NCAA 
Elite 90 award. 
	 Paradine came to LR after serving as an assistant 
coach for seven years at his alma mater, the University of 
North Carolina. He was a four-year member of the Tar Heels 
lax team and played on four ACC Championship teams and 
won a National Championship in 1991.

eric dickinson -- current assistant coach -- tallied 
five goals and myles moffat scored twice as the bears 
defeated maryville on a cold friday night in february 
2020. the bears would only play three more games 
after the maryville contest before the season would 
be cancelled due to the covid-19 pandemic. after 
maryville, the bears defeated No. 3 adelphi and no. 1 
limestone in back-to-back games by scores of 17-16 and 
18-16 before handling assumption on march 10. lr was 
set to take on newberry on march 14 but the season 
wouldn’t make it that far as lr concluded 6-1. 

new keeper
for the first time since the beginning of the 2020 
season, a new goalkeeper will find his place between 
the pipes for lr in 2023. noah johnson started 40 
straight games in goal for the bears and was the sac 
tournament most valuable player in 2022.

returning firepower
a team that went 15-4 and came a few goals away from 
advancing to a third final four in program history 
has much of the firepower back from last year’s 
squad. the bears return the top 10 goal scorers from 
a season ago and two of its three starting defenders. 
on top of johnson in goal, lr also lost all-american 
mitchell linklater but many players are ready to 
step into his spot. james brugger was also lost to 
graduation and he started 17 of 19 games at d. 

protect the den
the bears are one of the most successful teams at 
home since the program’s inception in 2011. after 
going just 11-14 over the first three years at moretz 
stadium, the bears are 59-15 since the start of 2014 at 
home and have won 31 of their past 33 home games. 
the bears .909 winning percentage at home ranked 
fourth in division ii a season ago and their 10 game 

home winning streak is the third longest in the nation. 
only tampa (26) and limestone (14) have longer home 
winning streaks than the bears. 

ATTENDANCE LEADERS
Lenoir-Rhyne led all of ncaa division ii in attendance 
last year, drawing 6,430 fans to their 11 home games. 
in terms of cumulative attendance, the bears dwarfed 
the rest of the nation. finishing second was alabama 
huntsville who had 3,906 cumulative fans for the year.  
not counting the national championship or the crown 
classic played at a neutral venue, the bears had three 
of the top four highest attended games in the nation 
and five of the top nine highest attended on-campus 
games were in hickory.  

scheduling the best
according to opponents win/loss record, lenoir-
rhyhe had the third toughest strength of schedule in 
2022. opponents had a 204-99 mark and a .673 winning 
percentage as lr trailed only lemoyne and florida tech 
in that category. 
 
record watch
myles moffat enters the season opener tied with 
assistant coach ned kaish with 124 career goals. the 
duot is sitting in third place in program history and 
a goal by moffat would put him alone in third. moffat 
needs 18 goals to pass joe buduo for second place in 
career goals. in terms of assists, moffat is 15 away 
from passing eric dickinson for that program record 
but will need 96 points to tie dickinson in career 
points.

toron eccleston isn’t far behind moffat in goal 
scoring prowess as he enters the maryville game with
