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In her 23rd season at LR, Shena Hollar won her 900th career game
in a win over Southern New Hampshire. Hollar ranks 9th in NCAA Divi-
sion I among active head coaches in career wins and 13th among all active
head coaches who have coached at least five years in winning percentage.

Hollar has led the Bears to 13 NCAA Tournament appearances,
including two NCAA Super Regionals. She owns 12 SAC Regular Season
Championships and eight SAC Tournament Titles during her tenure at LR
and has produced the program’s only All-Americans.

Under her guidance, 136 players have earned all-conference ac-
colades and 72 have been named All-Region performers. The Bears have
finished in the top two of the conference standings in 14 of her 23 years.

Hollar has won 73.9 of her games as the head coach at Lenoir-
Rhyne and is 283-103 against South Atlantic Conference competition. Hol-
lar has earned league Coach of the Year honors seven times.
