	 Greg Paradine started the Lenoir-Rhyne Men’s Lacrosse 
program and has been the only coach in program history 
after his hiring in 2009. Paradine, a graduate and all-
american at the University of North Carolina, has brought LR 
to unmatched heights during his tenure. 
	 Paradine was named the 2018 USILA NCAA Division II 
National Coach of the Year after leading the Bears within 
one goal of advancing to the National Championship. 
Paradine earned his second National Coach of the 
Year honor in 2021 after he led the Bears to a National 
Championship game and the highest national ranking in 
program history (#2). Paradine has guided the Bears to five 
South Atlantic Conference Regular Season Championships, 
two SAC Tournament title and three NCAA Tournament 
appearances. He owns a 121-64 all-time record and is a four-
time South Atlantic Conference Coach of the Year. 
	 Paradine’s Bears won 24 straight SAC regular season 
games, going three straight seasons with a perfect 8-0 
league mark. The Bears have been nationally ranked 71

Academically, 
Paradine has had four players win SAC Scholar-Athletes of 
the Year awards and two been named the SAC Elite 20 Award 
Winner while Mitch Linklater earned the prestigious NCAA 
Elite 90 award. 
	 Paradine came to LR after serving as an assistant 
coach for seven years at his alma mater, the University of 
North Carolina. He was a four-year member of the Tar Heels 
lax team and played on four ACC Championship teams and 
won a National Championship in 1991.

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TOPPING TAMPA
lenoir-rhyne knocked off defending national 
champion tampa in the first round of the ncaa 
tournament. for the second time in history, the bears 
used a big second half comeback to stun the spartans 
in the ncaa tournament. back in 2021, lr trailed by five 
goals in the second half before storming back and 
winning in overtime on their way to the first national 
championship appearance in program history. on 
wednesday, lr trailed by three in the second half but 
held the spartans to just a pair of second half goals 
in the 10-9 win. 

MAN-UP OFFENSE
the bears are one of the most potent offenses in the 
nation with the man advantage. lr ranks no. 6 in the 
nation in converting at a 50 percent clip. the bears 
tied a program record -- which they set earlier this 
season -- with six man-up goals against florida tech 
with three coming from toron eccleston. eccleston’s 
three man-up goals is a program record itself. on the 
year, eccleston’s nine man-up goals rank the senior 
seventh in the nation.
 
helper helper
lenoir-Rhyne is ranked sixth in the nation in assists 
with 158 through the first 16 games. the average of 10.5 
assists per game ranks them fifth in the nation. the 
bears tied the program record for most assists in a 
game with 18 on 20 goals in a win over catawba earlier 
this season. the bears also broke the single-season 
program record for most assists in a season and now 
have 181 on the year. 
 
CLOSING IN ON PROGRAM MARKS
on top of breaking the record for most assists in a 
season, lr is closing in on the record for most goals 
and points in a year, both set in 2021.  lr is 19 points 
away from topping the 478 they had in 2021 and the 

record for most goals in a season stands at 303 with 
the 2023 squad finding the back of the net 284 times. 
 
STINGY D
one of the best defenses in the nation resides in 
hickory. only four of lr’s opponents have managed to 
reach double digits in goals. the bears allow just 7.7 
goals per game which ranks fourth in the nation and 
is the top mark in the sac.

POTENT O
the defense isn’t the only unit putting up impressive 
numbers. coming into monday’s game, the bears 
offense averages 17.1 goals per game. the bears rank 
seventh in the nation.

BIG ROB STEPS UP
rob pensabene has been terrific since being inserted 
in the lineup at goalie. he broke the single-game record 
with 22 saves against limestone in a huge overtime 
victory and made 15 stops, including the game-winner 
with 45 seconds left, in a victory over tampa in the 
ncaa tournament’s first round game. 

WHO DOES NO. 2 WORK FOR
lenoir-rhyne has only played the no. 2 team in the 
nation once in program history prior to squaring off 
with no. 2 rollins on sunday. the bears took on no. 2 
limestone back on feb. 11, 2017 with the saints handing 
lr a 19-8 defeat. 

against ranked opponents
not only has lenoir-rhyne played against the most 
ranked opponents in a single season in program 
history, they have been highly successful in those 
games. lr comes into sunday with an 8-3 mark against 
nationally ranked programs. coming into the season,
