The Lindenwood women’s basketball team (3-14, 1-6 OVC) 
heads to Martin, Tenn. for a matchup with UT Martin (6-11, 3-3 
OVC) on Saturday, beginning at 1:00 p.m. 

In their last game on Thursday, the Lions fell 50-45 at Little 
Rock. This is Lindenwood’s foruth loss by five or fewer points 
so far this season. Overall, the 50 points are the fewest 
allowed to an opponent on the year, with the Trojans scoring 
just 19 in the opening half. 

Makayla Wallace finished the game with 12 points, her second-
highest total of the season, with all of them coming in the 
second half. Ellie Brueggemann also scored in double figures 
for the 14th time this season, compiling 12 points. The Owasso, 
Okla. native knocked down four threes against the Trojans and 
now averages 2.9 makes from beyond the arc on the year, 
second most in the OVC. 

In the game against the Trojans, Mykayla Cunnigham played 
32 minutes and provided four points, six assists, five 
rebounds and two steals. Although the Salina, Kan. native has 
made just one start this season, the freshman combo guard 
averages 23.6 minutes per game, second most on the team 
as she continues to bring the energy as a reserve. 

Justis Odom finished the contest with nine points on 4-of-6 
shooting with seven of those points coming in the first half. 
So far this season, Odom is averaging 6.6 points and 3.3 
rebounds, which is second on the team. 

Last season, the Lions picked up their lone OVC win against 
the Skyhawks in an 84-75 victory inside Hyland Arena. 
Lindenwood shot 62 percent for the game and 54 percent 
from three-point range. 

Lindenwood will return home for a four-game homestand, 
beginning next Tuesday against SEMO. Tip-off is set for 1:00 
p.m.

OVC Highlights: Southern Indiana sits atop of the OVC standings after claiming victories over Little Rock and Morehead State… both teams entered in second place, a game behind the Screaming Eagles… USI is on an eight-game 
winning streak and has started league play at 7-0… the eight-game run is the longest since the 2018-19 season… Western Illinois converted 35 free throws in its win over Tennessee State (1/20); the total is the seventh highest 
total in the NCAA this season… on the year, the Leathernecks are averaging 16.65 free throws/game, which is 10th in the NCAA… SIUE ranks 34th at 15.00… the Cougars are shooting 76.3 percent from the charity stripe, good 
for 42nd best in the country… UT Martin sits 43rd is slightly behind in percentage points… SIUE also sits in the top 50 averaging 7.9 three-pointers/game (48th) and shooting at 36.2 percent (27th) from beyond the arc… WIU is 
33rd at 36.0 percent for three-pointers… WIU continues as one of the top teams in Division I in multiple categories…the Leathernecks are 33rd in the country averaging 77.6 points/game… the first-year OVC program is 22nd in 
defensive rebounds/game (29.8), 30th in rebounds/game (42.06), 35th in rebound margin (7.4) and 35th three-point defense percentage defense (26.8)… Tennessee Tech is the top team in the OVC in bench scoring and 28th 
in the country at 26.9 points/game, followed by WIU at 26.2 (32nd)… the Golden Eagles are also 42nd in the country with 16.5 assists/game… Tennessee State is 7th in the nation forcing 22.76 turnovers forced/game, Southeast 
Missouri is 42nd at 19.76… Eastern Illinois is committing just 13.7 fouls/game which is 20th best in the nation… Morehead State continues to excel in offensive rebounds/game ranking 44th at 14.3… Lindenwood received double-
digit scoring from seven different players in its 99-54 win over Harris-Stowe last week (12/11); the outing tops their previous best of four players in a game… SIUE and TSU had six players reach double digits during the final week 
of non-conference play… five other OVC teams have had five players reach double digits in a contest with MSU doing it twice… WIU opened the season going 10-2, matching the programs 2017-18 squad for the third best start in 
program history at 10-2… USI hosted Big-12 opponent Cincinnati (12/17); the Bearcats are the first-ever major conference opponent to visit Screaming Eagles Arena.

