Ross Hodge was named North Texas’ 19th head men’s basketball coach on April 2, 2023. He
was elevated to head coach after six seasons as the Mean Green’s associate head coach under
Grant McCasland. He began his tenure with UNT in March of 2017 when he and McCasland
came to Denton together.

In his first season as the Mean Green’s head coach, Hodge and UNT overcame a ton of injuries
to finish with a 19-15 overall record and reached the second round of 2024 National Invitation
Tournament. North Texas was without two starters due to injuries for half of its league games
and still finished with a 10-8 conference record in what was its first season in the American
Athletic Conference. It was the most league wins (10) and best league winning percentage (.556)
by a first-year UNT head coach.

During the season the Mean Green had notable wins over LSU, Memphis, SMU and Northern
lowa.

North Texas advanced to the quarterfinal round of the 2024 AAC Tournament after earning a
first-round bye and defeating Tulane in its opener, 81-71. It was the third time UNT had beat
Tulane that season.

The Mean Green were ranked No. 79 in the NET and earned a spot in the 2024 NIT. They defeat-
ed LSU 84-77 on the road in the first round.

In Hodge's first season North Texas” scoring defense held opponents to 63.8 points per game,
which was the 12th-best in the nation and the best in the AAC. It marked the fourth year in a
row UNT had been in the top 15 in the nation for scoring defense. The Mean Green were also a
lethal shooting team as they made 284 3-point field goals and shot 37.7 percent from deep. It
was tied for the second-most single season 3FGs in program history and their 3-point field goal
percentage was the 14th best in the nation.

After the season, guard Jason Edwards was voted first team all-conference. Edwards scored
650 points, which was the fifth-most points in a single season in program history. The newcomer
had five 30-point games, which was tied for the most in program history. He knocked down the
sixth-most single season 3-pointers in program history with 84.

Hodge was a 2024 Joe B. Hall National Coach of the Year Award finalist. The award is present-
ed annually to the top rookie, first-year head coach in division | men’s college basketball.

In his six seasons at UNT prior to being named the head coach, Hodge helped lead the Mean
Green to a combined 135-65 overall record and 71-35 record in conference games. North Texas
won the 2020 Conference USA regular season championship, 2021 Conference USA Tournament
championship and 2022 Conference USA regular season title. In 2021, UNT earned an automatic
bid into the NCAA Tournament where they received a program-best No. 13 seeding. In the

first round they upset Purdue, 78-69 (ot), for the program'’s first-ever NCAA Tournament win.

In 2023, Hodge helped lead North Texas to the 2023 NIT championship. The program’s first

NIT title. In his first season in Denton Hodge helped guide the Mean Green to the 2018 CBI
championship.

Hodge is the mastermind of the Mean Green defense, which has been one of the nation’s best
over the last few years. In both 2021-22 and in 2022-23 UNT had the nation’s No. 1 scoring
defense holding opponents to 55.7 and 55.8 points per game, respectively. They are Conference
USA’s top two single-season scoring defenses in league history.

In 2022-23 the Mean Green won a single-season program record 31 overall games. It was the
second straight season UNT had set the program record for single season wins. Additionally, UNT
won 16 league games in both 2022 and 2023, which is a program record.

Prior to arriving in Denton, Hodge served as the associate head coach under Grant McCasland

at Arkansas State for the 2016-17 season. The Red Wolves made a 10-win improvement that
season, which was the second-best turnaround in Division | basketball that year.

Prior to Arkansas State, Hodge spent four seasons with head coach Larry Eustachy at Colorado
State. Hodge served as the lead recruiter at Colorado State and helped the Rams to an 87-48
record over his four-year stint. During his time at Colorado State, the Rams advanced to postsea-
son play twice, including the NCAA Tournament in 2013 where they reached the Round of 32
after defeating Missouri in the first round, 84-72. CSU lost to eventual national champ Louisville.

Hodge joined the Division | coaching ranks when he was hired by Eustachy as an assistant coach
at Southern Miss prior to the 2011-12 season. The Golden Eagles posted a 25-9 record and
finished second in Conference USA with an 11-5 mark. Southern Miss received an at-large berth
in the NCAA Tournament as an eighth seed.

From 2006-11 Hodge was one of the nation’s top junior college head coaches compiling a 146-24
(.858) overall record with stops at Paris JC and Midland College.

Hodge guided Midland to a 63-7 (.900) overall record in his two seasons at the helm of the
Chaparrals (2009-11). Hodge took over the Midland head coaching job after McCasland left to be
head coach at Midwestern St. Hodge saw his 2010-11 squad post a 33-4 record while winning
the Western Junior College Athletics Conference Title, the Region V Tournament championship
and advance to the NJCAA Championship game. In 2009-10 Hodge led Midland College to their
best start in program history (26-0) and an appearance in the Region V Tournament title game.

Prior to taking the Midland job, Hodge spent four years at Paris JC with the last three as its head
coach. Hodge led the Dragons to a 83-17 (.830) record. The Dragons won two Texas Eastern
Athletic Conference regular-season championships and in 2006-07 he was named the conference
coach of the year. The following season, Hodge earned Region 14 Coach of the Year honors after
his team won the Region 14 Tournament and finished eighth in the NJCAA Tournament.

