Mercer has made four trips in all and has posted a 4-1 record in Savannah, after claiming a thrilling 70-
66 win over East Carolina. Prior to this weekend, the Bears had faced Savannah State in all four trips and 
this weekend’s tournament will mark the first visit to the city for a neutral site game.

Mercer’s scoring defense is currently ranked 35th nationally as opponents are averaging 60.8 points per 
game on the Bears entering this weekend’s contests but that does not seem to be limited just to the 
Bears. In fact, stellar scoring defenses are prevalent around the Southern Conference as, while Mercer is 
ranked 30th nationally, the Bears are second in the league wtih two other SoCon teams right up there. 
The Missouri Valley Conference (4) is the only mid-major league with more teams ranked in the top 35 
nationally in scoring defense than the Southern Conference (3). Also representing the SoCon in the 
category is UNCG (ranked 19th, 58.8 ppg) and Samford (35th, 61.5).
