» The Merrimack College men's ice hockey team opens up a home-and-home series with
No. 14 UMass Lowell on Friday at the Tsongas Center. Puck drop is set for 7:15 p.m.

(FIVEITHINGSLTOIKNOW;]

» Merrimack will be meeting UMass Lowell for the first time since sweeping last year's
Hockey East Tournament Opening Round best-of-three series. The Warriors took three
of four games against the River Hawks last season; in addition to their postseason
series sweep, they also split a home-and-home weekend in the regular season.

» After winning three straight at one point in January, Merrimack has gone winless in
its last seven games since then (0-6-1).

» Merrimack has been outscored by 22 goals (33-11) in its last seven games.

»Five of Merrimack's top-seven scorers are juniors, but rookie Chase Gresock leads the
way with a team-high 20 points and nine goals, with 11 of those points coming in the
last nine games. He is followed on the scoresheet by juniors Tyler Irvine (69, 12a),
Johnathan Kovacevic (44, 11a), Sami Tavernier (3g, 9a), Patrick Kramer (59, 5a) and
Logan Coomes (24, 7a). Senior Derek Petti is also up to 12 points on the year (59, 7a),
while Kovacevic is the team's top-scoring defenseman.

» Merrimack will take on a UMass Lowell squad that sits in a tie for second place in the
league standings a 10-game unbeaten streak. That run, however, ended last weekend
when the River Hawks were swept in a two-game home-and-home series against
Providence, as they were outscored by six goals over that stretch.

» Merrimack will play its final home game of the season on Thursday, Feb. 28, against
the University of Massachusetts. Puck drop is set for 7 p.m.

» UMass Lowell finds itself in a tie for second place with five
games to play, entering Friday 17-10-2 (11-6-2 HEA).

» The River Hawks had been unbeaten in 10 games (9-0-1)
before suffering a weekend sweep against Providence last time
out, falling by a combined six goals over that two-game set.

»Junior Ryan Lohin leads Lowell's offense, which ranks 33rd
nationally (2.76 goals/game); he has 23 points on 11 goals and
12 assists, tied for the team lead in goals and power play goals.

» Sophomore Connor Sodergren owns a team-high 14 assists.

»0Overall, nine River Hawks are in double-digit scoring figures.

»Junior Tyler Wall and senior Christoffer Hernberg are nearly
even in playing time and have alternated starts recently. Wall
is 9-7-1 with a 2.03 goals against and .924 save percentage,
while Hernberg's stats are 8-3-1, 2.25 and .918, respectively.

»0n special teams, UMass Lowell is 39th on the power play
(16.4) and 21st on the penalty kill (83.5).

IINSIDEFTHEISERIES]

» Merrimack and UMass Lowell will be meeting for the 128th
time on Friday; the Warriors trail the River Hawks, 42-75-11, in
that span. The series began back in November of 1971.

» While the River Hawks have had the upper hand in recent
years, Merrimack earned its first win at the Tsongas Center
since 2010 last year as part of a two-game postseason series
sweep in the opening round of the league tournament.

» The Warriors also won by a 4-1 score at Lawler Rink last year.

» Merrimack is 21-31-6 all-time at Lawler Rink against the River
Hawks compared to 19-40-5 on the road against UMass Lowell.

HEAS TAWEIMET;

» Merrimack and UMass Lowell split last year's two-game home-
and-home, which saw Merrimack earn its first win in three
years against Lowell at home (4-1) before falling on the road.

» The Warriors then swept the River Hawks out of the postsea-
son in the best-of-three Hockey East Tournament Opening
Round with back-to-back overtime victories on the road.

»Ludvig Larsson and Jace Hennig provided the overtime hero-
ics in both those games, while Craig Pantano won it in net.

»Juniors Tyler Irvine and Johnathan Kovacevic have three
points in six games to represent Merrimack's top active scor-
ers against UMass Lowell.

» Senior Craig Pantano has started four games in net against
UML and is 3-1-0 with a 1.76 goals against and .938 SV%.

»8ince ranking fifth in scoring in 2010-11 at 3.67 goals/game,
Merrimack has finished no higher than 35th in any of the
seven following seasons, falling as low as 57th (1.88).

»So far this year, the Warriors clock in at 55th nationally in
scoring offense (1.93) and 58th in shooting percentage (7.2).

