Last Time Out

The No. 12-ranked University of Michigan women's
basketball team led wire-to-wire in its first game since
Jan. 21 as it earned a 62-49 Big Ten road victory over
Purdue on Thursday night (Feb. 11) at Mackey Arena.

Juniors Leigha Brown and Naz Hillmon had 20-point
games for Michigan (11-1, 6-1 Big Ten) with Hillmon
scoring a team-best 21 points and Brown pouring in
20, 11 of which came from the charity stripe. Hillmon
earned her ninth double-double this season, while
Brown had her fifth 20-point game as a Wolverine.
Graduate student Akienreh Johnson was big for the
Maize and Blue with eight points and 12 rebounds to
record her sixth career game with double-digit boards.

U-M forced the Boilermakers into 22 turnovers, which
turned into 24 points, and added 10 steals -- four of
which came from sophomore Maddie Nolan.

Hillmon pulled down 10 rebounds to notch her 28th
career double-double. The Wolverines dominated the
glass, outrebounding Purdue, 39-18.

Both teams had a slow start offensively before Michi-
gan hit four of five shots to score its first eight points
and take an 8-4 advantage over Purdue (6-10, 3-9 Big
Ten). The Wolverines did not allow the Boilermakers to
score until six minutes into the first quarter. U-M did
not find a basket for the next four minutes before Hai-
ley Brown and Leigha Brown each made a pair of free
throws with under 10 seconds to play to give Michigan
a 12-6 lead heading into the second quarter.

The Wolverines extended their lead to 10 when Amy
Dilk made a pull-up jumper in the paint on a quick
transition to pull the Maize and Blue up, 19-9, with 6:52
left in the first half. U-M settled in late in the second
quarter, hitting its final five shots of the quarter to take
a 31-24 advantage into the halftime break.

The third quarter was one of runs, as Michigan scored
the first nine points and Purdue ripped off an 11-0 run
during the stanza as Michigan headed to the fourth
with a 46-35 lead.

The Wolverines used six straight points in the fourth
quarter, including a jumper from Hailey Brown fol-
lowed by a Hillmon putback on the ensuing possession
to take a 61-45 lead with 3:16 remaining.

Michigan gave up just four more points over the final
three minutes to secure the 62-49 road victory.

Back Home

Michigan is back in Crisler Center for the first time
since a 20-point win over lllinois on Jan. 10. U-M is 6-0
at home this season, including a 3-0 Big Ten mark at
Crisler. U-M is averaging 82.3 points per game on 48.4
percent shooting at home, while allowing 58.2 points
per game on 34.8 percent shooting to its opponents.

Looking For a Streak

The Wolverines swept the season series from the Spar-
tans in 2019-20, winning by 20 at Crisler Center and
grinding out a 65-57 win in East Lansing. U-M is look-
ing for its first three-game winning streak against the
Spartans since winning four straight between Dec. 30,
1999 and Jan. 2, 2002.

Let's Try This...Again!

The game between Michigan and Michigan State
marks the third attempt for the rivals to play at Crisler
Center this season. The rivals were slated to originally
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play on Jan. 18 before the Spartans had to postpone.
Michigan was forced to postpone the rescheduled
contest on Jan. 28 due to a department-wide pause in
athletic activity.

We Are Back!

Michigan is playing its second game after returning
from a department-wide pause in athletic activity.
The Wolverines returned to the gym on Feb. 4 for inju-
ry-prevention activities and sports-specific training in
small groups. Over the course of the next several days,
Michigan phased back into full practice before head-
ing to Purdue, taking a 62-49 win over the Boilermakers
(Feb. 11).

Welcome Back, 32!

Junior Leigha Brown returned to the Michigan lineup
at Purdue for the first time since Jan. 3. She immedi-
ately made her presence felt, going for 20 points, two
boards and two assists in nearly 35 minutes of action.
She drew 10 fouls on the evening, going 11-for-14 from
the charity stripe. It was her fifth 20-point game of the
season and Brown has reached double figures in all
eight games she has played this year. On the season,
she is averaging 19.8 points per game on 60.4 percent
shooting.

