Last Time Out

The No. 24-ranked University of Michigan women's
basketball team scored on its first possession of the
fourth quarter to regain a one-point lead, one Michi-
gan did not relinquish, in a 70-65 win over No. 23 Min-
nesota on Wednesday night (Jan. 22) at Williams Arena.
It marked Michigan's first win over a ranked team this
season and ran its win streak to four.

Michigan's trio of freshmen were again key to the victo-
ry, combining for 54 points. Syla Swords recorded her
seventh 20-point game of the season, finishing with 23
on the strength of six triples to go with seven rebounds
and four assists. In her return home, Olivia Olson had
19 points and a game-high eight rebounds, with Mila
Holloway going for 12 points, five assists and five re-
bounds. U-M hit 11 three-pointers and had 19 assists
on 27 made field goals.

Facing a one-point deficit entering the final quarter,
Michigan scored the first five points behind a jumper
from Olson and a three-pointer from Swords for a 58-54
lead just over 45 seconds into the final period. Minne-
sota cut it to one point twice, but a 6-1 run that was
capped by another Swords three-pointer pushed Mich-
igan's lead to seven, 67-60, with 5:26 to go.

Minnesota got within four points with 2:35 to go, but
neither team scored over the next two minutes. A
Swords bucket in transition with just under 30 seconds
remaining all but sealed the win, as Minnesota hit two
free throws moments later to cut the lead back to four.
Holloway split a pair at the line with three seconds re-
maining to provide the 70-65 margin.

Michigan raced out to an 8-2 lead behind six early
points from Swords and a bucket from Olson just over
two minutes in. U-M led by as many as seven in the
frame before Minnesota countered with a run for a
15-13 lead. A Jordan Hobbs triple stopped the run as
Michigan regained a 16-15 lead.

U-M held a 26-22 lead after 10 minutes behind 12
first-quarter points from Swords.

Michigan's lead grew to 33-28 on a Hobbs jumper in
the lane with 6:31 remaining in the second quarter, but
the Gophers answered with a 9-0 run over the rest of
the quarter for a 37-33 halftime lead.

Michigan opened the third quarter on an 11-0 run, forc-
ing a Minnesota timeout as Michigan's lead swelled to
46-39 with just over six minutes to go. The run featured
eight points from Holloway and a triple from Swords.

Back-to-back Minnesota triples with less than two min-
utes remaining pushed the home team back in front,
54-50, forcing a Michigan timeout in the closing min-
ute of the third quarter. Yulia Grabovskaia scored off
a Swords assist out of the timeout and another one on
a free throw as Michigan headed to the fourth down a
point, 54-53.

U-M held Minnesota to 11 points in the final quarter to
record its fourth straight win.

We're Streaking

Michigan has won its last four games, getting wins over
Purdue, Washington, Rutgers and No. 23 Minnesota. It
marks the 12th time the Wolverines have won at least
four straight conference games and the first since win-
ning four straight from Jan. 29, 2023 to Feb. 12, 2023.
Michigan is 5-3 in Big Ten play behind the four-game
winning streak, putting the Wolverines in the top half of
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the league standings.

A First for the In-State Rivals

For the first time in the history of this in-state rivalry,
both teams enter the contest ranked in the top 25 of
the Associated Press poll. U-M comes in at No. 24 and
MSU is No. 21.

Looking for Another Ranked Win

Michigan is looking for its second win over a ranked
team this season after picking up a 70-65 win at No.
23 Minnesota on Wednesday (Jan. 22), its first ranked
win on the road since knocking off No. 22 Ohio State in
Columbus on Jan. 27, 2022. U-M has faced (rankings at
the time) No. 1 South Carolina, No. 10 Oklahoma, No. 4
USC, No. 1 UCLA, No. 8 Ohio State this season and No.
23 Minnesota. No. 21 Michigan State is Michigan's sev-
enth ranked opponent of the season.

