146th Season of Michigan Football

The 2025 season marks the 146th year of intercollegiate
football for the University of Michigan football program.
The Wolverines have an NCAA-leading 1,012 victories,
claimed 45 Big Ten Championships and won 12 national
titles since the inception of the program in 1879.

Michigan vs. Mountain West Conference
U-M has compiled a 14-1 mark against Mountain West
Conference schools at the time the game was played. The

Wolverines are 13-0 against teams currently in the MWC.
Michigan defeated MWC member Fresno State, 30-10, in
last season’s opener.

Wolverines and Lobos

Michigan and New Mexico will meet on the gridiron for
the first time on Saturday, Aug. 30, at Michigan Stadium.
The Wolverines have played six schools that currently
make up the Mountain West Conference (MWC); seven
overall including Utah when they were a member of the
league.

Season Openers

Michigan has a 119-23-3 record in season openers, includ-
ing a 101-15-2 mark at home. The Wolverines have 17-7-1
record in season openers on the road and are 1-1 in neu-
tral site games.

- U-M has won 14 of its last 18 season openers
and 49 of its last 62 games dating back to the
1963 season (49-12-1)

- The Wolverines have won nine of their last 11
season openers; only setbacks came on the road
at Utah (2015) and Notre Dame (2018)

« Michigan has a 101-15-2 record in season
openers at home and a 17-7-1 mark on the road;
1-1 in neutral site openers

Michigan in August

- This will be the 10th time that Michigan kicks
off the season in the eighth month of the year
+ U-M has compiled an 8-1 record in the previ-
ous nine contests with its lone setback coming
against Utah to open the 2008 season

« The earliest opener in school history was the
1995 Kickoff Classic against Virginia on Aug. 26
at Michigan Stadium; a 17-16 victory for the
Wolverines on the game’s final play

- The Maize and Blue’s only setback during that
stretch was a loss to No. 3 Texas last season at
Michigan Stadium

+ Coach Sherrone Moore has a 4-1 record in
September, earning a win against Bowling
Green in 2023 and posting a 3-1 mark in 2024

+ U-M has a 33-4 record in the ninth month since
2015, including a 14-game winning streak from
2021-24

2025 Schedule Notes

- Two of the Wolverines’ 2025 foes are ranked in
the preseason AP Top 25 poll: Ohio State (2nd)
and Oklahoma (18th)

« The Wolverines face one of college football’s
toughest schedules during the 2025 season,
playing six home games and six road contests

+ U-M is one of 12 Power Conference teams fac-
ing six road tilts in 2025: BYU, California, Duke,
Houston, North Carolina, SMU, Stanford, TCU,
UCLA, Utah and West Virginia are the others

« Michigan will play six road games for just the
second time in school history; posted a 6-0 road
record in 1986

« This is the first time in the modern era of
Michigan football that the program will not play
consecutive home games; the only other sea-
sons that U-M did not play at least back-to-back
home contests was 1924 and 1937

+ U-M will play consecutive night games to open
the season for the first time in school history;
the Maize and Blue have a 52-28 all-time record
in games starting after 5 pm local time

- Five of the Wolverines’ 12 opponents played

in bowl games last season: Oklahoma (Armed
Forces Bowl), Nebraska (Pinstripe Bowl), USC
(Las Vegas Bowl), Washington (Sun Bowl) and
Ohio State (CFP/Rose Bowl/NC Game)

« The Wolverines will travel to Norman, Okla.,
during the non-conference to face head coach
Sherrone Moore’s alma mater

+ U-M is one of 10 FBS schools not playing

an FCS opponent this season: the others are
Colorado, Notre Dame, Sam Houston, Stanford,
Texas, Tulane, UCLA, USC and Wisconsin

« Michigan will play three rivalry trophy

games during the season: Paul Bunyan Trophy
(Michigan State), George Jewett Trophy
(Northwestern) and the Bussin’ Bowl Trophy
(Nebraska)

2024 ReliaQuest Bowl Champions

« U-M won the 2024 ReliaQuest Bowl, defeating
11th-ranked Alabama by a 19-13 score

+ RB Jordan Marshall was named the game’s
MVP after setting career highs with 23 carries for
100 yards in his first career start

« K Dominic Zvada scored 13 of the Wolverines’
19 points on four field goals - 45, 30, 21 and 37
yards - and one PAT

« Michigan’s defense held the Crimson Tide to
260 yards of offense, including just 68 rushing
yards as they registered five sacks and three
turnovers (2 fumbles, 1 interception)

« Michigan made its seventh appearance in the
ReliaQuest Bowl, which was previously known
as the Outback Bowl and the Hall of Fame Bowl
« The Wolverines have compiled a 4-3 mark all-
time in the Tampa area bowl, with appearances
in the 1988, 1994, 1997, 2003, 2013, 2018 and
now 2024 games

- The seven appearances are the most of any Big
Ten school; lowa and Wisconsin have played in



the game six times and Penn State has appeared
on five occasions

U-M Ranked 14th in Preseason National Polls
+ Michigan will open the 2025 season ranked in
the top 15 of the national polls; 14th in both the
AP and AFCA Coaches polls

« The Wolverines have been ranked for 108 of
their last 128 games dating back to the start of
the 2015 season

+ Michigan has been ranked in the national polls
928 times, the second-most of any program in
college football

+ The Wolverines had been listed in the national
rankings for 54 of the past 63 polls dating back
to third game of the 2021 season; had a string
of 54 straight rankings snapped in 2024

