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Through the Years | Season-by-Season

After fielding its first men’s basketball team in 1909, Michigan 
did not sponsor the sport again until the winter of 1917. Though 
basketball was the most popular intramural sport at U-M, the poor 
conditions of Waterman Gym combined with lagging gate receipts 
caused Michigan officials to drop the sport for nearly eight years. 
During this time period, U-M was not a member of the Big Ten, hav-
ing withdrawn due to a dispute over football rule changes. Big Ten 
teams were not allowed to play the Wolverines which created a lack 
of local competition for Michigan to schedule. Michigan rejoined 
the Big Ten in Noveber of 1917 and in December found itself again 
sponsoring basketball to mark the start of the continuous run.
