Game Day Notes
• Michigan heads to East Lansing for its first matchup with Michigan State. U-M hosts 
MSU in the regular-season finale at Crisler Center (March 8).
• Both standing at 9-1 in Big Ten play, Michigan and Michigan State square off for the 
conference lead as league play heads into the second half of the regular season.
• Michigan leads the all-time series, 104-92, but has lost the last four games
• U-M has only three wins in its last 25 games at the Breslin Center. The Wolverines last 
won in East Lansing with an 82-72 victory on Jan. 13, 2018.
• Michigan and Michigan State have played 18 times when both teams were ranked, 
with the Wolverines trailing 6-12 in those games. 
• This season's matchup at the Breslin Center is the fifth time the rivals have met as 
top-10 teams, and it is the highest-ranked matchup ever for both programs.

Michigan Notes
• After the home loss to Wisconsin snapped U-M's winning streak at 14, U-M has re-
bounded with five straight wins -- at Washington (82-72, +10), at Oregon (81-71, +10), 
Indiana (86-72, +14), Ohio State (74-62, +12) and Nebraska (75-72, +3).
• Michigan wrapped up its three-game homestand with an exciting 75-72 comeback 
win over No. 5 Nebraska. The Wolverines trailed for 36 minutes but tied the game 
with 2:16 left and took their first lead at 74-72 after Trey McKenney scored on a base-
line layup with 1:07 to go. Up by three, U-M stopped Nebraska on three late attempts 
to give the Cornhuskers (20-1) their first loss of the season.
• Michigan’s 19-1 start matches the best 20-game record in program history, tying the 
2012-13 and 2018-19 teams, both of which reached the Final Four. The 2013 and 2019 
squads each improved to 20-1 before their second loss.
• Michigan starts its road-heavy end to the regular season in East Lansing, with seven 
of the last 11 games played away from Ann Arbor. This stretch includes a marquee 
game against Duke in Washington, D.C.
• Michigan continues to build upon one of the most dominant seasons in program 
history, highlighted by 15 wins by 10+ points, 10 by 20+, eight by 30+, six by 40+ (a 
Big Ten record), and one by 50+ (La Salle, 102-50, +52).

Wolverine Notes
• Aday Mara has been on a hot streak, scoring in double figures for five games in a 
row and making 78 percent of his shots (25-for-32) during this run. Additionally, he 
(has been a steady presence on defense, blocking at least one shot in every game this 
season (52 total; 2.60 bpg) and recording multiple blocks in 16 games.
• Elliot Cadeau (5.3 apg) had seven assists against Nebraska, marking his third straight 
season with at least 100 assists (now at 105). He is just 14 away from reaching 500 
career assists (currently at 486).
• Trey McKenney (10.0 ppg) has been a reliable player off the bench, scoring in double 
figures in 13 games and averaging 10 points per game. He is second on the team with 
32 three-pointers and leads at the free-throw line, making 88.2 percent (45-for-51).
• Yaxel Lendeborg is making an impact across the board, averaging 14.2 points, 7 
rebounds, 3.1 assists, 1.4 steals, and 1.3 blocks per game. He is shooting 50.3 percent 
from the field and 84.6 percent from the free-throw line.
• Morez Johnson Jr. leads the Big Ten in field-goal percentage at 69.3 percent, which is 
also third best in the country. He averages 13.9 points per game, has scored in double 
figures 14 times, and has posted his first four games with over 20 points.

• Michigan’s 19-1 start ties the best 20-game record in program history, matching 
the 2012-13 and 2018-19 Wolverine teams. Both the 2013 and 2019 teams reached 
20-1 before their second loss, and each finished the season with at least 30 wins.

