Setting the scene:
   The Griffons will look to extend their winning streak to six in a row this weekend when they take on the 3rd ranked Northwest 
Missouri State Bearcats in St. Joseph, Mo. in a huge regional game.  This will be the third meeting between the two teams in the past 
two season. Both teams have been ranked in the top-25 in two of the last three meetings and are both ranked in the top 25 for this 
years meeting.  Western will look to snap an eight game losing streak against the Bearcats. Western fell twice last season by scores of 
42-0 on September 25 in Maryville and 28-24 on November 20 in Maryville in the first round of the DII National Playoffs.  The Griffons 
come into the contest with a 7-2 overall record and 5-2 in MIAA play. Western is 4-1 at home this season winning their last four home 
game after falling in the season opener against Pittsburg State.  The Bearcats are 8-1 overall which includes 4-0 on the road. They 
beat the Missouri Southern Lions 52-21 in Joplin last weekend. The Bearcats hold a 21-10 lead in the series which includes winning 
the last eight meetings including the last three in St. Joseph. This will mark the first meeting between the coach Partridge and Adam 
Dorrel. 

Griffons on Radio: 
   The game will be broadcasted live on KFEQ 680 AM. The game can also be heard on the internet at www.gogriffons.com by follow-
ing the “webcast” link under game day. Dave Riggert will be the play-by-play voice of the Griffons and Hall of Fame broadcaster Bob 
Orf will be the color analyst. Kent Heier will provide sideline insight for listeners on the field. The broadcast will start approximately 
one hour prior to kickoff. 

The Coaches:
   Missouri Western head football coach Jerry Partridge is in his fifteenth season as the Griffons head coach. Partridge is 110-61 
(.643) and 82-48 (.631) against MIAA opponents as the Griffons head coach and third all-time in the  MIAA in victories. He led the 
Griffons to their first MIAA title and to two DII Playoff appearance in 2006 and 2010. He shared MIAA Coach of the Year honors in 
2000 after leading the Griffons to an 8-1 MIAA record. This marks the 16th meeting in Coach Partridges era against the Bearcats of 
NW Missouri State. Coach Partridge is just 2-13 in his career against NWMSU. Coach Partridge is 1-6 against the Bearcats in St. Joseph 
and 1-7 in Maryville against NWMSU. Western lost the last meeting with Northwest 28-24 in Maryville on November 20, 2010. The 
last victory for Western came on October 25, 2003 by a score of 30-27 in overtime in St. Joseph.  Overall coach Partridge has guided 
Western to eight post season appearances with six being in the Mineral Water Bowl. Western is 0-2 in NCAA Division II playoffs and 
7-4 in postseason bowl games.
  Dorrel, a member of the Bearcat coaching staff since 2004, takes over a program that enters its 96th season three wins shy of 500 
(497-388-33) and owns a 46-game regular season winning streak against MIAA opponents. The Bearcats have made the NCAA Divi-
sion II football playoffs 13 of the last 15 seasons. As offensive coordinator, Dorrel helped lead the Bearcats to an unprecedented five 
straight NCAA Division II championship appearances and the program’s third national title in 2009. In his seven seasons as a full-time 
coach at Northwest, the Bearcat football squad is 87-14 (.861) with five MIAA championships. This season Dorrel is 8-1 in his first 
season as the Bearcats head coach.

BOLIVAR, Mo. - It wasn’t pretty, but Missouri Western football has now won five straight games, after a 31-24 win against Southwest 
Baptist Saturday afternoon in Bolivar. Western improved to 7-2 overall and 5-2 in conference play.

Baptist scored 13 points off Western turnovers to make it a game, but the Griffons, despite losing the turnover battle 3-0, got a gritty 
performance from Michael Hill on the ground to pull out the victory.  Hill unofficially registered 30 carries for approximately 200 
yards. Unofficially, Western recorded nine sacks with David Bass picking up four. Official statistics were not made available immedi-
ately following the game.

Baptist, struck first with an early first quarter touchdown to take a 7-0 lead.  The Griffons then responded with a 34-yard touchdown pass 
from Travis Partridge to Tarrell Downing to tie the score at 7 in the first.   Western then took a 14-7 lead early in the 2nd quarter when 
Partridge hit Hill for a 13-yard touchdown reception.  

Baptist answered with at the 8:19 mark in the 2nd with a Dan Connors 3-yard touchdown catch from Charles Johnson.  Western reclaimed 
the lead at 2:13 with a 23-yard field goal from Greg Zuerlein, his MIAA record 13th consecutive field goal that gave the Griffons a three point 
lead heading into halftime.

The Bearcats tied the game at the 8:00 minute mark of the 3rd quarter with a 31-yard field goal from John Colliver.   The turning point came 
on Western’s next offensive possession, when they successfully compled two fourth down conversions.   The Griffons used a fake punt on 
fourth and eight, when Reggie Jordan took the direct snap and ran for a first down.  Three plays later, Michael Hill took a fourth and two run 
48 yards to the Baptist two-yard line.  Travis Partridge finished the drive with a two yard touchdown run to put Western up 24-17.

The Griffons added another score at the 13:19 mark of the 4th quarter, with a Dominic Thomas 6-yard touchdown run to make it a 31-17 
game.  Baptist answered with a 20-yard touchdown from Marcus Sullivan at 9:53 to pull to within a touchdown, but the Griffons ran out the 
clock. Southwest Baptist fell to 6-3 on the season and will join Western in the MIAA beginning in 2012. 

HILL AND BASS RECEIVE WEEKLY MIAA FOOTBALL HONORS

KANSAS CITY, Mo. – Missouri Western football players Michael Hill and David Bass 
receive weekly MIAA honors for their performances in last week’s 31-24 victory 
over the Southwest Baptist Bearcats. Hill a redshirt junior running back received 
MIAA Offensive Player of the Week for the first time in his career while Bass a 
redshirt junior defensive end received MIAA Defensive Player of the Week for the 
second time this season.    

MIAA OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK
Michael Hill, RB, Missouri Western
Hill had another outstanding game for the Griffons accumulating 297 all-purpose 
yards, which includes a career best 246 on a career high 41 carries. Hill’s 41 
carries breaks the Griffons single-game record which was 40 by three different 
players. The last to do it was Derrick Pitts vs. Central Missouri in 2003.  Hill was 
just 37 yards shy of tying the career-high for yards in a game, which is 283 by Tony 
Williams vs. Missouri-Rolla in 1996. The Griffons improved to 5-0 when rushing 
for over 200 yards in a game finishing with 356 against the Bearcats. Western also 

finished with over 500 yards of total offense for the second consecutive week. The 
junior from St. Joseph, Mo., gave the Griffons a 14-7 lead early in the second quarter catching a 13-yard pass from Travis Partridge. He led 
the Griffons with four catches for 51 yards and a touchdown. Hill is just 23 yards shy of 1,000 yards on the season. He is averaging 5.2 yards 
per carry.

