MSU hosts North Florida, Northern Illinois in BankFirst Challenge

The Bulldogs’ season-opening tournament takes on a new name and
a new format in 2009 as Mississippi State opens the season hosting North
Florida and Northern Illinois at Dudy Noble Field Feb. 20-22 in the inaugural
BankFirst Baseball Challenge.

It's the ninth such early-season baseball event hosted by the Bulldogs
and the first sponsored by BankFirst, which has branch banks throughout the
Golden Triangle and in the Jackson area.

The tournament was initiated in 2001 by former Bulldog head coach Pat
McMahon, with Notre Dame and the University of New Orleans joining host
MSU in the first NBC Classic, sponsored by Starkville-based National Bank of
Commerce. In odd-numbered years the event was contested as a three-team,

five-game event over three days. To accommodate scheduling opportunities
in even-numbered years, the event format was modified into a three-game,
two-team weekend “challenge” series that brought the likes of Arizona, Baylor
and Southern Cal to Starkville.

This year’s format has been expanded to six games over the three-day
period, with each team playing four games on opening weekend.

The event has over the past nine years featured regional foes Austin
Peay, Birmingham-Southern, New Orleans, Troy and UAB in addition to
long-distance opponents Arizona, Baylor, Connecticut, Kansas, Michigan,
Notre Dame, Ohio State, and Southern California.
