TEAM NOTES
•	 Mississippi State’s record improved to 23-19 on the season, 3-1 against Ole Miss this season. The Dia-

mond Dawgs have won eight of the last nine against the Rebels dating back to 2016 Governor’s Cup. 
•	 State picked up its third-straight Governor’s Cup victory.
•	 MSU earned its 12th comeback victory of its 23 wins after spoiling four separate Rebel leads.
•	 State improved to 6-1 against Top 10 opponents this season.
•	 MSU collected six extra base hits as a team (four doubles, one triple and one home run).
 
 
PLAYER NOTES
•	 Luke Alexander collected his second walkoff hit against Ole Miss this season with his two-RBI double in 

the ninth inning.
•	 Jake Mangum continued his career success against Ole Miss. With a two-RBI double tonight, he moved 

to 22 for 51 against the Rebels, with six two-baggers and seven RBIs.
•	 Marshall Gilbert was the lone Bulldog with multiple hits after notching three hits on the night, tying a 

career high, one of which was his second-career home run.
•	 Tanner Allen smashed his team-leading fifth triple of the season in the eighth inning.
•	 Rowdey Jordan extended his career-long hitting streak to seven games.
•	 Denver McQuary drew his second-consecutive Governor’s Cup start on the mound, pitching 5.0 innings.
•	 Keegan James was outstanding in 2.1 innings of scoreless relief giving up only two hits.
