. In 23 of State’s 37 wins thus far, opponents have been held to four runs or less. In four of the

remaining 12, opponents scored just five runs.

. During the Tallahassee Regional, MSU became the 23rd team to in the current 64-team NCAA
Tournament format to win a regional after dropping the opener. State is also the first team to ac-
complish the feat in back-to-back seasons, meaning the Diamond Dawgs have won eight-straight
regional elimination games.

. State also claimed the Nashville Super Regional in Game 3 after having dropped the second
game, leading MSU to five-straight elimination games in the 2018 NCAA Tournament.

. State has come on strong after a 14-15 start and 2-7 in SEC play on March 31. Since April 1, MSU is
23-12 overall and finished the regular season 13-8 in conference play.

. MSU is 27-11 when holding opponents to five or less runs, 14-2 when holding others to two or
less runs and 10-16 when allowing six or more runs. State is also 27-2 when scoring six or more
runs, 22-7 when scoring first and 15-4 when having scored in the first inning.

. Jake Mangum is hitting .348 (31-for-89) in his NCAA Tournament career with four doubles, two
home runs, 14 RBIs and 14 runs scored.

. Over the last 10 games, the bats have been hot as five different Bulldogs are averaging .300 or
better at the plate during that stretch (Rowdey Jordan - .442, Jake Mangum - .400, Dustin Skelton
- .355, Elijah MacNamee - .348, Tanner Allen - .302). State is also hitting .314 as a team during that
span.

. MacNamee is riding a career-best and team-best 29-game reached base streak, and in that span
has batted .353 (41-for-116) with 30 runs scored, 11 doubles, eight home runs and 64 RBIs.

. Hunter Stovall is on a 23-game reached-base streak and is 33-for-98 (.337) with 26 runs scored,
one double, three triples, two home runs, 18 RBIs and 11 walks.

. On a team-best 13-game hit streak, Mangum is hitting .407 (24-for-59) over that span with 18 runs
scores, three doubles, one triple, one home run and 16 RBIs.

. After having missed the entire 2017 season due to injury, Ethan Small has been impressive in his
bounce-back season as he’s kept opponents to three or fewer runs in 14 of his 16 starts in 2018.

. While Mangum leads MSU in multi-hit games (29), Tanner Allen (24), Hunter Stovall (22) and Row-
dey Jordan (19) are the next closest to their junior center fielder.

The Diamond Dawgs have 20 comeback wins on the year (37 wins total), seven
of which came in the month of March, eight in April (three against Ole Miss and
two against Arkansas) and three in May (vs. No. 1 Florida, two in the Tallahassee
Regional and one in the final game of the Nashville Super Regional).

25 of MSU'’s 40 wins in 2017 came in comeback fashion, 13 of which came
against SEC opponents. Three comeback wins came in the NCAA Hattiesburg
Regional, which helped State become the 22nd team in the current 64-team
NCAA Tournament format to win a regional after losing the opening game.

NO CAKE WALK

Considering its opposition for the 2018 season, the Diamond Dawgs played the
sixth-toughest schedule in all of Division | baseball with a winning percentage
of .595 (1818-1239-1) heading into the NCAA Tournament.

Holding a RPI of 92 on April 1, State climbed 64 spots to No. 28 in just over sev-
en weeks by posting an 10-6 mark in the month of April and a 7-4 record in May
with 12 of those wins having come against ranked teams, nine against teams
ranked in the Top 5 and eight against Top-3 teams.

The three-game sweep of Florida helped MSU rise nine spots from No. 35 on
May 14 to No. 26 on May 19.

HENDU AT THE HELM

MSU is fourth in the SEC in batters struck out looking (169), while Konnor Pilk-
ington leads the league in strikeouts looking (42). State’s staff also ranks third in
the league in batters struck out (593).

The MSU pitching staff has combined for 10+ strikeouts in 26 games this
season. State’s staff has also collected 26 or more punch outs in 10 of its last 13
three-game weekend series, with six of those having been 29+ strikeout week-
ends. The Bulldogs most recently struck out Vanderbilt 36 times in the Nashville
Super Regional.

39 strikeouts over the three-game stretch that was the Shriner’s College Classic
(March 2-4) at Minute Maid Park made for the most in a three-game weekend
series by a Diamond Dawg pitching staff since 45 on March 2-3, 2002 against
Jacksonville State (doubleheader on March 2).

Gary Henderson moved from Assistant Coach to Interim Head Coach on Feb.
20, 2018 following the resignation of Andy Cannizaro. Henderson is a 29-year
coaching veteran who has served as the MSU pitching coach since June 2016.

DIAMOND DAWG DEBUTS

After having dropped the Tallahassee Regional opener to Oklahoma by a score
of 20-10, State outscored opponents by a combined 33-16 in four elimination
games to battle back from the losers bracket for the second-straight year.

Down to the final strike of the season on June 2 vs. Florida State, Elijah Mac-
Namee’s three-run homer in the bottom of the ninth lifted MSU to a thrilling
walk-off win that extended the season.

MacNamee went on to be named the regional’s Most Outstanding Player, while
JP France, Rowdey Jordan, Jake Mangum and Dustin Skelton joined MacNamee
on the Tallahassee Regional All-Tournament Team.

ROLL 'EM UP

As a team, State is tied for second in the league and ranks seventh in the nation
in fielding double plays with 58.

