THE FRIENDLY CONFINES:
After sweeping its two-game road trip last weekend at Sacramento State and 
Portland State, the Montana State women’s basketball team returns to the 
friendly confi nes of Worthington Arena, beginning on Thursday, Jan. 14 against 
North Dakota at 7 p.m. MSU will close out the weekend hosting Northern Colo-
rado, Saturday, Jan. 16 at 2 p.m.

THE LAST TIME OUT:
Hannah Caudill connected on a wide-open three-pointer with 6.7-seconds re-
maining to lift the Bobcats to an 80-79 win over Sacramento State on Thursday. 
The Spokane product went four-of-four from the three-point arc fi nishing with 
14 points and six assists. In all, fi ve Bobcats scored in double-fi gures led by 
Jasmine Hommes 19, Peyton Ferris 14, Riley Nordgaard 11 and Alexa Dawkins 
10. Montana State trailed Sacramento State 46-43 at intermission.  The game 
featured 17 lead changes and eight ties. MSU built its largest lead at 73-66 with 
5:28 remaining. MSU fi nished shooting 55 percent from the fi eld, while hold-
ing the Hornets to 40 percent. The Bobcats also won the battle of the boards, 
out-rebounding the Hornets 38-32. On Saturday, the Bobcats scored the fi rst 
eight points and never looked back cruising to a 106-59 win over Portland State, 
Saturday afternoon. The 106 points set a new MSU road record for scoring. 
Hommes led fi ve players in double-fi gures with a game-high 22 points on nine-
of-15 from the fi eld. She was followed by Ferris 20, Annika Lai 12, Caudill 12 
and Margreet Barhoum 10. MSU also had a school-record 32 assists in the win.

BIG SKY CONFERENCE PLAYER OF THE WEEK:
Montana State senior Jasmine Hommes averaged 20.5 points and 7.0 rebounds 
per game, while shooting 55 percent from the fi eld as the Bobcats won a pair of 
Big Sky Conference road games to remain undefeated and a ½ game ahead of 
Eastern Washington atop the league standings. For her efforts, she was named 
Big Sky Conference Player of the Week. In Montana State’s win at Sacramento 
State, Hommes posted a team-high 19 points and nine rebounds, shooting 50 
percent from the fi eld. In MSU’s win at Portland State, the Lynden, Washing-
ton product recorded a game-high 22 points, while adding fi ve rebounds in 19 
minutes of action. Hommes also averaged one steal and one blocked shot on the 
weekend. The honor is Hommes’ second Big Sky accolade this season.

Also served as   
  an assistant coach at her alma mater- Boise State, 1999-2001.
 Binford was the 31st overall pick in the 1998 WNBA draft, and played   
  with the Cleveland Rockers, 1999-02, and Utah Starzz, 1998-99.
 As Tricia Bader, she was a three-time All-Big Sky Conference selection   
  on some of the best teams in Boise State history. She led the Broncos to   
  a national ranking (#17) and the NCAA tournament in 1994.
 Binford was named the 1996 Idaho NCAA Woman of the Year and was   
  inducted in the Boise State Hall of Fame in 2001.
 Binford was a member of the 1993 West Team at the U.S. Olympic 
  Festival coached by current Connecticut head man Geno Auriemma.
 Binford prepped at Roaring Fork High School in Carbondale, Colo., 
  where she was the Colorado Player of the Year and a Street and Smith’s   
  High School All-American in 1991.

ABOUT THEM 2015-16 CATS:
Head Coach Tricia Binford returns nine  letterwinners from last season, includ-
ing three starters that guided the Bobcats to a 15-15 overall mark and a 9-9 Big 
Sky Conference ledger. Returning starters include second-team All-Big Sky 
performer Jasmine Hommes, Alexa Dawkins and Lindsay Stockton. Junior Pey-
ton Ferris, who garnered Big Sky Conference Top Reserve accolades last winter, 
also returns to MSU’s front line. “Our three post players – Hommes, Dawkins 
and Ferris – have all had an excellent fall,” Binford said. “I think we have 
one of the strongest front lines in the Big Sky. They have great chemistry and 
really feed off each other.” In the backcourt, Binford will look to Stockton to 
anchor the guard play. In addition, look for Hannah Caudill, Delany Junkermier, 
Margreet Barhoum, Michelle Seitz and transfer Riley Nordgaard to make strong 
contributions. “We have good experience and depth at the guard spot,” Binford 
said. “They have worked hard in the offseason and they have all improved their 
game.” Rounding out the roster will be freshmen Annika Lai, Ashton Siegner 
and Haley Blodgett. Freshman Madisyn Shaide, sophomore Amy Davis and 
junior Rebekah Hatchard will redshirt the 2015-16 year.

THE SCOUTING REPORT:
The University of North Dakota Fighting Hawks enter Thursday’s tilt with a 
5-10 overall mark and a 1-3 Big Sky Conference ledger. Last Saturday, UND 
defeated Idaho State 45-42 to snap a fi ve-game losing streak. In its other game 
last weekend, North Dakota dropped a 62-56 decision to Weber State. UND 
was picked to fi nish second in both the Big Sky Conference Coaches and Media 
Preseason polls and boast the league’s preseason favorite for player of the 
year - Mia Loyd. Loyd, a 5-11 senior forward from Minneapolis, Minnesota is 
currently averaging 11.8 points and 8.6 rebounds per game, while shooting 49 
percent from the fi eld. Also averaging double-fi gures is Makailah Dyer, who 
paces UND in scoring at 12.8 points per contest. Dyer also leads the Fighting 
Hawks from beyond the three-point arc connecting on 22 triples this season. 
Some historical facts from UND’s 45-42 win over Idaho State on Jan. 9...
UND’s 45 points marked its lowest total since Dec. 8, 2013 at Minnesota (L, 
44-46)...it was the lowest winning total for UND since a Feb. 14, 1976 win over 
North Dakota State (43-40)...it was the lowest point total allowed by UND since 
an 88-40 win over Dickinson State (Dec. 2, 2014).

