On the season, North Dakota has 
been paced by Chelsea Moser who averages 2.68 kills per set with a .341 attack 
mark. UND will play at Montana on Friday night before traveling to Bozeman.

 Riley is in his second year at Montana State University. 
 Prior to MSU, served as an assistant coach at the University of Utah for   
  three seasons and helped guide the Utah women’s squad to back-to-back   
  20-win seasons in the Pac-12 and to the second-round of the NCAA   
  Tournament. In addition, Utah fi nished the season ranked No. 18 in the   
  fi nal American Volleyball Coaches Association Top 25 poll. 
 During his tenure at Utah, Riley helped Utah to victories over No. 2 
  Washington, No. 13 Oregon, No. 15 UCLA, No. 17 Arizona State, No. 18  
  Colorado and No. 19 USC. 
 Riley served two seasons as an assistant coach with the USC men’s 
  volleyball team. He’s also coached for both the men’s and women’s teams  
  at Pepperdine.
 As a collegiate player, Riley was a setter at Pepperdine from 1995-99 and  
  was named a second-team All-American in 1998 as the Waves 
  won the Mountain Pacifi c Sports Federation title and reached 
  the NCAA Championship match.

ODDS & ENDS:
 MSU averaged 881 fans last year, which was 3rd in the Big Sky and 56th   
 in the nation. Both marks are impressive as MSU fi nished 3-21 overall. The  
 Cats ranked ahead of programs like Tennesse, Oklahoma and Clemson.  
 The Bobcats return three starters from last year’s team. Sophomore Natalie  
 Passeck, junior Kiana Black and senior Alex Rader combined for 509 kills,  
 231 digs and 108 total blocks.
 Montana State’s lone Big Sky win last season was a 3-1 decision over 
 Montana. The match pitted two former Utah assistants in their fi rst year in   
 the Big Sky.  JJ Riley and UM’s Brian Doyon.
 Second-year head coach JJ Riley will look to lead the Bobcats to the Big   
 Sky Conference Tournament for just the second time in the last 11 years 
 this fall. MSU’s last winning season in Big Sky Conference play came in   
 2004 when the Bobcats posted a 10-4 league slate.

THAT WAS THE WEEK THAT WAS:
The Montana State volleyball team won its fi rst road match of the season out-
hitting Southern Utah .231 to 0.80, en route to a 25-20, 25-19, 25-17 straight set 
victory over the Thunderbirds, Saturday afternoon. Natalie Passeck paced the 
Bobcats with a double-double recording a team-high 12 kills and 14 digs. She 
also posted a .360 attack mark and two aces. Caitlin Lonergan fi nished with ten 
kills and seven blocks. Savannah Laws also chipped in seven blocks. Bobcat 
setters Katie Rutecki and Mathison dished out 20 and 15 assists, respectively, 
while Allyssa Rizzo added nine digs. “I loved the way the team played,” said 
MSU head coach JJ Riley. “They played with a great calmness, yet played 
aggressively. The calmness allowed them to keep their focus, execute and stay 
in the moment, which is so key.”  Despite playing one of its best road matches 
of the season, the Montana State volleyball squad dropped a hard-fought 29-27, 
25-21, 25-20 decision to Big Sky leading Northern Arizona, Thursday night. 
Lonergan led MSU with nine kills, while Alexandra Rader and Passeck added 
eight and seven kills, respectively. Rutecki paced the Cats with 19 assists, while 
adding two aces and four digs. Defensively, Rizzo notched a match-high 24 
digs, while Eli Svisco and Kiana Black recorded fi ve and four blocks, apiece.

RUNNING THE GAUNTLET:
This season’s edition of Bobcat volleyball has faced a hella-
cious schedule. And, in particular, a span of four matches from 
Sept. 3-17 that featured No. 1 Nebraska, No. 20 Loyola Mary-
mount, Creighton, who has received votes in the top 25 poll and 
Gonzaga, who is currently 7-3 overall. In fact, MSU’s schedule 
is ranked the toughest in the Big Sky Conference (.600) followed 
by Portland State (.567), Idaho (.556), North Dakota (.535) and 
Northern Colorado (.529). The three weakest schedules in the 
Big Sky belong to Northern Arizona (.366), Weber State (.442) 
and Montana (.442)  

700/500 CLUB:
Senior Eli Svisco is a member of Montana State’s 700 kills - 500 
digs club. The fi fth-year player has recorded 797 career kills 
and 559 career digs. The product of Castle Rock had her best 
season in the kill category during her freshman campaign when 
she racked-up 265 kills. Her freshman season also saw her post a 
career best 312 saves on the year.

