volved in 15 games that were decided in the fi nal minute  

of regulation or overtime.

 Head Coach Rick Stockstill is third on the school’s all-time 

wins list with 55 victories.

 MT has scored a touchdown on its opening drive of the 

game 26 times under Stockstill.

 In 107 games under Rick Stockstill, the Blue Raiders are 

+30 in turnover margin.

 MT was +10 in turnover margin in 2012 and fi nished 

+12 in 2013 to rank 12th nationally. The Blue Raiders are 

even in 2014 to rank 63rd.

 Marcus Henry’s 93-yard touchdown catch at UAB went 

down as the fourth longest scoring pass in school history 

and was the 10th longest in the NCAA  in 2013.

 The longest off ensive drive in the Rick Stockstill era was 

9:33 at North Texas in 2006. It resulted in a TD.

 Middle Tennessee has scored 30 or more points 44 times 

under Rick Stockstill. The most 30-point games in a season 

under Stockstill is nine (2009).

 MT’s 33 turnovers forced in 2013 ranked tied for the 

most under Stockstill.

 The Blue Raiders rank 31st nationally in scoring at 
36.3 per game. Also, the 36.3 per game clip ranks as the 
highest in the Rick Stockstill era besting the 2009 team’s 
32.0 points per contest.

 MT is averaging 216.7 yards on the ground to rank 
27th nationally.

 MT is currently on pace to fi nish with 3,095 passing 
yards on the season which would be a new school record. 
The current mark is 3,064 yards by the 2009 team.

 MT already has four games of 500 or more yards of of-
fense this season which is a new high under Rick Stockstill.

 The off ense has amassed over 400 yards of total off ense 
in 10 of its last 12 regular season games.

 The 2014 off ense is well ahead of last year’s near record 

pace in total yards and points scored. The 2013 unit posted 

5,298 total yards which ranked as the second most in 

school history and was just 185 yards shy of breaking the 

school record set in 2009.

 Middle Tennessee is averaging 474.6 yards per game 

and that fi gure would rank as the second highest in school 

history if season ended today.

 Grammer is the fi rst quarterback under Rick Stockstill 

to throw for over 200 yards in his fi rst seven games as 

a starter. That is a new FBS record for MT, breaking the 

mark of six set by Clint Marks in 2004.

 At 250.3 passing yards per game, Grammer is on pace 

to become the fi rst 3,000-yard passer in school history. 

The single-season record at MT is 2,789 yards by Dwight 

Dasher in 2009.

 Threw for a career-high 332 yards and two scores in 

win over USM.

 Enters the UAB game ranked third nationally in 

completion percentage at 70.6. That fi gure would rank 

as the second-best at MT for a single-season if season 

ended today.

 Has completed 72.7 percent of his passes in confer-

ence play this season (88-121) and he has 7 touchdown 

passes to just one interception.

 Turned in the best all-around game of his brief career 

in 3OT win over WKU with 343 yards of total off ense and 

was responsible for four touchdowns (3 r, 1 p). 

 Threw for 259 yards in win over ODU on a personal-best 

25 completions. Also added 67 yards on the ground.

 Rushed for a career-best 125 yards and three touch-

downs against WKU. It marked the second 100-yard 

rushing game of his career (106 yards at UNT in 2013).

 Grammer’s two 100-yard rushing games rank third all-

time among signal-callers at MT. The all-time record is 

four, shared by Marvin Collier and Dwight Dasher.

 Completed 15 of 17 passes in his fi rst collegiate start 

against Savannah State and his 88.2 percentage equaled 

the second-best in school history.

RB JORDAN PARKER

 Running back Jordan Parker enters the UAB game with 

2,039 career yards. The junior needs 211 yards to tie 

Brigham Lyons for 10th place on the all-time list (2,250).

 Parker’s 10 career 100-yard rushing games rank 7th 

most in school history. Eight of his 10 100-yard games 

have come against conference foes. 

