QUICK HITTERS

e \When MTSU reaches Delaware Stadium for the game, they will have traveled a total of 3,736
land miles this season in four road games.

o Qver the last two games, MTSU has allowed just nine second half points

e In his last three games, Jekail Middlebrook is averaging 97.0 yards rushing/game.

o MT owns 19 explosive plays of 20 or more yards this season, including a high of @ against
Marshall earlier this year. The Blue Raiders had 44 total in 2024.

e At Nevada, Nicholas Vattiato surpassed Logan Kilgore and Wes Counts on the all-time passing
yardage list and now ranks 2nd all-time with 8,916 yards.

e Among active FBS career leaders in passing yards, Nicholas Vattiato ranks 3rd with 8,916
yards and he can become only the 3rd to reach 9,000 yards. His 838 completions is 2nd most.

e Safety Brendon Harris is in his eighth year of college football while Ellis Adams is in his seventh.
e The Blue Raiders play in four different time zones this season which ranks tied for the second
most nationally (Stanford - 5).

e Nicholas Vattiato entered the season as one of five active FBS quarterbacks with at least 7500
passing yards in the FBS. Vattiato is the only one of those five to have all those yards come with
his current school.

@ Between the 19 full-time coaches who can be on the field (only 11 can still recruit), seven have
either played or coached at the NFL level (Derek Mason, Brian Stewart, Kendall Simmons, Calvin
Lowry, Louie Cioffi, Josh Smith and Jacoby Stevens).

e Consecutive Start Leaders: Nick Vattiato: 30; Mateo Guevara: 18

e The Blue Raiders face five first-year head coaches this season. The teams with new head coach-
es MTSU will play are: FIU, Kennesaw St., Jax State, Sam Houston, and Marshall (4 are at home).
o MTSU's last 1,000-yard rusher was Asher O'Hara in 2019 and he was a quarterback. The last
running back to top 1,000 yards was I'Tavius Mathers in 2016.

® The 2025 season for MTSU is the 111th for Blue Raider football and the 27th at the FBS level.

SERIES HISTORY

The Blue Raiders and the Blue Hens will be meeting for the third time in history but first as con-
ference opponents and both being members of FBS football. The Blue Hens won the previous two
contests in 1977 and 1978. Delaware won 60-7 in Newark in 1977 then followed that up with a
53-3 win in Murfreesboro in 1978. The ‘78 UD team played in the NCAA Division Il championship.

LACY SHOWING GROWTH 4 TCU
WR Cam'ron Lacy has really stepped up his game 4 Utah

the past two outings. Lacy, who turned heads in the

offseason, has totaled 14 receptions for 210 yards and two touchdowns the last two games. The
redshirt sophomore is coming off a career night against Missouri State with six grabs for 114
yards and two scores. Lacy, who leads MTSU with 14.4 yards/catch, is the first Blue Raider to top
100 receiving yards since Myles Butler had 101 yards at UTEP last year.

MIDDLEBROOK IMPROVING RUN GAME

Sophomore Jekail Middlebrook has been a weapon out of the backfield for MTSU all season but
has really shined the past three games. During that span, Middlebrook has rushed for 291 yards
(97.0/game) and averaged 6.7 cards a carry. He has also added 10 receptions over his past three
outings and currently ranks third on the team with 21 grabs. Middlebrook’s 21 catches ranks in
the top 12 nationally among running backs.

COX LEADING RECEIVERS IN YEAR ONE

Junior College transfer Nahzae Cox is proving to be the Blue Raiders’ go-to receiver after just
six games. The junior from Fresno, Ca., leads the team with 28 receptions for 353 yards and four
scores (24th nationally and 1st in CUSA). Cox is also second on the team in yards per catch at
12.8.

COMEBACK KIDS

The Nevada comeback win marked the first time since 2014 that MTSU has rallied from a deficit
of nine or more points with 6:30 or less remaining in regulation. The last occurrence came on
Nov. 22, 2014, when the Blue Raiders overcame a 13-point deficit in the final 4:15 to defeat FAU,
35-34. It also marked the first time since 2016 that a Conference USA team pulled off such a
comeback. On Oct. 15, 2016, FIU erased a 13-point deficit with 4:21 left to edge Charlotte, 27-26.

