In his second season leading the Mizzou Men’s Basketball
program, head coach Kim Anderson continues to turn
the Tigers in the right direction, both on and off the court.
With five newcomers on the 2015-16 roster that his staff
personally recruited, Anderson hopes a higher comfort
level and familiarity amongst his squad will translate into
better team basketball. The Tigers already did their part in
the offseason, posting the highest summer session grade
point average for a Mizzou team in more than five seasons.

The Tiger leader took on the role of architect during the
summer of 2014, beginning with establishing an identity
for the Mizzou program. It would be built to last, with
sturdy roots of character, discipline and competitiveness
to reignite the passion of the many Black & Gold fans
who clamor into Mizzou Arena. The first step was finding
student-athletes, so Anderson and his staff brought in five
freshmen and a graduate transfer for a total of six new
faces. The following step was to get the newcomers and
returning players to work as a team, which is not as simple
of a process as it sounds.

J NOTEWORTHY NOTES

LASTTIME OUT

»  Mizzou (8-12, 1-6) fell on the road to No. 20 Kentucky (16-4, 6-2), 88-54, Wednesday, Jan. 27, at Rupp Arena in
Lexington, Ky. Junior guard Wes Clark led the Tigers in scoring with 11 points, the sixth time this season Clark has paced
his squad.

»  Freshman guard K.J. Walton and freshman forward Kevin Puryear both scored in double digits on the night for
the Tigers, contributing 10 points each. Walton and freshman guard Terrence Phillips led the team in rebounding, each
grabbing six rebounds.

»  Mizzou converted 14-0f-19 shots from the free throw line (73.7 percent), the tenth time this season the Tigers have
shot better than 70 percent from the charity stripe.

WALTON GAINS CONFIDENCE IN RECENT ACTION

»  Aftergoing three games without a field goal make and just two points, freshman guard K.J. Walten has responded
with 14 points in 31 minutes of action in Mizzou's latest two contests.

»  Walton scored four points (2-of-3 FG, 0-of-1 3PT) in 10 minutes off the bench at No. 10 Texas A&M (Jan. 23), also
grabbing two rebounds and dishing out two assists.

»  Walton matched his season-high in minutes played with 21 off the bench at No. 20 Kentucky (Jan. 27) and scored
10 points (3-of-5 FG, 1-0f-2 3PT, 3-of-4 FT) with the opportunity.

CLOSE CALLS AGAINST THE BULLDOGS

»  Mizzou and Mississippi State battled it out in two close setbacks for the Tigers in head coach Kim Anderson’s
first season at the helm. The Bulldogs took a 77-74 result at Mizzou Arena on Feb. 14, 2015. Mizzou was powered by
sophomore Johnathan Williams IlI's 27 points. Then-junior forward Ryan Resburg scored 12 points on 6-of-7 shooting
from the field.

»  The Bulldogs kept the Tigers out of the win column again in Starkville, Miss., on March 7, 2015, despite a strong
game from then-freshman guard Namon Wright. The Tiger scored 12 points to tie for Mizzou's team-best. Mizzou also
outrebounded the Bulldogs, 37-32.

MORE ABOUT MISSISSIPPI STATE

»  Mississippi State (8-11, 1-6) started 0-5 in the Southeastern Conference this season under first-year head coach Ben
Howland before picking up a win over Ole Miss (Jan. 23) by a score of 83-77. The Bulldogs finished their nonconference
schedule with a 7-5 record.

»  The Bulldogs have five players averaging double-figure scoring in SEC play, led by freshman guard Quinndary
Weatherspoon's 14.1 points per game. Weatherspoon's is additionally the team'’s second-leading rebounder in conference
action (5.0). Senior forward Gavin Ware leads MSU with his 6.4 boards per game in league play.

ROSBURG SHOOTING CONFERENCE LIGHTS OUT

»  Senior forward Ryan Rosburg hit on 1-0f-3 shots from the field at No. 20 Kentucky (Jan. 27), improving to 20-0f-25
from the field in Southeastern Conference play (80.0 percent).

»  That impressive mark was boosted by Rosburg’s career-best six field goal makes (out of six attempts) at No. 19
South Carolina (Jan. 16). The effort led to 12 points for his highest scoring output of the season.

DIGGING IN AT THE LINE

»  Mizzou has seen improvement at the free throw line this season, shooting 70.5 percent (311-0f-441) thus far in the
2015-16 campaign. Four Tigers are currently shooting better than 75.0-percent from the line, led by the strong charity
stripe presence of freshman forward Kevin Puryear (81.9 percent, 68-0f-83).

»  Last season, Mizzou finished with a 66.0-percent FT mark, with only two Tigers shooting above the 75.0-percent mark.

JF NOTEWORTHY NOTES (CONT.)

WELCOME HOME, JORDAN BARNETT

»  Head coach Kim Anderson announced on Jan. 19, that former Texas forward Jordan Barnett, a St. Louis, Mo.,
native and former standout at Christian Brothers College High School, had transferred to the University of Missouri and
joined the program.

