Regional, Missouri placed fi rst (196.500) while No. 4 Georgia tied for second (196.275).

TIGERS WITH 151 9.8 SCORES OR HIGHER ON THE SEASON
 So far in the 2016 season, Mizzou has tallied 151 individual scores of 9.8 or higher so far this year.

 Those 151 routines mean that 52.4 percent of all Tiger routines have scored a 9.8 or higher in 2016.

 Freshman Morgan Porter paces the team with 35 scores of 9.8 or higher on the young season, while 

sophomore Kennedi Harris and freshman Britney Ward have 19.

 Porter and Ward also lead the way with seven 9.9 scores or above, followed by Harris with six apiece.

MIZZOU NOTCHES FIRST-EVER SEC DUAL WIN
 Mizzou’s 195.800-195.350 win over then-No. 9 Georgia on Jan. 22 marked the program’s fi rst-ever 

Southeastern Conference dual win since the Tigers joined the league for the 2013 season. 

 Missouri has twice beaten Kentucky in the SEC Championships (2013 and 2015) but never defeated an SEC foe 

during the regular season until Jan. 22. 

 The Tigers were 0-20 before the win over the Gymdogs.  

 The team’s narrowest loss in that span was a 194.250-194.125 loss to Arkansas on March 1, 2013.

TIGERS OPEN 2016 WITH WIN OVER NO. 15 ILLINOIS
 Mizzou opened the 2016 season in style with a 195.350-195.075 win over No. 15 Illinois on Jan. 8 at the 

Hearnes Center. 

 The Tigers’ score of 195.350 tied the program’s highest opening meet score ever. The team also tallied the 

same total in the 2004 season opener. 

 Mizzou’s meet was highlighted by a 49.175 on bars in the second rotation, a total that was the highest for the 

team since it scored a 49.200 midway through the 2014 campaign. 

 Sophomores Kennedi Harris and Shauna Miller and freshman Britney Ward all won or tied for event titles 

against the Fighting Illini. Miller claimed top honors on vault after a 9.850, Ward tied for fi rst on beam after a 9.850 

and Harris tied for the fl oor crown after a score of 9.900. 

 Overall, Mizzou recorded nine individual scores of 9.800 or higher, including two from Miller and freshman 

Brooke Kelly. 

MIZZOU MADE ENORMOUS STRIDES IN 2015
 The Mizzou Tigers were the nation’s most improved team in 2015, fi nishing the season 21st in the national 

rankings only a year after fi nishing 41st in 2013. The 20-spot jump was the largest of any women’s gymnastics 

program in the country. 

 The Tigers scored over 195 in 10 of the team’s 13 meets a season ago after reaching the mark only four times 

combined in the 2013 and 2014 seasons. 

 Additionally, Missouri reached the 196 mark twice in 2015, a feat the squad had not accomplished since 2012. 

 Mizzou also returned to NCAA competition as the team qualifi ed for its fi rst NCAA Regional since 2012. At the 

Normal Regional, the Tigers took fourth with a score of 196.100, the second-highest NCAA Regional score ever.

 Mizzou signed three student-athletes to National Letters of Intent, Head Coach Shannon Welker announced 

on Thursday, Nov. 12.  Mizzou’s three-member signing class includes Rachel Ley (Trophy Club, Texas), Aspen Tucker 

(Leigh Acres, Fla.) and Alyssa Johnson (Rogers, Minn.).
