The men’s game against Mississippi Valley State will represent the second-ever 
game between the two basketball programs. In the only other meeting, the Lions 
picked up a 73-50 win over MVSU on Nov. 27 at Flowers Hall.

As a team, North Alabama leads the ASUN in free throw percentage. The Lions 
have connected on 71-of-82 attempts from the foul line for an 86.6 percentage 
on the year.   The next highest average is North Florida’s 75 percent (66-of-88).

Freshman Daniel Ortiz is up to second in the ASUN in three-point shooting per-
centage. The guard from Shreveport, La., is shooting 57.9 percent from long range, 
connecting on 11-of-19 three-point attempts.

North Alabama is a fourth-year member of the ASUN Conference. Following the 
transition to the NCAA Division I level, the Lions hired Tony Pujol to lead the men’s 
basketball program, who posted a 10-22 record in his debut season before going 
13-17 the following year. Last season, the Lions went 13-11 for their first winning 
record at the Division I level. UNA advanced to the ASUN Championship Game 
before dropping a 79-75 decision to Liberty.

The two teams 
share a pair of common opponents this season. MVSU plays 
a conference home-and-home series with Alabama State and 
Alabama A&M. UNA already owns an 81-69 road won at 
Alabama State and hosts Alabama A&M on Dec. 8.

LAST TIME VS MISSISSIPPI VALLEY STATE  
(11-27-19) 
Mervin James scored a career-high 20 points to lead UNA to a 
73-50 home win over Mississippi Valley State. The freshman 
from Mabelton, Ga., was 8-for-8 from the floor, including a 
3-point basket. He added 10 rebounds on the day to complete 
his first career double-double. UNA broke the game open in 
the closing minutes of the first half. The Delta Devils took a 
22-20 lead with 6:50 left, but would not score again. A tip-in by 
James tied the game at 22-22 and the Lions closed the half on a 
15-0 run. James had eight points during the stretch, including a 
runner with five seconds remaining to give UNA a 35-22 lead 
at the break. In the second half, the lead only grew. The Lions 
led 50-35 at the 8:54 mark before taking control with an 11-0 
run. Back-to-back 3-pointers by Christian Agnew pushed the 
lead to 61-35 with 7:17 left. MVSU would not get within 20 
points the rest of the way. For the game, 12 different players 
scored for the Lions. Agnew also reached double figures on the 
day with 10 points.

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QUICK HITS:

LAST TIME OUT
UNA built an early double-digit lead and held off Alabama State 
in the second half to record an 81-69 road win Four players 
reached double figures in scoring for UNA, which connected 
on 14-of-28 3-point attempts. The Lions shot 44.4 percent from 
the floor overall and led from the opening basket. Freshman 
duo Dallas Howell and Daniel Ortiz scored 15 points each to 
lead North Alabama. The two combined to go 8-of-11 from 
three-point range. UNA was 10-of-19 from long range in the 
first half, getting treys from three different players to grab a 
double-digit lead. The Lions led by 16 at the half when Jamari 
Blackmon found Isaac Chatman for a transition basket as time 
expired. The buzzer-beater made the score 44-28 at the break. 
The Hornets got within single digits six times in the second 
half. UNA, however, answered each time, maintaining at least 
an eight-point advantage over the final 20 minutes. Payton 
Youngblood added 14 points for the Lions. C.J. Brim rounded 
out the top UNA scorers with 13 points.

TRANSFER PORTAL TAKES TOLL
The transfer portal took a toll on the UNA men’s roster from last 
season. Fresh off a 13-11 campaign and an appearance in the 
2021 ASUN Championship game, the Lions lost leading scorer 
Mervin James and leading rebounder Manny Littles to other 
schools. Also transferring away from UNA were James Anderson 
and Jonathan Breeland. Head coach Tony Pujol responded with 
the addition of five newcomers to the 2021-22 roster.

