Setting the Scene

A rematch from January 30 lies ahead for the teams from Navy and Bucknell on Wednesday night in
Lewisburg, Pa. The Sojka Pavilion will host a 6 p.m. tilt between a pair of hungry squads looking to put
difficult late-game misfortunes in Massachusetts on Saturday behind them. The Mids (10-15, 5-10 PL)
went toe-to-toe with third-place Boston University for 30-plus minutes before the host Terriers pulled
away late, while the Bison (22-5, 13-2 PL) were felled by a Holy Cross desperation three-pointer at the
buzzer in a 61-60 loss. Earlier this season, Bucknell knocked Navy off in Annapolis by a score of 77-43.
The Bison and Midshipmen faced off last year in the semifinals of the Patriot League Semifinals where
Navy pulled off the 68-62 win.

Navy versus Bucknell
The Mids and Bison have met 67 times in a series that began on December 5, 1981 ... In a series with
multiple lengthy streaks of wins and losses, Bucknell leads Navy 38-29 ... Over 31 games played in
Lewisburg the series leans towards Bucknell, 19-12 ... During the 38 years of competition between the
squads, Navy has run off streaks of nine wins (2009-2013) and five games twice (1981-1992 / 1997-
1999), while Bucknell won 13 straight (1999-2004), nine straight (2005-2009) and most recently seven
straight (2015-2018) ... Over the last ten matchups, Navy is 2-8.

Looking Back at Navy-Bucknell 2018/19 ... January 30, 2019 at Navy

Taking on the Patriot League’s highest scoring team in Bucknell, a squad that averages
71.3 points per game, Navy knew that it would have to bring its sharp-shooting skills to
the table on Wednesday, January 30. After doing just that with an 18-point first quarter,
the Mids (8-11, 3-6 PL) were unable to find that touch and replicate that output for the
remainder of the game as the Bison (17-4, 8-1 PL) controlled both ends of the court on
their way to a 77-43 decision.

With the score knotted at 6-6, the Bison scored the next seven points to break open

a 13-6 lead by the 6:44 mark. Sierra Swanda put an end to that streak with a layup at
6:15. After a brief 5-0 run by Bucknell made it an 18-8 game, Kolbi Green recorded
Navy’s first three-pointer of the contest from the left wing at 3:43. The Mids continued
finding success from distance as less than two minutes later, Jennifer Coleman swished
a three from the corner as the shot clock was expiring to make it 20-16. The breakneck
offensive action continued over the final 100 seconds as Bucknell scored seven points
over its final four possessions to close the quarter at 27-18. Navy's second-highest
scoring first quarter of 2018-19 came courtesy of six field goals, five free throws and a
pair of treys.

All of the explosive offense that made up the first quarter was quickly quelled by each
squad’s defense as the first six minutes of the second period saw the teams combine
for just six points, five for Bucknell and one for Navy. The teams were 2-17 from the
field through the 4:00 mark. With the score 32-19, the Bison slowly put more distance
between themselves and the Mids with a 5-0 run. Coleman’s outside marksmanship

short-circuited that streak with a three-pointer at 1:56 to make it 37-22. The stanza
closed with Bucknell netting six of the final 10 points.

Leading by 17 coming out of the locker room in the second half, the visitors from
Lewisburg, Pa. opened the third quarter with an 11-3 run to extend their advantage
out to 54-29 by the 5:26 mark. Both defenses controlled the next three minutes as the
scoreboard stayed unmoved. Over the final 71 seconds of play both offenses found a
bit of traction as the Bison scored six points, while Navy countered with five.

With the score 60-34 in favor of Bucknell at the start of the fourth, Navy continued
fighting as Laurel Jaunich and Green combined to score all seven of the Mids’ points
over the first 4:03. After that initial burst from Jaunich and Green, the Mids went cold
down the stretch with just a pair of made free throws. For the fourth quarter, Bucknell
outscored Navy, 17-9.

