+ Navy has had 7 offensive plays go for 60 yards or more, which
is tied with Air Force, Old Dominion and UTSA for the most in
the country.

+ Horvath is averaging 16.8 yards per completion in 2025, the
4th-best average in school history. It would lead the FBS if he
had enough attempts to qualify.

+ The Mids have had 10 plays of 50 yards or more, which is tied
for the 4th most in the country with UTSA, Old Dominion and
NC State. Texas State is 1st with 12.

» The Mids are tied with Maryland and Ohio State for the

2nd-fewest sacks allowed with 3. Navy's offensive line is on

the Midseason Watch List for the Joe Moore Award, which is
given to the nation’s best offensive line. Cincinnati leads the

FBS with just 2 sacks allowed.

Navy is 2nd in the country in passing yards per completion,

averaging 16.6 yards per catch. Air Force is 1st at 19.0.

+ Horvath’s 165.5 pass efficiency this year is the 4th best in
school history.

+ Horvath is ranked as the 3rd-best quarterback in the FBS by
Pro Football Focus with a grade of 90.3. He is also ranked
24th as a passer (80.4) and 6th as a runner (82.8).

+ Eli Heidenreich’s (Sr. / Snipe) 14-career receiving touch-
downs are the most in school history. Heidenreich’s
1,628-career receiving yards are the 2nd most in school
history. He is 108 yards from record holder Rob Taylor (1965-
67).

Navy has given up just 2.9 tackles for loss per game, which is
tied with Ohio State for the 2nd fewest in the country. Texas
A&M (2.63) is 1st.

Navy's 19 first-time starters this year are the 3rd most in the
country.

Navy is 4th nationally in 3rd down conversions, converting 49
of 91 (.538). Indiana is 1st at .582, converting 64 of 110.
Blake Horvath (Sr. / QB) is a finalist for the William V.
Campbell Trophy, also known as the Academic Heisman.
The 16 finalists will each receive an $18,000 postgraduate
scholarship while the winner will have his scholarship bumped
up to $25,000. Horvath carries a 3.69 grade-point average
and earned a perfect 4.0 in both semesters of his junior year.
He is the 11th Navy player to be named a finalist and the 1st
since Cameron Kinley in 2020. Other former Navy football
players that were named finalists include E.K. Binns (2015),
John Dowd (2011), Terrence Anderson (1999), Carl Voss
(1991), Ted Dumbauld (1980), Tim Harden (1974), Daniel
Pike (1969), Allen Roodhouse (1965) and Joe Ince (1963).
Navy has never had a player win the Campbell Trophy.
Horvath has thrown just 9 interceptions in 258-career attempts
for an interception percentage of .034 per attempt. That mark
is the 4th-best average in school history. The Navy record is
.017 set by current Navy radio analyst Keenan Reynolds, who
threw just 8 interceptions in 462-career attempts.

Horvath's 164.9 career pass efficiency rating is the highest of
any quarterback in Service Academy history with 150 or more
attempts. Dating back to 1956, he is 1 of just 34 quarterbacks
in the FBS to have a career passing efficiency of 164.0 or bet-
ter with 250 or more passing attempts. Horvath is 30th on that
list between Bryce Young of Alabama (29th) and Alex Smith
of Utah (31st).

Heidenreich had a career-high 8 catches for a school-record
243 yards and a school-record tying 3 touchdown catches in
Navy’s win over Air Force. He is the 1st Navy player in school
history to surpass 200 yards receiving in a game. The previ-
ous record was 194 yards by Cory Schemm in the 1996 Aloha
Bowl against Cal.

Either Heidenreich or Alex Tecza (Sr. / RB), Navy’s dynamic
duo from Pittsburgh who grew up as childhood friends, have
scored a touchdown for Navy in 24 of their 31-career games
(they have scored in the same game 8 times, including the
first-3 games in 2025). Heidenreich has 21-career touch-
downs (7 rush, 14 rec), while Tecza also has 21 (19 rush, 2
rec). Neither scored against North Texas.

Heidenreich is ranked as the best running back in the FBS
with a grade of 92.6 (PFF has Heidenreich as a fullback,
which he is most definitely not) and his receiving grade of 92.6
is the best of any running back or wide receiver. Tecza is the
6th-ranked pass catching running back per PFF with a grade
of 82.1

Pro Football Focus ranks Landon Robinson (Sr./NG) as the
best overall interior defensive lineman in the FBS with a grade
of 82.0. Robinson is rated as the best pass-rushing interior
defensive lineman by PFF with a grade of 87.2 and his run
defense grade of 70.0 is ranked 12th. Robinson has played
465 snaps this year on the defensive line, the 4th most in the
FBS at that position.

Braxton Woodson’s (Jr./ QB) 180 yards rushing on 7 carries
against VMI are the most yards rushing on 7 carries or less
in an FBS game since LSU’s Clyde Edwards-Helaire ran for
188 yards on 6 carries against Arkansas on Nov. 23, 2019 in
a 56-20 LSU win. If you take out minimums, Woodson's QB
grade of 92.5 would be the third-best in the FBS.

Horvath and Malcolm Perry (2016-19) are the only players in
school history to have multiple runs of 90 yards or more in a
career.

Horvath’s average of 8.1 yards of total offense per play (4,945
yards on 608 plays) over his career is the 2nd-best mark in
school history. Shun White holds the record at 8.9 (2005-08).
Horvath is averaging 16.8 yards per completion in his career
(154 comp / 2,580 yds), which is the 4th-best average in school
history. The record is 18.8 set by Ricky Dobbs (2008-10).
Horvath's 22-career passing touchdowns are the 6th most in
school history. He is 1 behind Jim Kubiak for 5th.

Jackson Gutierrez (So. / QB-RB) is listed on the depth chart
at 2 different positions. He is the only player in the FBS to be
listed on the 3-deep depth chart at quarterback and another
position. Gutierrez is currently getting snaps as the 2nd-team
running back, while serving as the 3rd-team quarterback.

Ira Oniha (Jr. / CB) broke up 3 passes in Navy's win over
Tulsa, which is tied for the 2nd most at Navy in the last 20
years. He also had 3 PBUs against Temple.

Malcolm Johnson (Fr. / OT) became the first freshman to
start on the offensive line at Navy against FAU since Duncan
Cave started at center against SMU in 1997.

Horvath's 469 yards of total offense (130 yds rush, 339 yds
pass) in Navy’s win against Air Force broke the school record.
The previous record was 428 yards set by Will Worth in a loss
at USF in 2016. Horvath is the 1st quarterback in the FBS to
throw for 330 yards or more with 3 or more touchdowns and
rush for 130 or more yards with 1 or more touchdowns in a
game since LSU'’s Jayden Daniels against Florida in 2023.
Horvath has rushed for over 100 yards in 6-straight games,
making him the 1st Navy player to do that since Malcolm
Perry had 10-consecutive 100-yard rushing games in 2019.
Horvath’s 13 rushing touchdowns are tied for the 2nd most
in the FBS with running backs Kewan Lacy of Ole Miss and
Jonah Coleman of Washington. Georgia Tech quarterback
Haynes King leads the FBS with 14 rushing touchdowns.
Horvath is averaging 115.8 rushing yards per game this year,
which ranks 5th nationally and 1st among quarterbacks.
Horvath is averaging 8.4 yards of total offense per play this
year, which is the 2nd best in school record. The record is 8.5
set by Malcolm Perry in 2017.

Giuseppe Sessi (Jr. / S) and Luke Pirris (Sr. / OLB) both
grew up as Notre Dame fans. Sessi's grandfather, Tom, is
a 1964 graduate of Notre Dame and was a member of the
football team as a freshman. Pirris’ father, John, is a 1992
graduate of Notre Dame where he was a member of the
wrestling team.
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CAPTAIN'S CORNER

+ Seniors Blake Horvath (QB) and Landon Robinson (NG)
have been voted team captains for the 2025 season by
their teammates. It is the greatest honor a Navy student-
athlete can receive.

Horvath threw a school-record tying 13 touchdown passes
in 2024, tying Ricky Dobbs who threw 13 in 2010.
Horvath, who finished with 1,246 yards rushing last year,
is the first Navy player to rush for 1,000 yards in a season
since 2019 when Perry rushed for 2,017 yards. He is the
first Navy quarterback to surpass 1,000 passing yards in a
season since 2019 when Perry threw for 1,084 yards.
Horvath's 1,353 passing yards in 2024 are the most by
a Navy player since Will Worth threw for 1,397 yards in
2016. Horvath is just the third QB in school history to rush
and pass for more than 1,200 yards in the same season,
joining Keenan Reynolds in 2015 (1,203 pass, 1,373 rush)
and Chris McCoy in 1997 (1,203 pass, 1,370 rush).
Horvath was named the 2024 Armed Forces Bowl Most
Valuable Player, the 2024 Army-Navy Game Co-Most
Valuable Player with Robinson, was a semifinalist for the
Davey O'Brien National Quarterback of the Year Award
and was named Academic All-District by College Sports
Communicators.

Robinson was named First-Team All-American Conference
and First-Team All-East and was named 2024 Army-Navy
Co-Most Valuable Player with Horvath.

Robinson has also been named Deputy Captain of the
Captains by the team captains of the 36 varsity sports
at the Naval Academy. Robinson and Maren Louridas
(Women'’s Basketball), who was named Captain of the
Captains, will not only work hand-in-hand with the other
team captains, but will also work with the Naval Academy’s
Center for Experiential Leadership Development, Naval
Academy Athletic Association leadership and Brigade
leadership in the professional and athletic development of
Navy's student athletes.

1943 and a 20 percent reduction in 5 years led to stark finan-
cial problems for the school. Then the Navy came to Notre
Dame’s rescue.

According to then Notre Dame president Hugh O’Donnell, the
school “offered all of the facilities of this institution to the gov-
ernment. In April of 1943, the V-7 Indoctrination School was
created and the first group of 900 men, all college graduates
enlisted for one month as apprentice seamen.”

The late Notre Dame Vice President Father Edmund Joyce
also shared the same sentiments of Navy's importance to the
school. “All | can say is without the Navy during the war, this
institution would have gotten down to a few hundred students.
Instead of that, we were almost twice our normal size during
the war, and we were able to contribute something to the
Navy.”

The Navy signed a contract with the South Bend-based
school at the time, guaranteeing $487,711 for its infrastruc-
ture needs and administrative expenses.

Notre Dame has never forgotten Navy’s kindness and support
in its time of dire need. In fact, in the 1950s and 60s when
colleges across the country en masse were ending their
ROTC programs, Notre Dame stood by Navy and allowed its
University to serve as a base for college naval recruits.