Top Performers: WIU’s Anna Deets converted on 17-of-18 free throws versus TSU (1/20); the 17 made in a game is tied for third in the NCAA this season and is second highest amount, behind two players with 18… TSU’s Sanaa’ 
St. Andre scored 37 points versus TTU (1/18), the tally is the most by an OVC player this season and is tied for 18th across the country… Deets and St. Andre join two other OVC players who are amongst the best this year with 
individual performances… LR’s Jaiyah Harris-Smith registered the 4th most assists in a game with 15 at Tulane (12/20)… WIU’s Raegan McCowan produced the country’s top rebounds/game average last week at 17.0… SIUE’s 
Olivia Clayton posted the 21st best performance with six blocked shots versus Harris-Stowe (12/20)…USI junior guard Vanessa Shafford scored in double digits in both contests on the week, increasing her consecutive streak to 
15 games… EIU’s Macy McGlone has now recorded her second seven game streak of the season in double-doubles and now has 14 on the season and ranks 2nd in the nation, four behind BYU’s Lauren Gustin… the total is tied with 
former SIUE Cougar Ajulu Thatha for the sixth most in the OVC since 2009-10… McGlone ranks in the top 50 of seven other categories, including rebounds (4th), rebounds/game (5th), defensive rebounds (11th), field goals (21st), 
blocks (32nd), blocks/game (41st), and offensive rebounds/game (25th)… EIU’s Miah Monahan and Jaiyah Harris-Smith of LR rank 41st nationally with 93 assists… Harris-Smith also ranks 12th with a 2.91 assist/turnover ratio 
and WIU’s Alissa Dins is 37th at 2.37… Harris-Smith is 12th in the country averaging 6.2 assists/game… SEMO’s Alecia Doyle is 33rd in the NCAA shooting 87 percent from the free throw line… TTU’s Maaliya Owens ranks 13th in 
three-pointers (53) and EIU’s Ellie Buzzelle is 18th with 50… Owens is 8th averaging 3.12 three-pointers/game, ahead of Buzzelle who is 38th at 2.63… SIUE’s Molly Sheehan tops the OVC in three-point percentage at 46.1 percent, 
and is 9th nationally; Buzzelle is 18th at 44.2, while Owens sits at 33rd at 42.1… Blessing King of Morehead State pulled down 15 offensive rebounds on the week and ranks 6th nationally averaging 4.8 per game… King is 36th in the 
country with 171 rebounds and 38th in rebounds/game with 9.5… SEMO’s Kiyley Flowers ranks nationally in steals/game (24th) at 2.75 and steals (36th) with 44… MSU’s Veronica Charles is 48th with 42 steals… four players from 
the OVC are in the top 50 nationally for minutes/game; Kenley McCarn of UTM leads the way at 10th with 36.89 and is followed by Monahan (16th, 36.43), Harris-Smith (27th, 35.82) and UTM’s Lexi Rubel (47th, 34.90).

Milestones: Southern Indiana’s senior forward Meredith Raley surpassed 1,000 career points versus Morehead State (1/20)… Little Rock secured its 500th victory in program history with a 63-52 decision over Duquesne at the 
Tulane Holiday Tournament (12/21)… USI’s redshirt senior guard Addy Blackwell surpassed 100 made three-pointers in her career (12/22)... USI junior guard Vanessa Shafford recorded her 100th career three-pointer at Saint 
Louis (12/6)... Western Illinois Head Coach JD Gravina picked up win number 300 of his career with an 86-72 decision against Chicago State (11/27). Gravina is in his 19th season as a head coach,13th at WIU... UT Martin posted the 
program’s 700th victory with a 94-82 win over Evansville (12/2). The Skyhawks, in their 55th season, claimed their first victory in 1969.

NCAA Tournament Win in Three-Straight Years: After not winning a NCAA Tournament game from 1990 through 2019 (and no tournament being held in 2020), the OVC has responded with victories in each of the last three NCAA 
events. Belmont broke through in 2021 with a 64-59 over Gonzaga. The following year the Bruins won again, defeating Oregon 73-70 in double overtime. Last year it was Tennessee Tech (who won the NCAA game in 1990) earning 
a win, defeating Monmouth 79-69 in the First Four in Bloomington, Indiana. It marks the first time that the OVC has ever won NCAA Tournament games in three-straight years.

OVC Basketball Championships To Be Held at Ford Center in Evansville For Seventh Consecutive Year: The OVC Men’s and Women’s Basketball Championships will be held March 6-9 at the Ford Center in Evansville, Indiana. 
It marks the seventh-straight season the event will be held in the building after a long run in Nashville. The Ford Center, which opened in 2011, is an 11,000-seat arena located in the core of Evansville’s downtown district. The 
290,000-square foot facility serves as home of the University of Evansville’s men’s basketball team and the Evansville Thunderbolts of the Southern Professional Hockey League. The Ford Center also serves as host to numerous 
sporting events and concerts on an annual basis. In September 2019, the OVC signed a three-year extension to keep the event at the venue through 2023, with an option for a fourth-year (2024), which was exercised in fall 2022. 
It was announced in March 2023 the event was extended through 2026 with an option for 2027.

New Team: After welcoming three new teams last year, the OVC welcomes another new program in 2023-23. Western Illinois joined the OVC on July 1 after previously being in the Summit League. They are just the 25th full-time 
member in the 76-year history of the OVC. All Teams Eligible for OVC Tournament: Both reclassifying teams, Lindenwood and Southern Indiana, were eligible to compete and win the OVC Tournament Championship this season. 
Should a transitioning school win an OVC Tournament Championship, the AQ shall be awarded to the tournament runner-up. Should the tournament runner-up also be a transitioning school, the AQ representative shall be semifi 
nalist that had the highest remaining seed going into the tournament.

OVC Tournament Championship Format: Once again the OVC Tournament will include a merit-based format. The format, which began in 2011, has the top eight men’s and women’s teams qualifying for the tournament. The No. 
1 and 2 seeds will receive two byes to the semifinals while the No. 3 and 4 seeds will receive one bye into the quarterfi nals. The fi rst round will include the No. 5 seed against the No. 8 seed and the No. 6 seed against the No. 7 
seed.