Between 2003 and 2005 Hodge served as the assistant men’s basketball coach at Texas A&M
University-Commerce, where he helped the Lions to the 2004-05 Lone Star Conference Champi-

onship, and a spot in the NCAA Division Il Sweet 16.

Hodge is a native of Dallas, Texas. He and his wife, Shelly, have two children.
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2025 UNT AAC ALL CONFERENCE AWARDS

FIRST TEAM ALL-CONFERENCE

» UNT guard Atin Wright and forward
Brenen Lorient were each voted first team
all-conference by the league’s 13 head coach-
es

»  Wright was a unanimous first team
all-conference selection.

»  This is the sixth year in a row North
Texas has had an all-conference first team
selection.

»  This is just the third time in program his-
tory and the first time since 1988 UNT has
had two players in the same year voted first
team all-conference. The 1988 team, which
was headlined by first team all-conference
selections Ronnie Morgan and Tony Worrell
won the 1988 Southland Conference Tourna-
ment and were the first UNT team to reach
the NCAA Tournament. They fell to North
Carolina in the first round of the tournament.

»  Wright had been a multiple time All Big
West Honorable Mention at his first school
Cal State Northridge, but never a first team.

»  This is Lorient’s first ever all-conference
nod. The junior played his first two seasons
at FAU before transferring to UNT this sum-
mer.

ALL NEWCOMER TEAM

»  UNT guard Atin Wright was voted to the
five-man AAC All-Newcomer Team. He was
joined by Memphis’ Tyrese Hunter, Dain Dain-
ja, Temple's Jamal Masburn Jr. and Tulane’s
Rowan Brumbaugh.

»  This is the first time in program history
UNT has had a player named to an “All-New-
comer Team”. UNT has five times had a
player voted as the “Newcomer of the Year”
but never for a “team”. Memphis’ Dain Dain-
ja was voted the league’s Newcomer of the
Year.

» In order to qualify as a “newcomer” a

player must not have played in the league last
season. Lorient played at FAU last year.

2023 NIT CHAMPIONS

SIXTH MAN OF THE YEAR
»  UNT forward Brenen Lorient was voted
as the league’s Sixth Man of the Year.

»  Lorient, who came off the bench in all
30 games this season for North Texas, led
all AAC reserves in points (369), rebounds
(142), offensive rebounds (39), blocks (36),
minutes played (736), free throws made (90),
field goal percentage (.590) and 2FGs made
(123). He ranked third in the AAC among re-
serves in assists (40) and steals (22).

» In the nation, only McNeese's Sincere
Parker scored more points off the bench than
Lorient’s 369. Parker, who played the same
amount of regular season games as Lorient
(30), finished with two more points scored
(371).

» Lorient’s 142 rebounds ranked sev-
enth in the nation among reserves and his
36 blocks also ranked seventh in the nation
among reserves.

» Since 1988, only two UNT reserves
have ever scored more points in a season
than Brenen Lorient’s 369. Kendrick Davis
(469) in 2005-06 and Michael Sturns (387) in
2006-07. In order to count as a reserve you
must have started zero games that season.

» Since 1988, only two UNT reserves
have ever had more rebounds in a season
than Brenen Lorient. Robert Allen last year
grabbed 241 boards and Thomas Bell in
2019-20 had 180 rebounds while starting
zero games. /n order to count as a reserve
you must have started zero games that sea-
son.

» Lorient is the program’s second ever
Sixth Man of the Year honoree. Tylor Perry
in 2022 was named Conference USA’s Sixth
Man of the Year. He did start one game that
season. Like Lorient, Perry was also named
first team all-conference that season.

NCAA TOURNAMENT: 2021, 2010, 2007,

MOST IMPROVED

»  UNT center Moulaye Sissoko was voted
by the league’s head coaches as its most im-
proved player. Sissoko split the award with
FAU's Tre Carroll.

»  Sissoko has had a career year. He's had
single season career highs in every statistical
category (except 3FGs which he's never at-
tempted one).

»  Sissoko has increased his scoring aver-
age from 3.0 PPG last year to 7.6 PPG this
season. He's increased his rebounding aver-
age from 4.6 RPG last year to 6.5 RPG this
year.

»  Sissoko shot just 49.4% from the field
last season and this year is shooting 65.3%
while attempting nearly twice as many shots
than last year.

»  Sissoko is also averaging 25 minutes per
game where as last year he averaged just 16
minutes per game.

»  Sissoko is the first player in program
history to earn the “Most Improved” all-con-
ference award.

UNT NIT TOURNAMENT TIDBITS

FOURTH STRAIGHT TRIP

»  North Texas is making its fourth straight trip to the NIT. It’s
the longest active streak of consecutive made NIT tournaments.
Santa Clara, who was also in the tournament this year, has made
it three of the last four seasons but not four years in a row like
UNT. North Texas has won at least one game in each of the four
NIT tournaments.