TTHENUNIORICIRCUILT,

» The junior class has produced the bulk of Merrimack's scoring
so far this season with 75 points in 30 games (2.50/game).

» That accounts for 48.1 percent of the team's total offense.

»0nly 20 other teams nationwide -- and four in Hockey East --
have gotten more productivity out of their junior class.

LEADINGITHEIRACK:

»Freshman Chase Gresock leads Merrimack in scoring so far
with 20 points on the strength of a team-high nine goals. He is
the first Merrimack rookie to hit the 20-point threshold since
2018 graduates Brett Seney (26) and Jace Hennig (21) did so
during their freshman years in 2014-15.

»Junior Tyler Irvine ranks second in overall scoring is the top
play-maker with a team-high 12 assists, a new career-high.

»Junior Johnathan Kovacevic is the top scoring d-man with 15
points (4g, 11a) and ranks third in overall scoring.

» Gresock is also the highest scoring rookie on the team and
ranks seventh among all Hockey East rookies (9-11--20).

(UBSTANDIDOWNS!

» Merrimack has scored three-plus goals nine times and is 3-5-1
in those games. They have also been held to two goals or fewer
20 times, with four shutout losses, but oddly enough, they
have more wins in those games (4-11-1).

»However, Merrimack has been held to two or fewer goals in 13
of the last 17 games and is 1-11-1 in those contests.

» Merrimack averages 26.97 shots per game (49th/NCAA).

» Merrimack's high water mark for total shots in a single game
was 41 against Maine on Feh. 16 (4-2 loss). They have record-
ed 30-plus shots in just 10 games all year.

»Freshman Chase Gresock leads Merrimack and is among the
league leaders in shots on goal with 92.

»Before Feh. 16, Merrimack's last game with 40-plus shots was
its March 2, 2018 postseason tilt at UMass Lowell last March.

MINIMAL

»Merrimack's lowest shots total was 11 vs. Providence (11/16),
marking its lowest in a game since Feh. 28, 2015 at UNH.

» Merrimack broke a streak of 11 straight games without 30-plus
shots in its 5-1 loss against Colorado College on Dec. 31, but
has now shot under 30 in seven of its last 11 games since.

BOWERJOUTAGE|

» Merrimack's power play ranks 58th nationally (12.6%) despite
averaging 4.50 power play attempts per game (7th/NCAA).

»Merrimack had a season-high 10 power play attempts on Feb.
16 against Maine but scored just once.

» The last time Merrimack had 10+ power play opportunities was
against Sacred Heart on Oct. 9, 2016, when it went 1-for-14 on
the man advantage and also lost (2-1).

(ONRTHEIDOTS

» Merrimack has struggled in faceoffs, ranking 55th nationally
and last in Hockey East at a 45.4 percent clip (859-1032).

»Senior Michael Babcock leads the team with 255 total wins,
while Derek Petti boasts the top win percentage at 48.8%.

» Merrimack's defense has kept the opposition under three goals
just 10 times and is second-to-last in the country allowing
3.87 goals per game and last in Hockey East.

» Merrimack also surrenders 31.47 shots per game (43rd/NCAA)
and ranks 51st nationally in average shots margin (-4.50).

IDEEENSELESS)

» Merrimack's defense is close to yielding over four goals per
game for the first time in about 15 years (2004-05).

» That team yielded 4.06 per game and won just eight times.

» Merrimack allowed seven goals in three straight games at one
point, the first time it has done so since January of 1998.

» The nine goals allowed against Northeastern on Nov. 30 were
the most since a 9-2 defeat at Michigan on Oct. 16, 2005.

» 0Overall, Merrimack has now allowed six or more goals seven
times, the most since the 1997-98 season (15).

MINDAYOURINET,

»S8enior Craig Pantano is tied for fifth nationwide with four
shutouts on the season, picking up his most recent blanking
thanks to a career-high 42 saves Northeastern on Jan. 5.

»Pantano is also 4-3-1 when recording 30 or more saves.

»Senior Drew Vogler is 1-2-0 with a .910 SV% and 3.07 GAA in
his last three games since the calendar turned to 2019.

IMARGINAL!

»Merrimack's average scoring margin in a game is down to
-1.93, the third-worst figure nationwide.
»In league play, the number is -2.40, the worst mark nationally.