Cleaning the Glass

Michigan has been effective on the glass, outrebound-
ing its opponents in all but two games this season. U-M
is fourth nationally and leads the Big Ten in rebound-
ing margin at +14.8. U-M also leads the conference in
rebounding offense (45.1) and rebounding defense
(30.3). U-M allowed just one offensive rebound last
time out against Purdue en route to outrebounding
the Boilers, 39-18. Michigan has grabbed at least 50
rebounds in three games this season. U-M has three
players grabbing at least five boards a game in Big
Ten-leading Naz Hillmon (12.1 rpg), Amy Dilk (5.6 rpg)
and Akienreh Johnson (6.4 rpg). In addition, Maddie
Nolan (4.5 rpg) and Hailey Brown (4.6 rpg) are hover-
ing near the five-board mark.

Naz Doing Naz Things

Junior Naz Hillmon is making her case for All-Amer-
ica honors during her third season in Ann Arbor. She
is third nationally in scoring (25.7 ppg), ninth in re-
bounding (12.1), second in field goal percentage (.643)
and 22nd in double-doubles (9). Hillmon is the only
player nationally to rank in the top 10 in both scoring
and rebounding. She has scored at least 18 points in
all but one game, including a 50-point game and two
35-point games. Hillmon is up to 1,313 career points to
rank 13th in program history, with her 659 rebounds
ranking 15th.

National Rankings

Michigan is in at No. 11 in this week's Associated Press
poll, grabbing 432 points to tie the highest ranking in
school history after also coming in at No. 11 earlier this
season. The Wolverines are also No. 14 in the latest NET
rankings, the new tool that has replaced RPI for NCAA
Tournament selections, and are listed as a No. 3 seed in
ESPN's Bracketology.

Scouting Michigan State

Michigan State (11-5, 6-5 B1G) is coming off a 78-65
win at Penn State Saturday (Feb. 13). MSU is averaging
77.2 points per game on 45.8 percent shooting while
allowing 67.6 points per contest on 41.4 percent shoot-
ing to its opponents. The Spartans have a pair of dou-
ble-figure scorers in Nia Clouden (19.1 ppg) and Alyza
Winston (10.3 ppg), with three others averaging at least
8.0 points per game. U-M swept the season series from

Last Time Against Michigan State

The Wolverines used a 7-0 run in the middle stag-
es of the fourth quarter after Michigan State took
a 49-48 lead to regain control en route to a 65-57
win over the Spartans on Feb. 23 at the Breslin
Center.

After MSU took a lead, U-M responded with a 7-0
run, getting a three-point play from Naz Hillmon
to regain a 51-49 lead with 6:53 to go. Akienreh
Johnson made a pair of free throws the next time
down, and Hillmon scored again down low off her
own miss to stake Michigan a 55-49 lead at the
5:33 mark.

Hillmon went for 26 points and 13 boards. Dilk had
15 points, seven boards and six assists, with 1zabel
Varejao going for 10 points and seven rebounds
off the bench.

A Game for the Ages

Junior Naz Hillmon turned in quite the individual
performance at No. 17 Ohio State (Jan. 24), going
for a career-best 50 points on 20-for-30 shooting
from the floor and grabbing 16 rebounds for her
eighth double-double of the season. She broke
the previous program record for points in a game
(45), held by Diane Dietz (Feb. 27, 1982).

Hillmon also outscored men's basketball greats
Cazzie Russell and Rudy Tomjanovich, breaking
the U-M basketball scoring record of 48 points
and recording the first 50-point game in Michigan
basketball history. Hillmon's 50-point performance
is the first in Big Ten play since Rachel Banham of
Minnesota put up 52 points at Michigan State on
Feb. 21, 2016.