The Series

MSU leads the all-time series, 73-25, but Michigan
has won six of the last nine against the Spartans. MSU
swept the Wolverines last year after Michigan recorded
the sweep in 2022-23.The teams will meet again in East
Lansing on Super Bowl| Sunday, Feb. 9.

Freshmen Continue to Shine

Michigan's trio of freshman starters continue to shine,
with Syla Swords (23), Olivia Olson (19) and Mila Hol-
loway (12) combining for 54 of Michigan's 70 points
in its win at No. 23 Minnesota (Jan. 22). Holloway and
Swords combined to account for all 11 points in an
11-0 run to start the third quarter, erasing a four-point
halftime deficit. A jumper from Olson to start the fourth
quarter pushed Michigan ahead by one point, a lead
U-M did not relinquish the rest of the way. On the sea-
son, Olson is leading the team in scoring at 16.0 points
per game, Swords is the leading rebounder at 6.3 re-
bounds per game and Holloway is the team leader in
assists at 4.2 dimes per game.

Century Mark for Hobbs

Jordan Hobbs made her 100th appearance in Mich-
igan's win over Washington (Jan. 15), becoming the
50th Wolverine to appear in 100 games in a Michigan
uniform. In her 100th game, Hobbs tied a career high
with 22 points after scoring 17 in the first half against
the Huskies (Jan. 15). She also recorded four rebounds
and three assists in 31 minutes of action. On the sea-
son, she is averaging 12.9 points and 4.6 rebounds in
30.2 minutes per game.

Splash!

Michigan hit 11 triples in its 70-65 win at No. 23 Min-
nesota (Jan. 22), marking the third time this season
Michigan has hit double-digit three-pointers in a Big Ten
game. It was the fifth time overall that U-M hit at least 10
triples after going for 11 against Central Michigan (Nov.
14), a season-high 12 at Akron (Dec. 20), 10 at Purdue
(Jan. 11) and 10 against Rutgers (Jan. 18). On the season,
U-M is averaging 7.8 three-pointers per game on 35.7
percent shooting.

Back in the AP Top 25

Michigan came in at No. 24 in this week's Associated
Press poll, marking the seventh time this season that
Michigan has been in the poll. It is the 90th time under
head coach Kim Barnes Arico that U-M has been ranked
by the AP. KBA accounts for 87 percent of Michigan's 103
total appearances in the poll.

scoring. Syla Swords led the way, finishing with 20
points for her sixth 20-point game of the season.
Mila Holloway and Olivia Olson each went for 13,
with Te'Yala Delfosse contributing 10 points off
the bench. It is the first time this season that four
freshmen have scored in double figures in the same
game.

Syla/Liv, 1-2 Punch

Michigan is the only team nationally to have a pair
of freshmen averaging at least 15.0 points per game.
Olivia Olson (16.0 ppg) ranks eighth nationally in
scoring by a freshman, with Syla Swords (15.8 ppg)
coming in at No. 12. Olson has led Michigan in scor-
ing eight times, with Swords taking the honors sev-
en times.

Delfosse, Crockett Finding Their Groove

After both missing the majority of preseason prac-
tice with injuries, Te'Yala Delfosse and Alyssa
Crockett are each finding their way into the rota-
tion. Delfosse made a splash in her career debut,
scoring 10 points in 10 minutes against Long Beach
State (Nov. 24). She has appeared in 11 games, av-
eraging 4.5 points and 2.5 rebounds in 10.7 min-
utes per game. Crockett returned to the lineup
against Northwestern (Dec. 8). She grabbed a ca-
reer-high 10 rebounds against Akron (Dec. 20) and
is averaging 1.3 points and 1.7 rebounds in 8.8 min-
utes per game.

Tough Sledding

Michigan recently wrapped up a stretch of playing
four top-10 opponents in a five-game stretch. Mich-
igan dropped contests to then-No. 10 Oklahoma
(Dec. 17), No. 4 USC (Dec. 29), No. 1 UCLA (Jan. 1)
and No. 9 Ohio State (Jan. 8). It was the first time in
program history that Michigan played three straight
top-10 teams. U-M has faced the No. 1 team twice
(No. 1 South Carolina, No. 1 UCLA) as the only team
nationally to square off against both top-ranked
squads.