« U-M ranked in the top 10 of the polls for 45
straight rankings which was its longest string in
more than 20 years (2021-24); 34 of those rank-
ings the Wolverines listed in the top 5

« Michigan was listed in the top five of the
national polls for a school record 32 straight
rankings (2021-23); streak was snapped with the
2024 preseason rankings

« U-M ranked in the top three of the final polls -
No. 1in 2023 and No. 3 in both 2021 and 2022;
this was the first time in school history that the
program finished the year ranked in the top 5
for three consecutive seasons

Michigan in Big Ten Action

« The Wolverines enter 2025 riding a 27-4 record
in league play over their last 31 regular season
games

« The program had its 24-game winning

streak - 27 contests if you count three Big

Ten Championship Games - end with a loss at
Washington earlier this year

+ U-M has claimed wins in 33 of its last 38 games
against conference schools

«» Michigan won the 2024 ReliaQuest Bowl, defeating
11th-ranked Alabama by a 19-13 score. Jordan Marshall
was named the game’s MVP after setting career highs
with 23 carries for 100 yards in his first career start.
Dominic Zvada scored 13 of the Wolverines’ 19 points
on four field goals - 45, 30, 21 and 37 yards - and one
PAT. The defense held the Crimson Tide to 260 yards

of offense, including just 68 rushing yards as they
registered five sacks and three turnovers (2 fumbles, 1
interception).

- U-M faced the NCAA's second toughest schedule, with
its opponents compiling a .677 winning percentage
(109-52).

- The Wolverines hosted and won all three rivalry trophy
games, retaining possession of the Little Brown Jug
(Minnesota), Paul Bunyan Trophy (Michigan State) and
George Jewett Trophy (Northwestern).

- In addition, Michigan won “The Game” against rival
Ohio State, handing the second-ranked team in the
country a 13-10 loss. It was U-M’s fourth straight win in
the series.

« The Maize and Blue were one of the nation’s most
disciplined teams, listing fifth in the NCAA in fewest
penalties (4.0 avg.) and 14th in fewest penalty yards
(39.54 avg.).

« The Wolverines finished third in the Big Ten and 20th
nationally in time of possession (31:54 avg.); won the
time of possession battle in nine of their 13 games.

« Michigan had 9 players (4 defense, 3 offense and 2
special teams) recognized with first, second or third
team All-Big Ten accolades and seven Wolverines col-
lected honorable mention honors.

« Dominic Zvada was selected as the Bakken-Andersen
Kicker of the Year after leading the Big Ten and setting
a U-M record by converting 95.5% of his field goals (21-
22); hit 13 straight fields to end the season.

Sherrone Moore was named the 21st head coach in
Michigan football history on January 26, 2024, following six
years as a member of the offensive staff. Moore is the first
African American head coach in the history of the program.

Before he was named head coach, Moore spent three years
as the tight ends coach (2018-20), and three years as Donald
Graham Offensive Line Coach (2021-23). He was also Sanford
Robertson Offensive Coordinator in 2023 after two seasons
as co-0.C. (2021-22), leading the Wolverines on the offensive
side of the ball during an unprecedented run of success that
included three consecutive Big Ten Championships (2021-22-
23) and the 2023 National Title.

While Moore was coordinating the offense and coaching
the line, U-M averaged 38.4 points, 207.5 rushing yards, 3.52
tackles for loss allowed, and 1.18 sacks allowed per game.
The offense was a top-15 scoring unit in all three seasons and
the rushing offense was top-15 twice while the unit ranked
first or second in team rushing touchdowns in all three years.
Under Moore, all five of the offensive line starters earned
some form of All-Big Ten honors including six different first-
team honorees. U-M also became the first program to win
back-to-back Joe Moore Awards (2021-22) honoring the top
offensive line in college football. U-M was top-five in TFLs
allowed twice and top-30 in sacks allowed in all three sea-
sons.

The line blocked for three straight 1,000-yard backs in
Hassan Haskins (1,327 yards, 20 rushing touchdowns, 2021),
Blake Corum (1,463, 18, 2022), and Corum again (1,245, 27,
2023).1n 2021 and 2022, U-M nearly had a second 1,000-yard
back in Corum (952 yards) and Donovan Edwards (991 yards).
Moore oversaw the running production of the offensive line
as Corum set single-season rushing touchdown (27), total
touchdown (28) records in 2023 while he was the only player
in FBS to score in every game of the season.

Moore produced four NFL draft picks at tight end (Zach
Gentry, fifth round) and offensive line (Olusegun Oluwatimi,
fifth; Andrew Stueber, seventh; Ryan Hayes, seventh) as a
position coach and helped guide Stueber (second team),
Oluwatimi, and Zak Zinter (consensus) to All-American hon-
ors, including the Rimington Award winner and Michigan’s
first Outland Trophy recipient, Oluwatimi (2022).

Moore joined the Wolverine staff after four seasons at
Central Michigan (2014-17). He was selected for and par-
ticipated in the inaugural 35 Under 35 Coaches Leadership
Institute sponsored by the American Football Coaches
Association at their January 2018 convention. Working as an
offensive coach throughout his career, Moore has worked
with productive tight end groups at several stops, and his
knowledge of the trenches has helped him transition into
one of the premier offensive line coaches in the nation.

Six tight ends combined for 119 receptions, 1,611 yards,
and 13 touchdowns in Moore’s three seasons leading the
position group at U-M. Those players had one season with
third-team All-Big Ten honors and three seasons with all-
conference honorable mention recognition.