Setting the Early Tone
• Michigan achieved its best season start in seven years with a 14-0 record. Only 
three times in the program’s history have the Wolverines started better: 16-0 in 
both the 1985-86 and 2012-13 seasons, and 17-0 in the 2018-19 season. U-M's 
undefeated starts have led to deep postseason runs:
	 - 2018-19: 17-0 (Sweet 16)
	 - 2012-13: 16-0 (Final Four)

Rewriting History
• Michigan became the first team in Associated Press poll history to win three 
games in a row by more than 30 points against ranked opponents. Additionally, 
U-M became the first team since Kentucky in 1996-97 to win three games by more 
than 30 points against ranked opponents.
	 - Michigan: #21 Auburn (102-72), #12 Gonzaga (101-61), #24 USC (96-66).
	 - Kentucky: #12 Syracuse (87-53), #8 Indiana (99-65), #16 Villanova (93-56).
• U-M now holds the Big Ten record with six wins by 40 points or more, breaking 
Indiana’s previous record of five from the 1991-92 season. U-M’s 40-point win 
against No. 12 Gonzaga (101-61) is the biggest margin of victory over an AP-ranked 
opponent in school history.
• U-M’s streak of six wins in a row by at least 25 points, with at least two against 
ranked teams, is a first in college basketball since at least the 1995-96 season, 
according to the Associated Press.
• U-M has matched its program record by scoring 100 points or more in three 
straight games and has done this twice.

By the Numbers
• Through 20 games, Michigan is authoring one of the most dominant seasons in 
program history, posting 15 wins by 10+ points, 10 by 20+, eight by 30+, six by 
40+, and one by 50+, along with four victories over nationally ranked opponents, 
including one top-five.
• Michigan’s seven 100-point games place this team alongside the 1965-66 and 
1989-90 squads. This season’s group reached seven 100+ games in just 12 contests 
-- twice as fast as the 1965-66 team (22 games) and the 1989-90 team (31 games).

Filling the House
• Michigan has recorded nine straight sellouts at Crisler Center for the second 
straight season. In its 59-year history, Michigan has totaled 287 sellouts at Crisler 
Center, with 10 or more sellouts in a season occurring eight times.
• Under Dusty May, U-M has had a sell out in 18 of its 26 home games.
• Last season, U-M surpassed 10 million all-time fans at Crisler Center.

Winning Time
• U-M has excelled in tight contests under Dusty May, posting a 17-5 record in 
games decided by four points or fewer over the last two seasons. Last season, U-M 
recorded 13 wins by four points or fewer, tying the NCAA single season record set 
by Bradley in 1985-86.
• During May’s tenure, the Wolverines dropped four of their first six such games 
before flipping the script with a 15-1 mark since.

Holding the Lead
• Michigan has led from start to finish in five games: Oakland (121-78), No. 12 Gon-
zaga (101-61), McNeese (112-71), No. 24 USC (96-66), and Indiana (86-72).
• U-M has trailed at halftime in just four games: at TCU (35-33), at Maryland (50-45), 
at Oregon (41-40), and Nebraska (50-48). U-M came back to win each one.
• Michigan faced its biggest deficit of the season against #5 Nebraska, falling be-
hind by 11 points in the first half but closing the gap to just two by halftime, 50-48. 
The Wolverines tied the game with 2:16 left, then took the lead for only the second 
time when Trey McKenney scored on a key baseline drive, making it 74-72 with 1:07 
remaining. U-M held on to win, giving Nebraska its first loss of the season, 75-72.
• Prior to U-M's battle with Nebraska, the Wolverines largest deficit of the season 
was nine at Maryland (18:48; second half ). U-M has trailed by five or more points 
just eight times, winning seven of those games.

Exploring: Scoring
• Michigan ranks ninth nationally with an average of 90.9 points per game.
• That scoring pace could help U-M achieve its fourth season averaging 90+ points:
	 - 1965-66: 91.9 (Elite Eight)
  	 - 1988-89: 91.7 (National Champions)
 	 - 2025-26: 90.9 (TBD?)
 	 - 1964-65: 90.4 (Final Four)
• U-M is fourth in the nation in margin of victory at +22.1 points per game.
• The Wolverines have scored 40+ points in 30 out of 40 halves this season, in-
cluding 13 halves with 50+ and two with 60+, highlighted by a 69-point first half 
against Oakland.
• Michigan’s starting five accounts for more than 60 percent of the team’s offense.
• The starters have combined for 70 or more points in three games: at Maryland (76 
of 101 points), McNeese (72 of 112), and Wisconsin (70 of 88).
• Michigan has five Wolverines averaging in double figures -- Yaxel Lendeborg 
(14.2), Morez Johnson Jr. (13.9), Aday Mara (10.9), Elliot Cadeau (10.1) and Trey 
McKenney (10.0).