Bass continues to dominate opposing offensive lines as he tied the single game record for sacks in a game for the second time this season 
with four against the Bearcats. The junior from St. Louis, Mo., had six tackles with five being for a loss of 19 yards. Bass is just one tackle for 
a loss away from tying the single season record. He has 17.5 with two games to play. Eric McDowell has the record with 18.5 in 2003. He 
also has 13 sacks on the season which is two behind McDowell’s 15 which he set in 2003 as well. Bass is three sacks away from breaking the 
career record for sacks. Bass has 27.5 while the leader Kinney Redding has 30.5, which was set from 1974-77. Bass helped the Griffons hold a 
team under 100 yards rushing for the third time this season, allowing the Bearcats just 44.

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About Northwest Missouri State
The Bearcats enter Saturday’s game at No. 3 in the AFCA after holding a
spot at every position in the poll except Nos 5, 9, and 10. Northwest continues to lead 
the nation in scoring at 55.78 points per game. The MIAA record for scoring averaging 
in a season was set by Pitt State in 2004 (55.8) who through eight games averaged 67.3 
ppg. However, Grand Valley set the NCAA record for scoring in 2001 at 58.4 ppg, and 
ironically through eight games was averaging 56.25 ppg. The Bearcats are second in the 
nation in total offense averaging 532.89 yards per game. They are also second in the 
nation in passing efficiency at 183.27. 

Individually James Franklin is 56th in the nation averaging 81.11 yards per game which 
is sixth in the MIAA. Jordan Simmons is T-7th in the nation in scoring averaging 10.67 
per game which ranks him 1st in the MIAA. Todd Aldoff is 13th with 9.78 while James 
Franklin is T-18th with 9.33. Those numbers rank them third and fifth in the MIAA. 
Jordan Simmons is also first in the MIAA averaging 143.89 yards per contest. 

Last Time Out for Northwest Missouri State
Bearcats tame Lions 52-21

JOPLIN, Mo. – It took the fourth-ranked Northwest Missouri State Bearcats almost three quarters 
to get rolling, but jumped on Missouri Southern to take a 52-21 MIAA win at Fred G. Hughes 
Stadium Saturday afternoon.

Northwest improved to 8-1 overall and 5-1 in league action in a game that was much tougher 
than the final score reflected on the scoreboard. The Lions fell to 3-5 overall and 2-5 in the MIAA 
as the Bearcats reached the 50-point plateau for the seventh time this season.

The Bearcats took a touchdown lead into the half as they were held out of the end zone when 
Blake Christopher threw only his second interception of the year. Maurlon Bembry picked off the 
pass attempt to Jake Soy in the corner of the end zone for the Lions second take-away of the half.  

MSSU pulled within 14-7 before the pick when Demon Haire recovered a Bearcat fumble in the 
end zone with just over two minutes left in the half.

Both teams struggled through sloppy play in the third quarter before the Bearcats stole the 
momentum when Bryce Enyard picked off a Lions pass and returned it 49 yards to the MSSU 
18-yard line setting up a Todd Adolf field goal. It was Enyard’s fourth pick of the year after he had 
intercepted Collin Howard’s pass on the previous play, but a roughing the passer penalty gave the 
Lions a first down and a second opportunity.

A 40-yard field goal from Adolf and a two-yard MSSU touchdown plunge pulled the Lions back 
within three, but that would be all the Lions could muster as the Bearcats took the game over. 
Jordan Simmons returned the ensuing kickoff 98-yards shifting the tide back to the Northwest 
sideline closing out the third quarter.

Simmons would score one final time for this third touchdown of the game as he raced 34 yards 
down the sideline sealing a Bearcat victory. His two second half touchdowns would be sand-
wiched by a 4 yard touchdown pass to Kyle Kilgore from Trevor Adams and a blocked punt recov-
ered by David Mosley in the end zone.

Simmons finished with a game high 92 yards on 11 carries and three scores.

Blake Christopher finished 12 of 23 for 105 yards passing and added another 33 yards on the 
ground before being forced out of the game with a leg injury. Christopher rushed for two first half 
touchdowns as well.

Adams completed all three pass attempts for 26 yards and one touchdown.

The Bearcats used a balanced attack with 298 yards of total offense while the Lions finished with 
302 yards. However the Bearcats, who are in the top 10 in the nation in turnover margin, used 
three take a ways and four sacks to slow the MSSU offense.

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Series Notes
This marks the 32nd meeting between the two schools and third time in two years. The Bearcats hold 
a 21-10 advantage in the series. Northwest has won 14 of the last 16 meeting which in includes the 
last eight. The Bearcats have won 10 of the 17 meetings in Maryville and 11 of the last 14 meetings 
in St. Joseph. The last time the Griffons defeated the Bearcats was on October 25, 2003 by a score of 
30-27 in overtime in Spratt Stadium. The last victory in Maryville came in 2001 by a score of 37-30 on 
November 3, 2001.

The Bearcats are in the midst of their longest winning streak in the series. Western’s longest winning 
streak was from 1993-1995. The largest margin of victory for the Griffons was in 1994 when they won 
20-0 in Maryville. The largest margin of victory for the Bearcats was this season when they defeated 
the Griffons 42-0 on October 3 in Maryville. 

Coach Partridge is 2-13 all time against the Bearcats. Coach Partridge is just 1-6 in St. Joseph and 1-7 
in Maryville. This marks the 1st meeting between Partridge and coach Adam Dorrel.

Western has scored 20 or more points against the Bearcats in six of the last seven meetings but the 
Bearcats have scored 24 or more in all seven of those meeting which includes over 40 in four of the 
last five meetings. 