2B Hunter Stovall tops the SEC in fielding double plays (49) and SS Luke Alexan-
der ranks third in the conference (40).

NO DOUBLE TROUBLE

With 137 doubles on the year, State leads the SEC and ranks seventh in the
country in the category. 13 different Diamond Dawgs have tallied a double on
the year, with Jake Mangum’s 21 being a team best. Mangum ranks first in the
league and 28th nationally.

A total of 12 newcomers have made their MSU debuts in 2018 (Tanner Allen,
Jordan Anderson, JP France, Justin Foscue, Marshall Gilbert, Josh Hatcher,
Rowdey Jordan, Jared Liebelt, Cole Marsh, Zach Neff, Alex Pener and Jordan
Westburg)

11 of those have also recorded a start this season and the group has combined
for 269 starts on the year.

YOUNG PUPS
The Maroon & White has new look in 2018 with 14 newcomers (8 freshmen, 2
sophomores, 2 juniors and 2 graduate transfers).

Named to the Freshman All-SEC Team, Tanner Allen is the only Diamond Dawg
freshman to have started all 64 games this season, with 39 of those starts
having come at first base. Allen is hitting .298 on the year with 18 doubles, five
triples, five home runs and 44 RBIs. Allen is the ninth Bulldog to receive All-SEC
Freshman recognition and the first since Jake Mangum in 2016. Allen is also the
first Freshman All-SEC infielder for State since Ryan Gridley in 2015.

Along with bring second in the SEC with five triples, Tanner Allen ranks 39th
nationally in the category.

Freshman Rowdey Jordan is on a tear since April 14 (last 29 games), averaging
422 (46-for-109) with 31 runs scored, 20 RBIs, 12 doubles, one triple, five home
runs and 14 walks. In that span, Jordan has increased his batting average from
.191 to .333.

ROAD DAWGS

The scheduled 12-game road trip that opened the season for State is the
longest stretch of games away from Starkville since 1982 when MSU played 14
straight games away from home.

The 12-game span for the 2018 Diamond Dawgs was the longest stretch to
open the season without a home game in program history (previousy 10 in
1967).

The road trip was due to the $55 million construction project that will result in
the new Dudy Noble Field. While the project won't be fully completed until Feb-
ruary 2019, it was partially completed for 23 home games, with the possiblity to
host during the postseason, in 2018.

WE'VE DONE IT BEFORE

The Diamond Dawgs got off to an 0-3 start to the season for the first time since
1996, a year that also saw State go on to finish 38-24 (17-13 SEC) and make one
of its 37 all-time NCAA Tournament appearances. By making the 2018 NCAA
Tournament, MSU has now made the postseason the last two times starting 0-3.

MAYOR OF STARKVILLE

Mangum’s 97 hits are tops in the conference and rank seventh in the country.
On a team-best 13-game hit streak, Mangum is hitting .407 (24-for-59) over that
span with 18 runs scores, three doubles, one triple, one home run and 16 RBIs.

Against Top 5 teams, Mangum is 18-for-44 (.409) with 17 runs scored, nine RBIs,
four doubles, one triple and one homer.

By receiving a pair of SEC honors in 2018, Mangum now has seven over his
three-year career. 2018 marks the second time Mangum has been named First
Team AII-SEC (2016) and his third-career All-SEC honor (second team in 2017).

The Pearl, Miss. native has also now been named to the SEC All-Defensive Team
for the second-consecutive year after adding to his highlight reel with numer-
ous spectacular catches in 2018. Mangum is the first Diamond Dawg since
Tommy Raffo (1988-90) to receive All-SEC honors in three-straight seasons and is
the first Diamond Dawg to be named to the SEC All-Defensive Team twice.

Mangum recorded the 250th hit of his Mississippi State career on Thursday, May
17,2018 at Dudy Noble Field against No. 1 Florida.

Through the first 34 games of the 2017 season, 2016 SEC Freshman of the Year
Jake Mangum was hitting at a .374 clip. After breaking his hand against Ken-
tucky on April 9, went on to finish the season 11th in the SEC in batting (.324)
with a .273 batting average over the final 33 games of the season.

WHO0'S BACK?

With SEC Triple Crown Winner Brent Rooker having been selected in the first
round of the 2017 MLB Draft, State will have to look elsewhere for offensive
production in 2018 and the possibilities are there as MSU returns 50% of its hits,
36% of its extra-base hits and 39% of its RBIs from 2017.

After preseason injuries have ruled Graham Ashcraft and Preseason All-Ameri-
can Spencer Price out for the entirety of the 2018 season, on the mound MSU is
returning 55% of its wins, 59% of its innings pitched and 38% of its saves.

SUMMER SUCCESS

A total of 14 Diamond Dawgs (10 returning and 4 newcomers) spent their off-
season playing summer ball, four of which were named All Stars in their respec-
tive leagues (Elijah MacNamee, Jake Mangum, Hunter Vansau, Dustin Skelton).

A RUBY ANNIVERSARY FOR A GOLDEN VOICE

Long-time MSU radio broadcaster Jim Ellis is in his 40th season as the play-by-
play announcer for Mississippi State baseball, with his first season having been
1979.

Ellis is tied for the second longest-tenured broadcaster in the sport, trailing
only Dave Nitz at LA Tech (44 seasons). Ellis’ 40 years are tied by Ole Miss’ David
Kellum and Southern Miss’ John Cox.