Nordgaard sat out last season under NCAA transfer rules...has started all 14 games for the Bobcats...is third 
on the team averaging 11.7 points per game...had her best offensive game last against Northern Arizona, 
scoring a season-best 20 points on 7-16 shooting and four 3-pointers...is shooting a hefty 51%  from 
3-point range...fi rst on team averaging 6.8 rebounds...has been in double-digit scoring in 11 games.

Dawkins is second on the Bobcat squad shooting 57 percent from the fi eld over the 15 games...played 27 
minutes against Sacramento State and posted 10 points on f4-of-5 from the fl oor...notched a season-high 
12 points connecting on six-of-nine from the fi eld in Montana State’s win at Nevada...hauled down three 
rebounds in MSU’s win over Northern Arizona...is seventh on MSU’s all-time career list with 85 swats.

Recorded a career-high 29 points against Wyoming on Dec. 19...posted 22 points against Portland State on 
Saturday...scored her 1,000th career point at Nevada...current career total of 1,204 points is 15th all-time

ALL IN THE FAMILY:
Jasmine Hommes became the 21st member of Montana State’s 
prestigious 1,000-point club and the second Hommes to accom-
plish the milestone in the Blue and Gold. Hommes’ Aunt Blythe 
Hommes-Hintz, recorded a career 1,265 points from 1993-97. 
Blythe Hommes is currently 11th on MSU’s all-time list, while 
Jasmine Hommes sits 15th with 1,204 points. Blythe Hommes 
was also the 1997 Big Sky Conference Most Valuable Player 
and is a member of the Montana State-Wendy’s Athletic Hall of 
Fame. Another aunt, Brooke Hommes-Dunham (1992-96), was a 
four-time All-Big Sky Conference Academic pick for the ‘Cats.

BUELLER, BUELLER, BUELLER, BUELLER:
Montana State junior Peyton Ferris has picked up where she left 
of last season after being named the Big Sky Conference’s Top 
Reserve. The Twin Bridges product is second on the squad av-
eraging 13.9 points and is second in rebounding at 5.9 rebounds 
per game. Ferris is also shooting an impressive 62.6 percent 
from the fi eld and 79 percent from the charity stripe.

CHIP OFF THE OLD BLOCK:
Like her dad, NBA Hall of Famer John Stockton, Lindsay Stock-
ton has done an outstanding job distributing and taking care of 
the basketball. Stockton is second on the team averaging 3.6 as-
sists per game. The Spokane product also set a new career-high 
with six steals in MSU’s opening win at Seattle U.

THE LIFE OF RILEY:
Transfer Riley Nordgaard, who sat out under NCAA rules last 
winter after coming to MSU from Augustana in South Dakota, 
has made an impact on the Bobcat squad in the early non-
conference season. The Canby, Minnesota product is averaging 
11.7 points and a team-best 6.8 rebounds per game. In addition, 
she has connected on 27-of-53 three-point attempts, shooting 51 
percent from beyond the arc. Nordgaard recorded 11 points on 
four-of-nine from the fi eld, including two 3-pointers at SAC.

FATHER’S DAY:
Lindsay Stockton is the daughter of legendary NBA Hall of 
Famer and former Utah Jazz standout John Stockton, while 
Alexa Dawkins’ father Dale played football on the University of 
Miami’s 1987 National Championship team. Dawkins later went 
on to play wide receiver for the New York Jets from 1990-93.

THE LILAC CITY:
Three Bobcat players returned to Spokane - The Lilac City - on 
Sunday, Dec. 6. Lindsay Stockton, Hannah Caudill and Delany 
Junkermier combined for 46 points, 18 rebounds, 27 assists 
and seven 3-pointers against Sacramento State and Portland 
State, last week. Caudill, a graduate of Gonzaga Prep, nailed the 
decisive 3-pointer with 6.7 seconds remaining at Sacramento 

State to give the Bobcats the win. She also posted her fi rst 
double-double of her career dishing out ten assists at Sac 
State. Against Portland State, she registered 12 points for 
her fi rst back-to-back double-digit scoring games of the 
season. Fellow Bullpup Lindsay Stockton tallied 10 points, 
six rebounds, eight assists and a steal against Sacramento 
State and Portland State, last week. Junkermier, a Mead High 
School graduate, had her best performance of the weekend at 
Portland State with six points, six rebounds and two steals.

HARD BLOCK CAFE:
The Bobcats established a new single-game school record 
against the University of Montana Western on Dec. 15 with 
12 blocked shots, including a team-high three swats by senior 
Jasmine Hommes. The old mark - held three times - was set 
last against Valparaiso on Dec. 1, 2013.

TOSSING THE ROCK:
Montana State set a new school record with 32 assists in its 
106-59 win at Portland State on Saturday. The old mark of 31 
was set against Nevada (1978-88) and Idaho State (2003-04). 

THE LAST TIME.....:
Montana State and North Dakota met was Feb. 14, 2015 in 
Worthington Arena. The Bobcats won the game 80-62 as Jas-
mine Hommes poured in 25 points on 10-20 from the fl oor.

Tricia Binford signed three players to National Letters-of-In-
tent on Nov. 11, 2015.