HELLO, MY NAME IS ____________:
Second-year head coach JJ Riley has had a total of 13 new 
players dot the Bobcat roster in his tenure in the Blue and Gold. 
This season, Riley welcomed eight newcomers to Shroyer Gym, 
including six freshmen and two junior college transfers. MSU’s 
youth movement was evident in its fi rst match of the season 
against Grand Canyon as fi ve freshmen took to the court (Caitlin 
Lonergan, Sydney Mathison, Allyssa Rizzo, Savannah Laws 
and Evi Wilson) helping the Bobcats to a 3-2 decision over the 
Lopes.

SKY HIGH - BIG SKY CONFERENCE NOTES:
With six games and seven Big Sky volleyball tournament spots 
remaining, several teams are on the cusp of claiming those bids. 
Last weekend, defending Big Sky champion Northern Arizona 
became the fi rst team to clinch a spot in the league tourna-
ment after sweeping the Montana schools. The Lumberjacks 
sit atop the conference overall with a 9-1 record and will now 
eye hosting rights for the second straight season. It was a big 
week for the South Division, as Idaho State, Portland State and 
Sacramento State each put together unbeaten weekends. The 
Bengals made a big statement, prevailing over North Division 
leaders North Dakota and Northern Colorado both in fi ve sets. 
Sac State continued to look comfortable at home, sweeping both 
Idaho and Eastern Washington for its 11th-straight Big Sky win 
at home. PSU outlasted EWU in fi ve sets, then topped Idaho in 
four. North Dakota stayed on top of the North Division bouncing 
back from the ISU loss with a 3-1 win at Weber State. Northern 
Colorado temporarily led the division after a win over WSU Fri-
day, but fell back into second place after falling to ISU. Southern 
Utah topped Montana, but fell to Montana State in a sweep. 

Multiple teams are hoping to join NAU in the tournament  
fi eld and most control their own destiny this weekend. North 
Dakota hits the road to face Montana and Montana State. 
UNC also makes the trip to Bozeman and Missoula. UND 
clinches a tourney spot with two wins or a win and a MSU 
loss. UNC clinches with two wins, and could still clinch with 
a 1-1 week depending on other results around the league. 
ISU takes on Idaho and then heads down to face travel 
partner WSU. Sac State puts its league home streak on the 
line against NAU and SUU, a pair of teams that both beat 
the Hornets the last time they met. Both can clinch tourney 
bids with 2-0 weeks and could potentially still clinch with a 
1-1 mark along with help around the league. SUU and NAU 
also visit Portland State, while a matchup of WSU and EWU 
in Cheney also brings key postseason implications. Travel 
partners Idaho and EWU will also clash at Reese Court.

DIGGING IT:
Freshman libero Allyssa Rizzo has recorded 276 digs on the 
season, averaging 4.06 digs per set. The mark ranks her ninth 
in the Big Sky Conference. The Crestwood, Illinois product 
is averaging 3.72 digs per game in league action.

STATISTICALLY SPEAKING:
Montana State has two individuals ranked in this week’s 
Big Sky stats - both are freshman. Bozeman product Caitlin 
Lonergan is second in aces (.36), while Allyssa Rizzo is ninth 
in digs (4.06 dps). 

GOOD PEDIGREE:
Freshman Sydney Mathison’s dad Bruce played QB at Ne-
braska from 1980-82. Bruce went on to play with San Diego, 
Buffalo and Seattle in the NFL. Sophomore defensive spe-
cialist Libby Fellows is the daughter of MSU Hall of Famer 
Mark Fellows. Fellows played for the Bobcats and was a 
member of the 1984 National Championship team. He was 
a fi rst-team All-American in 1984. Fellows had a promising 
pro career ahead of him with the San Diego Chargers, before 
suffering a career-ending knee injury.

PACKING THEM IN:
The Bobcats have averaged 1,137 fans in its fi ve matches 
in Shroyer Gym this fall. On Oct. 1 a season-high 1,409 
spectators jammed Shroyer Gym as the Bobcats handed rival 
Montana a 3-1 setback. MSU’s 1,137 fans per game ranks 
44th in the nation at the NCAA Division I level. The mark 
ranks higher than programs such as Tennessee, Florida State, 
Notre Dame, Alabama and Oregon State. Only North Dakota 
(1,155) has a higher average attendance than Montana State 
in Big Sky Conference play.