 Parker, who had 156 yards against WCU in 2013, set his 

new career rushing record with 158 yards in the win over 

Old Dominion in 2014.

 Parker has averaged 5.0 yards per carry for his career.

 Parker set the freshman rushing record at Middle Ten-

nessee with 851 yards in 2012. His yardage came in just 

six starts after the season-ending injury to current St. 

Louis Ram Benny Cunningham. His rushing total also 

ranked seventh most nationally for freshmen.

 Parker’s 98-yard TD run vs Troy (2012) was the longest 

in MT history.

 Parker rushed for 117 yards on just 17 attempts in his 

second collegiate game against FAU. He became the fi rst 

true freshman to top 100 yards since Dwight Dasher in 

2007.

 Parker only played 21 total snaps over the last fi ve 

games of 2013 and still managed to lead team in rush-

ing.

 Parker notched his fi rst career touchdown reception in 

2014 game at Marshall.

RB SHANE TUCKER

 Has scored at least one touchdown in nine of his last 

10 regular season games.

 In 12 career games played, Tucker has scored 14 

touchdowns with 11 on the ground and three through 

the air.

 Hauled in a career-high six passes for 78 yards in win 

over Southern Miss.

 Caught three receptions at Memphis, including a circus, 

one-handed grab along the sidelines to keep a drive alive.

 Had a career long 52-yard reception in win over WKU.

WR MARCUS HENRY

 Henry saw his streak of 19 straight games with a 

reception come to an end at Marshall.

 Of the six longest pass plays this season, three have 

been to Henry.

 Henry set his personal-best with six grabs in the 3OT 

win over WKU, including a huge 4th down catch in the fi rst 

overtime.

 Henry made a huge jump from his sophomore to junior 

season by going from nine receptions to a personal-best 

38 last season. 

 His 93-yard touchdown reception at UAB last year was 

the fourth longest in school history.

 Henry's lone 100-yard receiving game came on the 

road at UAB last year. He tallied 136 yards on just fi ve 

catches.

WR ED BATTIES

 His 25-yard catch in the third overtime against WKU 

was the game-winner.

 Has 15 receptions in last three games combined.

 Turned in a career-high seven receptions for 88 yards 

against Minnesota and also had seven grabs in win at ODU.

 Returned a punt 61 yards for a touchdown against 

Savannah State.

LB LEIGHTON GASQUE

 Owns 20 career sacks to rank 3rd all-time at MT despite 

playing mainly on passing situations. He needs one more 

to pass Jamari Lattimore (20.5) for second and three more 

to surpass Erik Walden (22.5) for the all-time record.

 His 20.0 sacks ranks tied for second on the NCAA’s 

all-time active players list.

 Had seven sacks as a freshman, four as a sophomore 

and fi ve last year as a junior. He has a team-leading 4.0 

this season.

 Had career-best 2 sacks against Georgia Tech in 2012 

and matched that against USM in 2013 and at ODU in 2014.

 In 2011, Gasque had 17 tackles and seven were sacks, 

while collecting 22 stops in 2012 and four were sacks.

 Gasque earned his degree in Aviation Administration 

and is currently working on his masters. Gasque spent the 

2014 summer as an intern at NASA.

S KEVIN BYARD

 In 32 career games played, Byard has forced or gained 

18 turnovers (13 INTs, 4 FF, 1 FR).

 His fi rst career punt return went for 76 yards and a 

touchdown at ODU. It also ranked as the longest punt 

return in MT’s FBS era and ninth longest in school history.
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 His 327 interception return yards makes him MT’s 

all-time leader and currently puts him No. 1 on the NCAA 

active list. The all-time NCAA record is 501 yards set by 

Florida State’s Terrell Buckley.

 Ended the 2013 season with a personal-best 106 total 

tackles to rank 5th in C-USA.

 Had his 13th career interception against USM earlier 

this season which moved him into a tie for fourth place on 

MT’s all-time list. His 13 picks also ranks third nationally 

among active NCAA players.