GASTON IMPACTING DEFENSE

Safety Juwon Gaston, a transfer from Houston in his first year at MTSU, has made his presence
felt on the Blue Raider defense. Gaston, a redshirt senior, ranks third on the team with 26 stops
to go with 1.5 TFLs, two pass breakups and a team-best two interceptions from his safety posi-
tion. He now ranks 4th in CUSA and 36th nationally in total interceptions.

DAMONTE CONTINUES TO BE DISRUPTIVE

After a career year in 2024, Damonte Smith has picked up where he left off in a big way. Smith,
a redshirt senior from Savannah, Ga., enters play this week with 20 stops, including 7.0 TFLs,
two sacks, an interception and a forced fumble. In fact, Smith came into his final season with 6.0
career TFLs and has already surpassed that total in six games this year.

HATHAWAY HAVING STRONG SEASON

Jacob Hathaway, who entered this year never having attempted a field goal at any level, has
been a pleasant surprise for the Blue Raiders. The Monmouth, Wales native has connected on 6
of 8 field goals and hit all 10 of his PATs. He hit a 50-yarder against Marshall which went down
tied for the eighth longest in school history and the longest by a Blue Raider since Canon Rooker
hit a 51-yard three-pointer against UTEP on Nov. 4, 2017.

MTSU in attempts, completions, yards and touchdowns. He will not catch all-time leader Brent
Stockstill but is easily in reach of finishing right behind him in second place. Vattiato has 1,289
attempts (2nd - needs 321 to tie Stockstill for 1st), 830 completions (2nd), 8,916 yards (2nd -
needs 3,579 yards to tie Stockstill for 1st), and 54 touchdowns (2nd).

ACCURACY

Signal-caller Nicholas Vattiato has completed 838 of 1,289 career passes for a percentage of
65.0 percent. That currently ranks 4th all-time at MTSU behind Clint Marks (66.0), Brent Stockstill
(65.5) and Wes Counts (65.4). Vattiato entered the 2025 season tied with Marks.

VATTIATO SECOND NATIONALLY AMONG OBS

Among quarterbacks nationally, graduate Nicholas Vattiato ranks second in consecutive seasons
with at least one start. Vattiato trails only Kansas’ Jalon Daniels who has five straight seasons.
Vattiato, who is one of just three to make all starts at the same school, had five starts in 2021,
one start in 2022, and then started all 12 in 2023 and 2024. Following is a list of the top streaks:

EXPLOSIVE PLAYS

MTSU tallied 44 total explosive plays (20 or more yards) in 2024. There were 36 passes, five
runs, two kick returns and one punt return. The Blue Raiders have 19 this season with 1 against
APSU (kick return), 3 at Wisconsin (all passes), 3 at Nevada (2 passes, 1 run), 6 against Marshall
(5 pass, 1run), 5 at KSU (all passes) and just one versus Missouri State (pass).

NEWCOMERS GALORE ... AGAIN

It's the new norm in college football with NIL and the transfer portal, but every year seems to be
an almost total restructure of the roster. In 2024, the Blue Raiders had 60 total newcomers (tied
for 9th most nationally) and will welcome 61 newcomers (18 high school, 17 transfer portal, 7
JUCO, 19 walk-ons) in 2025.

THE 200 MAN

In 38 career games played, Nicholas Vattiato owns 28 200-yard passing games to rank second
all-time at MTSU (Brent Stockstill - 35). He tallied 10 games with 200 or more yards in 2023 and
2024 which ranks second most in a season behind Brent Stockstill's 12 in 2015. Vattiato has
thrown for 200 or more yards 24 times in his last 29 games.

BLOCK PARTY

Since MTSU joined the FBS ranks in 1999, the Blue Raiders own 7 total blocked kicks in 321
games. That total breaks down as 34 field goals, 27 punts and 14 PATs. MTSU has at least one
blocked kick in 24 of the last 25 seasons (2024 was the first without a block). The most blocked
kicks in a single-season in the I-A era was eight set in 2009.

WINNING THE TURNOVER BATTLE

Winning the turnover battle is critical in collecting victories in football. Over the last 161 games
(since middle of 2012), MTSU is 54=1%5 when winning the turnover battle. The Blue Raiders
are 12-5 over the past two+ years when winning the turnover battle.