» In his last game inside Mizzou Arena, Barnett scored 43 points, grabbed 20 rebounds and blocked three shots to
lead CBC to an 86-77 overtime win over Hickman to claim the 2014 Missouri Class 5 State Championship. He averaged
20.8 points and 8.2 rebounds per game as a senior.

»  Barnett (6-7, 215 pounds) will sit out as part of his transfer requirements for a year-long period and be eligible to
play in the second half of the 2016-17 season as a junior.

»  Barnett was widely considered one of the country’s Top 100 players coming out of high school, as he was ranked
70th overall by Rivals.com and 86th by ESPN.com. He was named the St. Louis Post-Dispatch’s All-Metro Player of the
Year at the conclusion of his final prep campaign.

CLARK DOING HIS THING

»  Junior guard Wes Clark had himself a day at No. 19 South Carolina (Jan. 16), recording his third 20-point game in
a seven-game span with his career-high 26 points.

»  Prior to this hot seven-game stretch for Clark, the Tiger guard was averaging 7.7 points per game.

»  Clark reset his scoring mark a second time with 22 points vs. Savannah State (Jan. 2) on 9-of-10 shooting.

»  Clark did not miss a shot in the first half vs. Savannah State. Clark was 5-of-5 from the field, including 1-of-1 from
three and 1-of-1 from the free throw line.

»  Clark has led Mizzou in scoring five times this season, matching his five games doing so over last season.

ASKED TO SHOOT, PHILLIPS DELIVERS

»  Anemphasis has been placed on Mizzou's guards to be able to make something happen when drawn-up plays break
down or the shot clock becomes a factor. Freshman guard Terrence Phillips matched his season-high with 16 paints vs.
Arkansas (Jan. 12), equaling his effort vs. Northwestern (Nov. 24).

»  Phillips got his 16 points taking a season-high 14 field goal attempts. Only junior guard Wes Clark has more field
goals attempts in a game this season with 16 vs. lllinois (Dec. 23), 16 at South Carolina (Jan. 16), 16 at Kentucky (Jan. 27)
and 15 at Georgia (Jan. 5).

BLOCK PARTY

»  Mizzou sophomore forward Jakeenan Gant recorded four blocks vs. Arkansas-Pine Bluff (Dec. 29), a career-high
night and the most blocks this season by a Tiger.

»  Gant posted his fifth multiple block game of the season with his two swats vs. Auburn (Jan. 6).

»  Gant has recorded a block in 15-0f-20 games and has a team-leading 22 so far in the 2015-16 campaign, with no
other Tigers reaching double digits in blocks yet.

PEARL COMES AWAY IMPRESSED WITH MIZZOU

»  Mizzou came out swinging against Auburn in its Southeastern Conference home opener (Jan. 9), taking a 15-point
halftime lead that was the Tigers' largest lead at the break in a league game since the 2013-14 season (38-22 vs. South
Carolina, Jan. 25, 2014). Auburn head coach Bruce Pearl had the following to say postgame:

»  Mizzou also held UAPB to an all-time opponent low 15.4-percent field goal shooting mark. The previous was 18.3-percent by UAPB in 1998.
»  The Tigers defeated Savannah State, 81-50, for a 31-point victory on Jan. 2, bringing Mizzou's two-game stretch to a whopping 84-point differential. That 84-point differential
was Mizzou's largest since outscoring its opponents by 99 points in games vs. Texas Pan-American (100-44, Nov. 22, 2009) and Chattanooga (99-56, Nov. 24, 2009).

PSYCHO REBOUNDING

»  Mizzou has worked to establish itself on the boards as a noticeably shorter squad. In fact, the Tigers rank 267th in all of Division | basketball in average height with a
roster average of 76.2 inches, or 6 feet, 3.5 inches (according to Ken Pomeroy).

»  The Tigers recorded the second +10 rebounding margin game of the Kim Anderson Era against lllinois (Dec. 23), 43-32 (+11).

»  Anderson also commissioned Missouri National Guard’s Camp Clark to teach leadership and communication skills to the Tigers in late September.

MIZZOU ANNOUNCES DETAILS OF NCAA REVIEW

» Itwasannounced onJan. 13, that for the past nineteen months, the University of Missouri had worked collaboratively
with the NCAA enforcement staff to review potential violations in its men'’s basketball program. In December 2013, the
NCAA enforcement staff received information regarding potential violations involving a then men’s basketball student-
athlete. A verbal notice of inquiry was provided to the institution on April 14, 2014.

»  Mizzou is in agreement with the NCAA that five violations did occur and will work with the NCAA to bring closure
to the issue through the NCAA Summary Disposition process.

» The violations originated under the tenure of the previous men's baskethall staff and there is no
evidence that any current staff members were aware of the violations. Though self-imposing a postseason ban for
this season is difficult for Mizzou's student-athletes, the program’s coaches and supporters, it is an appropriate measure
in holding the institution accountable and is consistent with the NCAA penalty structure for these levels of violations.

»  Because the NCAA enforcement process is ongoing, the university cannot provide additional details at this time
regarding the violations or the sanctions.