CENTURY MARK
North Alabama’s 105-50 win over Oakwood on Nov. 23rd 
marked the 120th time since 1931 the Lions have eclipsed the 
century mark and second time since making the jump to NCAA 
Division I play. In five different seasons, (1961-62, 1970-71, 
1986-87, 1989-90 & 1990-91) the Lions have reached the 
century mark six times in the same year. During the 1990-91 
national championship season the team reached 100 points 
eight times, including a stretch of three straight games. The 
UNA record for most 100-point games is the 1970-71 cam-
paign when the Lions reached the century mark nine times.

YES, WE HAVE A LIVE LION
One of the biggest attractions to the UNA campus is the 
school’s live mascot lions. Leo III lives in the 12,764-square-
foot George H. Carroll secure lion habitat on campus beside 
the President’s Home. A lion has been UNA’s mascot for 
nearly 40 years, since the original Leo was adopted by the 
UNA family in 1974. UNA remains the only campus in the 
country to house a live lion. Leo II was introduced to the 
nation in 1997 when voted second best mascot by Sports 
Illustrated. In 2002, newborn siblings Leo III and Una were 
brought to campus. Una passed away in June of 2020 after 
a brief illness. Throughout the years, the Lions have seen 
hundreds of visitors weekly and made appearances on the 
sidelines of home football games, the annual Homecoming 
parade and other special events.

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Jamari Blackmon passed 1,000 career points. The junior from Hoover, 
Ala., became the 27th UNA player in program history to reach the 
milestone, including the first to do it at the Division I level. He enters 
tonight’s game against Mississippi Valley State in 16th place with 
1,142 career points. He  trails No. 15 Tamp Harris (1984-87) by 
only five points. His is also in fifth place all-time at UNA with 182 
career made three-pointers and 11th place with 110 career steals.

LIONS NINTH IN ASUN COACHES, MEDIA 
PRESEASON POLLS
The North Alabama men were picked to finish ninth in both 
the ASUN coaches and media preseason polls. As a team, 
UNA received 49 points in the preseason coaches poll and 
174 points in the media poll. Defending champion Liberty and 
ASUN newcomer Eastern Kentucky were 1-2 in both polls. In 
the coaches poll, Jacksonville State, Bellarmine and Lipscomb 
rounded out the Top 5, followed by FGCU, North Florida and 
Stetson in sports 6-8. After the Lions, Jacksonville, Kennesaw 
State and Central Arkansas rounded out the predicted order of 
finish. In the media poll, Bellarmine and Lipscomb tied for third 
with 284 points each. JSU, North Florida, FGCU and Stetson 
occupied spots 5-8 while Jacksonville, UCA and Kennesaw 
State were 10-12.

ASUN ADDS NEW MEMBERS FOR 2021-22
On Friday, January 29, The ASUN Conference announced 
the additions of the University of Central Arkansas, Eastern 
Kentucky University and Jacksonville State University into 
the league after a unanimous vote by the ASUN Presidents’ 
Council. With the introduction of the three universities, FCS 
Scholarship Football becomes the 20th sport sponsored by the 
ASUN Conference. The addition gives the conference 12 full-
time members. The league has also announced the addition of 
Austin Peay, beginning in the 2022-23 season.

QUICK HITS:

ATLANTA, Ga. - Liberty is favored to capture the 2021-22 ASUN title 
after being selected to the top spot in both the Coaches & Media Polls. 
The Flames secured a total of 39 first-place votes combined between 
the two polls while Bellarmine, Eastern Kentucky and North Florida 
also received first-place nods.
     Liberty’s Darius McGhee was named the unanimous Preseason 
Player of the Year after being tabbed the 2021 ASUN Player of the Year 
and Tournament MVP following his junior season. The Roxboro, N.C., 
native averaged 15.5 points, 4.4 rebounds and 2.1 assists last season 
as he helped lead the Flames to their third league title.  Kevin Samuel, 
the Preseason Defensive Player of the Year, is an FGCU transfer from 
TCU where he led the Big 12 with 1.7 blocks per game last season. 
His 7.7 rebounds per contest were third-best in the conference and 
he led the Horned Frogs with a 62.5 field goal percentage.