In the Bison’s 77-43 victory, the visitors shot 52.8 percent (28-53) from the field and
52.9 percent (9-17) from three-point range. After hitting 33.3 percent (6-18) of their
shots in the first quarter, the Mids struggled with their touch over the last three quarters
and ended up with a 21.3 percent (13-61) mark from the field and 23.8 percent (5-21)
mark from distance.

Jennifer Coleman and Kolbi Green spearheaded Navy's effort on Wednesday as the
backcourt duo combined for 23 points as Coleman went for 12 points, while Green
recorded 11 of her own. Coleman augmented her performance with 14 rebounds.

Last Time Out: Navy at Bo

Navy battled for 40 minutes on the road at Boston University on Saturday afternoon,
but came up short down the stretch as the host Terriers pulled away late for a 66-55
victory. Within four points at 47-43 after three quarters, the Mids (10-15, 5-10 PL) were
unable to find an answer for the Terriers (13-12, 9-6 PL) in the fourth quarter as they
were outscored by seven points, 19-12 in action at “The Roof” at Case Gym.

Individually, Navy tightened its rotation and had four of its starters registered 32 minutes
or more of playing time. On the court for a career-high 39 minutes, Kolbi Green posted
a personal-best of 20 points on 6-0f-14 shooting, four three-pointers and four made free
throws. Massachusetts native Sophie Gatzounas was the second-highest scorer with
13 points in 32 minutes of court time.

The Mids started off hot as the team deposited a pair of baskets over the first 1:36, Gat-
zounas put the exclamation point on that opening run with a three-pointer from the right
corner. With the score 5-0, the host Terriers fired back with a pair of Lauren Spearman
treys. Green helped Navy keep pace with a three-pointer of her own at 7:43. Jasmine
Bishop made it four Mids in the box score within four minutes as she sank a pull-up
jumper at 6:17. The hectic offensive pace continued as Gatzounas made it a 12-8 game
on the next possession. The Terriers rattled off an 8-2 run over the next 4:24 to knot the
game at 16-16 by the 1:31 mark. Green netted her second three-pointer of the period
24 seconds later to put the Mids back ahead, 19-16.

Coming out of the first quarter intermission with the score 19-16 in favor of Navy,
Boston immediately responded with seven unanswered points over a 2:22 span of play.
A no-look pass from Jennifer Coleman to a cutting Gatzounas at 7:12 got the Mids
back within two points, 23-21. After playing the role of facilitator with three assists over
the first quarter and a half, Coleman finally got her way into the points’ column with a

layup at 3:15 to make it a 27-25 game. A pair of free three throws by Gatzounas on the
ensuing possession knotted the game at 27-27. From that point at 2:41, Boston closed
the half on a 4-0 run to take a 31-27 lead into the locker room. That four-point lead was
the largest of the opening 20 minutes for the Terriers.

Boston slowly extended its lead over Navy over the opening 2:30 of the third quarter
as the hosts netted a pair baskets versus one for the Mids. Down 35-29, Green found
success from distance for the third time on Saturday with a trey from the left wing at
7:11. Consecutive layups by Coleman and Green at 5:51 and 5:15 cut Navy’s deficit
to just one at 37-36. A successful free throw by Coleman at 4:38 re-tied the game for
the fifth time, Green did the same a minute later to make it 40-40. Over the final 3:26,
Boston outscored Navy 7-3 to take a 47-43 lead into the quarter break.

Trailing by four, the Mids dialed up their freshmen backcourt of Coleman and Green to
the tune of five points in 84 seconds and just like that Navy was up 48-47. The back-
and-forth action continued as the Terriers responded with a 9-2 run to go back ahead
56-50 by the 5:44 mark. Up six, Boston got a Katie Nelson jump at 5:01 to take its
then-biggest lead of the game, 58-50. Over the next two minutes, the hosts were able
to add four more points to its advantage. Green ended this 11-0 run that spanned 4:20
with a pair of foul shots at 2:50. With the score 62-52, each team recorded a basket
down the stretch as the Terriers made a jumper, while the Mids countered with a Darryl
Langford three-pointer. Two foul shots in the final five seconds by Boston made the final
score 66-55.