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HORVATH LEADS NAVY THIS FALL

HORVATH SECTION

RECAPPING 2023-24

+ Blake Horvath (Sr. / QB) made his first-career start as a
sophomore against North Texas and ran for 88 yards on 18
carries in the first half before leaving with a season-ending
thumb injury late in the 2nd quarter.

Horvath finished his sophomore campaign completing 6 of
his 12 passes (50.0) for 84 yards and 2 touchdowns, while
carrying the ball 37 times for 183 yards (4.9 yds/carry, 45.8
yds/gm).

Horvath had some bright moments in 2023 in his limited play-
ing time, completing 4 of his 6 pass attempts for a career-high
83 yards and 2 touchdowns and rushing for 52 yards on 10
carries against USF. He entered the Memphis game with
10:47 remaining in the contest and rushed for 49 yards on 7
carries.

Horvath made his 2nd-career start in the 2024 opener against
Bucknell where he completed 7 of his 12 passes for 108
yards with 2 touchdowns and an interception. He also rushed
for 33 yards on 7 carries. He left in the 3rd quarter due to
cramps.

Horvath was sensational against Temple, rushing for a
career-high 122 yards and 3 touchdowns on 15 carries, while
completing 5 of his 9 pass attempts for a career-high 112
yards and a touchdown. For his performance he earned an
ESPN helmet sticker.

According to ESPN Stats and Information, Horvath is the first
Navy player in school history to throw 3 touchdown passes in
the first 2 games of the season.

He received multiple national awards for his performance
against nationally-ranked Memphis - the Maxwell Award
National Player of the Week, Davey O'Brien National
Co-Quarterback of the Week, DC Touchdown Club Player
of the Week, Manning Stars of the Week, Davey O'Brien
Great 8 and American Offensive Player of the Week. He
also received a helmet sticker from ESPN for a second-
consecutive game. He rushed for a career-high 211 yards
and 4 touchdowns on just 12 carries, while throwing for a
then-career-high 192 yards and 2 TDs on 9 of 12 passing.
Additionally, he caught his first-career pass for 13 yards.

His 6-combined touchdowns against the Tigers are the most
by a Navy player since Malcolm Perry had 6 (4 rush / 2 pass)
against East Carolina in 2019.

His 416 yards of total offense were just 12 yards off the
school record of 428 set by Will Worth in 2016.

He is the first Navy quarterback to throw for over 200 yards
and rush for over 100 yards since Zach Abey did it against
Florida Atlantic in 2017.

He is the first Navy quarterback to rush for more than 100
yards and throw for more than 100 yards in consecutive
games since Zach Abey did it 3 times at the end of the 2016
season and beginning of the 2017 season.

His 211 rushing yards against Memphis are the most by a
Navy player since Malcolm Perry ran for 213 yards in Navy's
Liberty Bowl victory over Kansas State in 2019.

His 90-yard touchdown run against Memphis tied for the
fifth-longest run in school history at the time and was the
sixth-longest in the FBS in 2024 at the time.

Horvath was sensational once again when the Mids traveled
to UAB for their first road trip of the season. He completed
9 of his 11 passes for a career-high 225 yards and 2 touch-
downs, while rushing for 84 yards and 1 TD on 13 carries in
Navy's 41-18 rout of the Blazers. Horvath had touchdown
passes of 77 (Nathan Kent / Jr. / WR) and 74 yards (Eli
Heidenreich / Jr. Snipe).

Horvath was the first player in the FBS in 2024 to throw 2
touchdown passes of 70 yards or more in the same game and
is the first QB in Navy history to achieve that feat as well.

In Navy's 34-7 rout over Air Force, Horvath rushed for 115
yards and 2 touchdowns, while completing 9 of his 15 pass
attempts for 134 yards. It was Navy's largest margin of victory
over Air Force in Colorado Springs since 1978 and it was the
second-most points the Mids have ever scored at Air Force.

+ Horvath and Heidenreich (100) both rushed for over 100
yards against Air Force and became Navy's first 100-yard
rushing tandem since Nov. 30, 2019, when Jamale Carothers
(188) and Malcolm Perry (146) did it against Houston. It's the
first time Navy has had 2 100-yard rushers against Air Force
since 2017 when Zach Abey (214) and Perry (100) did it
Against Charlotte, Horvath completed 7 of his 13 pass
attempts for 117 yards and 3 touchdowns in Navy’s 51-17
victory. He also rushed for 56 yards on 13 carries. He is the
1st Navy quarterback to throw 3 touchdown passes in a game
since Keenan Reynolds did it in his first-career start on Oct.
11, 2012 at Central Michigan.

Horvath rushed for 129 yards and a touchdown on 14 carries,
while completing 7 of his 13 pass attempts for 88 yards and a
touchdown in Navy’s loss to Notre Dame. He also committed
3 turnovers in the game (2 lost fumbles, 1 interception).

+ His 1,353 passing yards were the most for a Navy player
since Will Worth threw for 1,397 yards in 2016.

* Horvath’s 7.1 yards per carry last year tied Reggie Campbell

in program history and ranked 3rd nationally in 2024.

* Horvath was the 1st Navy quarterback since Keenan
Reynolds to throw a touchdown pass in 4-consecutive games
(streak ended at Air Force, had a touchdown pass called back
due to a penalty).

+ His 164.4 passing efficiency in 2024 was the 4th-best mark in
school history.

+ Horvath finished 2024 as the #9 graded runner (all positions,
min. 150 att.) according to Pro Football Focus. He was 2nd
among quarterbacks.

Horvath completed 10 of his 21 passes for 120 yards and 2
interceptions at Rice, while leading the team in rushing with
64 yards on 16 carries and a touchdown.

Horvath was 6-11 passing for 58 yards and a touchdown,
while rushing for 56 yards and a touchdown in Navy’s 28-7
win over USF.

Horvath was knocked out of the Tulane game on 2 different
occasions with bruised ribs and back spasms. He carried the
ball 5 times for 25 yards on the day.

Horvath did not play against East Carolina, missing his first
game of the year.

Horvath was back healthy and ready to roll against Army
and roll he did, rushing for 198 yards and 2 touchdowns on
24 carries, while completing 4 of his 9 pass attempts for 107
yards and 2 touchdowns.

Horvath, who was named Co-MVP of the Army-Navy game
with Landon Robinson, is the first Navy QB to rush and pass
for over 100 yards against Army since Keenan Reynolds did
it in 2015 with 163 yards rushing and 113 yards passing.
Horvath was responsible for 4 touchdowns (2 rushing / 2
passing) against the Black Knights,which is the most touch-
downs responsible for by a Navy player against Army since
Dec. 7, 2002, when Craig Candeto rushed for 6 TDs and
passed for another in a 58-12 rout against Army.

Horvath's 52-yard strike to Heidenreich gave him 13 touch-
down passes for the season, tying the school record which
Ricky Dobbs set in 2010.

Horvath ran for 2 touchdowns, including a school record
95-yard touchdown run that tied the game at 14 with 3:49
left in the 3rd quarter, to lead Navy to a 21-20 victory over
Oklahoma in the 2024 Lockheed Martin Armed Forces Bowl.
Horvath's 2nd rushing touchdown was scored with 4:34 left
and gave Navy a 21-14 lead. He finished the game with 155
yards rushing on 18 carries and threw for 92 yards. He was
named the Armed Forces Bowl Most Valuable Player.

His 95-yard touchdown run was the 3rd-longest run in the
FBS in 2024. He was the only player with 2 of the 10-longest
runs in the FBS last year (his 90-yard TD against Memphis is
9th).

His 95-yard touchdown run was also the 8th-longest play in
Navy history.

Horvath's 2 runs of 90 yards or more were more than any
other FBS team in 2024.

In total in 2024 Horvath rushed for 1,246 yards (103.8 yds/
gm, 18th in the FBS, 2nd among QBs) and 17 touchdowns
(T12th, 5th among QBs) on just 175 carries (7.1 yds/carry,
6th in FBS) and completed 80 of his 139 pass attempts for
1,353 yards with 13 TDs and 4 interceptions. His 1,353 pass-
ing yards were the 10th most in school history.

He became the 3rd quarterback in school history to rush AND
pass for more than 1,200 yards in the same season, joining
Keenan Reynolds in 2015 (1,203 passing, 1,373 rushing) and
Chris McCoy in 1997 (1,203 passing, 1,370 rushing).

+ Horvath ranked 6th in the FBS in ESPN's QBR Rating (83.4)
in 2024 and is the only one in the top 6 returning in 2025.

Against Tulsa in week 3, Horvath overcame 3 early turnovers
(2 INT and 1 fumble) to rush for 159 yards and a touchdown
on 21 carries, while completing 6 of his 10 pass attempts for
94 yards and a touchdown.

Led Navy with 110 yards rushing and 2 touchdowns, while
completing 8 of his 13 passes for 172 yards and an intercep-
tion in Navy's 21-13 win over Rice.

Set the school record with 469 yards of total offense in Navy’s
34-31 victory over Air Force. Horvath rushed for 130 yards
and a touchdown on 17 carries, while completing 20 of his 26
pass attempts for a career-high 339 yards and a career-high
tying 3 TDs. He had a 59-yard touchdown run and touchdown
passes of 80, 60 and 19 yards in the game. The 3 passing
touchdowns were just 1 off the school record set in 1957.

* The 339 passing yards are the 5th most by a Navy player in
program history and the most since Jim Kubiak threw for 361
yard against Army in 1994. He is the 1st Navy player to throw
for 300 yards in a game since Keenan Reynolds threw for 312
yards at Houston on Nov. 27, 2015. He is the 1st Navy player
to throw for 300 yards and rush for 100 yards in a game
since Brian Broadwater threw for 302 yards and ran for 115
yards vs. Tulane on Nov. 11, 2000. The 20 pass completions
are the most by a Navy player since Brian Broadwater's 23
completions against Georgia Tech on Sept. 16, 2000.

Horvath is the 1st quarterback in the FBS to throw for 330
yards or more with 3 or more touchdowns and rush for 130
or more yards with 1 or more touchdowns in a game since
LSU'’s Jayden Daniels against Florida in 2023.

Horvath ran for a 51 yard touchdown on 4th-and-1 with 39
seconds left then hit Alex Tecza in the back of the end zone
for the 2-paint conversion to give Navy a thrilling 32-31 victory
over Temple. Horvath ran for 155 yards and 2 touchdowns
on 19 carries, while throwing for 141 yards and a touchdown
as Navy improved to 6-0 for the 2nd-consecutive year.

* Horvath ran for 174 yards and 4 touchdowns, while complet-
ing 8 of his 12 pass attempts for 83 yards to lead Navy to a
42-32 victory over FAU.

His 2,599 yards of total offense in 2024 were the 2nd most
in school history, while his 8.3 yards of total offense per play
tied with Shun White for the 2nd most for a single season in
school history.