Owens Named Preseason Player of the Year: The 2023-24 OVC Preseason Women’s Basketball Team was headlined by Tennessee Tech graduate guard Maaliya Owens. Last season she averaged 14.9 points/game while 
knocking down a school-record 92 3-pointers in leading the Golden Eagles to the OVC Tournament Championship and a NCAA Tournament victory over Monmouth. Overall, nine different schools were represented on the Preseason 
All-OVC Team which included 13 individuals. The other players included Eastern Illinois’ Macy McGlone and Miah Monahan, Little Rock’s Faith Lee and Tia Harvey, Morehead State’s Veronica Charles, Southeast Missouri’s Jaliyah 
Green, SIUE’s KK Rodriguez, Southern Indiana’s Meredith Raley and Vanessa Shafford, Tennessee Tech’s Anna Walker, UT Martin’s Shae Littleford and Western Illinois’ Anna Deets.

Tennessee Tech Picked as OVC Preseason Favorites: In a vote of Ohio Valley Conference head women’s basketball coaches and communication directors, Tennessee Tech was picked as the preseason favorites for the 2023-
24 season. It marked the second-straight year the Golden Eagles have been tabbed the favorites. TTU picked up 16 of 22 fi rst-place votes in picking up 196 points. Little Rock picked up five first-place votes and was voted second 
(184) while Eastern Illinois got the other fi rst-place vote and was tabbed third (157). UT Martin was fourth (135) and followed by Southeast Missouri (125), Southern Indiana (104), SIUE (89), Tennessee State (75), Morehead State 
(64), Western Illinois (49) and Lindenwood (32).

The 2023-24 Season: The 2023-24 season is the 46th for women’s basketball in the OVC (the sport began in the league in 1977-78). Over the previous 45 years, 10 diff erent teams have claimed an OVC regular season 
championship.

ESPN+: This year marks the sixth of the OVC’s media rights deal with ESPN to air games on ESPN+, the multi-sport, direct-to-consumer video service from The Walt Disney Company Direct-to-Consumer & International segment. 
This season over 200 men’s and women’s basketball regular season Conference games and non-conference games will be streamed on ESPN+. Fans can subscribe to ESPN+ for $10.99 a month (or $109.99 per year) or as part of 
a bundle with Disney+ and ad-supported Hulu ($15.99/month). ESPN+ is an integrated part of the ESPN App (on mobile and connected devices). More information can be found at www.OVCSports.com/ESPN.

			              Amy Eagan was named head coach of the Lindenwood women’s basketball program on March 28, 2023.
 

Eagan arrives in St. Charles, Mo. after spending three seasons as the head coach of Drury University women’s basketball.  Eagan completed her 14th 
season as a collegiate head coach, as she had stops at Truman State, Ashford, and St. Ambrose.
 
Eagan brings a career mark of 274-151 (.645) to Lindenwood, including four-straight seasons of 23 or more wins.  Eagan has led three schools to the 
NCAA Division II tournament for a total of five appearances, as well as one NAIA tournament appearance.  Eagan has claimed five conference titles in 
her 14 years, including three-straight.
 
In three years at Drury, the Panthers went an impressive 87-9 under the leadership of Eagan.  The Panthers won the GLVC Championship in all three 
seasons, and appeared in the NCAA Tournament each year.  Eagan was named the 2021 WBCA NCAA Division II Coach of the year.  The Panthers were 
the 2021 National Runner-Up, as they garnered the NCAA Division II and GLVC Player of the Year.  Eagan earned GLVC Coach of the Year honors this 
past season, while four of her student-athletes earned all-conference recognition.  In all, Eagan has coach 13 all-GLVC selections while with the 
Panthers.
 

Before her stint in Springfield, Mo., Eagan coached the Truman State Bulldogs for six years.  From 2013-2019, the Bulldogs went 111-62, as Eagan is the all-time leader in wins at Truman State.  
Eagan led Truman State to a pair of NCAA Tournament appearances, along with a GLVC title in her first year in Kirksville, Mo.  Eagan spent three seasons at Ashford, collecting a record of 28-63.  
Eagan began her coaching career in 2005 at St. Ambrose, where she went 48-17 with a MCC Championship and a NAIA Tournament appearance in two seasons.  Eagan earned 2007 MCC Coach of 
the Year honors in just her second season as a collegiate head coach.
 
Eagan was a standout student-athlete at Truman State, where she left as the all-time leader in assists (529), steals (328), and steals per game (3.3).  Eagan ranked fourth at Truman with her 
1,527 career points as a Bulldog.  During the 1998-99 season, Eagan set the school record for points in a game with 46, and was later named honorable-mention All-American.  After her collegiate 
career, Eagan moved on to play professionally in Norway.  In 2012, Eagan was inducted into the Truman State Hall of Fame.
 
With roots deep in the state of Missouri, Eagan earned all-state honors while playing at South Shelby High School in northeast Missouri.  Eagan earned her bachelors in exercise science from 
Truman State in 2001, before collecting a master’s in organizational management from Ashford in 2012.