FIVE STRAIGHT YEARS

»  North Texas has made a national postseason tournament in
five straight seasons: 2021 NCAA Tournament, 2022 NIT, 2023 NIT,
2024 NIT and now 2025 NIT.

ONE OF JUST SIX TEAMS

»  North Texas is one of just six teams in the nation who have
won at least one national postseason tournament (NCAA Tourney,
NIT or CBI) game each year since 2021: Baylor, Creighton, Gonza-
ga, Houston, Oregon and UNT.

MATTHEW STONE

»  North Texas senior guard Matthew Stone has made the NIT all
four years he’s been at UNT. He’s the only active UNT player who
has made all four trips to the NIT. UNT had not made the NIT prior
to this four year stretch.

SECOND TRIP TO THE SEMIFINAL ROUND

»  This North Texas’ second ever trip to the NIT Semifinal round.
They also made the semifinal round in 2023 when they won the
NIT championship.

LAST TIME IN THE SEMIFINAL ROUND

»  The last and only other time UNT made the NIT semifinal
round was in 2023. They beat Wisconsin in the 2023 NIT Semifinal,
56-54. UNT trailed by as many as 14 points in the second half.
With nine minutes left in the game Wisconsin led UNT 54-46. The
Mean Green held the Badgers scoreless for the game’s final nine
minutes to win by two.

NO. 2 SEED

»  This is the third time out of four trips to the NIT that North
Texas has been a 2 seed in its region. They also were a 2 seed in
the 2022 and 2023 NIT tournament when they won the NIT cham-
pionship.

UNT VS ANIT 1 SEED

»  North Texas is 1-1 all-time in the NIT versus a region 1 seed.
The Mean Green lost at Seton Hall last year who was a 1 seed and
went on to win the NIT championship that year. In 2023 UNT beat
1 seed Oklahoma State in Stillwater in the 2023 NIT quarterfinals.

FOUR TEAMS FROM THE AMERICAN

»  North Texas is one of four teams from the American Athletic
Conference that made the 2025 NIT: Florida Atlantic, North Texas,
UAB and Wichita State. UNT is the only remaining team from the
AAC.

»  UNT newcomer Latrell Jossell comes to
the Mean Green after three seasons at Ste-
phen F. Austin. Prior to SFA, Jossell played
his freshman season at Kansas in 2020-21
where he was recruited out of nearhy Keller
Central HS.

But Jossell's recruitment process was not
that simple. The undersized guard who bat-
tled through injuries in high school had no DI
offers going into his senior season at Keller
Central in 2019 and had just one DIl offer
from Dallas Baptist. Despite that his AAU
coach and high school coach knew he was
too good to not have any DI offers. The two
coaches worked together and used their con-
nections to try and get him what they felt he
deserved.

Then one day during the fall of his senior sea-
son, Jossell's AAU coach told him that Kan-
sas’ assistant coach Jerrance Howard (now
at Arizona St) would be by Keller Central to
meet him and watch him at practice. It was a
complete shock to Jossell.

Then a few weeks later on the week bhefore
National Signing Day, Howard and the entire
KU staff including head coach Bill Self went
back to Keller to watch and meet Jossell.

They offered what would be his first and only
DI offer in high school. He committed on the
spot.

THREE HIGH MAJOR WINS

»  UNT this regular season beat both Min-
nesota (Nov. 13) and Oregon State (Nov.
25). It marked the first time since 2010 the
Mean Green heat two high major programs in
the same regular season. In 2010 the Mean
Green beat Texas Tech at home and LSU on
the road.

» UNT also beat Oklahoma State in the
NIT quarterfinals. This is the first time UNT
has beaten three opponents from a high major
conference since the 1976-77 season when
the Mean Green heat Kansas State, Baylor
and TCU (all three games were in a row too).
In 1976-77 Kansas State was in the Big
Eight Conference and Baylor and TCU were
both in the Southwest Conference.

BILL SELF ON LATRELL JOSSELL

»  While at Kansas as a freshman in 2020-
21, Latrell Jossell built a great relationship
with head coach Bill Self. The Hall of Fame
head coach is quoted multiple times that sea-
son praising Jossell.

“He’s got range, he's got some quickness,
he’s tough. There's a lot of things that he
can do well.”

“l love Latrell to death. I think he's a great
player. I love his swagger. | think you guys
are going to get to see that. And he sparks
confidence in players that play with him. He's
just continuing to get better.”

However, the injuries he dealt with in high
school continued in college and limited him
during his freshman season. He had surgery
on his heel right after the season.

The next season as a sophomore at SFA, Jos-
sell and the Lumberjacks played at KU and bat-
tled the eventual national champs in a 80-72
defeat. In the loss, Jossell made three 3FGs.
After the game Self said this...

“He's the best kid ever. He's back in our locker
room now (visiting former KU teammates after
game)...You know what, I'm happy we won
the game. But I'm happy he did well. It was
good to see that. He's a class kid. And you
guys (media) can see now if he was healthy
last year he could have helped us because he
has great range.”

»  UNT senior guard Atin Wright has made
a single season career high 97 3FGs entering
Tuesday. It is the fourth most single season