(W OANDIUNDERYANDIDONE)

»In all of Merrimack's seven wins, the team has either shut out
its opponent (four times) or hold them to two goals or less (3).
» Otherwise, the Warriors have allowed three-plus goals in 19 of
their 21 losses. Their only losses when allowing two or fewer

are vs. Lake Superior (10/7, 1-0) and at UNH (1/4, 2-1, OT).

IROINTSIERONMYTHEPOINT,

»Defensemen have accounted for just over 22 percent of
Merrimack's offensive production with 34 points altogether,
led by junior Johnathan Kovacevic's 15 points (4g, 11a).

»Senior Alex Carle scored his first goal since Nov. 17, 2017, at
Providence, when he lit the lamp last Saturday against Maine.

» That accounted for the senior captain's first goal in 457 days.

KILLERIINSTINCT

» Merrimack's penalty kill has been perfect in only nine games
this year, including two games with seven-plus penalty kills
and a season-high nine kills at Bemidji State on Nov. 10.

»0n the year, the unit ranks 57th nationally at 75.2 percent.

» Merrimack's longest successful penalty-killing streak was 13
straight from Dec. 31 vs. Colorado College to Jan. 12 vs. UConn.

»But it has also allowed two-plus goals in 10 games, including
two games with three goals (vs. LSSU - 10/6; at BU - 1/21).

» Opponents have scored 1+ power play goals in 21 games,
including eight straight games from Nov. 16 to Dec. 31.

» Merrimack has yielded a nation-high nine shorthanded goals.

IREJECTIONS]

» Merrimack averages 10.47 blocked shots per game (50th).

» The Warriors have posted double-digit blocks 16 times.

» Merrimack's season-high in blocks was 19 against NU (Jan. 5).

»Its top shot-blocker is sophomore Dominic Dockery (56), who
ranks third in Hockey East and trails the leader by two blocks.

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2018-19 MERRIMACK COLLEGE MEN’S ICE HDCKEY
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Scott Borek was named the eighth
head coach of the men’s ice hockey
program in April of 2018. Borek
arrived in North Andover with

33 years of collegiate coaching
experience, including eight as a head
coach.

Borek has spent the last 16 years as a Hockey East associate head coach, qualifying for the NCAA Tournament 13
times, while capturing five Hockey East regular season championships and one tournament championship. Over that
time span, he has recruited 12 All-Americans, 16 student-athletes who played in the NHL and 18 Hockey East All-
Conference honorees.

Serving as the associate head coach at Providence since 2015, Borek’s responsihilities included oversight of
recruiting, team defense and the penalty kill. This season, the Friars’ defense was second in Hockey East and seventh
nationally, while the penalty kill also was second in the league and sixth nationally. Providence advanced to the
NCAA Tournament in all three seasons with Borek on the coaching staff.

Before Providence, Borek spent 13 seasons as the associate head coach at the University of New Hampshire. Serving
as the recruiting coordinator while overseeing the team’s forwards and power play units, Borek helped guide the
Wildcats to nine NCAA Tournament appearances, a trip to the 2003 Frozen Four NCAA Championship game, one
Hockey East Tournament title, and four Hockey East Tournament Championship game appearances.

Prior to joining Dick Umile’s staff at UNH, Borek was the head coach at New England College in 2001-02. He also
spent five seasons as the head coach of Lake Superior State from 1996-01, following a one-year stint there as
Associate Head Coach under current Notre Dame head coach Jeff Jackson. As the Lakers’ head coach, he was named
the CCHA Coach of the Year in 2000 and was a Spencer Penrose Award Finalist, given to the Division I National
Coach of the Year. Before Lake Superior State, Borek was also the head coach at Colby College from 1993-96 and was
a finalist for the Division III Coach of the Year award in 1994.

Borek’s coaching career began as a student assistant at Dartmouth College, after he sustained a career-ending
neck injury during his sophomore campaign. He graduated from Dartmouth in 1985 with a B.A. in English and was
immediately named an assistant coach for the Big Green.

Borek is married to the former Jill McCune. Together they have seven children, including Madeline Borek Harris (23),
who along with her husband Caleb Harris live in Pennsylvania, Charley who is a sophomore at Tufts University, and
Owen who is a senior at Brooks School in North Andover. Borek’s son Gordie tragically passed in 2016 at the age of
22, as a sophomore at the University of New Hampshire. Jack, Jacob and Emma are age 15 and presently entering
9th grade at Triton School in Newbury, Massachusetts.