Her 20 made field goals is a Michigan program
record and the most ever by a Big Ten player in a
conference game. It was the first 50-point game by
a player in the NCAA this year and just the third in
Big Ten history.

According to ESPN Stats and Info, she is the second
Division | player over the last 20 seasons with 50
points and 15 rebounds in a game, joining South
Carolina's Jocelyn Penn in 2003 against Stetson.

Defense Steps Up

Michigan allowed a season-low 40 points to Wis-
consin in its 29-point win in Madison (Jan. 14). It
was also the fewest surrendered by the Wolverines
in a regular-season conference game since a 74-40
win against Minnesota on Feb. 7, 2010. Michigan
leads the Big Ten in field goal percentage defense
(.362), while ranking second in three-point field
goal percentage defense (.251) and third in scor-
ing defense (59.2).

30-20 For Naz

Junior Naz Hillmon set a new standard in her ca-
reer in Michigan's two-point win over Nebraska
(Jan. 7), turning in a then-career-best 35 points
and 22 rebounds. It was the second 30-20 game in
Michigan history, as she joined Abby Currier, who
scored 33 points and had 20 rebounds against No-
tre Dame on Jan. 20, 1979, in the Michigan 30-20
club. Hillmon's achievement also was the first 30-
20 game by a Big Ten student-athlete since Jan. 24,
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2016 and the second nationally by a student-ath-
lete this season.

Hillmon's feat was the fourth 20-point, 20-re-
bound Michigan performance and first since Cye-
sha Goree against Minnesota on Feb. 21, 2015.
Hillmon is just the sixth Wolverine to grab at least
20 rebounds in a single game, with her 22 boards
ranking second in U-M game history.

Maddie Stays Ready

Sophomore Maddie Nolan is one of the more ver-
satile Wolverines on this year's team. She started
the final 11 games of last season but moved back
to the bench with the arrival of Leigha Brown.
Nolan has continued her impressive play from
late last season, averaging 5.1 points and 4.5 re-
bounds in 24.8 minutes per game. She poured in
a career-high 21 points, the first 20-point game of
her career, in Michigan's win at Wisconsin (Jan. 14).
Nolan made 5-for-11 three-pointers in the game,
becoming the 21st Wolverine in school history to
hit at least five in a game. In her third straight start
at Purdue (Feb. 11), Nolan tied a career high with
four steals. She has appeared in 10 games this sea-
son, starting four times.

Effective and Efficient on Offense

Through 12 games, Michigan is averaging 79.8
points per game on 47.4 percent shooting. In its
season opener, U-M shot 61.7 percent from the
floor - its highest shooting percentage since mak-
ing hitting 66.0 percent from the floor against
Wake Forest on Dec. 1, 2010. U-M topped the
60-percent mark for the second time this season
after shooting 63.0 percent from the field at then-
No. 15 Northwestern (Jan. 3), the highest mark by
the Wolverines under ninth-year head coach Kim
Barnes Arico. Michigan is 74-6 in nine seasons un-
der KBA when shooting at least 50 percent from
the floor. U-M has topped the 50 percent mark five
times this season, going 5-0 in those contests.

Naz Named to Midseason Watch Lists

Junior Naz Hillmon has been named to midsea-
son watch lists for the Katrina McClain Award, the
Wooden Award and to the Jersey Mike's Naismith
Trophy Women’s Midseason Team. Hillmon has
been named the Big Ten Player of the Week three
times, while also earning ESPNW National Player
of the Week and USBWA Ann Meyers Drysdale Na-
tional Player of the Week honors this season.

Sharing the Ball

Michigan has been sharing the ball this season,
averaging 17.1 helpers per game to rank 17th na-
tionally and fourth in the Big Ten. Junior Amy Dilk
leads the way for Michigan, averaging 4.5 dimes
per game. She is up to 336 career assists, ranking
ninth all-time at Michigan.