Big Ten Play Resumes

After playing one conference game at the be-
ginning of December, Michigan will now play 17
straight Big Ten contests to end the regular season.
U-M knocked off Northwestern, 60-54, at Crisler on
Dec. 8 to start conference play at 1-0. The Wolver-
ines will face 17 teams once and play a home-and-
home against Michigan State to make up their 18-
game schedule.

Syla Shows Out

Syla Swords scored a career-best 30 points against
UCLA (Jan. 1), scoring the most points by an oppo-
nent against No. 1 UCLA this season. It was the first
time a Michigan freshman scored at least 30 points
in a game since Hallie Thome turned in 31 points
against Minnesota (Jan. 31, 2016). On the season,
Swords is averaging 15.6 points and 6.1 rebounds
per game. In Michigan's two games against the
top-ranked team, Swords averaged 28.5 points per
game.

Greta From Deep

Greta Kampschroeder turned in a career-high 23
points in Michigan's win at Akron (Dec. 20), hitting
five triples to go with four rebounds, three assists
and a steal in 26 minutes of action. She followed
that up with her third double-figure scoring game
of the season with 14 points at No. 4 USC (Dec. 29)
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and then 13 points against No. 9 Ohio State (Jan.
8). On the year, Kampschroeder has started all
19 games and is averaging 6.7 points and 3.9 re-
bounds in 23.2 minutes per game.

Five Guards

U-M stuck with a five-guard starting lineup for all
but one game this season, going with Mila Hol-
loway, Syla Swords, Olivia Olson, Greta Kamp-
schroeder and Jordan Hobbs. U-M is still getting
it done on the glass, grabbing 40.4 rebounds per
game while giving up just 32.0 per game. Michigan
is fifth in the Big Ten in rebounding margin at +8.4.
Michigan has outrebounded its opponent in 14
games and tied both South Carolina and Rutgers.
Michigan has been outrebounded just three times,
going 1-2 in those games.

Olson's Turn

Olivia Olson was named the Big Ten Freshman of
the Week for first time after helping Michigan open
Big Ten action with a 60-54 win over Northwestern
(Dec. 8). She scored a game-high 18 points with six
rebounds, nine fouls drawn and a steal in 36 min-
utes as Michigan rallied for the win. Olson opened
the fourth quarter with a personal 8-0 run, helping
Michigan turn a four-point deficit into a four-point
lead. A Michigan freshman has claimed four of the
first five weekly honors given by the conference
this season. It is the first time in program history
that Michigan has had three different freshmen
honored in the same season.

Champs!

Michigan captured the Fort Myers Tip-Off Shell
Division championship title, getting wins over Bel-
mont and Virginia Tech over the Thanksgiving hol-
iday (Nov. 29-30). It marked Michigan's first in-sea-
son tournament title since winning the 2022 Gulf
Coast Showcase behind victories over Air Force,
USF and Baylor. Syla Swords was named the MVP
of the event, with Olivia Olson earning all-tourna-
ment honors.

Double-Double Performances

Michigan has had three players record double-dou-
bles this season, with all three marking the first of
their respective careers. Syla Swords got it going,
recording career highs of 27 points and 12 re-
bounds against South Carolina in the season open-
er (Nov. 4). Jordan Hobbs followed that up with
17 points and 11 rebounds against Lehigh (Nov. 8),
the first double-figure rebounding performance of
her career. Olivia Olson was the latest Wolverine to
join the double-double party, going for 19 points
and 11 rebounds against Belmont (Nov. 29).