Exploring: Rebounding
• Michigan has grabbed 40 or more rebounds in 14 games this season, including six 
games with at least 45 and four with 50 or more.
• Michigan ranks 10th nationally in total rebounds per game (41.9), third in defen-
sive rebounds (30.6), and 12th in rebounding margin (9.7).
• Michigan's “Big Three” -- Morez Johnson Jr. (7.2), Aday Mara (7.1), and Yaxel 
Lendeborg (7.0) -- account for half of the team’s rebounds, averaging a combined 
20.6 per game. This trio has recorded 13 games with 20+ rebounds and notched a 
season-best 28 boards together at TCU.
• The “Big Three” have accounted for all 14 double-digit rebounding games this 
season -- Mara (5), Johnson (5), and Lendeborg (4). Johnson leads the team with a 
Wolverine season-best 16 rebounds at Washington, setting a new career high

Exploring: Assists
• Michigan has tallied seven games with 20 or more assists, highlighted by 31 in the 
season opener against Oakland -- the 13th 30+ assist game in program history and 
the first in 33 years (since Dec. 19, 1992, vs. Iowa State).
• U-M ranks 10th nationally in assists, averaging 19.0 per game.
• Five Wolverines have recorded 30 or more assists this season, demonstrating the 
team’s unselfish, team-first offense. Elliot Cadeau leads with 105 assists (5.2 apg), 
followed by Yaxel Lendeborg (62; 3.1 apg) and Aday Mara (46; 2.3 apg) from the “Big 
Three.” LJ Cason is fourth with a single season-best 41 (2.2 apg).
• Cadeau has all three of Michigan’s games with 10 or more assists, including a 
career-best 14 in his Wolverines debut against Oakland.

Exploring: Blocks
• Michigan leads the Big Ten and ranks sixth nationally with 5.9 blocks per game.
• Aday Mara leads with 2.60 blocks per game (52), ranking eighth nationally.
• Mara (52), Yaxel Lendeborg (26), and Morez Johnson Jr. (24) have combined for 
102 of U-M's 118 blocks this season.

Exploring: Steals
• U-M has four games with 10 or more steals: SDSU (11), La Salle (12), USC (12), and 
Ohio State (10). The team averages 6.8 steals per game, ranking sixth in the Big Ten.
• Five Wolverines have at least 15 steals, led by Yaxel Lendeborg (28) and Roddy 
Gayle Jr. (19).

Exploring: Shooting
• Michigan leads the Big Ten and ranks seventh nationally in field-goal percentage, 
shooting 51.5 percent from the floor.
• On defense, U-M has held opponents to just 36.9 percent shooting -- the sec-
ond-lowest field-goal percentage allowed in the nation.
• The Wolverines have posted 12 games with 30 or more field goals, including a 
season-high 45 against Oakland. They also had a 10-game streak with at least 30 
field goals, beginning with Middle Tennessee State and ending against USC.
• U-M’s “Big Three” are the only players shooting above 45 percent: Morez Johnson 
Jr. (69.3%), Aday Mara (68.8%), and Yaxel Lendeborg (50.3%).
• Johnson leads the Big Ten and ranks third nationally in field-goal percentage, 
behind only Navy’s Aidan Kehoe (72.6%) and Mercer’s Armani Mighty (69.7%).

Exploring: Three-Point Shooting
• Michigan, who averages 9.3 three-pointers per game, has eight games with 10+ 
made three-point field goals, including a program-record-tying 19 against Oakland.
• Elliot Cadeau (34), Trey McKenney (32), Nimari Burnett (29), and Yaxel Lendeborg 
(27) lead the Wolverines from beyond the arc.