Coach Partridge is 1-2 in November against Northwest which includes last seasons 28-24 loss in the 
DII playoffs. His only victory was on November 3 at Northwest by a score of 37-30. 

vs. Northwest when the Bearcats are ranked
The Griffons are ust 2-14 since 1990 against the Bearcats when Northwest is ranked in the top-25. 
They are 1-6 at home against Northwest and 1-8 on the road. Under Partridge the Griffons are 1-13 
against Northwest when the Bearcats are ranked. they are 1-6 at home and 0-7 on the road. Their 
lone victory under Partridge came on October 25 when the Griffons defeated the Bearcats 30-27 in 
overtime in St. Joseph. 

vs. Northwest when the Griffons are ranked
Since 1990 the Griffons are 0-3 when they are ranked against the Bearcats. Western is 0-1 at home 
and 0-2 on the road. Last season the Griffons were ranked 8th in the regular season when they fell 
42-0 in Maryville. Western’s first meeting with Northwest when they both were ranked was in 2006 
when they were 16th and the Bearcats were 2nd. Western fell 24-21 n Maryville, Mo. on September 
23. 

Western against Ranked Opponents
Western is 19-35 against DII ranked opponents after defeating 12th ranked Central Missouri 23-6 on 
September 10 in Spratt Stadium. Under head coach Jerry Partridge the Griffons are 15-28 against 
ranked opponents as their previous victory came last season in a 36-33 victory against Washburn 
University who was ranked 15th at the time. 

Western against ranked opponents at home
The Griffons are 11-13 under Partridge at home against ranked opponents after last weeks victory 
over the Mules. The previous victory at home against a ranked opponent was on September 19, 2009 
when they beat #22 Washburn University by a score of 37-34 on a 53 yard field goal by Brad Beckwith 
giving the Griffons the victory.  

Western against ranked opponents on the road Under Partridge
Western is 4-15 under coach Partridge on the road against ranked opponents. Western’s last victory 
on the road came last season in Washburn by a score of 36-33 on September 18, 2010. The Griffons 
first victory against a ranked opponent under Partridge on the road was on October 2, 2004 when they 
defeated 16th ranked Central Missouri 49-44. 

Griffons in TV Games Under Partridge
Western is 2-4 under Partridge after their victory three weeks ago over the Mules in television games. 
Western is 1-1 this season after their loss to Washburn.  Last season the Griffons went 1-1 in televi-
sion games defeating Pittsburg State 42-24 on September 25 in St. Joseph and falling 42-0- against 
Northwest Missouri State on October 2. Western fell at 10th ranked Pittsburg State 21-14 back on 
November 6, 1997 and to #18 Emporia State on October 8, 1998 by a score of 42-34 in St. Joseph, Mo. 
Western is 0-1 in nationally televised games falling to Washburn earlier this season. 

Getting to the Quarterback
As a team the Griffons rank 7th in the nation in sacks per game at 3.56. They ranked second in the 
MIAA with Missouri Southern leading the way with 3.63. Individually David Bass is 2nd in the nation in 
sacks per game with 1.44 and is first in the MIAA. He has 13 sacks on the year. 

Defensive Pass Success
The Griffons are outstanding in pass coverage as they are 16th in the NCAA in Pass Efficiency Defense 
and second in the MIAA. Jeremy Weston and Shane Simpson are tied for 33rd in the nation and 6th in 
the MIAA averaging .44 interceptions per game. 

Rushing Attack
The Griffons are a perfect 6-0 this season when they rush for over 200 yards as a team. The Griffons 
are 13th in the nation in rushing offense averaging 235.89 yards per game which puts them second in 
the MIAA. Individually Michael Hill is 19th in the nation averaging 108.56 yards per game which puts 
him 1st in the MIAA.

Kicking Game
Junior punter Scott Groner is 11th in the nation in punting average at 42.20 yards per punt and is third 
in the MIAA. Senior place kicker Greg Zuerlein is 1st in the nation in field goals per game at 2.14 and 
10th in Scoring averaging 10.29 points per game.

Post season under Coach Partridge
The Griffons have made a postseason appearance seven of the last eight years with 
five of those being in the Mineral Water Bowl (2003, 2005, 2007, 2008 and 2009). 
Western made its first ever playoff appearance in 2006 against Midwestern State in 
Wichita Falls, Texas. Last season Western made their second ever playoff appearance 
against Northwest Missouri State in Maryville, Mo.

Griffons on Nov. 5th
Since the 1970 season, the Griffons are 5-0 overall on November 5th. The Griffons are 
4-0 at home and 1-0 on the road. Coach Partridge’s only contest on November 5th 
came in 2005 when he defeated the 5th ranked Washburn Ichabods 28-21. 

In November Under Partridge
In November under Partridge the Griffons are 19-10 since 1997. Western is 13-2 at 
home in November and 6-8 on the road. The Griffons are 1-2 against the Bearcats 
under Partridge with their only victory coming in Maryville. 

Climbing The Record Books
Griffon junior running back Michael hill keeps climbing the record book in the rushing 
category. Hill sits in 6th all-time with 2,473 yards in his career. He is 130 yards out of 
fifth and 923 yards out of first. He is fourth all-time in carries with 541 just one behind 
Rodney Stephenson and 152 behind Thomas Hodges for first. In the receiving category 
Adam Clausen is 15th in receiving yards with 1,336. He is 134 yards out of 13th and 
1,588 out of first. 

Defensively David Bass is climbing the record books as well. Bass has 17.5 tackles for  a 
loss this season which is just one behind Eric McDowell’s single season record of 18.5 
in 2003. He has 13 sacks on the year which is two back of McDowell’s record of 15 set 
in 2003 and he has 27.5 sacks in his career which is three behind Kinney Redding 30.5 
which he set during the stretch of 1974-1977. He is 12.5 tackles for a loss away from 
tying Michael Cobbins 50 which was set between 2002-2006. 

Up Next
The Griffons will take on their final MIAA opponent of the season on Saturday, Novem-
ber 12 when they travel to Hays, Kan. to take on the Fort Hays State Tigers. Kickoff is 
set for 2:00 pm.

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On, September 30, 2006, Jerry Partridge became the winningest football coach in 
Missouri Western history as the Griffons defeated Truman State University, 38-13. 
Partridge won his 100th career game on October 9, 2010 also against Truman State 
University by a score of 29-7.

In addition to being the Griffons’ all-time wins leader, Partridge’s first 14 years at his 
alma mater have produced these impressive feats: first all-time at Western in games 

coached with 169; coached the Griffons’ only MIAA Player-of-the-Year, Jerris Evans 
(2001); coached two MIAA Freshman of the Year, Drew Newhart (2007) and Roger Allen (2005); coached the school’s all-
time leader in passing (Drew Newhart), tackles (Eric Walker), and sacks (Eric McDowell); has had over 200 players named 
All-MIAA; 18 All-Americans and set the single season school record for wins with nine, five out of the last eight years and 
led the team to its first and second NCAA Playoff  appearances in 2006 and 2010.