 Has four interception returns for TDs which is a MT 

career record.

 Earned First Team Freshman All-American honors in 

2012 by the FWAA.

 Had a career-best 17 tackles against North Texas.

 Was on the 2013 and 2014 Jim Thorpe Watch List.

 Equaled the school record in 2012 with two intercep-

tions returned for touchdowns (vs Memphis, Troy) and 

matched that in 2013 (FIU, USM).

RB/KR REGGIE WHATLEY

 Whatley has 325 career touches (rushing, receiving, 

kick returns) for 3,126 yards which works out to 9.6 yards 

a touch.

 Ranks second on the team in rushing with 422 yards 

this season to go with a 6.2 yards per carry average.

 In 2013, he had a career-high 155 yards rushing at UAB 

and fi nished with three 100-yard games on the season.

 Whatley currently has 1,567 career kickoff  return yards 

to rank third all-time at MT. He needs 168 more yards to 

surpass Eric Russell (1,734) for second place.

 Whatley ranked 33rd nationally in KO return average 

in 2013 at 24.7 per attempt.

Owns six double digit tackle 

games for his career.

 Earned first team all-conference honors and was 

named Team MVP by the media at the Armed Forces Bowl 

in 2013.

 Winning on the fi eld, off  the fi eld and having a fi rst-
class football program from top to bottom is the goal 
of any University at the highest level of intercollegiate 
athletics. That is exactly what Middle Tennessee has as a 
result of the leadership of Head Coach Rick Stockstill.
 In his ninth season at the helm of the Blue Raiders, 
Stockstill has captured a league title, won the 2009 
New Orleans Bowl, made four bowl appearances, been 
bowl eligible fi ve times, earned two public recognition 
awards from the NCAA for APR success, appeared on 
television 71 times, produced six of the top eight crowds 
in Floyd Stadium history, and had back-to-back eight-
win seasons for the fi rst time in 21 years.
 Under his watch, the Blue Raiders have also produced 
fi ve all-American’s, including one academic all-Ameri-
can, three defensive players of the year, and two bowl 
game MVP’s. Middle Tennessee also became the fi rst 
Sun Belt team to win 10 games in a season, and set the 
Floyd Stadium single-game attendance record. He also 
has four NFL Draft picks with Erik Walden in 2008, Chris 
McCoy in 2010, Rod Issac in 2011, and Jimmy Staten in 
2014.
 Some regard the 2012 season as his best coaching 
job after leading the Blue Raiders to the nation’s biggest 
win improvement from the previous year.

honors, including co-Defensive Player of the Year Chris 
McCoy, who was taken in the 7th round of the NFL Draft 
by the Miami Dolphins.

Beef `O’ Brady’s Bowl in St. Petersburg, Fla., Heart of Dallas 
Bowl, and the Sheraton Hawai’i Bowl in Honolulu, as well 
as the R+L Carriers New Orleans Bowl. 
 Conference USA has secondary agreements with two 
bowls also located right within the league’s footprint, giv-
ing teams the opportunities to participate in the Lockheed 
Martin Armed Forces Bowl in Fort Worth, Texas and the 
Duck Commander Independence Bowl in Shreveport, La. 

 In these bowls, Conference USA will have the oppor-
tunity to face opponents from the American Athletic, Big 
12, Big Ten, Mid-American, Mountain West and Sun Belt 
Conferences.

C-USA BOWL 2014 SYNOPSIS
 Conference USA has fi ve primary agreements and one 
secondary agreement for the 2014 season.  The Bahamas, 
Boca Raton, Gildan New Mexico, Heart of Dallas and 
Sheraton Hawai’i Bowls are primary agreements.  The Duck 
Commander Independence Bowl is a secondary agreement.
 Conference USA’s champion will select which bowl it 
would like to attend and the remainder of the selections 
will follow after that, with no particular set order.