LOOKING FOR 100

During its history, MTSU owns an impressive 178-60-1 (.743) record when a back gains 100
or more yards rushing in a single game. Since joining the FBS ranks in 1999, a Blue Raider has
reached the 100-yard mark 101 times and the team has a 76-2% (.752) mark in those games.

30 IS THE MAGIC NUMBER

Since joining the FBS ranks in 1999, the Blue Raiders are 111-23 (.828) when scoring 30 or
more points. Over the last 115 games when scoring 30 points, MTSU is 87-14. As a head coach,
Derek Mason owns a mark of 19=5 when scoring 30 or more points in a game.

GIANT KILLERS

Since 1999, the Blue Raiders have had a knack of knocking off Power 4 opponents. With the win
at Miami in 2022, MTSU now has nine wins over Power 4 foes in the FBS era. MTSU owns wins
over Vanderbilt (2001, 2002, 2005), Maryland (2008, 2009), Georgia Tech (2012), Missouri (2016),
Syracuse (2017) and Miami (2022) with seven others being decided by a TD or less.

GAMES PLAYED LEADERS
Brendon Harris enters play this week with 56 career games played in college football which
ranks tops on the Blue Raiders among all current players. Next in line are: Ellis Adams (44), Ja-

cob Otts (44), Brandon Buckner (42), Myles Butler (41), Parker Hughes (40) and Alex Mitchell (36).

1-POINT GAMES

The Blue Raiders made the move to FBS status in 1999, since that time the program has an

impressive mark in one-point games. During that span, MTSU is 9=4 in those games.

OFFENSIVE NOTES
» 90 Yard Drives: The Blue Raiders have put together 44 scoring drives of 90 or more

yards in the FBS era. The longest scoring drives in school history occured in 2002 against Ken-
tucky and 2007 at ULM - both covered 99 yards. MTSU had four 90-yard-or-longer drives in 2016
for the most in a single-season of the FBS era.

» Senior Myles Butler and sophomore Cam Lacy are the only current Blue Raiders who own a
100-yard receiving game. Butler had 101 yards against UTEP last season and Lacy added 114
yards against Missouri State this year.

» RB Jekail Middlebrook, who has 43 career receptions, had nine catches in the final two
games of 2024 which matched the most by any player on the team during that span. He has 21
catches this year (30 in last 8 games).

» MTSU has registered over 5,000 yards of total offense in a season mine times in its history,
with all but one coming in the FBS era. The most yards in a single-season was 6,730 set in 2016.
» Since joining CUSA in 2013, MTSU has rushed for 15,768 yards in 96 league games. That
averages out to 164.3 yards a game.

» LB Parker Hughes ranks 14th nationally in solo stops and 37th in the country in total tackles
with 46.

» MTSU has B3 total interceptions over the last five years combined. They had 17 in 2021, 20
in 2022, 8in 2023, 5in 2024 and 3 in 2025.

» MTSU owns two shutouts since entering CUSA play in 2013. MTSU defeated FIU 48-0 in 2013
and downed Alabama A&M in 2016, 55-0.

It is
also the 60th anniversary of the 1965 team (quarterbacked by Teddy Morris) that won the OVC
and went a perfect 10-0.

» The Blue Raiders have had a representative on the Super Bowl Champion roster for the last
six years in a row. 2020 Kansas City Chiefs (Charvarius Ward and Darius Harris), 2021 Tampa
Bay Buccaneers (ILB Coach Mike Caldwell), 2022 Los Angeles Rams (Chandler Brewer), 2023
Kansas City Chiefs (Darius Harris), 2024 Kansas City Chiefs (Richie James, Darius Harris, |zaiah
Gathings), and 2025 Philadephia Eagles (Reed Blankenship).

» Asa FBS (I-A) member (321 games), MTSU has scored 50 or more points 25 times.

» The Blue Raiders are 1114-22 in the FBS era when leading at the half and are 123-14
when leading a game entering the 4th quarter.

» When trailing at the half, the Blue Raiders are just 26-135 in the FBS (I-A) era.

» The Blue Raiders have a streak of scoring in @4 consecutive games (last shutout was 2020
season opener at Army).

ZND SEASON | NINE BOWL APPEARANCES

A veteran of 30 years of collegiate coaching ex-
perience, Derek Mason is in his second season as
head coach of Middle Tennessee. Mason was hired
to lead the Blue Raider program on Dec. 6, 2023 as
MTSU’s 16th head coach all-time.