UNA HAS WON SEVEN NATIONAL TITLES
North Alabama has won seven total NCAA Division II Na-
tional Championships. UNA won men’s basketball national 
titles in 1979 and 1991, football in 1993, 1994 and 1995, 
women’s volleyball in 2003 and women’s softball in 2016. 
UNA is one of just four schools in NCAA history on all levels 
to have won at least two National Championships in football 
and men’s basketball. The others are Florida, Michigan State 
and Wisconsin-Whitewater. UNA was the first school to do it 
and is still the only Division II school to accomplish it. 

LIONS ON THE RADIO/TV
University of North Alabama men’s and women’s home and 
selected road basketball games will feature a local radio 
broadcast on 98.3 and 103.5 WLX. Pre-game starts on-air 
20 minutes before tip-off with full coverage immediately 
following for double-headers.

Tony Pujol in in his fourth season as  men’s basketball head 
coach at North Alabama. The former assistant coach at the 
University of Wyoming was hired at UNA on April 2, 2018, and 
has  more than 16 years of collegiate coaching experience.

Pujol has led North Alabama through its transition to NCAA 
Division I basketball. Since making the move, which included membership in the ASUN 
Conference at the start of the 2018-19 season, UNA has improved its record each year. 
The Lions posted a 10-22 record during their first Division I season, earning a No. 6 
seed in the ASUN Tournament with a 7-9 league record after being picked to finish 
last in the preseason coaches’ poll. Pujol followed with a three-win improvement in 
the second year and a No. 5 seed in the conference tourney. 

In the 2020-21 campaign, North Alabama secured its first winning record at the 
Division I level, posting a 13-10 mark that included a postseason run. After earning 
a No. 5 seed, UNA won consecutive ASUN tournament games, knocking off North 
Florida 68-60 and FGCU 96-81 to earn a spot in the championship against top-seeded 
Liberty. The Lions held a late lead before falling 79-75. 

UNA secured the program’s first-ever Division I victory in 2018 with a 72-59 home win 
over Blue Mountain on Nov. 10.. On Jan. 8, FGCU became the first Division I opponent 
to fall. The 61-56 home victory also represented the Lions’ first-ever win in ASUN play.

Pujol also served as an assistant coach at Appalachian State, Virginia Commonwealth 
and Alabama before taking a position at Wyoming in 2016. He became just the seventh 
head coach in the 88-year history of the UNA’s men’s basketball program.

He helped lead Wyoming to a 20-13 record in 2017-18. In 2016-17, Pujol helped 
lead the Cowboys to the College Basketball Invitational Championship. The Cowboys 
finished the season 23-15 overall with a 19-3 home record and set a school and MW 
record with 369 3-pointers.

Pujol coached collegiately at Alabama for 5 seasons from 2010-2014 under head coach 
Anthony Grant. He helped the Crimson Tide compile a 99-71 record, including three 
straight 20-win seasons for the first time since 1990-92. Alabama earned two NIT 
bids and one NCAA bid from 2011-13 and finished runner-up in the NIT in 2011. That 
team featured one of the toughest defenses in the nation, as Alabama surrendered 
only 59.4 points per game, the eighth-best average in the nation.

On the recruiting trail, he helped the Tide land a 2011 recruiting class that ranked 
as the fifth best in the nation with four prospects ranked in the top 100 nationally. 

Previously, Pujol served under Grant at VCU from 2006-09. The staff guided the Rams to 
a 76-25 record, including 45-9 in the CAA. The Rams won 3 conference regular-season 
titles and two tournament titles to play in the NCAA tournament twice and NIT once. 

Pujol joined Grant’s staff after two seasons at Appalachian State from 2004-06, where 
he helped the Mountaineers win the SoCon North Division in 2005. The team also 
earned the NCAA’s Public Recognition Award based on the program’s APR.
 
Prior to his collegiate career, Pujol was a high school coach in south Florida for 13 
seasons, including nine at Northwest Christian Academy in Miami, where he posted 
a 250-46 record with state titles in 1999, 2003 and 2004.

He graduated from Sterling College  in 1989 with a degree in business administration 
and was a standout in both basketball and baseball, earning all-conference honors 
on the diamond in his final three seasons.

Tony and his wife, Mayle, have three daughters, Kasey, Kristen and Mia.