For the game, Boston outshot Navy 47.3 percent (26-55) to 39.6 percent (21-53). The
teams posted similar three-point percentages with the Terriers carrying a 40.0 (6-15)
mark versus 37.5 (6-16) for the Mids.

he U.S. Naval Academy
As the undergraduate college of the Naval service,

the Naval Academy prepares young men and women to
become professional officers in the U.S. Navy and Marine
Corps. Naval Academy students are midshipmen on active
duty in the U.S. Navy. They attend the academy for four
years, graduating with bachelor of science degrees and
reserve commissions as ensigns in the Navy or second

lieutenants in the Marine Corps. Naval Academy graduates
serve at least five years as Navy or Marine Corps officers.
Founded in 1845 by Secretary of the Navy George

Bancroft, the Academy started as the Naval School on 10
acres of old Fort Severn in Annapolis with an original class
of 55. In 1850 the Naval School became the United States
Naval Academy. A new curriculum went into effect requiring
midshipmen to study at the Academy for four years and to
train aboard ships each summer. Congress authorized the
Naval Academy to begin awarding bachelor of science de-

grees in 1933. Today, the Academy offers 25 major fields
of study, a wide variety of elective courses and advanced
study and research opportunities.

USNA Mission Statement

“To develop midshipmen morally, mentally and
physically and to imbue them with the highest ideals of
duty, honor and loyalty in order to graduate leaders who are
dedicated to a career of naval service and have potential
for future deployment in mind and character to assume the
highest responsibilities of command, citizenship and gov-
ernment.”

Midshipman

The word midshipman first appeared in English in
the 17th century in the form of the word midshipman to
designate those men who were stationed “amidships,” i.e. in
the waist or middle portion of the vessel, while on duty. By
1687, however, the second ‘s’ had been dropped to give the
current form of the word. Midshipmen were originally boys,
sometimes as young as seven or eight, who were appren-
ticed to sea captains to learn the sailor’s trade.

In the early days of the American Navy, midshipmen
trained aboard ship until they were eventually commis-
sioned as ensigns. With the founding of the Naval Academy
in 1845, it became possible, as it still is, for a midshipman to
enter the Navy directly from civilian life.

The name of students at the Naval Academy changed
several times between 1870 and 1902, when Congress re-
stored the original title of Midshipman, and it has remained
unchanged since.




Stefanie Pemper enters her 11th season as the head coach of the Mids in the fall of 2018. The
two-time Patriot League Coach of the Year and the winningest coach in school history who
worked with USA Basketball during the 2014 summer has generated a turnaround in the program
that has made it one of the most successful squads in the league during her tenure.

Consider the differences in the fortunes of the program before and after her hiring:

*Before: 18 winning seasons in 31 years, including just six in 17 seasons on the Division |
level and one in the prior nine years ... After: Nine winning seasons;

*Before: Four winning seasons in Patriot League regular season games in 17 seasons,
including none in the prior nine seasons ... After: Nine winning seasons;

*Before: A Patriot League record of 98-118 (45.4%) in 17 seasons ---- including a 46-76
(37.7%) record in the prior nine seasons ... After: A league record of 106-54 (66.3%);

*Before: Shared the Patriot League regular season title once and placed no lower than in
a tie for third place five times ... After: Won the regular season crown outright once and shared it
twice while finishing no lower than in a tie for third place eight times;

*Before: A Patriot League Tournament record of 9-17 (34.6%), including a 1-9 record
(10%) in the prior nine years ... After: A record of 17-7 (70.8%) in the event;

*Before: Two appearances in the championship game of the Patriot League Tournament
---- none in the prior nine years ---- without winning the title ... After: Three tournament titles and
five title game appearances;

Pemper became Navy’s winningest coach when the Mids defeated Monmouth on Nov.

30, 2017, for her 179th win on The Yard. Coming into the 2018-19 season, she has compiled
an overall record of 197-122 in her decade on the Navy sideline, a win total that also ranks fifth
in Patriot League history. Her 106 Patriot League regular season wins also ranks fifth in league
history and her 17 tournament victories stands third all-time among league coaches.