+ Eli Heidenreich (Sr. / Snipe) and Alex Tecza (Sr. / RB)
were high school teammates at Mt. Lebanon High School in
Pittsburgh and have known each other since the first grade,
so it only made sense for them to make their first-career starts
together in 2023 at Memphis.

Tecza ran for 163 yards and a touchdown on 15 carries, while
Heidenreich caught 2 passes out of the backfield for 19 yards
in Navy's 28-24 loss at Memphis last fall.

The 163 yards by Tecza were the most by a Navy fullback
since Jamale Carothers ran for 188 yards on Nov. 30, 2019,
in a rout of Houston.

75 of the 163 yards came on his first carry, as he took a pitch
and outran the Memphis secondary for a 75-yard touchdown.
It was the longest run by a Navy fullback since Anton Hall Jr.
took one 77 yards to the house in the 2022 Army-Navy game.
Against USF in 2023, Tecza led the Mids in rushing (13
carries for 82 yds), while Heidenreich led Navy in receiving (1
catch for 68 yds and a touchdown).

Tecza had another big game against North Texas, rushing for
137 yards and 2 touchdowns on 17 carries.

The two came up big yet again at Charlotte as Heidenreich
caught a 69-yard touchdown pass from Braxton Woodson
(Jr. / QB) and Tecza scored on a 62-yard run to provide for
Navy’s only points in a 14-0 win.

Heidenreich caught a 10-yard touchdown pass from Tai
Lavatai against Air Force.

Heidenreich had his 4th touchdown reception in 5 games
when he caught a 24-yard strike from Xavier Arline at
Temple.

In Navy's win over ECU, Tecza was the leading rusher (24
carries, 94 yards, 1 touchdown), while Heidenreich was the
leading receiver (2 catches, 53 yards).

Tecza garnered 2023 Honorable Mention American
Conference honors after leading Navy in rushing with 758
yards and 5 touchdowns on 126 carries, while catching 16
passes for 97 yards. Heidenreich tied for Navy's receiving
lead with 19 catches for 382 yards and 4 touchdowns, while
carrying the ball 27 times for 214 yards and 1 touchdown.

In the 2024 opener against Bucknell, it was Heidenreich’s turn
to shine. He caught 4 passes for a career-high 74 yards and
a career-high 2 touchdown receptions. He also caught a two-
point conversion. Tecza ran for 40 yards and a touchdown on
12 carries, while catching a 10-yard pass.

Against Temple, Tecza rushed for 92 yards and a touchdown
on 9 carries, while Heidenreich caught 4 passes for 98 yards
and a touchdown. Tecza’s touchdown run went for 65 yards,
while Heidenreich’s touchdown catch was a 31-yard strike
from Blake Horvath (Sr. / QB).

Against Memphis, Heidenreich had 4 catches for 68 yards
and a touchdown, while carrying the ball 6 times for 41 yards.
Tecza carried the ball 10 times for 58 yards.

Against UAB they both scored touchdowns. Tecza carried the
ball 4 times for 22 yards and a touchdown, while catching 1
pass for 23 yards. Heidenreich had 4 carries for 24 yards and
caught 3 passes for 108 yards and a touchdown, a screen
pass that he took 74 yards to the house.

The duo was critical in Navy’s 34-7 thrashing of Air Force as
Heidenreich rushed for 100 yards on just 6 carries and caught
5 passes for 101 yards, while Tecza carried the ball 6 times
for 26 yards and 2 touchdowns. Heidenreich is believed to be
the first player in Navy history to rush for 100 yards and have
100 yards receiving in the same game.

It was Tecza's time to shine against Charlotte, as he scored
3 touchdowns in the first nine minutes of the game and Navy
blew out the 49ers 51-17. Tecza scored on a 46-yard touch-
down pass from Horvath before scoring on runs of 12 and 2
yards out after the Navy defense forced a turnover. Tecza
finished the day with 68 yards and 2 touchdowns on 8 carries,
while catching the 1 pass for 46 yards and a touchdown.
Heidenreich had 11 carries for 51 yards and a touchdown,
while catching 2 passes for 10 yards against Notre Dame.
Tecza had 12 carries for 33 yards, while catching 2 passes
for 39 yards.

+ They both found the end zone again against USF in electric

fashion as Heidenreich scored on a 60-yard touchdown run,
while Tecza caught a 38-yard touchdown pass from Horvath
as time expired in the first half. Heidenreich finished the day
with 6 carries for 84 yards and a touchdown, while Tecza had
58 yards rushing on 12 carries, while catching 1 pass for 38
yards in Navy's 28-7 win.

+ Heidenreich’s 14-career receiving touchdowns are the most
in school history.

+ Heidenreich’s 1,628 career receiving yards are the 2nd most
in school history. He is 108 yards from record holder Rob
Taylor (1965-67).

Heidenreich had 9 carries for 82 yards and a touchdown to
go along with 6 catches for 41 yards in Navy's 34-20 victory
at ECU. Tecza carried the ball 14 times for 42 yards and had
1 catch for 30 yards.

Heidenreich, who was named a Third-Team All-American by
College Football Network, caught a 52-yard touchdown pass
in the Army-Navy game to give the Mids a 21-10 lead. Tecza
also had a 31-yard catch in the Army game

Tecza had an 11-yard touchdown run to help lead Navy to
a 21-20 win over Oklahoma in the Lockheed Martin Armed
Forces Bowl. Tecza finished with 43 yards rushing and a
touchdown, while Heidenreich had 23 yards rushing and 22
yards receiving.

Tecza finished 2nd on the team in rushing in 2024 with 576
yards and 8 touchdowns, while Heidenreich was 3rd with 444
yards rushing and 3 touchdowns.

Heidenreich led Navy in receiving in 2024 with 39 catches for
671 yards and 6 touchdowns. Tecza was 3rd on the team in
receiving with 12 catches for 229 yards and 2 touchdowns.
Heidenreich's 6 touchdown catches in 2024 tied the school

+ Heidenreich had a career-high 8 catches for a school-record
243 yards and a school-record tying 3 touchdown catches
in Navy's win over Air Force. He is the 1st Navy player in
school history to surpass 200 yards receiving in a game. The
previous record was 194 yards by Cory Schemm in the 1996
Aloha Bowl against Cal.

Heidenreich is ranked as the best running back in the FBS
with a grade of 92.6 (PFF has Heidenreich as a fullback,
which he is most definitely not) and his receiving grade of
92.6 is the best of any running back or wide receiver. Tecza
is the sixth-ranked pass catching running back per PFF with
a grade of 82.1.

Either Heidenreich or Tecza have scored a touchdown for
Navy in 24 of their 31-career games (they have scored in
the same game 8 times, including the first-3 games in 2025).
Heidenreich has 21-career touchdowns (7 rush, 14 rec), while
Tecza also has 21 (19 rush, 2 rec). Neither scored against
North Texas.

+ Brandon Chatman (Sr. / Snipe) had a big day against FAU,
rushing for a career-high 141 yards on a career-best 10
carries.

+ It was the most yards rushing in a game by a Navy snipe (or
slot) since Carlinos Acie rushed for 155 yards against East
Carolina in 2021.

+ Chatman also caught all 5 passes thrown his way for an
additional 43 yards.

+ Chatman had another good day against North Texas rushing
for 67 yards and 1 touchdown on 6 carries.

+ Chatman is 3rd on the team in rushing with 360 yards and 2
touchdowns. He is averaging 8.8 yards per carry. He is 2nd
on the team in receiving with 13 catches for 124 yards (9.5
yds / catch).

+ The Navy coaches have called Chatman pound-for-pound the
toughest player on the team.

HUTCH THE TOUCHDOWN MAKER

+ Hutchison was injured in practice the week of the Air Force
game and has missed the last 3 contests. His status is
week-to-week, but it appears he is getting closer to returning,
potentially this weekend against Notre Dame.

KENT MAKING MOVES ON THE TRACK AND THE
GRIDIRON

+ Nathan Kent (Sr. / WR) does more than catch footballs. He’s
also one of the fastest 400-meter runners in the U.S.

+ In June of 2024, Kent competed at the United States Olympic
Trials in the 400 meters as one of the top-35 400-meter
runners in the country.

He ran a then school-record 45.42 in his heat, advancing to
the semifinals where he would break that mark with a 45.32.
He finished 12th out of 27 runners in the semifinals.

Kent was a Second-Team All-American in outdoor track in
2024 and competed at the NCAA Championship.

He was the 2024 Patriot League Indoor Track & Field Athlete
of the Meet and the 2024 IC4A Outdoor Athlete of the Meet.

Kent entered the the 2024 football season with 6 career
catches for 118 yards and a touchdown and 4 carries for
76 yards and 1 TD. He had a 70-yard touchdown run off a
reverse as a freshman against Tulsa in his first-collegiate
touch and second career play.

He was targeted 4 times and came away with just 1 catch for
13 yards against Bucknell in the 2024 opener.

He caught a 77-yard touchdown pass from Blake Horvath
with 31 seconds left in the first half of Navy's 41-18 victory
over UAB. The touchdown gave Navy a 21-3 lead.

Kent scored a touchdown in consecutive weeks as he took a
reverse on 4th-and-2 and ran 34 yards untouched in Navy's
34-7 win over Air Force.

Kent was back in the end zone against ECU as he caught a
61-yard touchdown pass from Braxton Woodson and ended
the day with 2 catches for 68 yards and a touchdown.

Kent made a spectacular catch on a 32-yard completion from
Horvath against Oklahoma in the 2024 Armed Forces Bowl.

Kent was named the 2025 Patriot League Men’s Track Indoor
Athlete of the Meet and scored the most points in the meet
for the 2nd-straight year at the conference championship ...
he ran the 2nd-fastest time in the 200m time (20.98) and the
4th-best 400m time (46.93) in program history to win both
events at the league championship. He was also a member
of the 4x400m relay team that repeated as Patriot League
champions with the a time of 3:11.39, which is the 4th-fastest
time in school history.

Kent earned 2025 Second-Team Outdoor All-America honors
in the 400m for the 2nd-straight season as he clocked the
4th-fastest time in program history (45.46) to place 3rd in his
semifinal heat and 10th overall. He punched his ticket to the
NCAA Championship when he broke Navy's 400m record
of 45.32, which he previously set at the U.S. Olympic Team
Trials last June, when he ran 45.23 and placed 4th. He was
also a member of the 4x400m relay team that qualified for the
for nationals as it clocked a school-record 3:04.05. He was
named the Patriot League Men’s Track Athlete of the Meet
for the 2nd-consecutive outdoor league championship as he
broke the school record in the 200m when he ran a 20.56
at the Patriot League Championship to win the event for the
2nd-straight season.

+ Kent has 4 catches for 68 yards on the year, including 2
catches for 41 yards against Air Force.