Hailey Hits the Century Mark

Senior Hailey Brown started the 100th game of
her career in Michigan's two-point win over Ne-
braska (Jan. 7).

Junior point guard Amy Dilk has shown multiple sides to her game through
the first 11 games of the season. She went for 15 points, including going 5-for-5
from the floor in Michigan's decisive third quarter, with six boards against Cen-
tral Michigan (Nov. 25). She followed that up by going for nine assists, three re-
bounds and three steals in Michigan's 33-point win at Oakland (Nov. 27). She
had 10 points, five assists and two boards against Wright State (Dec. 6). Dilk was
Michigan's leading rebounder against Butler (Dec. 9), snaring eight boards to
go with five points and four assists. The junior found her scoring touch again
against Wisconsin (Dec. 31), going for 15 points, seven boards and four assists
before recording nine points, seven boards and four assists at then-No. 15 North-
western (Jan. 3). On the season, she is handing out 4.5 assists per game, while
also adding 8.6 points and 5.6 rebounds per contest.

Leigha Brown Named B1G Player of the Week

Junior Leigha Brown was named the Big Ten Player of the Week on Jan. 5 for the
first time in her career as Michigan completed a 2-0 week to begin conference
play. On the week, Brown averaged 24.0 points per game on 70.8 percent shoot-
ing to go with 2.0 rebounds and 4.5 assists per game. Brown shot a scorching 70
percent (7-for-10) from three-point range while also leading U-M with four steals
through two games. Against Wisconsin (Dec. 31), Brown scored a season-best 26
points on 9-for-14 shooting with three boards, three assists and three steals. She
followed that up with 22 points on 8-for-10 shooting, including a 4-for-5 mark
from distance, with a career-high six assists, one rebound and a steal in U-M's
84-63 win at No. 15 Northwestern on Sunday (Jan. 3).

Welcome Back, 33!

Junior Emily Kiser made her season debut in Michigan's win over Wisconsin
(Dec. 31) after missing the first five games with an ankle injury sustained in prac-
tice. She scored eight points and grabbed a career-best eight rebounds in 20
minutes of action. Kiser nailed two triples on three attempts while also handing
out two assists. She followed that up with two points and four rebounds in 21
minutes off the bench at then-No. 15 Northwestern (Jan. 3). She has come off the
bench in each of Michigan's last seven games.

Graduate student Akienreh Johnson was granted an extra year of eligibility af-
ter playing in just 10 games as a freshman before suffering a season-ending knee
injury. Johnson, who graduated from Michigan with a degree in general studies
in May, is currently pursuing a Master's of Social Work degree. She has started
11 contests this season, averaging 11.5 points and 6.4 boards in 28.6 minutes
per game. AK has scored in double figures in seven games, while recording her
fourth career double-double with 15 points and 11 boards at Wisconsin (Jan. 14).

Leigha Brown Makes a Difference

Junior Leigha Brown has wasted no time making her presence felt in the Mich-
igan lineup. She is second on the team in scoring at 19.8 points per game on
60.4 percent shooting, while bringing down 3.6 boards per game and handing
out 28 assists (3.5/game).

Kim Barnes Arico enters her ninth season as the
head coach in 2020-21, guiding the Wolverines to
at least 20 wins in each of her eight seasons, three

NCAA Tournament appearances and the 2017 WNIT Championship. She was an-
nounced as the ninth head coach in the history of the program on April 20,2012.

Barnes Arico is the winningest coach in program history, amassing 177 wins
through just eight seasons. The only coach in program history to have eight
20-win seasons, she is first all-time in winning percentage (.648) with a 177-96
record in Ann Arbor. Barnes Arico holds an 109-31 (.779) record at Crisler Cen-
ter during her tenure after a 12-4 record in 2019-20. U-M has won at least 12
games at Crisler in seven of her nine seasons, including a record-setting 19 wins
in 2016-17. Barnes Arico also eclipsed 400 wins for her career during the 2017-18
season, making her the seventh active Big Ten coach to reach the mark.