Yulia Finds Her Groove

Yulia Grabovskaia has found her groove com-
ing off the bench for the Wolverines. She scored a
season-best 13 points on 5-for-7 shooting against
Long Beach State (Nov. 24) in just 14 minutes of
action. She was integral in Michigan's win over
Virginia Tech, going for 10 points and six rebounds
in 18 minutes before fouling out. She just missed
a double-double at Akron (Dec. 20), finishing with
12 points and nine rebounds. For the season, she is
averaging 6.8 points and 5.5 rebounds in 15.7 min-
utes per game after going for nine points and five
rebounds at No. 23 Minnesota (Jan. 22).
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PLAYER & TEAM NOTES

Points on Points on Points

Michigan scored 111 points against Long Beach State (Nov. 24), the third-most
points in program history. It was the most points scored since U-M scored 119
against USC Upstate on Nov. 23, 2015. Michigan had six players score in double
figures in that game for just the third time since 2016. Michigan reached the
century mark again in the non-conference season, putting up 100 points against
Detroit Mercy (Dec. 14).

Holloway Pulls All The Strings

Mila Holloway has taken over the starting point guard role and has impacted
the Wolverines in a variety of ways. She scored a career-best 21 points twice this
season, most recently coming at Purdue (Jan. 11). She also recorded three re-
bounds, three assists and four steals against the Boilermakers. Holloway has led
Michigan in assists in 12 games and is averaging 4.2 assists per game.

Holloway Named Freshman of the Week

Mila Holloway was named the Big Ten Freshman of the Week after recording a
pair of double-figure scoring games while helping Michigan to a 2-0 week. She
averaged 18.5 points, 5.0 assists, 3.0 steals and 2.5 rebounds per game en route
to the honor. Holloway also hit seven three-pointers on 50.0 percent shooting
from deep. It was the second straight Freshman of the Week honor for Michigan
after Syla Swords earned the nod after the first week of the season.

Syla Cleans Up

Syla Swords was named the Big Ten Freshman of the Week and the Tamika
Catchings National Freshman of the Week by the USWBA after averaging 23.5
points, 9.0 rebounds and 3.5 assists per game to begin her collegiate career.

Hello Syla Swords!

Syla Swords burst onto the scene in Michigan's season opener, recording a
27-point, 12-rebound double-double in her collegiate debut. It is the most
points scored by a Michigan freshman since Naz Hillmon turned in 27 points at
Michigan State on Feb. 24, 2019. It was the most points by a freshman in their
Michigan debut in the NCAA era and the second-most ever (Peg Harte - 28
points vs. Western Michigan, Nov. 27, 1981).

BQD Off the Bench

Brooke Quarles Daniels provided quite the spark off the bench against Lehigh
(Nov. 8), reaching double figures for the first time in her Michigan career with 13
points on 5-for-6 shooting. She also went for seven rebounds, three steals and
an assist in 27 minutes of action. BQD followed that up with eight points, two re-
bounds and three steals against Central Michigan (Nov. 14). Quarles Daniels was
back in double-figure scoring against LIU (Nov. 20), finishing with 10 points and
followed that up with 10 points, seven rebounds and five steals against LBSU
(Nov. 24). She has four double-figure scoring games this season and is tied for
first on the team in steals with 19. BQD is averaging 4.9 points, 3.3 rebounds and
1.5 steals in 18.0 minutes off the bench.

Wolverines Sign Three Top-100 Recruits

Head coach Kim Barnes Arico announced the signings of McKenzie Mathurin
(No. 37), Jessica Fields (No. 99) and Ciara Byars (No. 63) to Big Ten Scholarship
Agreements (Nov. 13). Each player is a top-100 recruit by ESPN.

KBA Enters Year 13

J. Ira and Nicki Harris Family Head Women's Basketball Coach Kim Barnes Arico
enters her 13th season in Ann Arbor as the winningest and longest-tenured
coach in program history. She has 275 wins in Ann Arbor, the only women'’s
coach to ever eclipse 200 wins. With 11 of Michigan’s 15 all-time 20-win seasons,
she is first all-time in winning percentage (.666) with a 275-138 record in Ann
Arbor. KBA is three wins away from John Beilein’s total of 278 wins, the most in
Michigan basketball history.