Did You Notice This?
• Dusty May has guided his teams to a first- or second-place finish in league play for 
four consecutive seasons, highlighted by the 2023 Conference USA regular-season 
title and runner-up finishes in 2022 (C-USA), 2024 (American), and 2025 (Big Ten).
• Over the last two seasons, U-M has gone 4-0 on its West Coast trips, winning each 
game by at least 10 points: 2025 -- USC (85-74), UCLA (94-75) and 2026 -- Washing-
ton (82-72), and Oregon (81-71).

Yaxel Lendeborg: The Consistency King
• Lendeborg leads with 15 double-figure scoring efforts and three 20-plus point 
games, highlighted by 29 points at Maryland. In that 29-point effort against the 
Terrapins, Lendeborg was perfect in the second half (4-for-4 FG, 3-for-3 from three, 
5-for-5 FT), scoring 16 points to fuel the Wolverines’ rally after trailing by nine early 
in the second half and going on for an 18-point victory.
• With four double-digit rebounding performances, Lendeborg is averaging 7.0 
rebounds per game. He ranks second in assists (3.1), posting 12 games with three-
plus helpers, including a career-high nine at Maryland.
• In Division I, Lendeborg scored double figures in 73 of 92 games.

• Johnson has five-plus rebounds in 15 games, including five double-digit efforts 
highlighted with a career-best 16 (five offensive, 11 defensive) at Washington
• Given the green light from deep, Johnson has been perfect beyond the arc -- 
making the first five three-pointers of his career. All five have come against Big Ten 
foes: Rutgers (2), Nebraska (1), USC (1) and Wisconsin (1), including a 2-for-2 night 
vs. Rutgers.

Aday Mara: U-M's Spaniard Stands Tall
• With 13 double-figure games, Mara averages 10.9 points. Recently, he recorded his 
second 20+ point game of the season, scoring 20 at Washington (10-for-11 FGs).
• Mara leads U-M with 27 dunks.
• Mara leads U-M with an average of 7.1 rebounds per game and has reached dou-
ble digits in rebounds five times, including a career-best 13 vs. Wake Forest.
• Mara has blocked at least one shot in every game, with 15 multiple-block games.
• Mara's 46 assists (2.3 apg) are close to surpassing his two-year total from UCLA 
(49). He has five games with four-plus assists, including six vs. Wake Forest.

Elliot Cadeau: U-M's QB1
• Cadeau has appeared in 94 consecutive college games—74 at North Carolina and 
all 20 at Michigan.
• With 34 three-pointers this season, Cadeau surpassed his previous single-season 
best and is closing in on his two-year total from UNC (39).
• He is 14 shy of reaching 500 for his career (currently at 486).
• Cadeau has three games with 10+ assists this season: a career-high 14 against 
Oakland, 12 against No. 12 Gonzaga, and 10 at Maryland. In his career, he has 10 
double-digit assist games.
• Cadeau recorded his third career point-assist double-double with 12 points and 
10 assists at Maryland, becoming the first Wolverine to do so since DeVante’ Jones 
had 25 points and 10 assists against Illinois on February 27, 2022.

Nimari Burnett: The Wiley Vet
• Burnett has played and started every game of his U-M career, making 89 straight 
appearances. In total, he has played 128 games with 98 starts across Texas Tech, 
Alabama, and Michigan.
• Over 60 percent of Burnett’s career scoring has come from the three-point line. He 
has made 147 three-pointers with U-M.
• Burnett reached 1,000 career points with a basket at Washington, finishing the 
game with seven points. He is now 174 points away from 1,000 as a Wolverine.
• Burnett is also approaching career marks, needing nine assists for 200 and five 
steals for 100.

Roddy Gayle Jr: The Reliable "Sixth Man"
• Coming off the bench, Gayle averages 8.7 points in 21.1 minutes, giving U-M pro-
duction close to a starter’s level. He contributes more than just points, averaging 
3.5 rebounds, 1.8 assists, and 1.0 steals each game.