Partridge holds a 110-61 overall record and has led the Griffons to eight post-season apperances (2000, 2003, 2005, 2006 
2007, 2008, 2009 & 2010) . Under Partridge, the Griffons were co-champions of the MIAA in 2003.

In 2010, the Griffons started the season 4-0 earning the highest ranking in school history of 8th in both the American 
Football Coaches Association Poll and D2Football.com poll. The Griffons earned their second NCAA Division II Playoff 
appearance. Western had two players named to the All-MIAA First Team (Sean Whiters - LB and Jack Long - FS). Western 
ended the season ranked 21st in the D2Football.com poll while Whiters was named to the D2Football.com Honorable 
Mention All-America Team.

In 2009 the Griffons got off to the best start in school history winning its first five games climbing all the way to 12th in 
the nation. Western finished the season going 4-3 which included a 34-21 victory over the Augustana College Vikings in 
the 44th Mineral Water Bowl. Western also had two players named All-MIAA First team (Nathan Martin - OL and Cedric 
Houston - WR). Western ended the season ranked 22nd in the D2football.com poll while Houston was named to the 
D2Football.com Honorable Mention All-America Team. Martin played in the Valero Cactus Bowl in Kingsville, Texas, and 
was named to the Don Hansen’s Football Gazette Honorable Mention All-America squad.  Former OL Roger Allen became 
the second Griffon to compete in an NFL game as he started the last regular season game for the St. Louis Rams.

During the 2008 campaign the Griffons won their last four regular season games propelling them to the Mineral Water 
Bowl for the second straight season. The 08 season also brought the Griffon program and Coach Partridge their first NFL 
player that made an appearance in a regular season game as former tight end Gijon Robinson started 14 games for the 
Indianapolis Colts.

In 2007, the Griffons won nine games and went to the Mineral Water Bowl where they defeated Wayne State College 
(Neb.), 20-13. Western has won seven or more games in eight of Partridge’s 11 seasons at the helm.

In 2006 the Griffons won nine games, going 9-3, and were ranked as high as #11 in the national polls and made their first 
ever NCAA playoff appearance. 

Partridge, the sixth head football coach in Missouri Western history, has built a program geared toward seeing his 
players succeed on the field and in the classroom, while preparing them for the future with a steady diet of hard work 
and support. Partridge sports a reputation as a “players’ coach,” and there is ample evidence to prove that description 
accurate. During the school year, hardly a day goes by without one of his student-athletes stopping by his office. He 
regularly meets with a committee of players and with seniors to discuss team issues – from academic requirements to 
scheduling to disciplinary measures.

Partridge’s tenure has seen players who 
have cluttered the Western record book. 
Kasey Waterman passed for an MWSU 
and MIAA record 10,025 yards and 98 
touchdowns in four seasons. Jerris Evans 
set Western records for reception yards in 
a career with 2,928 and career receptions 
with 200. Defensively, Partridge coached 
Western’s first consensus All-America 
selection, Pierre Thomas, from 2000-2003. 

Thomas set the MWSU, MIAA and tied the NCAA Division II single season mark for interceptions with 14 in 2003. That 
season, Thomas intercepted three passes in one game three separate times. Team marks set under Partridge include 
points scored in a season (428 – 2007), TD passes in a season (32 – 2000), 
and interceptions in a season (29 – 2003). 

Partridge began his collegiate coaching career as a graduate assistant coach at Univeristy of Missouri-Columbia following 
his playing days for the Griffons. Partridge was a three-year letterwinner for Western from 1981-84 in the defensive 
secondary. While playing at Western, Partridge received a bachelor’s degree in physical education in 1985 before 
becoming a graduate assistant coach at Missouri during the 1986 season.

Partridge served as a graduate assistant coach at both the University of Notre Dame and the University of Missouri and 
was a member of the Notre Dame coaching staff when the Fighting Irish won the 1988 national title by winning the Fiesta 
Bowl under Head Coach Lou Holtz.

While at Missouri, Partridge earned a master’s degree in sports administration.

Partridge was the defensive coordinator at Missouri Western for five seasons under head coach Stan McGarvey. Partridge’s 
Griffon defense set 13 school records including fewest points allowed (162 – 1993) and fewest total yards allowed in a 
game (29 vs. Friends – 1993), while helping the Griffons to 27 wins during that span.

Partridge spent the 1996 season as the defensive secondary coach at Murray State (Ky.) University. While at Murray State, 
he was part of a team that won the Ohio Valley Conference title while qualifying for the NCAA Division I-AA playoffs. 
Partridge was also the defensive coordinator at Austin Peay University in Tennessee.

A native of Grandview, Mo., Partridge is the son of Linda and Gerald Partridge, who coached at Ruskin (Mo.) High School 
for 29 years. Partridge and his wife, Pam, reside in St. Joseph and have two children, Travis and Lindsey.

ST. JOSEPH, Mo. – Missouri Western 
struggled in its 2011 season opener fall-
ing 34-7 against Pittsburg State Univer-
sity. The Griffons fell at home in a season 
opener for the first time since August 26, 
2004 when they fell 27-10 against 18th 
ranked Winona State. Western sits at 0-1 
on the season and 0-1 in MIAA play.
  Pittsburg State dominated the opening 
frame of the 2011 season out gaining the 
Griffons 229 to 84 in total yardage. The 
Gorillas put up 14 points in the first and 
second quarter taking a 28-0 lead at the 
half.
  A 46 yard punt by Griffon punter Scott 
Groner on MWSU’s opening possession 
was returned 84 yards by PSU’s Johns 
Brown giving the Gorillas the 7-0 lead with 11:19 to play. The Gorillas 
scored again with 1:45 to play in the quarter after a Zac Dickey 44 yard 
run capping a six play 81 yard drive.
  Things did not getting any better for Western in the second quarter 
as the Gorillas scored at the 7:05 mark off a four yard run by Solomon 
Watkins. Briceton Wilson gave the Gorillas the 28-0 lead just before half 
plunging in from one yard out with 10 seconds to play in the frame.
  The Griffons were led on the ground by Michael Hill rushing for 34 
yards on 10 carries. Travis Partridge went 7-for-14 with two intercep-
tions and 62 yards while TJ Fannin caught two passes for 45 yards. 
Jeremy Western had four tackles leading the Griffons defense. Groner 
punted five times for 244 yard (48.8 ypp) with a long of 64 yards.
  The Gorillas had 117 yards on the ground with Dickey leading the way 
with 61 yards on six attempts and one touchdown. Dickey completed 
10-of-14 attempts for 112 yards with Brown catching four passes for 70 
yards. John White led the way with five tackles and one sack for PSU.
  The Gorillas continued to play well in the second half using two Chase 
McCoy field goals of 22 and 38 yards pushing the score to 34-0 late in 
the fourth quarter. The Griffons best chance to score came early in the 
second half but a fumble inside the PSU five ended the Griffon threat.
   The Griffons scored late in the contest on a Dominic Thomas 60 yard 
touchdown with 1:52 to play in the game ending any chance of being 
shutout.
  The Griffon managed just eight first downs and 191 yards of total 
offense. Thomas led the way on the ground rushing four times for 68 
yards while Hill rushed 14 times for 44 yards. Partridge finished the 
game completing 10-of-20 passes for 79 yards while being sacked five 
times.
  Gronner finished the game punting nine times for 414 yards and an 
average of 46.0 yards. He had three inside the 20.
  The Gorillas finished with 426 yards of total offense with Dickey rush-
ing 15 times for 117 yards. Wilson rushed for 86 yards and a touchdown 
while Brown caught four passes for 70 yards.
  Nic Burrell led the charge for Western on defense with seven tackles 
(5 solo, 2 assists) while the Gorillas were led by Gus Toca and Joe Uzzel 
with six apiece.