Mason, who spent the 2023 season working as
an analyst for the SEC Network, had seven years’
experience as a head coach prior to being named

the leader of the Blue Raiders. Prior to his television

job, he coached in 2022 at Oklahoma State as the
defensive coordinator and helped the Cowboys to a
spot in the Guaranteed Rate Bowl.

Prior to his stint at Oklahoma State, Mason
served as the defensive coordinator at Auburn for
the 2021 season. The Mason-led Tigers improved
by 14.5% in third down defense from 2020 to move
up 84 places in the final FBS rankings. Auburn
also improved from the previous season in tackles
for loss by 1.4 per game (up 65 places), rushing
defense by 35 yards per game (up 33 places), first
downs allowed by three per game (up 32 places),
fourth down defense by 10% (up 21 places), sacks
by .33 per game (up 13 places), scoring defense
by three points per game (up 11 places) and total
defense by 32 yards per game (up two places).

From 2014-2020, Mason was the head coach at
Vanderbilt where he became just the second coach
in program history to lead a team to multiple bowl
appearances. His 2018 team won six games and
capped the regular season with a third straight

victory over rival Tennessee and fifth in seven years.
It also marked Vanderbilt's second bow! appearance

in three years under Mason.

Mason guided Vanderbilt to its eighth postsea-
son appearance in 2016 and finished the regular
season 6-6, including four wins over the final six
games. The season featured marquee SEC victories
over Georgia, Ole Miss and No. 24 Tennessee.
Inside linebacker Zach Cunningham became Van-
derbilt’s first consensus All-American in more than
three decades, sweeping first-team honors.

The architect of Stanford's vaunted 3-4 defense,
Mason spent four seasons with the Cardinal and
was elevated to defensive coordinator in 2011
after leading the program to a pair of Rose Bowl
appearances and consecutive Pac-12 titles.

While facing seven ranked opponents in 2013,

In 2012, Mason was a finalist for the Broyles
Award, given annually to the nation’s top assistant
coach, after directing a Stanford defense widely

considered the program’s finest unit ever.

Mason’s leadership paved the way to a historic
defensive output, breaking Stanford’s single-sea-
son record with 57 sacks and pacing the Pac-12 in
scoring defense, total defense and rushing defense,
and helped the Cardinal to an 11-2 season capped
off with a Rose Bowl title.

Mason also helped develop an array of Stanford
defensive standouts, including All-Pro cornerback
Richard Sherman, All-America defensive end Trent
Murphy, All-America linebacker Shayne Skov and
All-Pac-12 safety Ed Reynolds.

Prior to his arrival in Palo Alto, Mason served as
an assistant defensive back coach for the Minne-
sota Vikings from 2007-09. He played a vital role
in the team ranking sixth in total defense in 2008
and 2009 as the Vikings won NFC North titles each
season. Mason was introduced to the NFL coaching
circles through the Minority Fellowship program.

Before joining the Vikings, Mason tutored wide
receivers at Ohio under Frank Solich, helping the
Bobcats improve from 4-7 in 2005 to a 9-5 cam-
paign and GMAC Bow! appearance the following
year. Mason spent the 2004 season as wide receiv-
ers coach at New Mexico State, where the Aggies
led the conference in passing.

During the 2002 campaign, Mason mentored
receivers and assisted with special teams at Utah.
The Utes featured the NFL Draft's No. 1 overall pick
in quarterback Alex Smith and wide receiver Paris
Warren, an eventual seventh-round pick.

Mason's move to Utah came after a three-year
stint at Bucknell (1999-2001) in which he gained his
first experience as a defensive assistant coach. At
Bucknell, Mason served as defensive backs mentor
for three straight winning Bison squads.

Mason’s first three collegiate positions came as
an offensive assistant at Mesa (Ariz.) Community
College in 1994, Weber State in 1995-96 and Idaho
State in 1997-98.

As a player, Mason was a two-year starter and
four-year letter winner at Northern Arizona. Mason
earned a bachelor’s degree in criminal justice from
Northern Arizona in 1993. A native of Phoenix, Ma-
son was a standout football player at Camelback
High School.

Derek and his wife, LeighAnne, have two daugh-
ters, Makenzie and Sydney.