Additionally, Navy has advanced to the semifinal round of the Patriot League Tournament
in nine of her 10 years, the most semifinal appearances in the league during this time (American
has made seven semifinal round appearances). The Mids had reached the semifinal round of the
event seven times in their first 17 years in the league.

Navy's run of league crowns began with the 2010-11 season. The Mids posted an overall
record of 20-12 that year and finished the Patriot League’s regular season with a share of the
league crown — for the first time in 13 years and the second time in school history — with a
record of 10-4. The Mids entered the 2011 league tournament as the top-seeded team for the
first time in Navy’s two-decade membership in the league. Navy would make its No. 1 seed
hold up as the Mids advanced to the program’s first NCAA Tournament in their 20th season of
competition on the Division | level.

Pemper would be recognized that year as the Patriot League Coach of the Year.

The 2011-12 campaign saw the Mids garner the No. 3 seed in the league tournament with
a league mark of 8-6 as part of an overall record of 18-14. After winning a home quarterfinal
round, Navy went on the road to knock off No. 2 seed Lehigh in the semifinal round of the
tournament. The Mids then topped Holy Cross in the championship game to once again cut
down the nets in Alumni Hall.

The 2012-13 saw Navy compile an 11-3 record in league play (21-12 overall) to earn a
share of the league’s regular season title. The Mids ran their winning streak in the postseason
to nine games in a row to become just the second program in league history to win as many as
three-consecutive tournament titles.

Navy set a then-school record with its overall mark of 24-8 during the 2013-14 season and
won the first outright league regular season title in school history with a 15-3 mark against Patriot
League foes. Pemper would earn her second Patriot League Coach-of-the-Year nod after the
end of the regular season.

The 2016-17 campaign saw Navy tie the school record with 24 wins (24-10), place second
in the league during the regular season (14-4) and reach the title game of the league tournament.
The 2016-17 squad also became the first in 20 years to defeat Army West Point three times in a
single season. The year was capped by the Mids defeating George Washington in the first round
of the WNIT to record the program’s first national post-season tournament victory as well as the
league’s second win in the event.

The Mids then bettered the school record for wins in a season with their 25-8 mark during
the 2017-18 campaign. Navy placed third in the Patriot League’s regular season with a 13-5
record and advanced to the title game of the league tournament for the second year in a row and
the fifth time in eight years. The Mids received an at-large berth into the WNIT and fell, 56-55, to
a Virginia Tech team that reached the championship game of the event.

The Mids have represented both Navy and the Patriot League well in each of their six
post-season appearances.

2011 and ‘14 Patriot League Coach of the Year

In Navy’s inaugural NCAA Tournament trip, the No. 14 Mids gave DePaul, the region’s
No. 3 seed and the ninth-ranked team in the country, a battle in the 2011 edition of the event.
Navy held the lead over the Blue Demons in the second half and was within single digits of the
eventual Sweet 16-advancing DePaul squad with five minutes left in the game before falling, 56-
43, It was the closest game played by a Patriot League team since 1991.

Navy received the No. 15 seed in the 2012 NCAA Tournament and was sent to nearby
College Park for a first round game at Maryland. The Mids gave the No. 2 seeded-Terrapins all
they wanted as Navy was within seven points of the eventual Elite Eight-bound Maryland squad
before losing a 59-44 decision.

In Navy's 2013 trip to March Madness, it became the first Patriot League team to hold a
halftime lead in an NCAA Tournament game in over two decades as the No. 15 Mids held the
lead over No. 2 seed and seventh-ranked Kentucky for all but two minutes of the first half before
taking a 26-25 lead at the break. The Mids were within six points of the Wildcats late in the
second half before Kentucky recorded a 61-41 win.

The Mids then went on the road to face Old Dominion in the first round of the 2014 WNIT.
Navy trailed the Monarchs by just three points in the game’s waning minutes before late free
throws gave the home team a 68-60 victory.