ON THE DEPTH CHART AT MULTIPLE POSITIONS

+ Navy's Jackson Gutierrez (So. / QB-RB) is listed on the
depth chart at two different positions. He is the only player in
the FBS to be listed on the three-deep depth chart at quarter-
back and at another position.

+ Gutierrez is the 3rd-team quarterback behind Blake Horvath
(Sr.) and Braxton Woodson (Jr.) and the 2nd-team running
back behind Alex Tecza (Sr.).

+ Gutierrez has seen time at both positions, running for 119
yards on 19 carries, while catching two passes for 12 yards.
The coaches have enough confidence in him that he caught
the pass on 4th down that sealed the win over Air Force.

WOODSON CANPLAY TOO

+ Braxton Woodson (Jr. / QB) came off the bench and ran for
a career-high 180 yards and 2 touchdowns on just 7 carries
in Navy's 52-7 win over VMI in the season opener. Woodson
played a little more than a quarter in the game. His previous
career high was 104 yards against SMU his freshman year.

+ Woodson’s 180 yards rushing on just 7 carries are the most
yards rushing in 7 carries or less since LSU’s Clyde Edwards-
Helaire ran for 188 yards on 6 carries against Arkansas on
Nov. 23, 2019 in a 56-20 LSU win.

+ Woodson had touchdown runs of 74 and 68 yards against
the Keydets. Three of his 6-career rushing touchdowns have
gone for 68 yards or more.

+ This is the second-consecutive appearance in which Woodson
has had a monster game. He started last year's game against
East Carolina and led Navy to 34 second-half points in the
Mids’ 34-20 win over a good Pirates squad.

+ Against ECU, Woodson ran the ball 15 times for 125 yards
and 2 touchdowns while throwing for 165 yards and a TD.

+ Woodson saw action against Tulsa, carrying the ball three
times for 14 yards.

+ Woodson entered the game against Temple as a fullback next
to Horvath in the shotgun formation. Horvath ran for a 59-yard
touchdown on that play after faking a handoff to Woodson as
most of the defense was focused on Woodson.

+ Woodson continued to see more playing time against FAU
running for a 16-yard touchdown when he lined up as a snipe
and completing a pass after getting a handoff from Horvath
for 23 yards.

+ Woodson played snipe at North Texas but did not touch the
ball.

+ If you take away snap minimums, Pro Football Focus has
Woodson as the best rushing quarterback in the FBS with
a grade of 94.2 and the third-best quarterback overall with
a grade of 92.5.

PURVIS WEARS #68 IN MEMORY OF
DAVID FORNEY
+ Ben Purvis (Sr. / OG) has the honor of wearing jersey No.
68 this season in memory of former Navy offensive lineman
David Forney.
+ Forney, who was a senior offensive lineman on the 2019
team, died on Feb. 20, 2020, after being found unresponsive
in Bancroft Hall. He was 22 years old. Forney was a 3-year
varsity letter winner for the Mids and played in 39-consecutive
games over his final 3 seasons.
In 2019, Forney started all 13 games at guard and was the
anchor of an offensive line that set a school record and
led the nation in rushing, averaging 360.5 yards per game.
Forney was extremely proud of being part of a senior class
that authored the second-greatest turnaround in the history of
FBS football as the Mids won a school-record tying 11 games,
won the Commander-In-Chief's Trophy, shared the American
Conference West Division fitle and won the Liberty Bowl.
Forney was named First-Team All-American Conference and
First-Team All-East.
In 2020, Navy honored Forney by wearing a sticker on the
back of its helmets that pictured him running out of the tunnel
at the 2019 Army-Navy game carrying the American flag with
the word Brotherhood underneath. Additionally, Navy did not
issue jersey No. 68 until the Army-Navy game when starting
offensive lineman Billy Honaker wore it to honor his friend.
At the start of the 2021 season it was determined that a
senior offensive lineman would be assigned #68 each year
to remember Forney. Pierce Banbury (C / OG) was the first
to be tabbed with the honor, followed by Kip Frankland (OT)
in 2022, Lirion Murtezi (C) in 2023 and Connor McMahon
in 2024.
A native of Walkersville, Md. and a 2015 graduate of
Georgetown Prep, Forney is survived by his parents, Rick
and Erika Forney, younger brothers, Chris and Erik, and
sister, Rebekah.
Forney, who was a member of the ninth company at the Naval
Academy and a political science major, would have graduated
on May 22, 2020. He was due to serve as a cryptologic
warfare officer.

+ Robinson Squats 665Ibs, benches 465lbs, power cleans
350lbs, has a 33 inch vertical and has run a top speed of
20.13mph according to Catapault. He was ranked as the #13
player on Feldman'’s Freaks List for 2025.

+ He was ranked 92nd on the freaks least in 2023 and 48th in
2024.

+ As a sophomore, Robinson played in all 12 games for the
Mids and was the only nose guard in the FBS on the kickoff
team. He recorded 28 tackles, 4.5 tackles for a loss and 4
sacks in limited time at nose guard.

+ Making his 1st-career start in the 2024 opener, Robinson
had 6 tackles, a sack, 1.5 tackles for loss, 2 QB hurries and
blocked a field goal in Navy's 49-21 win against Bucknell.

+ He had 5 tackles and a QB hurry in Navy's rout of Temple and
followed up with 3 tackles and 2 QB hurries in Navy's win over
No. 23 Memphis.

+ He had 4 tackles, including a sack, in Navy’s win at UAB and
recorded 5 stops against Air Force.

+ He had 6 tackles in the win over Charlotte.

* He had a big game against USF with 1.5 sacks, a forced
fumble that Navy recovered and ran 34 yards for a first down
on a fake punt.

+ Robinson dominated the Army-Navy game, recording a
career-high 13 tackles and was Navy's 3rd-leading rusher
with 29 yards on a fake punt as Navy won the CIC Trophy
with a 31-13 win.

+ He had 5 stops in Navy's win over Oklahoma in the Armed
Forces Bowl.

+ Hefinished the year with 61 tackles, 5.5 tackles for a loss, 4
sacks, 2 forced fumbles and a blocked kick.

+ He recorded 3 tackles and 2 sacks for a loss of 17 yards in
the 2025 season opener against VMI.

+ He led Navy with 10 tackles and a tackle for loss in the Mids’
38-24 win over UAB.

+ He had 6 tackles and a sack in Navy's 42-23 win over Tulsa.

+ He had 7 tackles, 1.5 sacks and recovered his 1st-career
fumble in Navy's 34-31 win over Air Force.

+ He had 5 tackles in Navy's 32-31 win over Temple and 4
tackles and half a sack against FAU.

+ Robinson had 5 tackles including a tackle for a loss against
North Texas.

+ Pro Football Focus ranks Robinson as the 12th-best overall
interior defensive lineman in the FBS with a grade of 82.0.
Robinson is rated as the 2nd-best pass-rushing interior
defensive lineman by PFF with a grade of 87.2.

* Luke Pirris (Sr. / OLB) eamed his first real playing time in
2023 against USF after Jordan Sanders left with an injury.
Once he got his chance, he made numerous big-time plays.

+ Ira Oniha (Jr. / CB) broke up 3 passes in Navy's 42-23 win
over Tulsa. The 3 pass breakups are tied for the 2nd most at
Navy in the last 20 years.

+ Against USF, Pirris made 6 tackles, had a sack, recorded 2.5
tackles for loss, recovered a fumble and broke up 2 passes.

+ Oniha came back and recorded 4 tackles in Navy’s win over
Rice.

+ He made his first-career start in the win over North Texas and
garnered American Defensive Player of the Week recognition
after finishing with 9 tackles, a sack, a tackle for loss, a forced
fumble and a fumble recovery that set up Navy's game-
winning score.

+ Against Charlotte, he made 8 tackles, recorded a sack and
broke up a pass in Navy’s win over the 49ers.

* He had 4 tackles and 1.5 tackles for loss against Air Force,
while against Temple he had 5 tackles and a fumble recovery.

* He had 3 more pass breakups in Navy’s win over Temple.

+ Oniha had 2 tackles and another pass breakup agains FAU.

* His 7 pass breakups are 5 more than the next-closest team-
mate.

* Born in Baltimore to Nigerian parents, Oniha attended
elementary school and a year of middle school in the U.S.
His family returned to Nigeria where he attended two years
of middle school at a boarding school before returning to
Maryland for his high school education.

* He had 7 tackles, 1.5 TFL and 0.5 sacks against UAB.

+ He had 6 tackles, including 1.5 tackles for loss, in Navy’s
shutout of East Carolina.

+ He had 9 tackles, a sack and a tackle for loss against Army.

+ He and teammate Justin Reed tied for 6th in the nation in
fumble recoveries with 3.

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LANE Ill DRAFTED IN SIXTH ROUND BY JAGUARS

KELLY NAMED NAVY DIRECTOR OF ATHLETICS

+ Navy safety Rayuan Lane Il was drafted by the Jacksonville
Jaguars in the 6th round of the annual NFL draft in Green
Bay, Wis. Lane is the 19th Naval Academy graduate to be
drafted by the NFL and the first who played in the secondary.
He is the 4th Navy football player to be drafted in the last 11
years and the 1st defensive player to be drafted since Bob
Kuberski was selected in the 7th round by the Green Bay
Packers in 1993.
Lane will play immediately as Section 557 of the National
Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) for Fiscal Year 2025
amended the statutes defining the agreement signed by
midshipmen and cadets attending a Military Service Academy
and their resulting service obligations. These amendments
authorize the Secretaries of the Military Departments to
transfer not more than three cadets or midshipmen from
each Military Service Academy who obtain employment
in professional sports, to the Selected Reserves as
commissioned officers to participate in efforts to recruit and
retain members of the armed forces.

+ Lane helped lead Navy to a memorable season in 2024 as
the Mids became just the 6th team in school history to win
10 games (10-3). Navy also won the Commander-In-Chief's
Trophy with dominating performances over Air Force (34-7)
and Army (31-13) and defeated Oklahoma 21-20 in the
Lockheed Martin Armed Forces Bowl.

+ Lane finished his career with 244 tackles, 8 tackles for loss,
1.5 sacks, 7 interceptions (returning 2 for a TD), broke up
21 passes, recovered 3 fumbles and forced 8 fumbles. The
Navy coaching staff believed Lane was the best punt team
gunner in the FBS.

* He was named First-Team All-American Conference in 2024,
while College Football Network named him the FBS Special
Teams Player of the Year and a First-Team All-American on
special teams, as well as an Honorable Mention All-American
at safety.

+ Lane started the final 43 games of his college career, the
longest streak in the FBS by a safety and the second longest
by any player in the secondary.