Barnes Arico was named the 2017 Big Ten Coach of the Year by the coaches and
media, becoming the first consensus winner in school history. She has coached
12 players to 22 All-Big Ten citations, highlighted by U-M's all-time leading scor-
er and three-time All-Big Ten first-teamer, Katelynn Flaherty. The 2017-18 Mich-
igan Female Athlete of the Year, Flaherty also earned three consecutive WBCA
All-America honorable mentions (2016, 2017, 2018) as the only player in school
history with three honors. Nicole Elmblad also earned back-to-back Academic
All-America honors (2014, 2015) and was the recipient of the 2015 Big Ten Medal
of Honor. Naz Hillmon was named the Big Ten Freshman of the Year, Big Ten Sixth
Player of the Year and became the first freshman in school history to earn All-Big
Ten first-team honors in 2018-19 before earning consensus and unanimous first-
team honors in 2019-20.

Barnes Arico also completed a two-year stint with USA Basketball (2014-15),
serving as an assistant coach alongside Dawn Staley (South Carolina) and Jeff
Walz (Louisville) for the U18 (2014) and U19 (2015) teams. She won a pair of
gold medals at the FIBA U19 World Championships in 2015 and at the FIBA U18
America's Championship in 2014.

Michigan has made the postseason in seven of Barnes Arico's eight seasons,
only missing the 2019-20 postseason due to the COVID-19 pandemic. U-M has
advanced to the NCAA Tournament second round three times (2013, 2018,
2019), winning a game in each appearance. U-M has found itself back in the
national spotlight as well during KBA's tenure, returning to the Associated Press
poll in January 2013 for the first time in 10 years. Michigan has been ranked 21
times in the AP poll and 19 times in the coaches' poll over the last eight years.

Michigan was poised for its third-straight NCAA Tournament appearance in
2019-20 before the season was halted. U-M finished the season with a 22-11 re-
cord, making its second consecutive appearance in the semifinals of the Big Ten
Tournament. The Wolverines won a pair of games at the conference tournament
for the first time in program history, highlighted by knocking off No. 11 North-
western (67-59) on March 6. Hillmon earned All-Big Ten first-team honors unani-
mously by both the coaches and the media, while also earning WBCA All-Region
and All-America honorable mention. Classmate Amy Dilk was a second-team
selection by the Big Ten coaches to round out Michigan's conference honorees.

The Wolverines made their second consecutive NCAA Tournament appearance
in 2018-19, advancing to the second round after an 84-54 win over Kansas State
in the first round. Hillmon racked up the postseason honors, earning Big Ten
Freshman of the Year (media), Big Ten Sixth Player of the Year and was a consen-
sus All-Big Ten first teamer, while Hallie Thome grabbed her third straight All-Big
Ten first-team nod. With the Wolverines sitting at 12-9 and 10th in the Big Ten at
3-6 on Jan. 27, Michigan ripped off seven straight games in the month of Febru-
ary to vault into a fourth-place finish in the conference (11-7). Michigan reached
the semifinals of the Big Ten Tournament for the first time since 2001 en route to
wrapping up an NCAA Tournament bid.

The 2017-18 season saw U-M return to the NCAA Tournament for the first time
since the 2012-13 season, where the Wolverines picked up a win in the first
round. Michigan compiled a 23-10 record during the season, the second-most
wins in a season in school history. Flaherty set a new Michigan record by hitting
118 three-pointers on the season en route to earning her third straight consen-
sus Big Ten honor. Thome was a first-teamer for the second straight season and
Jillian Dunston was named to the Big Ten All-Defensive Team. U-M spent the
majority of the season ranked in both polls, peaking at No. 13 in the Associated
Press poll at the beginning of February. Michigan's 15-week run in the AP poll
was the longest in program history.