Who is Back

U-M returns four letterwinners from last year’s squad in Jordan Hobbs, Greta
Kampschroeder, Alyssa Crockett and Macy Brown. Hobbs is Michigan's lead-
ing returning scorer after starting all 34 games last season, averaging 9.8 points,
4.2 rebounds and 3.0 assists in 29.0 minutes per game.

The Freshmen

Michigan welcomes a five-member freshman class in Olivia Olson, Syla Swords,
Mila Holloway, Te’Yala Delfosse and Aaiyanna Dunbar. The class is ranked No.
8 by ESPN, the highest-ranked recruiting class in program history. Olson and
Swords are the two-highest ranked recruits in program history. Swords finished
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at No. 4 in the final ESPN rankings, with Olson coming in at No. 20 after being
ranked as high as No. 3 during her high school career. It is the first time Michigan
has welcomed two five-star recruits in the same class.

Transfer Portal Additions

Michigan brought in three players from the transfer portal in Ally VanTimmeren
(Boston College), Brooke Q. Daniels (Oakland) and Yulia Grabovskaia (Middle
Tennessee). All three have two years of eligibility remaining. VanTimmeren (Al-
lendale) and Daniels (Macomb) are both Michigan natives. Daniels has scored
the most career points of anyone on the roster, entering her junior season with
758 career points. Over her first two years at Oakland, Daniels averaged 12.8
points, 6.0 rebounds and 2.2 steals in 29.3 minutes per game.

Coaching Staff

Michigan welcomes new assistant coach Justine Raterman to the coaching
staff, as well as new assistant coach for player development Natalie Achonwa.
They join Melanie Moore and Jillian Dunston, who are each in their second
seasons back in Ann Arbor, on the Michigan coaching staff. Dunston was a four-
year letterwinner for the Wolverines (2015-18), with Moore back for her second
stintin Ann Arbor after spending four seasons as the head coach at Xavier (2019-
23).

Swords Represents Canada at 2024 Olympics

Syla Swords represented Canada at the 2024 Olympics, becoming the second
Olympian in program history. At 18 years old, she was the youngest basketball
player to ever play for Canada at the Olympic Games. She appeared in all three
games, averaging 3.3 points, 1.3 rebounds and 1.0 assists in 14.6 minutes per
game. In summer 2023, she pair of bronze medals in a 14-day span, collecting
third place at both the FIBA U19 World Cup and as part of the 2023 AmeriCup
team.

Three McDonald's All-Americans in A2

For the first time ever, Michigan has multiple McDonald's All-Americans on its
roster in Greta Kampschroeder, Olivia Olson and Syla Swords. Kampschroed-
er transferred to Michigan following her freshman season at Oregon State, mak-
ing her the first McDonald's All-American at Michigan. Swords and Olson earned
the honor this past season - even playing on the same team in the game - as the
first high school players to sign with Michigan who earned the honor.

Achonwa Added as Assistant Coach for Player Development

Four-time Olympian Natalie Achonwa was added to the Michigan women's
basketball staff as the assistant coach for player development. Achonwa most
recently competed at the Olympics for Canada, serving as captain of the national
team, alongside freshman Syla Swords. It marked the fourth Olympic appear-
ance for Achonwa, the most ever by a Canadian basketball player. She played
in 79 career games for the senior national team, the second-most in Canada
women's basketball history. She led Canada to the 2015 FIBA AmeriCup champi-
onship -- Canada's first gold medal at the event in 20 years -- and the 2015 Pan
American Games championship -- Canada's first-ever gold at the PanAm Games.
Achonwa ended her national career ranked first in assists in Canada women's
basketball history at the Olympic Games with 43.