Trey McKenney: A Second "Sixth Man"
• McKenney averages 10.0 points per game and has scored double figures 13 times.
• In his college debut against Oakland, he scored 21 points, hit six three-pointers, 
and recorded a personal-best four assists.
• With 32 three-pointers, McKenney is one of four Wolverines with 25 or more made 
triples. He leads the team in free-throw shooting at 88.2 percent (45-for-51).

LJ Cason: Blossoming in Year Two
• Cason has six double-figure scoring games and is averaging 7.2 points per game.
• Cason matched his career high with 14 points in the win at Penn State and also 
scored 14 points in his college debut against Cleveland State, 428 days earlier.

The Leaders & Best
• Michigan is built on reliability, confidence, passion, relationships, responsibility, humility, and a shared willingness to sacrifice for the greater good of the team.
• Dusty May consistently emphasizes collective excellence over individual accolades, fostering a team-first culture rooted in trust, accountability, and unselfish play.
• Offensively, the Wolverines play at a fast pace with an emphasis on transition opportunities and a read-and-react system. The attack is driven by spacing, long-range 
shooting, and multiple ball-screen actions. Ball movement is non-negotiable, with players encouraged to pass up good shots for great ones and to shoot decisively 
and confidently.
• Defensively, Michigan employs an active man-to-man scheme highlighted by frequent switching on both on- and off-ball actions. The Wolverines typically ex-
change all four perimeter positions while maintaining traditional coverage with the five. Constant communication, active hands, and disruptive energy are demand-
ed on every possession.
• Staff collaboration is central to the program’s identity. Akeem Miskdeen and Drew Williamson work closely with May in coordinating the offense, while Mike Boyn-
ton Jr., Justin Joyner, and Kyle Church oversee defensive principles, game-to-game adjustments, and player development.
• Scouting responsibilities are shared across the staff: Boynton handles most scouts individually, the Joyner/Williamson tandem collaborates on assignments, and 
Church and Miskdeen form the third scouting pair -- ensuring comprehensive preparation and attention to detail.

• U-M's 78 all-time draft selections ranks second among Big Ten programs (behind Indiana, 86) and is top-10 nationally in Draft picks.
• Since 2011, U-M has had 18 players drafted, including 12 first-rounders and four lottery picks -- the most among Big Ten programs during that span.
• Overall, Michigan has produced 32 first-round NBA Draft selections, highlighted by two No. 1 overall picks -- Cazzie Russell (1966) and Chris Webber (1993) -- along 
with six top-five and 19 lottery picks (Nos. 1-14).
• U-M is one of only six programs in NCAA history with multiple No. 1 overall picks. Michigan joins elite company: Duke, Kentucky, UCLA, UNLV, and Cincinnati.
• The Wolverines have had multiple first-rounders in the same draft five times: 1990: Rumeal Robinson (10), Loy Vaught (13), Terry Mills (16); 1994: Juwan Howard (5) 
and Jalen Rose (13); 2013: Trey Burke (9) and Tim Hardaway Jr. (24); 2014: Nik Stauskas (8), Mitch McGary (21); and 2023: Kobe Bufkin (15) and Jett Howard (20).
• U-M has had at least one player selected in seven of the last nine drafts, highlighted by recent first-rounders Franz Wagner (2021), Jett Howard (2023), Kobe Bufkin 
(2023), and Danny Wolf (2025).
• In July 2024, Franz Wagner signed a five-year, $224 million rookie max extension with the Orlando Magic -- the largest contract ever signed by a former Wolverine.
• The 12 former Wolverines currently active in the NBA have combined to earn more than $470 million in career earnings. With an additional $422 million in guaran-
teed future contracts, this group is projected to surpass $890 million in total NBA earnings.