ST. JOSEPH, Mo. – Missouri Western’s 
defensive line gave the 12th ranked Central 
Missouri Mules fits all night in front of 6,251 
fans finishing with seven sacks and nine 
tackles for a loss in the 23-6 victory. Junior 
defensive end David Bass tied a MWSU single 
game record with four sacks as Josh Charles 
did it back on September 25, 1999 against 
Washburn. Ben Pister had two sacks while 
Austin Baska finished with one. The Griffons 
sit at 1-1 on the season and 1-1 in the MIAA.
  The Griffons came out with something to 
prove against the Mules dominating the first 
quarter. Western had137 yards of offense 
with 110 coming on the ground. The Griffons 
took their first lead of the 2011 season when 
Partridge broke through the secondary for a 
68 yard scoring run with 4:55 to play in the quarter.
   Western continued the dominance into the second quarter scoring 10 more 
points taking a 17-0 lead after a 45 yard field goal by Greg Zuerlein with 9:19 
to play in the half. Western’s second touchdown came with 12:46 to play in the 
second quarter when Partridge hooked up with Tarrell Downing from 14 yards 
out capping a six play 63 yard drive.
  The Mules came alive the rest of the half gaining 85 yards on their next two 
drives. Western held the Mules out of the end zone holding them to an Aaron 
Jamieson 21 yard field goal. With under a minute to play in the half the Mules 
drove inside the Griffons ten but a batted ball by David Bass allowed Ben Pister 
to intercept his first career pass, helping Western to the 14 point half time lead.
  Partridge led the charge on the ground rushing for 83 yards on three rushes. 
Michael Hill had 27 yards on nine carries. Partridge went 8-15 for 56 yards and a 
touchdown while Tyron Crockum had three receptions for 25 yards.  
  The Griffons continued to play well in the third quarter as Jeremy Weston 
recorded his first of two interceptions while Bass recorded back-to-back sacks 
on the UCM’s second drive of the quarter. The Mules were able to cut the lead 
to 17-6 after a 53-yard field goal by Jamieson with 5:02 to play in the third.
   In the fourth quarter Western got their three points back when Zuerlein nailed 
a 51 yard field goal with 14:42 to play in the game. The next possession Pister 
sacked UCM quarterback Tommy Corwin on back-to-back plays. The Mules 
drove inside Griffon territory once again but Western recorded his second inter-
ception with 9:31 to play in the contest.  
  Western tacked on one more field goal late in the game when Taylor Anderson 
nailed a 21 yard field goal giving Western the 23-6 lead and victory.
  Western finished the game with 347 yards of total offense with 238 coming on 
the ground. Hill rushed for 113 yards on 25 carries. This was his fourth 100 yard 
game in his career. Partridge had 92 yards on five carries while Dominic Thomas 
finished with 14 yards on seven carries.
  Through the air Partridge had 109 yards connecting on 14-of-26 passes. Croc-
kum finished with three catches for 25 yards. Scott Groner finished the night 
with three of his six punts inside the 20 yard line averaging 37.5 yards per kick.
  Central Missouri had 178 yards with 158 coming through the air and just 20 
coming on the ground. Camren Torneden had 20 yards on nine carries. Tommy 
Corwin finished the night going 18-of-36 with three interceptions and 158 yards. 
Taylor Dyer had 10 receptions for 101 yards.
  Thomas Madget and Pister each had eight tackles while Patrick Lewis led the 
charge for the Mules with 11.

19, 2002 against Southwest Baptist (28-0) the Mis-
souri Western football team recorded a shutout. 
Western defeated the Langston University Lions