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JOHNNY “RED™ FLOYD STADIUM

Officially named Johnny “Red” Floyd Stadium/
Horace Jones Field in 1968, Floyd Stadium will host
its 90th season of Blue Raider football with the 2025
campaign. Set on the northwest end of campus,
Johnny “Red” Floyd Stadium has one of the top
settings in the region and Conference USA.

On January 26, 2023, the Blue Raiders officially
broke ground on a new $66-million Student-Athlete
Performance Center that opened on July 30, 2025..

The three-story, 85,000-square-foot performance
center provides all MTSU student-athletes with new
facilities for weight training, nutrition, and sports
medicine. It is also the new home for Blue Raider
Foothall, allowing MTSU to relocate its football
operations from Murphy Center to Floyd Stadium.
The project also included a new videoboard for the
south end zone.

During the summer of 2025, a new surface was
installed to replace the turf that was installed in
2014. The surface is by Shaw Sports Turf featuring
their revolutionary Game On innovation with en-
hanced graphics adn integrated line packages which
not only increases the field integrity, performance,
and durability but also allows a design no one else
could provide.

The Blue Raiders are 310-140-13 all-time at Floyd
Stadium.

The stadium opened its doors on October 14,
1933, with a scoreless tie against Jacksonville
State.

Originally built as two sideline grandstands on
either side of an outdoor track, it was enlarged in
1940, 1960, 1968, and most recently in 1998 to bring
it to its current configuration as an octagonal bowl.

The move to NCAA Division I-A (FBS) football was
the catalyst for the 1998 renovation to Floyd Stadi-
um. On August 24, 1995, the University announced
plans for a $25 million renovation, which was
approved by the State Building Commission. After
a lengthy bid process, ground was officially broken
for the stadium in January of 1997 with Turner
Construction handling the project.

Upon completion, the stadium featured 30,788
seats with only the east side grandstands remaining

from the original structure. The old press box gave
way to a five-story tower including luxury suites on
the third level, a large press area and suites on the
fourth level, and a camera deck on the fifth level.
The renovation also included the addition of more
chair-back seats as well as a club level.

The stadium is also equipped with 16 indoor

suites and 26 outdoor boxes (reduced from 38 due to

construction in 2023).

The first game in the renovated stadium took
place on Sept. 5, 1998. The game, in which Middle
Tennessee hosted local rival Tennessee State, drew
a school record at the time 27,568 fans. The atten-
dance helped push Middle Tennessee over the top
for its I-A qualifying attendance of 17,000 per game.

The Blue Raiders set a new stadium attendance
record with 30,502 seeing the home team face
Georgia Tech on Sept. 10, 2011.

The following is a rundown of the other facelifts
that have been added during the 89-year history of
Floyd Stadium:

1948: Permanent concrete stands added to Horace
Jones Field to bring capacity to 6,200.

1960: Horace Jones Field expanded to 10,000 seats
and a press area was added.

1968: Facility officially becomes Johnny “Red” Floyd
Stadium/Horace Jones Field.

1968: Seating capacity expanded to 14,000. In
addition, a larger press box was added.

1971: Artificial turf was installed and natural grass
became a thing of the past. First game on the new
turf was Oct. 2, 1971, against Chattanooga.

1978: On Nov. 3, stadium is officially dedicated and
press box sign unveiled.

1888: $25 million renovation expands seating
capacity to 30,788 and the old press box gave way
to a five-story facility with a club level, suites, press
floor, and a camera deck.

200B: A new synthetic surface was installed to
give the Blue Raiders one of the top surfaces in the
country.

2007: A new state-of-the-art video board with an
18'x32" display was installed.

2011: A new fence was installed around the perime-
ter of the stadium.

2012: The Jeff Hendrix Stadium Club debuted on the
west side of the stadium.

2014: New synthetic surface was installed, along
with a new design.

2017: New ribbon video boards installed on east
side

2019: Debut of the Blue Raider Beer Garden in the
south end zone.

2021: Announced a new student-athlete perfor-
mance center on the north end of the stadium that is
expected to be ready for the 2025 season.

2024: A new state-of-the-art Daktronics video board
with an 60'x33.6" display was installed. The new
board has a 10mm pixel pitch. A new capacity was
also announced at 27,303

2025: The Stephen and Denise Smith Student-Ath-
lete Performance Center officially opens, along with
new turf installation.