The turnaround in fortunes for the program began in Pemper’s inaugural season of 2008-
09. That year she guided the Mids to a 16-15 overall record and an 8-6 mark in Patriot League
play. The 16 wins attained by the team was an improvement of nine wins over the 2007-08
season. The 2008-09 Mids not only ranked as the most improved team in Navy history, the
squad also tied for 13th place nationally in terms of the biggest turnarounds in terms of victory
totals from the prior season. Navy's league mark also was the best for the Mids since the 1997-
98 season, while its tie for third place was its best in a decade.

Her initial campaign was capped off by Navy defeating Bucknell in the quarterfinal round
of the Patriot League Tournament. The win was the first for the Mids in the tournament in five
years and just the second by Navy in the postseason in a decade.

The success for the squad continued in her second season. The 2009-10 campaign saw
Navy compile an overall record of 17-14 along with an 8-6 mark in the league and earn the No.
3 seed in the league tournament. That led to the Mids recording a victory over Colgate in the
quarterfinal round of the postseason. Additionally that year, Navy attained its first season sweep
of Holy Cross in school history, its first regular season sweep of Bucknell in over a decade and a
sweep of Army for the first time in seven years.

Despite entering the 2014-15 season with having only one player who had started a game
in their career on the squad and players who had totaled only 90 league games played in their
combined careers the Mids posted an overall record of 17-14, tied for fourth place in the league’s
regular season standings with a mark of 10-8 and reached the semifinal round of the league
tournament.

Coaching at Bowdoin

Pemper arrived at Navy after posting a 235-48 record as the head coach of Bowdoin. Her
10-year winning percentage of 83% ranked fourth in NCAA Division Il history upon her departure.
The team also compiled a New England Small College Athletic Conference regular season record
of 65-7 (.903) during her tenure and won at least a share of six conference regular season titles to
go along with seven conference tournament crowns.

Pemper’s teams were especially dominant at home, winning 76 consecutive games from
2001-07, the fourth-longest home winning streak in NCAA Division IIl history.

Bowdoin’s success was not limited to the conference level under Pemper, who also served
as the school’s Senior Woman Administrator, as the program qualified for the NCAA Tournament
in all but one of her 10 years at the school. The Polar Bears made seven consecutive Sweet 16
appearances from 2001-07 and advanced to the Elite Eight in six-straight years (2002-07).

School history was made by the team during its magical 2003-04 season. Bowdoin
compiled a 30-1 record on the year, with its lone loss coming in the NCAA National Championship
Game. It was the first national title game appearance for any team in school history. At the
conclusion of the season, Pemper was selected as the WBCA NCAA Division IIl National Coach of
the Year. She also was tabbed as the District | Coach of the Year in both 2003 and ‘04, and was
named as the NESCAC Coach of the Year in 2002, ‘04, and ‘06.

In addition to her accolades, Pemper’s players also regularly were honored on the national
level. The laurels included Lora Trenkle (2004) and Eileen Flaherty (2007) garnering First-Team
All-America accolades and Flaherty being selected as the WBCA National Player of the Year.

Pemper was inducted into the New England Basketball Hall of Fame in October 2009.

Playing at Idaho State

A native of Huntington Beach, Calif., Pemper is a 1992 graduate of Idaho State. She would
earn All-Big Sky Conference laurels during her final two seasons at the school and be inducted
into its hall of fame in 2003. She earned a pair of degrees at the school, first a Bachelor of Arts
degree in communication (1992) then a Master’s of Physical Education/Athletic Administration
(1997).

Early Coaching Career

Following graduation and the conclusion of her playing career, Pemper served one season
as a graduate assistant at Alaska-Anchorage, before returning to her alma mater to begin a two-
year stint as a member of the school's coaching staff. From there, Pemper traveled to the East
Coast to join the staff at Harvard.

The Crimson won at least 20 games during each of her three seasons in Cambridge
and posted a 39-3 Ivy League record over that time. Harvard won the conference title and
advanced to the NCAA Tournament in each of her three years. After losing in the first round of the
NCAA Tournament in both 1996 and ‘97, Harvard became the first — and only — No. 16 seed
in either the women’s or men’s national tournament to win a first round game when the Crimson
topped the No. 1 seed Stanford Cardinal.