+ Michael Kelly was named the President of the Naval Academy
Athletic Association and Director of Athletics at Navy on June
4, replacing Chet Gladchuk who announced his retirement on
March 31 after 24 years at the helm.
Kelly comes to the Naval Academy from the University of
South Florida where he was the Vice President for Athletics
for seven years, leading a transformative vision that focused
on enhancing the student-athlete experience, fostering
community engagement and developing elite athletic facilities.
Since joining USF in 2018, Kelly nearly doubled the
department’s budget to $100 million and secured more than
$100 million in philanthropic gifts. He has overseen major
facility projects, including plans for the new $340 million
on-campus football stadium and training center set to open
in 2027, the $22 million Porter Family Indoor Performance
Facility and a $3 million football locker room renovation.
Under his leadership, USF Athletics expanded to 21 varsity
sports with the addition of women’s lacrosse and beach
volleyball. During Kelly's tenure, the Bulls have captured
21 American Athletic Conference team championships, two
divisional titles, two NCAA Championships, eight cheer
national championships, and one cheer world cup while 27
student-athletes have been named All-Americans.
USF student-athletes have excelled academically, maintaining
a 3.0 GPA or higher for 21-consecutive semesters. In 2024,
USF Athletics was named to Front Office Sports’ “Best
College Athletic Departments” inaugural list.
Kelly has prioritized student-athlete well-being by enhancing
the nutrition program, adding multiple fueling stations and
free breakfasts, and doubling the sports psychology program
to support mental health. He also founded the Stampede for
Women initiative to empower female student-athletes.
Additionally, he led USF’'s membership in the Green Sports
Alliance to advance sustainability across athletic facilities.
To increase USF’s visibility, Kelly also directed the
construction of a $2 million broadcast facility.
Kelly served as the chief operating officer of the College
Football Playoff from January of 2013-July 2018 where
he directed the day-to-day operations of the national
headquarters for the organization.
While at the CFP, he developed and implemented inaugural
initiatives in branding, sponsorship, promotion, hospitality,
licensing, merchandising, community relations, philanthropy
and marketing.
Kelly managed the site selection process for the National
Championship Game, Semifinal Games and certain host bowl
games including the creation of specifications required for
obligations and responsibilities of each hosting organization.
Kelly served as the organization’s primary liaison to all
National Championship Game Host Committees and to the
six bowl games that comprise the playoff system, including
the Rose Bowl, Fiesta Bowl, Cotton Bowl, Sugar Bowl, Peach
Bowl and Orange Bowl. He managed all aspects of playoff
semifinal games and “New Year's Six” access bowls.
Prior to the CFP, Kelly was the Senior Associate
Commissioner at the Atlantic Coast Conference from May of
2007-January 2013.
While at the ACC, Kelly directed all aspects of broadcasting,
communications and football and managed overall
relationships with ACC business partners, including ESPN,
Raycom Sports, ACC Network, ACC Digital Network, ACC
Properties, FOX Sports, Comcast SportsNet, NESN, Thought
Equity Motion, Silver Chalice, YouTube, Nascar Media
Group, IMG College, ESPN Radio, Sirius/XM, the ACC
Corporate Champions and the various institutional multimedia
rightsholders.
He served as primary liaison to the ACC Television Committee
and assisted in negotiations of a new conference multimedia
rights agreement in 2010 that provided a gross revenue
amount of nearly $2 billion (more than a 100% increase over
prior agreements) to the member institutions and significantly
increased the number of broadcast appearances for all ACC-
sponsored sports.
+ Kelly served as primary liaison to the head football coaches,
football operations directors, facility directors, equipment

managers and sports information directors of the conference’s
12 member institutions.
Kelly served as the President of the Super Bowl host
committees in Miami (July 2005-07), Jacksonville (July 2002-
June 2005) and Tampa Bay (July 1999-June 2001) as well
as serving as the Executive Director of the Tampa Bay Final
Four Organizing Committee (March 1998-July 1999).
Kelly also served as USF’s Associate AD for External Affairs
from June 2001-July 2002, was the Director of Athletic
Operations & Facilities at Wake Forest from July 1995-March
1998 and was the Director of Communications and Special
Projects at the Carquest Bowl from January 1994-June 1995.
In addition to his role at USF, Kelly serves in numerous NCAA
leadership capacities, including the Division | Council and
Sports Oversight Committee. A founding board member of
the Collegiate Event and Facilities Management Association,
he also serves on the Board of Trustees for St. John’s College
High School in Washington, D.C.; the President's Board of
Advisors at St. Thomas University in Miami Gardens; the
Board of Directors and Executive Committee for the Tampa
Bay Sports Commission; and the Executive Committee of the
Gasparilla Bowl.
Kelly earned his bachelor's degree from Wake Forest
University (‘92), where he graduated magna cum laude,
and a master's in sports administration from St. Thomas
University (‘94), where he was also the Class President. Kelly
also received an honorary doctorate from St. Thomas in May
of 2023 and is currently pursuing a doctoral degree at USF.
+ Kelly graduated from St. John's College High School, where
he was also a member of the varsity basketball team, in
Washington, D.C. in June of 1988.
+ Michael and his wife, Lisa, have two daughters, Cara and
Seana. His father, Dennis, is a 1967 graduate of the Naval
Academy.

One first-time winner and 10 previous ones comprise
the 16th Super 11 Awards, presented annually by the
Football Writers Association of America to the best per-
forming College Sports Communicators departments in the
NCAA Division | Football Bowl Subdivision. The awards
announced are for the 2024 season.

The 2024 Super 11 Award is a record 12th for Clemson
and its staff led by Ross Taylor, Assistant Athletic
Director for Football Communications. Nebraska and its
staff led by Keith Mann, Associate Athletic Director for
Communications, earned its 11th.

Other awards with their CSC directors and their staffs went
to Navy (Scott Strasemeier) for the eighth time; Pittsburgh
(E.J. Borghetti) for a seventh time; California (Keeler
McJunkin), lowa (Matt Weitzel), South Carolina (Steve
Fink), Tennessee (Bill Martin) and West Virginia (Mike
Montoro) each a third time; and Texas Tech (Matt Dowdy)
a second time. The first-time recipient in the 2024 Super
11 was Army (Eric Szczepinski). The Super 11 dates to
the 2009 season.

This year's winners were deemed to have had excellent
accessibility during the week of their games and after the
game with a program’s players, coaches and coordinators/
assistant coaches. Other criteria regarding beat reporter
access, interview requests, and decorum and protocols in
the press box and locker room are listed in the 2024-25
FWAA Directory.

In January of 2009, the FWAA released the first Super
11 Awards - a concept supported by the College Sports
Communicators (formerly CoSIDA). The FWAA has now
awarded at least one Super 11 Award to 82 FBS different
programs.

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As the undergraduate college of the
Naval service, the Naval Academy
prepares young men and women to
become professional officers in the U.S.
Navy and Marine Corps. USNA students
are midshipmen on active duty in the U.S.
Navy. They attend the academy for four years, graduating
with bachelor of science degrees and reserve commissions
as ensigns in the Navy or second lieutenants in the Marine
Corps.

Founded in 1845, Academy started as the Naval School on
10 acres of old Fort Severn in Annapolis with an original
class of 55. In 1850, it became the United States Naval
Academy. A new curriculum went into effect requiring
midshipmen to study at the Academy for four years and
to train aboard ships each summer. Congress authorized
the Naval Academy to begin awarding bachelor of science
degrees in 1933.

+ In his second year as the
head coach at Navy, Newberry
led the Mids to a 10-3 record,
wins over Air Force and Army
to win the Commander-In-
Chiefs Trophy and a victory
over Oklahoma to win the
Armed Forces Bowl. The 10
wins marked just the sixth time in school history Navy has
won 10 or more games in a season.

The win over Oklahoma in the Armed Forces Bowl was the
first time Navy has defeated a team from the SEC in a bowl
game since 1954 (1955 Sugar Bowl) when the Mids beat
Ole Miss 21-0. It was the first win against an SEC team
overall since Navy defeated Vanderbilt in 2004.

(2.8 per game), 22nd in fumbles recovered (11) and 32nd in

total defense (339.0 yards per game).
+ In 2021, the Navy defense acquitted itself well by finishing
32nd in the nation in rushing defense, 34th in total defense
and 34th in red zone defense. Linebacker Diego Fagot was
distinguished with All-American honors, First-Team All-
American Conference and was named All-East. Fagot was
also named MVP of the East-West Shrine All-Star Game.
In 2020, after a slow start due to COVID, the defense
finished the year with a flurry, holding Memphis, Tulsa and
Army to under 300 yards of total offense. It was the first time
a Navy defense had achieved that feat since 1997.
In 2019, Newberry’s first year on the job, Navy made mas-
sive improvements on the defensive side of the football.
Navy ranked 20th in third down defense (121st in 2018),
10th in rushing defense (90th in 2018), 39th in passing
defense (75th in 2018), 16th in total defense (86th in 2018)
and 34th in scoring defense (103rd in 2018).

Navy finished the regular season with a complete domina-
tion of Service Academy rival #19 Army, knocking off the
Black Knights 31-13 in the 125th playing of the Army-Navy
Game presented by USAA. With wins over Air Force and
Army, the Mids won the Commander-In-Chief's Trophy,
which is presented annually to the winner of the football
competition among the 3 major service academies (Navy,
Air Force and Army) and is named in honor of the President
of the United States.

Navy won the two Service Academy games in 2024 by a
combined 45 points, which ties the 2019 Navy team for the
biggest combined CIC blowouts by any of the three Service
Academies since 2007 when Navy beat Air Force and Army
by a combined 46 points.

Navy’s win over Army gave Navy victories over two ranked
opponents for the first time since 1958, when the Mids

Newberry, a semifinalist for the Broyles Award, presented
annually to the best assistant coach in college football, and
his defensive staff installed a “Get 6” culture within the Navy
defense that took off. Newberry told the defensive players
if they got a combination of six three-and-outs, fourth down
stops, turnovers and defensive touchdowns in a game, the
Mids would win. In 2019, Navy was 8-0 when it managed to
“Get 6.

The Mids finished 10th in the nation against the run despite
facing the #2, #3 and #11 rushing offenses in the country.
Navy forced the opposing offense off the field in three plays
or less in 36 percent of its drives, which was the 10th-best
average in the country. The Navy defense gave up just 15.2
first downs per game, which was tied for third best in the
country. Safeties Evan Fochtman and Kevin Brennan were
named First-Team All-East.

while five of Navy's seven losses came at the hands of a
team that played in a bowl game including two teams that
finished in the top 25 (Notre Dame at #14 and SMU at #22).
The 2023 season was highlighted by a defense that was
one of only two (Penn State) in the FBS to record three
shutouts.

Navy's defense also finished 2nd in the nation in fumbles
recovered (14), 3rd in red zone defense (allowed opponents
to score just 72% of the time), 4th in turnover margin (+0.92)
and 19th in stop rate (71.3%).