Barnes Arico led Michigan to its first postseason championship in 2016-2017,
as the Wolverines captured the WNIT Championship after being left out of the
NCAA Tournament despite a third place finish in the Big Ten. Michigan went 11-5
in conference play to finish alone in third place, its highest finish since 2011.
Flaherty and Thome each earned All-Big Ten first-team honors to mark the first
time U-M had multiple first teamers. The Wolverines regrouped during the WNIT,
reeling off six straight wins for the title. U-M held off Georgia Tech in three over-
times in the championship game to hang its first banner in Crisler.

During KBA's first five seasons in the Maize and Blue, the Wolverines racked up
at least 20 wins in each year and advanced to the postseason each time. In 2013-
14, U-M weathered losing 88 percent of its scoring from the season before to still
reach 20 wins and the third round of the WNIT with four new starters.

Prior to joining the Maize and Blue, she spent 10 seasons at the helm of the St.
John's women's hoops program, building the Red Storm into a national pow-
er. She guided St. John's to four NCAA Tournament appearances, with the Red
Storm advancing to the Sweet 16 in 2012.

Barnes Arico compiled a 176-133 overall record and five 20-win campaigns at St.
John's. She was twice named Big East Coach of the Year (2006, 2012) and had 11
of her players earn All-Big East honors and six receive all-rookie team selection.

In 2011-12, St. John's posted a 24-10 overall record and finished second (13-3) in
the Big East standings. Barnes Arico was named the 2012 Big East Coach of the
Year and was a finalist for the USBWA National Coach of the Year award. St. John's
finished No. 15 in the final USA Today Coaches poll and reached its highest-ever
ranking of No. 13 by the Associated Press.

The highlight of the 2011-12 season was when Barnes Arico and her Red Storm
ended Connecticut's 99-game home winning streak with a 57-56 win on Feb. 19,
2012, at Gampel Pavilion. It was also the UConn's first home loss to an unranked
opponent in nearly 19 years.

Prior to accepting her position at St. John's, Barnes Arico was extremely success-
ful at NCAA Division Il Adelphi (1999-2002). She led the Panthers to three con-
secutive postseason appearances, posting a 65-24 overall record and a 51-13
league mark.

In 2001-02, Adelphi won its first New York Collegiate Athletic Conference (NY-
CAC) championship and advanced to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament.
The Panthers finished with a 28-3 record and earned the school's first national
ranking in school history, finishing No. 12. Barnes Arico was named the NYCAC,
NIT/Metropolitan Basketball Writers Division Il and Nassau County Sports Com-
mission Outstanding Female Coach of the Year.

Barnes Arico started her head coaching career at Fairleigh Dickinson-Madison, a
Division Ill university in New Jersey. She led the Devils to a 13-11 record during
the 1996-97 season before accepting the head coaching post at New Jersey In-
stitute of Technology for two seasons (1997-99). Helping the program transition
from Division Ill to Division Il, Barnes Arico was named the New Jersey Coach of
the Year after taking the program from the five-win total in her first season to 11
victories in year two.
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A native of Mastic Beach, N.Y., Barnes Arico helped lead Stony Brook University to
the 1989 NCAA Division Ill Tournament as a freshman. She spent her final three
seasons at Montclair State University, serving as captain during her junior and
senior seasons. Barnes Arico led the team to back-to-back ECAC Tournament ap-
pearances in 1991 and 1992 and was the team's leading scorer both seasons. A
scholar-athlete award recipient, Barnes Arico graduated from Montclair State in
1993 with a bachelor's degree in physical education and health.

Barnes Arico went into teaching after graduation, accepting a position as a phys-
ical education and health teacher at the Academy of Saint Aloysius in Jersey City,
N.J., during the 1993-94 academic year. She left Saint Aloysius and moved into an
identical position at Chatham High School from 1994-96 in Chatham, N.J.

Barnes Arico and her husband, Larry Arico, are the parents of a son, Trevor, and
daughters Emma and Cecelia.