After being drafted by the Indiana Fever ninth overall in the 2014 Draft, Achon-
wa played nine years in the WNBA and six seasons overseas. She played with
the Fever from 2015-2020, earning a spot on the 2015 WNBA All-Rookie Team.
Achonwa was the recipient of the 2019 WNBA Community Assist Award and the
2020 Dawn Staley Community Leadership Award before joining the Minnesota
Lynx 2021-2023.

Achonwa also served on the WNBA Players Association Executive Committee for
two terms, totaling four years.

Wolverines in the W

Michigan has had three players see action in the WNBA during the last two sea-
sons in Naz Hillmon (Atlanta), Leigha Brown (Connecticut) and Cyesha Goree
(Washington). All three saw action in 2023, with Hillmon a regular starter for At-
lanta following the 2024 Olympic break. During 2023, it marked the first time
Michigan has ever had three active players in the W at the same time.

J. Ira and Nicki Harris Family Head Women's Basketball Coach Kim Barnes Arico
finished her 12th season as the head coach in 2023-24, stringing together an-
other 20-win season and an appearance the NCAA Tournament. Throughout her
12-year tenure, she has guided the Wolverines to at least 20 wins in 11 seasons,
seven NCAA Tournament appearances, an NCAA Elite Eight appearance (2022),
an NCAA Sweet 16 appearance (2021) and the 2017 WNIT Championship. She
was announced as the ninth head coach in the history of the program on April
20,2012 and is the longest tenured coach in program history.

Barnes Arico is the winningest coach in program history with 261 wins, the only
coach to ever eclipse 200 victories. With 11 of Michigan's 15 all-time 20-win sea-
sons, she is first all-time in winning percentage (.662) with a 261-133 record in
Ann Arbor. Barnes Arico holds a 155-40 (.795) record at Crisler Center after the
first-ever undefeated mark (16-0) in 2021-22. KBA eclipsed the 500-win mark of
her coaching career in a 76-59 win at Nebraska on Dec. 28, 2022. She is one of
29 active coaches with at least 500 career victories, entering the 2024-25 season
with 531 victories.

KBA has taken Michigan women's basketball to new heights since taking over
prior to the 2012-13 campaign, more than doubling U-M's NCAA Tournament
appearances and making at least the second round six times. Michigan has ad-
vanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 twice under KBA, including a trip to the Elite Eight
in 2021-22, as she holds a 9-7 record in the NCAA Tournament at Michigan. The
Wolverines have won at least 20 games in 11 of her 12 seasons, only missing the
mark during the 2020-21 season as U-M played just 22 total games. Michigan has
made the postseason in every season that had a postseason contested (missing
2019-20 due to pandemic) under Barnes Arico, winning at least one game in all
but one postseason appearance.

U-M has found itself back in the national spotlight as well during KBA's tenure,
returning to the Associated Press poll in January 2013 for the first time in 10
years. Michigan was ranked in every Associated Press and USA Today Coaches
poll for three straight seasons (2020-21, 2021-22, 2022-23), peaking at No. 4
in both for the highest ranking in program history during the 2021-22 season.
Michigan has been ranked for 83 weeks since the 2012-13 season, accounting
for nearly 87 percent of its overall appearances (96).

Barnes Arico is a two-time Big Ten Coach of the Year (2017, 2022) and was a semi-
finalist for the 2022 Werner Ladder Coach of the Year honor. Her players have
combined to earn 12 All-Big Ten first-team honors from the coaches, 10 first-
team honors from the media, nine second-team honors from the coaches, nine
second-team honors from the media and a third-team honor from both before
the teams were consolidated to two teams. She has had five players earn Big Ten
All-Freshman honors and three different players grab a spot on the defensive
team. Five players have been named to the WBCA All-District team since 2012-
13, each earning at least All-America honorable mention.