Michigan: Year One
• In his first season in Ann Arbor, Dusty May guided Michigan to a 27-10 record, 
a runner-up Big Ten regular-season finish (14-6), and as the No. 3 seed, captured 
the program’s fourth Big Ten Tournament championship. 
• After earning a double-bye in the Big Ten Tournament, U-M defeated Purdue 
(86-68) and edged Maryland in a last-second thriller (81-80) to advance to the 
title game. The Wolverines then overcame an 11-point second-half deficit to 
defeat Wisconsin (59-53) and claim the 2025 Big Ten Tournament crown. 
• May led the Maize and Blue back to the NCAA Tournament for the first time 
since 2022, where Michigan earned two opening-round victories -- over No. 12 
UC San Diego (68-65) and No. 4 Texas A&M (91-79) -- to advance to the Sweet 
16 for the sixth straight tournament.

The Florida Atlantic Era: The Rise
• When May was introduced as head coach at Florida Atlantic in 2018, he inherit-
ed a program with only one winning season in the previous decade. In six years, 
he transformed the Owls into a nationally recognized contender. 
• In his debut season (2018-19), May guided the Owls to a 17-16 record, deliver-
ing the program’s first winning campaign since 2010-11. By 2021-22, FAU had 
achieved four consecutive winning seasons -- a first in school history. 
• The 2022-23 season became the defining breakthrough: a Division I-leading 
35 wins, both Confernece USA regular-season and tournament championships, 
and the program’s first-ever NCAA Tournament appearance, which culminated 
in a historic trip to the Final Four. 
• The momentum carried into 2023-24, as FAU spent multiple weeks ranked in 
the national polls, earned back-to-back NCAA Tournament bids for the first time 
ever, and marked its successful transition into the American Conference. 
• Over six seasons (2018-24), May compiled a 126-69 record, setting school 
records for overall wins, postseason appearances, and national rankings -- a 
tenure that redefined Florida Atlantic basketball on the national stage.

The Climb: Building Experience
• May joined Billy Kennedy’s staff at Murray State (2006-07) before spending two 
seasons at UAB (2007-09) under former Indiana head coach Mike Davis, gaining 
valuable insight into pace, spacing, and offensive execution. 
• From 2009-11, May reunited with Kennedy at Murray State, helping the Racers 
capture the 2010 Ohio Valley Conference championship and earn a first-round 
NCAA Tournament victory -- the program’s first in more than two decades. 
• He followed Kennedy to Louisiana Tech (2011-15), where the Bulldogs rose to 
national prominence as one of the country’s most efficient mid-major pro-
grams. During May’s four-year tenure, Louisiana Tech produced three straight 
27-plus win seasons and made back-to-back NIT appearances. 
• In 2015, May moved to the Southeastern Conference, joining Mike White’s staff 
at Florida. Over three seasons (2015-18), he helped the Gators reach multiple 
NCAA Tournaments, including a run to the 2017 Elite Eight, while earning a 
reputation as one of the SEC’s sharpest offensive minds. 
• That success and his growing reputation for player development and offensive 
creativity paved the way for May’s first head coaching opportunity, when he 
was introduced as the head coach at Florida Atlantic University in March 2018.

Catching the Bug: How It Began
• May’s coaching journey began at his alma mater, Indiana University, where 
he served as a student manager under legendary head coach Bob Knight from 
1996-2000. During those formative years in Bloomington, he absorbed the pro-
gram’s principles of discipline, preparation, and attention to detail that would 
anchor his own coaching philosophy. 
• After graduation, May transitioned into video coordination and administra-
tive roles at both USC and Indiana, gaining valuable early experience in player 
development, opponent scouting, and program operations while building 
relationships that would shape his coaching path. 
• In 2005, May earned his first full-time assistant coaching position at Eastern 
Michigan under former Michigan assistant Charles E. Ramsey (2005-06) -- mark-
ing his official entry into the Division I coaching ranks and the beginning of a 
steady climb through the profession.

Dusty May was named the David and Meredith Kaplan Men's Basketball Head Coach in 
March 2024, becoming the 18th coach in the storied history of the Wolverines program.