the ground and 218 through the air.  
  Western took the opening kickoff right down the 
field but an interception by Langston defensive 
back Isaiah Ross on the goal line ended the Griffon 
threat. Western stopped the Lions on their first 
possession and then an Isaac Collins blocked punt 
set the Griffons up on the Langston seven yard line. 
Michael Hill plunged in from seven yards out for his 
first touchdown of the season and the Griffons first 
of the game with 10:43 to play in the first quarter.
  The Lions took the next possession into Griffon 
territory but Western was able to stuff the Lions on a fourth and four. The Griffons took 
the ball 59 yards on 12 plays on the next possession with Taylor Anderson connecting on 
a 26 yard field goal with 2:28 to play in the half. Cody Kremer intercepted a Darrion Lewis 
pass on the next possession and once again Western had a nice drive going 49 yards on 
five plays with Anderson connecting on a 22 yard field goal putting the Griffons up 13-0 
late in the first quarter.
  Western continued to play well on both sides of the ball in the second quarter but only 
came away with two more Anderson field goals. One from 26 yards out and one from 19 
yards out as time expired in the half helping Western to the 19-0 halftime lead.
  Western had 234 yards at the half with Hill rushing 15 times for 57 yards and one 
touchdown. Reggie Jordan rushed once on a fake punt for 57 yards midway through the 
second quarter. Partridge connected on 7-of-19 passes for 105 yards as Adam Clausen had 
48 yards on two catches which included a 42 yarder. Tom Madget led the Griffons with six 
tackles in the frame.
  Lincoln had 96 yards in the half as Carlos Ross rushed six times for 17 yards. Lewis com-
pleted 10-23 passes with two interceptions. Darrow Barnes had four catches for 36 yards. 
Defensively Cayetano Hingle had five tackles leading the way for Langston.
  The Griffon came out more determined in the second half scoring on their first play from 
scrimmage when Partridge connected with Tarrell Downing from 53 yards out putting 
Western up 26-0 early in the third quarter. Western scored again on a Partridge pitch and 
catch to Hill from four yards out with 8:42 to play in the quarter capping off a six play 55 
yard drive.
  Before the quarter was over Western tacked on one more touchdown when Partridge 
plunged in from one yard out as he accounted for three touchdowns in the game (2 pass-
ing, 1 rushing) capping off a four play 28 yard drive putting Western up 40-0 going into the 
fourth quarter.
  Western put the icing on the cake late in the fourth when Dominic Thomas plunged in 
from ten yards giving Western the 47-0 victory.
  The Griffons had another outstanding day defensively finishing with 10 tackles for a loss 
and five sacks. They also had three interceptions and blocked two punts. They put pres-
sure on the Langston quarterbacks all day with five quarterback hurries. Madget finished 
with eight tackles while Bass had two sacks. Ben Pister had 1.5 sacks and four tackles.
  Offensively Hill finished with 91 yards on 19 carries and onetouchdowns while Jerrin 
Walton had 47 on seven carries. Partridge had 199 yards through the air with two touch-
down connecting on 12-of-24 passes. Hill had three catches while Clausen had two and 
Jordan had two for 36 yards.
  The Lions had 212 yards with Ross finishing with 40 yards on 11 carries. Lewis had 99 
yards passing connecting on 13-of-31 passes with three interceptions. Barnes had four 
catches for 36 yards. Hingle finished the game with 12 tackles and one sack.
  Western hits the road for the first time this season when they travel to Topeka, Kan. to 
take on the 13th Washburn Ichabods in a nationally televised contest on Thursday, Sep-
tember 22. Kickoff is set for 7:00 pm from Yager Stadium. The game will be on CBS College 
Sports Network.

TOPEKA, Kan. – The Missouri Western football 
team fell 41-20 against the 8th ranked Washburn 
Ichabods after leading 13-10 at the half. The Grif-
fons managed just one scoring drive in the second 
half falling to 2-2 on the season and 1-2 in MIAA 
play.
  Like all the games in the series the Griffons and 
the Ichabods played as close of a first half as they 
could. Both teams turned the ball over three times 
with Western losing two fumbles and throwing one 
interception while Washburn threw two picks and 
lost one fumble. The Griffons had 36 plays with 
165 yards while the Ichabods had 37 plays for 162 
yards.
  The Ichabods opened up the scoring when Dane 
Simoneau connected on a 31 yards pass from 
DeJuan Beard on a fourth down play with 5:23 to 
play in the first. Western responded on the next 
possession going 45 yards on 11 plays with Greg Zuerlein connecting on a 28 yard field 
goal cutting the Washburn lead to 7-3 early in the second quarter.
  The Ichabods opened its next possession with a 28 yard Justin Cooper run into Griffon 
territory. Simoneau connected on a 20 yard pitch and catch to Matt Kobbeman putting 
Washburn inside the Griffon ten yard line. The Griffon defense stiffened holding WU to a 
22 yard Jeremy Linn field goal with 8:46 to play in the frame.
  Western took control the rest of the half driving 43 yards on five plays with Zuerlein con-
necting on a 27 yard field goal with 7:27 to play. The Griffons took their first lead of the 
contest on their very next possession when Travis Partridge connected with Adam Clausen 
from 11 yards out capping off a 29 yard drive giving Western the 13-10 halftime lead.
  Partridge connected on 11-of-16 passes for 122 yards and one touchdown. TJ Fannin had 
five receptions for 45 yards while Michael Hill rushed 13 times for 27 yards. John Brown 
led the way with five tackles.
  Simoneau completed 10-of-20 passes for 135 yards and a touchdown while Ronnell 
Garner and Beard each had three receptions. Copper rushed nine times for 42 yards while 
Jahmil Tayler had nine tackles.  
  The second half belonged to the Ichabods outscoring the Griffons 31-10 on their way to 
a 4-0 start and 3-0 start in MIAA action.
  The Ichabods took the first possession of the opening half 57 yards on four plays opening 
up a 17-13 lead after a five yard run by Sean McPherson. Washburn kept up the pressure 
when Simoneau hit Tore Hurst for a 16 yard pitch and catch capping of a 60 yard drive 
with 2:20 to play in the third.
  Washburn opened up a 14 point lead early in the fourth when Linn nailed a 36 yard field 
goal putting the Bods up 27-13.
  Western tried to mount the comeback driving 70 yards on 12 plays with Partridge con-
necting with Tyron Crockum from seven yards out cutting the lead to 27-20.
   The Ichabods responded nicely connecting on a three yard pitch and catch from Simo-
neau to Garner and then a 30 yard pass from Simoneau to Hurst claiming the 21-point 
victory.
  Western finished with 276 yards of total offense with 103 coming on the ground and 173 
through the air. Hill had 57 yards on 19 rushes while Partridge rushed for 35 yards on 13 
carries. Fannin had seven catches for 55 yards as Partridge completed 18-of-31 passes for 
165 yards and two touchdowns. Jeremy Weston led the defense with 10 tackles while Nic 
Burrell finished with nine.
  Washburn had 473 yards with 360 coming through the air. Simoneau connected on 23-
of-39 passes with four touchdowns. Matt Kobbeman caught five passes for 89 yards while 
Garner had 72 yards on five catches and a touchdown. Taylor finished with 13 tackles.

JOPLIN, Mo. – Greg Zuerlein made his mark 
on the Western record books and the Grif-
fons found success on the ground spoiling 
Missouri Southern’s homecoming with a 35-
23 win at Fred G. Hughes Stadium. The win 
moved Western’s overall record to 3-2, 2-2 
in the MIAA and avenged two consecutive 
losses to the Lions.

Zuerlein broke a Brad Beckwith record with a 
57-yard field goal and tied another Beckwith 
record with five field goals in the game. The 
Griffons had their highest rushing total of the 
season with 263-yards against a Lions’ rush-
defense that entered the game ranked No. 1 
in the MIAA and 5th in the nation.

Michael Hill finished the game with 21 rushes for 125-yards and Travis Partridge 
had 17 carries for 96-yards and two touchdowns. The Lions struck first on a 
1-yard touchdown run by Stephen Sumpter. The Griffons answered with a drive 
to the Southern 10-yard line but couldn’t punch it in. Zuerlein’s 27-yard field 
goal brought the score to 7-3, then Western scored 17 unanswered points to 
take a 16-7 lead.