Newberry was named head coach on Dec. 19, 2022,
by Naval Academy Director of Athletics Chet Gladchuk.
Newberry had served as the Mids’ defensive coordinator the
previous four seasons.

As a defensive coordinator, Newberry directed some of the
top defensive units in school history.

Navy finished 3rd in the nation against the run in 2022 (88.9
yards per game), which is even more impressive when you
consider it was the only defense ranked in the top 25 that
faced three of the top-10 rushing offenses in the country (#1
Air Force, #2 Army and #9 UCF). Navy also finished 3rd
nationally in fewest first downs allowed (187), 23rd in sacks

In 2004, Newberry's Washington & Lee defense produced
a school-record 43 sacks and ranked among the Division
Il leaders in rushing defense. The Generals’ defense led
the Old Dominion Athletic Conference in pass defense,
rush defense and scoring defense in 2005 and in 2006,
Washington & Lee forced 30 turnovers and ranked among
the nation’s leaders in pass defense.

Newberry played collegiately at Baylor and graduated in 1998
with a Bachelor of Science in education. He helped lead the
Bears to the Southwest Conference Co-Championship and
an appearance in the 1994 Alamo Bowl, as well as a No. 5
national ranking in total defense in 1995.

Keenan Reynolds hit Matt Aiken with a
touchdown pass with 2:02 remaining to give Navy the lead
and a Parrish Gaines interception clinched the Mids’ first win
over a BIG TEN opponent at home since 1926.

Oct. 26, 2013 - One week after missing an extra-point in the
second overtime that cost his team a chance to defeat
Toledo, Nick Sloan redeemed himself against Pittsburgh
booting a 30-yard field goal as time expired to give Navy a
thrilling 24-21 come-from-behind victory.

Oct. 25, 2014 - Keenan Reynolds rushed for 251 yards and three
touchdowns on 39 carries to give Navy a 49-39 Homecoming
victory over San Jose State. Reynolds’ first touchdown of
the day set the school record for career rushing touchdowns
with 50.

Nov. 15, 2014 - Keenan Reynolds rushed for a career-high 277
yards and a stadium-record six touchdowns to lead Navy to a
52-19 victory over Georgia Southern.

Sept. 19, 2015 - Keenan Reynolds ran for five touchdowns and
142 yards as the Midshipmen dominated East Carolina in
their American Athletic Conference debut 45-21.

Oct. 3, 2015 - Keenan Reynolds rushed for 183 yards to lead
Navy to a 33-11 rout of Air Force.

Oct. 31, 2015 - Keenan Reynolds scored twice in the fourth
quarter to tie the collegiate mark for career rushing
touchdowns and Navy set a school record with three 100-yard
rushers in a 29-17 victory over USF.

Oct. 26, 2019 - Bijan Nichols kicked a 48-yard field goal as time
expired and Navy edged Tulane 41-38. Nichols’ kick - a yard
shy of a career long - capped a seven-play drive in the final 61
seconds to secure bowl eligibility for the Midshipmen for the
15th time in 17 years. Sophomore fullback Jamale Carothers
rushed for a career-high 154 yards and accounted for four
touchdowns and quarterback Malcolm Perry rushed for 142
yards and threw for a touchdown for the Midshipmen.

Nov. 11, 2023 - Junior safety Rayuan Lane Ill returned an
interception 97 yards for a touchdown to cap off a dominant
defensive performance in Navy's 31-6 win over UAB. It
was the longest interception return in Navy-Marine Corps
Memorial Stadium history and the second longest in school
history.

Sept. 21, 2024 - Junior quarterback Blake Horvath rushed for
211 yards and 4 touchdowns while throwing for 192 yards
and 2 touchdowns as Navy beat No. 23 Memphis for the first
time in 5 years, 56-44. Navy clinched the game on an 86-yard
interception return by Rayuan Lane IIl with 25 seconds
remaining and Memphis driving for the game-winning score.

Oct. 19, 2024 - Senior corner Dashaun Peele set a school record
by returing two interceptions for a touchdown in Navy's 51-17
rout of Charlotte. Peele had interception returns of 61 and 84
yards in the game.

HONORING BELLINO AND STAUBACH

JOE BELLINO

* In August of 2019, Naval Academy Director of Athletics Chet
Gladchuk announced Joe Bellino’s #27 would be placed
on the turf at the 27-yard line at both ends of Navy-Marine
Corps Memorial Stadium facing Navy’s sideline as a tribute
and in memory of the 1960 Heisman Trophy winner, who
passed away on March 27, 2019.

He was the first Navy player to win the Heisman Trophy and
the first to have his number retired.

Bellino, a native of Winchester, Mass., was known as the
player who was never caught from behind. In just three
seasons, he scored 31 touchdowns, rushed for 1,664 yards
on 330 carries, returned 37 kicks for 833 yards and set 15
school records.

Bellino was a unanimous All-America selection at halfback
in 1960 and was also the winner of the Maxwell Award. His
end zone interception preserved Navy's 17-12 win over
Army that season. The Midshipmen were ranked as a high
as fourth in the country and went on to play in the Orange
Bowl on Jan. 1, 1961.

Bellino capped off his senior year (1960-61) by winning the
school’s top two athletic awards, the Thompson Trophy and
the Naval Academy Athletic Association Sword. It marked
the first time in 41 years that one midshipman received both
of these awards.

Bellino’s #27 football jersey was retired after the 1960
season. He had a three-year stint with the Boston Patriots
after he had completed his four-year service obligation. He
stayed in the Navy Reserves for 24 more years and reached
the rank of Captain.

He was a 1977 inductee into the National Football
Foundation Hall of Fame. In 2009, he was named to the
Navy-Marine Corps Memorial All-Stadium Team. During
its annual season-ending football banquet, Navy presents
the Joe Bellino Award to the varsity football player whose
inspiring on-field performance made a significant impact on
the team and contributed to its overall success during the
season.

ROGER STAUBACH

+ In October 0f 2023, Gladchuk announced Roger Staubach’s
#12 would be placed on the turf at the 12-yard line, opposite
of Bellino’s #27.

+ Known as “Roger the Dodger,” Staubach has scrambled
his way to success as a college athlete, an All-Pro NFL
quarterback and as a successful businessman.

*In 1963, Staubach became the second Naval Academy
football player in four years to win the Heisman Trophy. It

Oct. 4, 2025 - Senior quarterback Blake Horvath threw for
339 yards and three touchdowns, all to senior snipe Eli
Heidenreich, while rushing for 130 yards and a touchdown
to lead Navy to a thrilling 34-31 victory over Air Force at
a sold out Navy-Marine Memorial Stadium in the first leg
in the race for the Commander-In-Chiefs Trophy. The 469
yards of total offense by Horvath set a school record, while
his 339 passing yards were the fifth most by a Navy player
in program history and the most since Jim Kubiak threw for
361 yards against Army in 1994. Heidenreich was equal to
Horvath, catching eight passes for 243 yards to go along with
the three touchdowns. His 14-career touchdown catches set
a school record, while his three touchdown catches tied the
school record for most in a game. His 243 yards receiving
also set a school record.

was his junior season with the Midshipmen, and all he did
was lead Navy to a ranking of second in the country and
a berth in the Cotton Bowl, where he set Bowl records for
pass completions (21 of 31) and yards passing (228). The
Midshipmen posted wins over West Virginia, Michigan,
Notre Dame and Maryland that season. He completed
106 passes in 161 attempts for 1,474 yards, while earning
consensus All-America honors, as well as the Maxwell
Trophy and Walter Camp Memorial Trophy.

At one time, Staubach, who was hampered by injuries in his
senior season of 1964, had set 28 Naval Academy records
in football.

Staubach was the recipient of the Naval Academy’s
Thompson Trophy Cup for three-consecutive years and was
the 1965 winner of the Naval Academy Athletic Association
Sword. He was the first sophomore to win the Thompson
Trophy Cup and is its only three-time winner. He was only
the fourth midshipman since 1900 to win both the Thompson
Trophy Cup and NAAA Sword.

+ After four years in the United States Navy, including a tour
in Vietnam, Staubach joined the Dallas Cowboys and led
that team to unprecedented heights. Again, displaying the
daring play he had shown at Navy, Staubach directed the
Cowboys to 23 fourth-quarter comeback wins, including 14
in the final two minutes of a game or in overtime. He played
11 seasons with the Cowboys and led them to the Super
Bowl four times, including world championships in 1972 and
1978. Cowboys were 90-31 with Staubach as
Among his awards were the NFL Players Association Most
Valuable Player and The Sporting News NFL Player of
the Year in 1971, Most Valuable Player of Super Bowl VI
(1972), Washington Touchdown Club NFC Player of the
Year in 1976 and 1978, NFC Pro Bow! selection five times,
the Vince Lombardi Sportsman of the Year Award in 1975,
NFL Players’ Association NFC Offensive Player of the Year
(1978), and the Byron “Whizzer” White Humanitarian Award
in 1979.

Staubach was named the Walter Camp Foundation Man of
the Year in 1985, selected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame
in 1985, his first year of eligibility, and inducted into the
National Football Foundation and Hall of Fame in 1981.
The football locker room in Ricketts Hall was named in his
honor in 1996, and in 2008, Staubach received the National
Football Foundation’s Gold Medal, the highest honor one
can receive from that organization. Staubach has also been
honored as a “Distinguished Graduate” of the United States
Naval Academy.

+ Navy (1-0) rushed for 464 yards and six touchdowns, while holding VMI (0-1) to 15 yards
rushing on 22 attempts as the Mids blew out the Keydets 52-7 at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial
Stadium in the season opener for both teams.

+ Navy's 464 yards rushing are the most in a game since 2018 when the Mids rushed for 484
yards against Lehigh, while the 15 rushing yards allowed are the 7th fewest since 1959.

+ Navy took its first possession of the season and marched methodically down the field with
Michael Barrow (So. / Snipe) scoring his first-career touchdown on his first-career carry from
7 yards out.

+ Navy exploded for 21 points in the second quarter with Eli Heidenreich (Sr. / Snipe) scoring
on an 18-yard touchdown pass from Blake Horvath (Sr. / QB) on 4th and goal and then run-
ning one in from 4 yards out to make it 28-0. It was the 1st time in Heidenreich's career that
he scored a rushing touchdown and caught a touchdown pass in the same game. Heidenreich
now has 11-career touchdown catches, just 2 off the school record set by Rob Taylor and Phil
McConkey.

+ Alex Tecza (Sr. / RB) also had a 6-yard touchdown run in the 2nd quarter, marking the 6th
time in their careers that Tecza and Heidenreich scored a touchdown in the same game.