She coached U-M's first All-American and Big Ten Player of the Year, Naz Hillmon,
along with all-time leading scorer and three-time All-Big Ten first-teamer, Kate-
lynn Flaherty. Hillmon was named the 2021 Big Ten Player of the Year, making
her just the second Big Ten player in conference history to earn Player, Fresh-
man and Sixth Player of the Year honors during a career. Hillmon was a two-time
WBCA All-American, while also earning honors twice by the Associated Press,
USBWA, Sports Illustrated and the Athletic. The 2017-18 Michigan Female Ath-

lete of the Year, Flaherty also earned three consecutive WBCA All-America hon-
orable mentions (2016, 2017, 2018). Nicole Elmblad also earned back-to-back
Academic All-America honors (2014, 2015) and was the recipient of the 2015 Big
Ten Medal of Honor.

Michigan has had players picked in two of the last three WNBA drafts, with Hillm-
on going 15th to the Atlanta Dream in 2022 and Leigha Brown going in the exact
same slot to the Dream in 2023. They are the highest WNBA draft picks in pro-
gram history.

She also is building quite the coaching tree as five of her former assistant coach-
es are now head coaches: Joe Tartamella (St. John's), Megan Duffy (Virginia Tech),
Toyelle Wilson (SMU), Carrie Moore (Harvard) and Erin Batth (Providence).

The Wolverines won 20 games in 2023-24, going 20-14 and making the NCAA
Tournament for the sixth straight season after returning just a pair of starters
from the season before. The Wolverines made a run to the semifinals of the Big
Ten Tournament to cement their NCAA Tournament berth, punctuated by a 69-
56 win over No. 12-ranked Indiana in the quarterfinals.

Michigan went 23-10 in 2022-23, weathering the departure of Hillmon to the
WNBA and some tough injuries by relying on a balanced attack. U-M was ranked
in each poll during the season, won the Gulf Coast Showcase and grabbed a
top-10 win over North Carolina in the Jumpman Invitational. Brown and Emily
Kiser grabbed All-Big Ten first-team honors from the coaches, with Laila Phelia
honored with a second-team selection. U-M put four on the CSC Academic
All-District team and nine on the Academic All-Big Ten team. Michigan knocked
off UNLV in the first round of the NCAA Tournament before falling to eventual
national champion LSU in Baton Rouge.

The 2021-22 season was full of highlights for the Maize and Blue, who advanced
to the Elite Eight of the NCAA Tournament. U-M went 25-7 on the season, the
second-best win total and highest winning percentage in program history. The
Wolverines picked up eight wins over ranked teams, again setting a new pro-
gram standard. Michigan was ranked in both polls throughout the season, gar-
nering the first top-five and top-10 rankings in school history. U-M finished No.
12 in the AP poll and No. 7 in the USA Today Coaches poll, both program highs.
The Wolverines hosted the first and second rounds of the NCAA Tournament for
the first time as a No. 3 seed, recording wins over American and Villanova to
punch their Sweet 16 ticket for the second straight season before knocking out
South Dakota to advance. U-M went 16-0 at Crisler Center, the first undefeated
home season in program history while averaging 3,676 fans.

Hillmon was a unanimous and consensus All-Big Ten first teamer, making her
the first player in program history to earn four first-team nods. She also earned
All-America first-team honors from the WBCA, USBWA, Associated Press, The
Athletic, Sports Illustrated and the Wooden Award. Brown was named to the All-
Big Ten second team, with Phelia grabbing a spot on the freshman team. The
Wolverines put 10 on the Academic All-Big Ten team, while Brown, Maddie No-
lan, Danielle Rauch and Kiser were named CoSIDA Academic All-District.

From 2018-21, U-M made three NCAA Tournament appearances, only missing
the 2020 Tournament due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The Wolverines won at
least one game in all three tourneys, making the program's first-ever Sweet 16
appearance in 2021.

Barnes Arico led Michigan to its first postseason championship in 2016-2017,
as the Wolverines captured the WNIT Championship after being left out of the
NCAATournament despite a third-place finish in the Big Ten. Michigan went 11-5
in conference play to finish alone in third place, its highest finish since 2011 and
the second-most Big Ten wins in program history. The Wolverines regrouped
during the WNIT, reeling off six straight wins for the title. U-M held off Georgia
Tech in three overtimes in the championship game to hang its first banner in
Crisler.