Eric Murdock kicked a 48-yard field goal with 18 seconds remaining in the half 
and Western took a 16-10 lead into halftime. On Western’s first drive of the 
second half, Partridge took a fourth and one keeper 46-yards for a touchdown 
that put the Griffons up 22-10 after the two-point try failed.

Zuerlein pitched in two more field goals and Partridge sealed Western’s first win 
over Southern since 2008 with a 6-yard touchdown run.

Western finished with 383-yards of offense, with Partridge adding 120 through 
the air. Partridge was 15-30 with one touchdown and one interception. Adam 
Clausen led the Griffons with six receptions for 71-yards and a touchdown.

Defensively, Western was paced by Jeremy Weston’s seven solo tackles. Weston 
and David Bass each had 10 total stops. Bass added two tackles for loss and one 
sack and Weston had one of Western’s two interceptions. Shane Simpson added 
another pick to stop a Southern scoring threat late in the game.

ST. JOSEPH, Mo. – The Missouri Western football 
team used big plays defeating the Lincoln Blue 
Tigers 81-20 in the annual Hall of Fame game. 
Western tied the school record for most points in 
a game with 81, a record they set a season ago 
against Lincoln. The Griffons scored 10 touchdowns 
in the contest with two coming on special teams, 
one from the defense and seven from the offense. 
Senior kicker Greg Zuerlein scored 19 of the Grif-
fons 81 points tying a school record with 10 extra 
points. He tied Brad Beckwith who set it a season 
ago against Lincoln. Western improves to 4-2 over-
all and 3-2 in MIAA action.
   Missouri Western scored 26 points in the final 
5:47 of the first half claiming a 37 point leading 
heading to the locker room. The Griffons racked up 
199 yards of total offense with Michael Hill rushing 
for 94 yards on eight carries and two touchdowns. 
Hill also caught two passes for 56 yards and a touchdown.
  The Griffons opened up the scoring on a Tarrell Downing 72 yard punt return with 13:34 
to play in the first quarter giving Western the 7-0 lead.  Hill caught a 53 yard touchdown 
from Travis Partridge on the Griffons next possession giving Western the 14-0 lead with 
9:42 to play. Greg Zuerlein kicked his first of two field goals with 12:14 to play in the sec-
ond quarter from 32 yards out giving Western the 17-0 lead.
  The Blue Tigers hung in there driving down to the Griffons four yard line before being 
turned away on fourth down. A Partridge interception on the next possession set Lincoln 
up on Western’s 12 yards line. The Blue Tigers went 12 yards on three plays with Deon 
Brock rushing in from one yard out cutting the Griffon lead to 17-6.
  From there the Griffons dominated as Yomi Alli blocked the extra point returning it for 
two points. Downing returned the ensuing kickoff 88 yards to give Western the 26-6 lead 
with 5:33 to play in the half. A Zuerlein 50-yard field goal along with two touchdown runs 
by Hill, a 13-yarder and 44-yarder, gave the Griffons the commanding halftime lead.
  Ben Jackson and Shane Simpson had interceptions in the final five minutes while Ben 
Pister led the way with six tackles.  
  Lincoln had 151 yards of total offense with Robert Redmond connecting on 12-of-19 for 
115 yards. Corderious Gregory had four catches for 59 yards. Kendrick Causey led the way 
with 6 tackles.
  The Griffons continued the onslaught into the second half when Cody Kremer ran an 
interception back 30 yards giving Western the 50-6 lead with 12:21 to play in the third.
 Western scored 10 more points in the third with Dominic Thomas rushing in from two 
yards out and Zuerlein hitting his second field goal of over 50 yards making a 51 yarder.
  Western used touchdowns by Jerrin Walton, Thomas and Dalton Krysa in the fourth to 
give the Griffons the 61 point victory. Western finished the night rushing for 363 yards on 
29 attempts for an average of 12.5 per rush. Western improves to 4-0 when they rush for 
over 200 yards in a game this season. Western had 478 yards of total offense holding the 
ball just over 17 minutes in the game.
  Thomas rushed nine times for 124 yard and two touchdowns while Walton and Hill 
finished with 94 yards. Hill and Derek Libby caught two passes apiece. Downing had two 
punt returns for 78 yards and one kickoff return for 88 yards. Zuerlein had 14 kickoffs with 
six resulting in touchbacks.
  The Blue Tigers had 452 yards of total offense with 317 coming through the air. Redmond 
connected on 31-45 attempts for 269 yards and one touchdown but had three intercep-
tions. Gregory finished with 170 yards on 13 receptions and one touchdown. Brock had 73 
yards rushing on 20 carries with on touchdown.
  Defensively Stephen Juergens had nine tackles with one being for a loss while Meshack 
Kennedy had seven tackles. Lincoln was led by Kendrick Causey with 11 tackles.

EMPORIA, Kan – Nineteen first half points 
helped Missouri Western football survive a 
late charge by the Hornets on their home-
coming, and escaped Jones Field at Welch  
Stadium with a 22-16 win. Western improved 
to 5-2 on the season; 4-2 in the MIAA. Empo-
ria State fell to 2-5 and 1-5 in the MIAA.

Western had to recover an onside kick at-
tempt with 1:06 remaining to secure the 
victory, after taking a 20-point lead into the 
fourth quarter. Down 22-2 to begin the fourth 
quarter, Emporia got a 50-yard touchdown 
pass from Tyler Eckenrode and a 3-yard TD 
strike from Eckenrode to RayRay Davis in the 
fourth to pull within six.

A personal foul on the Griffons during the extra-point attempt set the Hornets 
up for potentially great field position, but Western was able to recover the on-
side kick and secure the victory. For Western, it was their seventh consecutive 
win over the Hornets.

Travis Partridge passed for over 200 yards for the first time in his career. The 
sophomore quarterback was 19-30 for 238 yards and three touchdowns, with 
no interceptions. Partridge was efficient in the first half, going to halftime 11-15 
for 152 yards. All three of his TD passes came before halftime.

Michael Hill had another 100 yard performance, rushing 20 times for 112 yards. 
Hill also had five catches for 73 yards and a touchdown. Partridge rushed 13 
times for 42 yards. Tarrell Downing led the Griffons with six receptions for 86 
yards and a touchdown.

Hill got the scoring started for the Griffons, with an eight yard touchdown 
reception. Reggie Jordan found the endzone for the first time this season with 
1:36 to go in the first quarter on a 10 yard touchdown reception.