+ Alex Tecza (Sr./ RB) rushed for 111 yards and 1 touchdown on 15 carries, while Blake Hor-
vath (Sr. / QB) threw for 168 yards and a touchdown and ran for 72 yards and 2 touchdowns
in Navy's (2-0, 1-0 American) 38-24 win over UAB (1-1, 0-1) at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial
Stadium in the conference opener for both teams. The win was Navy's 750th in school history.

+ The win marked the first time that Navy has started the season 2-0 in back-to-back years since
2016-17.

+ The game was delayed twice for a total of 2 hours and 6 minutes in the first half due to severe
thunderstorms in the area.

+ Both teams scored every time they had the ball in the first half. Navy won the coin toss and
decided to take the ball, a move that paid off as the Mids went 75 yards in 5 plays, capped off
by a 1-yard touchdown run by Horvath to take a 7-0 lead.

+ UAB answered with a 51-yard touchdown pass from Jalen Kitna to Iverson Hooks to tie the
game at seven.

+ Eli Heidenreich (Sr./ Snipe) put the Mids back up by 7 with a 9-yard touchdown run with 3:06
left in the first quarter, but the Blazers answered again on a 25-yard touchdown pass from
Kitna to Corri Milliner 46 seconds into the second quarter.

+ Just four plays later, Horvath threw a perfect strike to Luke Hutchison (Jr. / WR) for a 63-yard
touchdown to give Navy a 21-14 lead. It was Hutchison's first-career touchdown catch.

+ Navy tacked on 24 more points in the 2nd half with Braxton Woodson (Jr./ QB) putting on a
show. Woodson rushed for 180 yards and 2 touchdowns on 7 carries with rushing touchdowns
of 74 and 68 yards.

+ Tecza finished with 89 yards on 15 carries, while Heidenreich carried the ball 9 times for 70
yards and caught 6 passes for 65 yards.

+ Horvath was efficient, completing 6 of his 7 passes for 66 yards and a touchdown while playing
in just the first half.

+ UAB would answer for a third time just 57 seconds later on a 12-yard touchdown run by Jevon
Jackson to tie the score at 21 with 11:19 left in the first half.

+ The Mids were the first to blink in the touchdown fest, settling for a 27-yard field goal by
Nathan Kirkwood after reaching the UAB four-yard line.

+ The Navy defense, however, would answer the call, holding the Blazers to a 40-yard field goal
by Jonah Delange as the first half expired after UAB had the ball first-and-10 at the Navy 18.

+ UAB had a chance to take its first lead of the game as it took the second-half kickoff. A strong
defensive showing by the Mids forced a 36-yard field goal attempt by Delange, who would
miss and push wide left.

+ Blake Horvath (Sr./ QB) rushed for 159 yards and a touchdown and threw for 94 yards and a
score, while Alex Tecza (Sr./ RB) and Eli Heidenreich (Sr. / Snipe) combined for 184 yards
of total offense and 3 touchdowns to lead Navy (3-0, 2-0 in the American) to a 42-23 victory
over Tulsa (1-2, 0-1) at H.A. Chatman Stadium in Tulsa.

+ Tulsa jumped out to a 14-7 lead in the first quarter thanks to 3 Navy turnovers.

+ On the 3rd play of the game, Horvath threw his 1st interception of the year as Elijah Green
picked off a ball that was tipped at the Navy 35. Five plays later, Dominic Richardson scored
on a 14-yard touchdown run on 4th-and-one and the Mids trailed for the first time this year.

+ Itlooked like Navy would answer right back as the Mids swiftly moved down the field, thanks
in large part to a 39-yard run by Tecza. After Horvath ran for 11 yards down to Tulsa's five, he
fumbled on the next play and Tulsa's Devin Robinson recovered it at the seven.

+ After the Navy defense came up with a stop, Horvath turned it over for a 3rd time as he was
picked off by Green for the 2nd time, this time at the Navy 46.

* Tulsa quarterback Baylor Hayes scored on a 6-yard run to make the score 14-0 Tulsa.

+ Navy would finally answer on the ensuing drive, going 75 yards on 5 plays with Tecza scoring
from the one to cut the Tulsa lead in half. Horvath had a 35-yard run on the drive, while Eli
Heidenreich went for 16 and 18 yards on back-to-back plays to set up the Tecza touchdown.

+ Things did not start well in the 2nd quarter for the Mids as it looked like Tulsa would go up
21-7, but Simon Wilson was called for a holding to nullify the touchdown.

+ On the next play, Julien Moutome (So. / DE) recorded his 1st-career sack and 1st-career
caused fumble as he knocked the ball out of Hayes' hands and Luke Pirris (Sr. / OLB) recov-
ered the fumble at the Tulsa 49-yard line.

+ The Mids took advantage of the turnover, moving 49 yards on 6 plays with Horvath scoring
from 2 yards out to tie the game at 14.

+ Tulsa answered with a 12-play drive to take a 17-14 lead on a 34-yard field goal by Seth
Morgan with 1:44 left in the first half.

+ Navy answered, going 75 yards on 10 plays to take a 21-17 lead at the half. A pivotal play in
the drive occurred when Horvath ran for 19 yards on 3rd-and-18. Horvath hit Luke Hutchison
(Jr. / WR) with a 2-yard pass to give the Mids a 21-17 lead at the half.

+ Navy forced a 3-and-out to start the 2nd half, and after a short Tulsa punt, the Mids moved 56
yards on 5 plays to take a 28-17 lead. Heidenreich scored on a 10-yard touchdown run after
Josh Guerin (Jr. / WR) made a diving 35-yard catch. It was the first catch of Guerin's career.

+ Navy drove methodically down the field on a 12-play, 48-yard drive with Tecza scoring from
the one to make it 35-17 with 2:05 left in the 3rd quarter.

« After the Navy defense came up with another 4th-down stop, Brandon Chatman (Sr. / Snipe)
scored from 1 yard out with 9:07 left to give Navy a 42-17 lead.

+ Blake Horvath (Sr./ QB) rushed for 110 yards and 2 touchdowns, while Alex Tecza (Sr./ RB)
ran for 105 yards on just 11 carries to lead Navy (4-0, 3-0 in the American) to a 21-13 victory
over Rice (3-2, 1-1) at a rainy Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium. Navy is off to a 4-0 start
in back-to-back years for the first time since 1978-79.

+ The Navy defense dominated play throughout the game, holding Rice to 120 yards of rushing
on gg carries. The Owls entered the game averaging 246.3 yards per game, 15th best in the
FBS.

+ The Mids jumped out to a 7-0 lead on the 1st drive of the game, moving 75 yards on 14 plays
with Luke Hutchison (Jr. / WR) scoring on a double reverse on 4th-and-goal from the 2.
Horvath hit Eli Heidenreich (Sr. / Snipe) for 15 yards on 3rd-and-13 from the Rice 34 to keep
the Navy drive alive.

+ The Navy defense set the tone early, holding the Owls to 2 yards of total offense in the 1st
quarter as the Mids forced 2 three-and-outs.

* The Mids made it 14-0 on the 1st play of the 2nd quarter when Horvath waltzed in untouched
from 8 yards out. Tecza's 65-yard run on the 1st play set up the Horvath touchdown.

* That was it as far as scoring in the 1st half, as the Mids continued to hurt themselves on of-
fense with penalties, committing 7 for 75 yards in the first 2 quarters. Navy ran up 308 yards
of total offense before intermission compared to just 51 yards for Rice, but led just 14-0.

The
Owls moved the ball just 48 yards on 18 plays and took 8:15 off the clock.

+ Navy seemingly put the game away on the 1st drive of the 4th quarter, going 75 yards on 10
plays with Horvath scoring from 2 yards out to make the score 21-3.

* The Owls, to their credit, did not give up, taking the ensuing kickoff and moving 61 yards on 7
plays, scoring their 1st touchdown of the day on a 3-yard touchdown pass from Chase Jenkins
to Drayden Dickmann on 4th-and-goal to make the score 21-10.

+ After a Navy punt, the Owls took over at their own 20 with 3:07 left. The Navy defense did a
terrific job of keeping everything in front of it as Rice methodically moved down the field, taking
time off the clock. Rice elected to kick a 44-yard field goal with 24 seconds left to make it a
one-score game at 21-13.

+ Navy would recover the ensuing onside kick to finish off the win.

+ Sophomore linebacker MarcAnthony Parker was terrific, recording a career-high 13 tackles
for the Mids. Junior safety Seth English added a career-high six tackles, while senior outside
linebacker Luke Pirris had five tackles and a sack.

+ Navy finished with 455 yards of total offense, making it the 4th-consecutive game the Mids
finished with more than 450 yards for the first time since 2015.

+ Blake Horvath (Sr. / QB) threw for 339 yards and 3 touchdowns, all to Eli Heidenreich (Sr.
/ Snipe), while rushing for 130 yards and a touchdown to lead Navy (5-0) to a thrilling 34-31
victory over Air Force (1-4) at a sold out Navy-Marine Memorial Stadium in the first leg in the
race for the Commander-In-Chief's Trophy.

+ Blake Horvath (Sr. / QB) scored on a 50-yard touchdown run with 39 seconds left and then
hit Alex Tecza (Sr. / RB) with a 2-point conversion pass to give Navy (6-0, 4-0) a stunning
32-31 win over Temple (3-3, 1-1) at Lincoln Financial Field in Philadelphia.

+ Navy became bowl eligible for the second-consecutive year and for the 26th time overall.

+ The 469 yards of total offense by Horvath broke the school record, while his 339 passing yards
are the 5th most by a Navy player in program history and the most since Jim Kubiak threw for
361 yards against Army in 1994.

+ Heidenreich caught 8 passes for 243 yards to go along with the 3 touchdowns. His 14-career
touchdown catches are the most in school history, while his 3 touchdown catches tied the
school record for most in a game. His 243 yards receiving also set a school record.

+ Temple kicker Carl Hardin missed a 39-yard field goal wide right on the Owls' first drive of the
contest. That miss would prove to be a big one.

+ It took the Navy offense just 4 plays to score a touchdown. After 3 run plays, Horvath hit a
wide-open Cody Howard (Sr. / TE) with a 50-yard touchdown pass to give Navy the 7-0 lead.

+ Temple answered with a 13-play, 75-yard touchdown drive with Simon scoring from 2 yards
out to tie the game at 7.

+ Navy jumped out to a 3-0 lead on a 39-yard field goal by Nathan Kirkwood (Sr.).

+ Temple took its first lead of the game on a 23-yard field goal by Hardin early in the 2nd quarter.

+ Air Force answered with a 7-yard touchdown run by Szarka. Szarka broke off a 61-yard run
on the first play from scrimmage to set up the score.

+ Air Force got the ball back when Horvath was hit at the end of a 14-yard run by Houston Hen-
drix and lost the ball. The fumble was recovered by the Falcons Mikhail Seiken at the Navy 38.