During KBA's first five seasons in the Maize and Blue, the Wolverines racked up
at least 20 wins in each year and advanced to the postseason each time. In 2013-
14, U-M weathered losing 88 percent of its scoring from the season before to still
reach 20 wins and the third round of the WNIT with four new starters.

Barnes Arico also completed a two-year stint with USA Basketball (2014-15),
serving as an assistant coach alongside Dawn Staley (South Carolina) and Jeff
Walz (Louisville) for the U18 (2014) and U19 (2015) teams. She won a pair of gold
medals at the FIBA U19 World Championships in 2015 and at the FIBA U18 Amer-
ica's Championship in 2014.

Prior to joining the Maize and Blue, she spent 10 seasons at the helm of the St.
John's women's hoops program, building the Red Storm into a national pow-
er. She guided St. John's to four NCAA Tournament appearances, with the Red
Storm advancing to the Sweet 16 in 2012.

Barnes Arico compiled a 176-133 overall record and five 20-win campaigns at St.
John's. She was a two-time Big East Coach of the Year (2006, 2012) and had 11
players earn All-Big East honors, with six receiving all-rookie team nods.

In 2011-12, St. John's posted a 24-10 overall record and finished second (13-3) in
the Big East standings. St. John's finished No. 15 in the final USA Today Coaches
poll and reached its highest-ever ranking of No. 13 by the Associated Press. The
highlight of the season was when Barnes Arico and her Red Storm ended Con-
necticut's 99-game home winning streak with a 57-56 win on Feb. 19, 2012 at
Gampel Pavilion. It was also UConn's first home loss to an unranked opponent
in nearly 19 years.

Prior to accepting her position at St. John's, Barnes Arico was extremely success-
ful at NCAA Division Il Adelphi (1999-2002). She led the Panthers to three consec-
utive postseason appearances, posting a 65-24 overall record and a 51-13 league
mark. She was inducted into the Adelphi Hall of Fame in 2014.
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In 2001-02, Adelphi won its first New York Collegiate Athletic Conference (NY-
CAC) championship and advanced to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament.
The Panthers finished with a 28-3 record and earned the school's first national
ranking in school history, finishing No. 12. Barnes Arico was named the NYCAC,
NIT/Metropolitan Basketball Writers Division Il and Nassau County Sports Com-
mission Outstanding Female Coach of the Year.

Barnes Arico started her head-coaching career at Fairleigh Dickinson-Madison, a
Division Ill university in New Jersey. She led the Devils to a 13-11 record during
the 1996-97 season before accepting the head coaching post at New Jersey In-
stitute of Technology for two seasons (1997-99). Helping the program transition
from Division Ill to Division Il, Barnes Arico was named the New Jersey Coach of
the Year after taking the program from the five-win total in her first season to 11
victories in year two.

A native of Mastic Beach, N.Y., Barnes Arico helped lead Stony Brook University to
the 1989 NCAA Division Ill Tournament as a freshman. She spent her final three
seasons at Montclair State University, serving as captain during her junior and
senior seasons. Barnes Arico led the team to back-to-back ECAC Tournament ap-
pearances in 1991 and 1992 and was the team's leading scorer both seasons. A
scholar-athlete award recipient, Barnes Arico graduated from Montclair State in
1993 with a bachelor's degree in physical education and health.

Barnes Arico went into teaching after graduation, accepting a position as a phys-
ical education and health teacher at the Academy of Saint Aloysius in Jersey City,
N.J., during the 1993-94 academic year. She left Saint Aloysius and moved into an
identical position at Chatham High School from 1994-96 in Chatham, N.J.

Barnes Arico and her husband, Larry Arico, are the parents of a son, Trevor, and
daughters Emma and Cecelia. Emma will play lacrosse at Michigan, joining the
team in 2024-25.