The defense dominated the Hornets through three quarters, holding Emporia 
out of the end zone until five minutes into the fourth quarter. Emporia’s only 
first half points came on a Partridge fumble that was recovered in the end zone 
by David Fowler.

Tom Madget led the Western defense with 12 total tackles; nine solo. Ben Pister 
had two sacks to go with his four tackles and David Bass added his ninth sack on 
the season. Jeremy Weston chipped in three tackles and his fourth interception 
of the season.

ST. JOSEPH, Mo. – The Missouri Western football 
team cruised to a 45-7 victory over the Truman 
State Bulldogs on homecoming at MWSU. The 
Griffons racked up 632 yards of total offense with 
271 coming of the ground and 361 through the air. 
Western improves to a perfect 5-0 when rushing 
for over 200 yards in a game this season and the 
632 yards is the first time a Griffon team has went 
over 600 yards of total offense since September 16, 
2000 when they went for 620 against Missouri-
Rolla. The Griffons improve to 6-2 on the season 
and 5-2 in MIAA play.
Two Reggie Jordan touchdowns in the opening half 
sparked the Griffons to a 24-0 lead after two quar-
ters. Jordan opened up the scoring when he took 
a snap on a fake punt and scampered 64 yards for 
a touchdown with 3:24 to play in the first quarter. 
Jordan capped off a six play 80 yard scoring drive 
by the Griffons.
Jordan gave the Griffons a 14-0 lead catching a four yard pass from Travis Partridge with 
10:46 to play in the second quarter. The touchdown capped off an 11 play 44 yard scoring 
drive for Western. Western kept up the pressure getting a 28 yard field goal from Greg 
Zuerlein and an 80 yard pitch and catch from Partridge to Tarrell Downing with under a 
minute to play giving the Griffons the 24 point lead. Downing had three catches for 131 
yards in the half.
The Griffons dominated offensively accumulating 381 yards of total offense with 215 
coming through the air. Partridge completed 10-of-17 for 168 yards and two touchdowns. 
His only blemish was an interception in the end zone on the opening drive of the game for 
Western.
Michael Hill rushed 17 times for 87 yards while Nic Burrell had six tackles leading the Grif-
fons defensively. Shane Simpson had an interception in the half while Sean Tray Bryson 
got the Griffons only sack. Western held the Bulldogs to just 47 yards passing and to 0-of-
5 on third down conversions.
The Bulldogs finished with 147 yards on 32 plays. They rushed 19 times for 100 yards 
with Donald Harvey gaining 63 yards on nine carries. J.B. Clark struggled throwing the 
ball completing 5-of-11 passes for just 24 yards. Richie Schumacher had 10 tackles for the 
Bulldogs.
The Griffons continued to play well into the third quarter scoring on two of their first 
three possessions. Western first scoring drive of the quarter was a five play 71 yard which 
ended with Hill plowing in from six yards out putting Western up 31-0. The Griffons scored 
again on their next possession when Partridge hit Derek Libby on a 60 yard pitch and 
catch giving Western the 38-0 lead after three quarters.
The two teams traded scores in the fourth as Western’s Jerrin Walton scored a 29 yard 
touchdown with 7:31 to play giving Western the 38 point victory. The Griffons have won 
four straight on the season and four straight over the Bulldogs.
Hill led the way on the ground rushing 22 times for 95 yards and a touchdown while 
Walton rushed six times for 47 yards and a touchdown. Partridge finished with career 
best 278 yards connecting on 15-of-24 passes with three touchdowns. Downing had five 
receptions for 171 yards and a touchdown while Libby had a career best three catches for 
90 yards and a touchdown.
The Bulldogs finished with 291 yards with 158 on the ground and just 133 through the air. 
Harnish Ayora had 82 yards on 15 carries while Harvey had 65 yards on 10. Conrad Schot-
tel completed 6-of-21 passes for 91 yards while rushing for the Bulldogs loan touchdown. 
Truman falls to 2-6 on the season and 1-5 overall.
Defensively the Griffons were led by Burrell with nine tackles with 1.5 being for a loss. 
Jeremy Weston and Simpson each had seven stops. Western recorded three sacks with 
Bryson, Oliver Pryor and Ben Pister all getting one.
Truman State was led by Schumacher with 15 tackles with six being solo. M.J. Kang had 
two sacks for the Bulldogs.

BOLIVAR, Mo. - It wasn’t pretty, but Missouri 
Western football has now won five straight 
games, after a 31-24 win against South-
west Baptist Saturday afternoon in Bolivar. 
Western improved to 7-2 overall and 5-2 in 
conference play.

Baptist scored 13 points off Western turn-
overs to make it a game, but the Griffons, 
despite losing the turnover battle 3-0, got a 
gritty performance from Michael Hill on the 
ground to pull out the victory.  Hill unofficially 
registered 30 carries for approximately 200 
yards. Unofficially, Western recorded nine 
sacks with David Bass picking up four. Official 
statistics were not made available immedi-
ately following the game.

Baptist, struck first with an early first quarter touchdown to take a 7-0 lead.  The 
Griffons then responded with a 34-yard touchdown pass from Travis Partridge 
to Tarrell Downing to tie the score at 7 in the first.   Western then took a 14-7 
lead early in the 2nd quarter when Partridge hit Hill for a 13-yard touchdown 
reception.  

Baptist answered with at the 8:19 mark in the 2nd with a Dan Connors 3-yard 
touchdown catch from Charles Johnson.  Western reclaimed the lead at 2:13 
with a 23-yard field goal from Greg Zuerlein, his MIAA record 13th consecutive 
field goal that gave the Griffons a three point lead heading into halftime.

The Bearcats tied the game at the 8:00 minute mark of the 3rd quarter with a 
31-yard field goal from John Colliver.   The turning point came on Western’s next 
offensive possession, when they successfully compled two fourth down conver-
sions.   The Griffons used a fake punt on fourth and eight, when Reggie Jordan 
took the direct snap and ran for a first down.  Three plays later, Michael Hill 
took a fourth and two run 48 yards to the Baptist two-yard line.  Travis Partridge 
finished the drive with a two yard touchdown run to put Western up 24-17.

The Griffons added another score at the 13:19 mark of the 4th quarter, with a 
Dominic Thomas 6-yard touchdown run to make it a 31-17 game.  Baptist an-
swered with a 20-yard touchdown from Marcus Sullivan at 9:53 to pull to within 
a touchdown, but the Griffons ran out the clock. Southwest Baptist fell to 6-3 on 
the season and will join Western in the MIAA beginning in 2012.