+ The Navy defense would hold, however, as Navy's Jaxson Campbell broke up a third-down
pass and Falcons kicker Jacob Medina missed a 35-yard field goal wide right.

+ After Air Force made it 10-3 on a 24-yard field goal by Medina in the second quarter, the Mids
came back to tie it on a 19-yard touchdown pass from Horvath to Heidenreich.

+ After a Navy punt, Temple was back in the red zone. However, on 3rd-and-10 from the Navy
17, Adam Klenk (Sr. / LB) sacked Simon and forced a fumble that Job Grant (Jr. / LB) recov-
ered. It was Temple's first lost turnover of the year.

+ After another Navy punt, Temple marched down the field, moving 81 yards with tailback Jay
Ducker scoring from the 1 to put Temple up 17-7 at the half.

+ Temple dominated play in the first 30 minutes of the game, outgaining Navy 325-111, picking
up 16 first downs to just 3 for Navy, running 50 plays to Navy's 17 and controlling the ball for
22:09 compared to 7:51 for Navy.

+ After the Navy defense forced a punt, the Mids would take their first lead of the game on an
80-yard touchdown pass from Horvath to Heidenreich to make the score 17-10.

+ Air Force took the first possession of the second half and marched 70 yards in 9 plays to tie
the game at 17 on a one-yard touchdown run by Szarka.

+ On the ensuing kickoff, Isaiah Bryant slipped and fell at his own 3-yard line. Horvath led Navy
on an 8-play, 97-yard drive with Horvath scoring on a 59-yard touchdown run (24-17).

+ To the Falcons' credit, they came right back and answered with an 18-yard touchdown pass
from Szarka to Fleischmann to tie the game at 24 on the first play of the fourth quarter.

+ The Navy offense did not flinch. Four plays later, they regained the lead at 31-24 on a 60-yard
touchdown pass from Horvath to Heidenreich.

+ Air Force would take five plays on its next drive, tying the game again at 31 on a 53-yard pass
from Szarka to Jonah Dawson with 10:59 remaining.

+ The Mids would go on a 9-play, 60-yard drive on their next possession, but had to settle for a
34-yard field goal by Kirkwood when Navy committed a false start penalty on fourth-and-one.

+ The Falcons, with a chance to get the lead back in the final minutes, moved the ball to the
Navy 47, but on 3rd-and-9 ran an option play and Szarka's pitch was batted in the air by
Jaxson Campbell and the fumble was recovered by Landon Robinson at the Navy 49.

+ Navy took the 2nd half kickoff and march 74 yards with Horvath scoring from 2 yards out to
cut the Temple lead to 3 at 17-14. The big play of the drive was a 35-yard pass from Horvath
to Eli Heidenreich (Sr. / Snipe) on 4th-and-3 from its own 48.

+ Temple answered when Simon threw a 26-yard touchdown pass in the right corner of the end
zone to JoJo Bermudez to put the Owls back up on top 24-14 with 6:37 left in the third quarter.

+ The Mids came right back and score on a 2-yard touchdown run by Tecza that capped off a
9-play, 75-yard drive to make the score 24-21 Temple with 2:22 left in the third quarter.

+ After the Navy defense forced its first punt of the game, the Mids would go down and tie the
game at 24. Kirkwood kicked a career-long 48-yard field goal with 6:34 left for the tie.

+ With the Mids having just 2 timeouts left, Temple could have run the ball 3 times and made
Navy take the rest of its timeouts before attempting a field goal with less than 30 seconds left.

+ Instead, Simon hit Kajiya Hollawayne with a 22-yard pass down to the Navy one-yard line. On
the next play, the Mids let Ducker score to preserve time and their two timeouts.

+ On 2nd-and-10, Horvath threw a deep pass down the right sideline that Heidenreich drew an
interference call to put the ball at the Navy 40. Then on 4th-and-1, Horvath ran the ball up the
middle behind Tecza and Ben Purvis (Sr. / OG) and he ran untouched for a 51-yard TD.

+ Horvath hit Tecza in the corner of the end zone for the 2-point conversion and game-winning
points.

+ Blake Horvath (Sr. / QB) rushed for 174 yards and a career-high tying 4 touchdowns, Bran-
don Chatman (Sr. / Snipe) rushed for a career-high 141 yards, while Coleman Cauley (Jr.
/ LB) recorded a career-high 9 tackles, forced a fumble that he recovered and intercepted a
pass in his first-career start to lead Navy (7-0, 5-0) to a 42-32 victory over Florida Atlantic (3-5,
2-3) on Homecoming at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium.

+ The win was the 10th straight for Navy dating back to last year, which ties the school record
for consecutive wins. The Mids also won 10-straight games in 1959-60, 1917-18 and 1910-11.

+ The 7-0 start is tied for the 2nd-best start in school history and the best since the 1978 team
also started 7-0. Navy also started 7-0 in 1960, 1934 and 1926. The school record is 9-0 in
1926. That team won a share of the national championship with Stanford and Alabama.

+ FAU jumped out to a 7-0 lead as the Owls took the opening kickoff and drove 75 yards on 10
plays with quarterback Caden Veltkamp hitting Jayshon Platt with a 43-yard touchdown pass
to give the Owls the early lead.

+ Navy would answer right back with a 72-yard drive, as Horvath scored from 7 yards out to tie
the game at 7.

+ Adam Klenk (Sr. / LB) caused the 1st turnover of the day on the next FAU possession as he
came around the left end and stripped Veltkamp of the football at the Owls' 23. The fumble
was recovered by MarcAnthony Parker (So. /LB) and the Mids were back in business. It was
the 2nd-consecutive game that Klenk caused a fumble. He finished the game with 5 tackles,
2 sacks, 2.5 tackles for a loss, a forced fumble and intercepted a 2-point conversion.

+ Three plays after the caused turnover, the Mids were in the end zone as Navy lined up backup
quarterback Braxton Woodson at snipe and took the handoff around the left end untouched
for a 16-yard touchdown to give the Mids a 14-7 lead.

+ The Owls would move the ball into the red zone on their next possession, but the defense
stiffened and FAU was forced to settle for a 30-yard field goal by Garrison Smith to cut the
lead to four at 14-10.

+ Navy would make it 21-10 on the ensuing possession as Horvath scored his 2nd touchdown
of the day from 7 yards with 11:45 left in the second quarter.

+ FAU moved the ball back in the red zone again on its next possession, but the Navy defense
held FAU to another field goal, this one from 38 yards out to make the score 21-13.

+ FAU got the ball right back after Cam Nichols (Jr. / C) was pushed back into Horvath on the
snap, causing a fumble the Owls recovered at the Navy 34. Once again the Navy defense held
strong and forced a punt that was downed at the Navy 3 with 5:29 left in the half.

+ The Mids moved down the field and had the ball 1st and goal at the 5 with 34 seconds left in
the half, but could not score as Horvath gained 2 yards on 1st down, Eli Heidenreich (Sr. /
Snipe) gained 2 yards on 2nd down and then Alex Tecza (Sr. / RB) was dropped for a loss
of one on 3rd down. Navy elected to go for it on 4th down, but came up short as Horvath hit
Chatman on an out route that FAU defensive back Dillon Williams played perfectly, dropping
Chatman at the one to end the half.

+ Navy got the ball to start the 2nd half and, after moving into FAU territory, failed again to get
a 1st down on 4th and short, turning the ball back to the Owls at its own 42.

+ Cauley hustled downfield on a completed pass to Dom Henry and knocked the ball out and
recovered it, giving Navy the ball at the FAU 41. Three plays later, Tecza scored from the one
to make it 28-13.

+ Cauley would intercept Veltkamp on FAU's next possession at the FAU 41 and Horvath scored
from 19 yards out to make the score 35-13.

+ Horvath scored his fourth rushing touchdown of the day on a 31-yard run with 5:36 left to make
it 42-19 and the Owls would score a pair of meaningless touchdowns in the final 2 minutes to
make the score much closer than it was.

+ Caleb Hawkins rushed for 197 yards and 4 touchdowns to lead North Texas (8-1, 4-1 in the
American) to a 31-17 victory over Navy (7-1, 5-1) at DACU Stadium in Denton.

+ The loss was the 1st for Navy since losing to Tulane 35-0 on Nov. 16, 2024. Navy's 10-game
winning streak tied for the longest in school history.

+ Blake Horvath (Sr./ QB) rushed for 112 yards and a touchdown on 19 carries, while complet-
ing 8 of his 14 pass attempts for 80 yards and 2 interceptions. Brandon Chatman (Sr. / Snipe)
finished with 67 yards rushing and a touchdown on 6 carries.

+ Navy turned the ball over 3 times (2 interceptions and a fumble), while North Texas did not
turn the ball over. The Mids committed 8 penalties to just 4 by North Texas.

+ North Texas jumped out to a 7-0 lead on the opening drive of the game as Caleb Hawkins
capped off an 8-play, 76-yard drive with a 7-yard touchdown run.

+ The Mean Green moved 86 yards on 10 plays with Hawkins again scoring the rushing touch-
down, this time from three yards out to make it 14-0 North Texas.

+ The Mids were moving the ball again, but Horvath fumbled the handoff to Chatman and Kollin
Lewis of North Texas recovered the fumble at the UNT 25.

+ The defense, however, would rise to the occasion and force a punt thanks to a Marcus
Bleazard (Jr. / LB) sack on second down. It was Bleazard's first sack of his career.

+ The Navy offense would take over at its own 37, but settle for a 26-yard field goal by Nathan
Kirkwood to make the score 14-3 with 7:14 left in the second quarter.

+ The Mids tried an onside kick to steal a possession, but they were called for kick-catch interfer-
ence, giving the ball to the Mean Green at the Navy 31. Five plays later Hawkins scored from
the 14 and Navy was down 21-3 with 5:46 left in the second quarter.

+ Navy bounced back with a touchdown, as Chatman took an inside handoff and ran 31 yards
to the house on 3rd-and-6 to make the score 21-10 North Texas with 1:59 left in the first half.

+ The Mean Green drove inside the five before Navy forced a 21-yard field goal from Kalil
Nguma with 10 seconds left in the quarter to make the score 24-10 at the half.

+ Navy made it a one-score game at 24-17 on the opening drive of the second half with Horvath
keeping it on 4th-and-3 for a 13-yard touchdown run. It marked the 7th-straight game that he
has scored a rushing touchdown.

+ After a North Texas punt, it would get the ball right back as Horvath had to force a throw while
under duress on third down and 14 and it was picked off by Quinton Hammonds at the 50.

+ The Mean Green again converted on the Navy turnover as Hawkins scored his 4th touchdown
of the day, this time from 6 yards out to make the score 31-17 with 46 seconds left in the 3rd.
