The Holy Cross men’s basketball team hits the road this weekend,
traveling to Navy for a 2:00 p.m. game on Sunday, Feb. 23. The contest
between the Crusaders and the Midshipmen will be shown live by the Patriot
League on ESPN+.

Holy Cross owns an overall record of 13-15 on the year, with a 5-10
mark in the Patriot League. The Crusaders are coming off a 74-69 overtime
victory over Lafayette on Wednesday night. Freshman guard Max Green
leads the team by averaging 14.4 points, 5.3 rebounds and 3.5 assists per
game. Sophomore forward Joe Nugent has added 11.9 points and 5.4
rebounds per contest, while senior forward Caleb Kenney is chipping in
with 11.3 points, 4.6 boards and 0.9 blocks per game.

Navy stands 10-18 overall this season, including a 7-8 record in the
Patriot League. The Midshipmen were defeated by Colgate 79-75 in their
last game on Wednesday. Junior guard Austin Benigni has led the team by
averaging 18.0 points, 4.3 assists and 3.4 rebounds per game, while hitting
86.8 percent of his foul shots. Junior center Aidan Kehoe has put up 9.5
points and 9.6 rebounds per contest, with sophomore guard Jordan Pennick
adding 9.8 points and 3.2 boards per game.

After the contest at Navy, Holy Cross will head to Colgate fora7 p.m.
game on Wednesday, Feb. 26.

THE SERIES WITH NAVY: This will be the 79th meeting between the
Crusaders and the Midshipmen on the hardwood, with Holy Cross leading the
all-time series 48-30. The Crusaders came out on top in this year’s first meet-
ing, after Navy had won the previous three games between the schools. The
series has seen a number of long winning streaks, with Holy Cross taking nine
consecutive games from 2011-2015 and 16 straight meetings from 2001-2007,
while the Midshipmen won eight straight from 1997-2000. For games played
in Annapolis, Navy holds a narrow 19-18 edge. The schools first met on March
20, 1947, with Holy Cross posting a 55-47 victory in the NCAA Tournament.

CRUSADERS KNOCK DOWN THREE-POINTERS: Holy Cross has been
a strong three-point shooting team so far this season. Through 28 games
played, the Crusaders have hit 253 of 661 of their attempts from beyond
the arc (38.3 percent), setting a new school single-season record for three-
pointers made. Holy Cross currently leads the Patriot League and ranks 17th
in the nation in three-point percentage. The Crusaders have made at least
10 three-pointers in a game 14 times so far this season, while connecting
on 40.0 percent or more of their attempts 11 times. Holy Cross drained a
season-best 51.7 percent (15 of 29) of its treys at Siena, while tying the
school single-game record with its 15 made three-pointers.

KENNEY LEADS THE CRUSADERS: Senior forward Caleb Kenney is
once again Holy Cross’ top player in the front court this year. In 27 games
played, Kenney has averaged 11.3 points, 4.6 rebounds and 0.9 blocks per
contest, while hitting 54.9 percent of his field goal attempts. During the La-
fayette game, he tallied 14 points, seven rebounds and three steals. Previously
against Colgate, Kenney recorded 12 points, five rebounds, two assists and
two steals. He also played well against Boston University, totaling 12 points,
four rebounds, two blocks and two steals. A few of Kenney’s other top games
this year have come against Lehigh (25 points, 11 rebounds), at Bucknell (23
points, six rebounds), against Navy (18 points, eight rebounds, four assists),
against Sacred Heart (16 points), at Lafayette (14 points, six rebounds), at
American (14 points, three rebounds), at Siena (13 points) and against Central
Connecticut (12 points, nine rebounds, three blocks). Last season, Kenney
was named the Patriot League Defensive Player of the Year, in addition to
earning second team All-Patriot League honors. He averaged 11.9 points, 6.5
rebounds and 2.2 blocks per game in 2023-2024, while making 57.6 percent
of his field goal attempts. In 122 career games played, Kenney has totaled
1,025 points, 575 rebounds, 150 blocked shots, 123 assists and 98 steals.

TRADITION OF EXCELLENCE: This year marks the 106th season of
Holy Cross men’s basketball. The Crusaders own an overall record of 1,468-
1,127, while making 26 postseason tournament appearances — 13 trips to
the NCAA Tournament, 12 to the National Invitation Tournament and one to
the Collegelnsider.com Tournament. In the history of collegiate basketball,
Holy Cross is one of only 16 schools to have won the NCAA Tournament
(1946-1947) as well as the National Invitational Tournament (1953-1954).
Throughout its history, Holy Cross has had six first team All-America se-
lections, sent 11 players to the National Basketball Association, had four
players and coaches inducted into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall
of Fame, had 23 players drafted by professional teams, had three players go
on to coach professionally and had 15 players who have coached in college.

JIFAEAYEIRIESRECAR

Kahlil Singleton scored a game-high 19 points and Max Green add-
ed 18 points, as the Crusaders downed Lafayette 74-69 in overtime
at the Hart Center at the Luth Athletic Complex on Feb. 19, 2025.
Holy Cross made just 40.0 percent of its field goal attempts and 39.4
percent of its three-pointers on the night, but connected on five of
six shots from the floor in overtime. Lafayette was able to hit 45.2
percent of its shots from the field and 37.5 percent of its attempts
from three-point range. Caleb Kenney totaled 14 points, seven re-
bounds and three steals, while DeAndre Williams added six points,
seven rebounds and a career high-tying eight assists. The Leopards
were led by Luka Savicevic and Caleb Williams with 15 points
each. Lafayette opened the game by jumping out to an early 8-2 lead
after the first four minutes of action. Holy Cross responded with a
16-3 run to go in front by seven (18-11), and would eventually hold
a 29-24 halftime lead. The score stayed close throughout the sec-
ond half, and the Crusaders were up by four (48-44) with 5:17 left
to play. The Leopards scored the next nine points to take the lead,
and went on to hold a 55-50 advantage with 1:18 remaining. Green
then knocked down back-to-back three-pointers to give Holy Cross
a one-point lead (56-55), and the game would go to overtime tied at
56-56. The score was later tied at 67-67 with just over a minute to
go in the extra session, when Green hit another three-pointer to give
the Crusaders the lead for good. Holy Cross then hit four of six free
throws in the final 30 seconds to pull out the victory.

1947 NCAA TOURNAMENT CHAMPIONS
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GREEN BREAKS OUT: Freshman guard Max Green has been one of Holy
Cross’ top players so far this season. In 28 games played, he has averaged a
team-best 14.4 points, 5.3 rebounds and 3.5 assists per contest. During the
victory over Lafayette, Green totaled 18 points, eight rebounds and four assists.
Previously against Colgate, he scored 13 points, Green also played well against
Boston University, posting 18 points, five assists and three rebounds. A few of
his other top games this year have come at Loyola (25 points, six rebounds, four
assists), against Sacred Heart (career-high 25 points, seven rebounds), against
American (24 points, six rebounds), at American (20 points, five rebounds,
five assists), against Army (19 points, eight rebounds, four assists), at Army
(18 points, nine rebounds), against Harvard (18 points, eight rebounds, three
assists), against Loyola (17 points, seven rebounds) and at Virginia (16 points).
Green came to Holy Cross from Oldham County High School in La Grange,
Ky. where he led the state of Kentucky in scoring as a senior.

HEAD COACH DAVE PAULSEN: Dave Paulsen is in his second season
as Holy Cross’ head coach in 2024-2025, with a record of 23-38. The 19th
head coach in the history of the program, he is in his 29th year as a collegiate
head coach and owns a career on-court coaching record of 514-342. Paulsen
earned his 500th career victory when the Crusaders defeated Bucknell 73-
59 on Feb. 21, 2024. A three-time Patriot League Coach of the Year and
two-time Division I1l National Coach of the Year, he has won four Patriot
League regular season titles, two Patriot League Tournament titles and the
2003 NCAA Division Il national championship, while leading his teams
to eight NCAA Tournament appearances. Paulsen enters the season as one
of just 22 active Division | head coaches with over 500 career victories.

WILLIAMS STEPS UP IN BACKCOURT: Sophomore guard DeAndre
Williams has been a key player in the Holy Cross backcourt this year. In
25 games played, he has averaged 7.8 points, 3.4 assists and 2.8 rebounds
per contest, while hitting 78.8 percent of his free throws. During the Colgate
game, Williams totaled 13 points, five rebounds and five assists. Previously
against Boston University, he recorded 16 points, five rebounds and four
assists. Williams also played well against Lehigh, finishing with a career-high
17 points, four assists and three rebounds. A few of his other top games this
year have come against American (15 points, five rebounds, three assists), at
Bucknell (14 points, five assists, four rebounds) and at Lafayette (12 points, six
assists). Over the course of his career with the Crusaders, Williams has totaled
341 points, 158 assists, 151 rebounds and 42 steals in 58 games played.

Joe Nugent totaled 21 points and nine rebounds to lead the Cru-
saders to a 70-59 victory over Navy at the Hart Center at the Luth
Athletic Complex on Jan. 8, 2025. Holy Cross connected on 53.7
percent of its field goal attempts and 50.0 percent of its three-point-
ers on the night, while posting a 35-34 rebounding advantage. The
Crusaders also held Navy to 39.7 percent shooting from the floor
and 25.0 percent shooting from three-point range. Caleb Kenney
finished the game with 18 points, eight rebounds and four assists,
while DeAndre Williams added nine points, five steals, four rebounds
and four assists. The Midshipmen were led by Aidan Kehoe with 18
points and 14 rebounds. Navy started the game hot, jumping out to a
seven-point lead (14-7) after the first six minutes of action. The Mid-
shipmen were still up by seven (19-12) at the 11:34-mark, when Holy
Cross scored nine straight points to claim the lead. The Crusaders
later closed out the half with a 12-4 spurt, and led 38-30 heading into
the locker room. Navy responded at the start of the second half, tying
up the game at 42-42 with a 12-4 run. But Holy Cross scored the
next 11 points to pull back in front, and went on to increase its lead
to 15 (63-48) with seven minutes left. The Crusaders led by at least
11 points the rest of the way, eventually winning 70-59.

NUGENT PLAYING BIG ROLE: Sophomore forward Joe Nugent has
been one of the Crusaders top players so far this season. In 27 games played,
he is averaging 11.9 points and 5.4 rebounds per contest, while hitting
41.9 percent of his three-point attempts (the 28th-best mark in the nation).
During the Colgate game, Nugent posted 10 points, six rebounds and two
assists. Previously at Army, he tallied 12 points and seven rebounds. Nugent
also had a huge game at Rhode Island, totaling a career-high 27 points and
six rebounds, while hitting seven of 14 shots from three-point range. His
seven made three-pointers against the Rams tied for the second-highest
single-game total in school history. A few of his other top games this year
have come against Navy (21 points, nine rebounds), at Siena (20 points,
three rebounds), at American (19 points, six rebounds), at Quinnipiac (19
points, three rebounds) and at Lafayette (18 points, four rebounds). Over the
course of his Holy Cross career, Nugent has now totaled 513 points and 284
rebounds, while hitting 41.2 percent (126 of 306) of his three-point attempts.

THE 1,000-POINT CLUB: Senior forward Caleb Kenney became the
54th 1,000-point scorer in the history of Holy Cross men’s basketball
during the Colgate game on Feb. 12, when he connected on a layup with
2:34 remaining in the first half. Kenney has now scored 1,025 points in 122
career games as a Crusader, good for an average of 8.4 points per contest.

DRIBBLES: Junior forward Jaiden Feroah totaled 12 points, nine
rebounds, four assists and three blocks, during the game at Lehigh. He
previously scored a season-high 16 points at Bucknell, while recording nine
points and 15 rebounds at Rhode Island. On the year, Feroah is averaging 6.5
points and 5.6 rebounds per game ... On Nov. 26, Holy Cross signed William
Newton as the newest member of its program. William came to Holy Cross
through a partnership with Team IMPACT, whose mission is to improve the
quality of life for children facing life-threatening and chronic ilinesses through
the power of team ... In the latest NCAA Graduation Success Rate Report,
for the four-class aggregate of entering classes from 2014 through 2017, the
Crusader men’s basketball team posted a perfect 100 percent graduation rate.
Holy Cross’ overall Graduation Success Rate for all student-athletes was 98
percent, tied for the sixth-best mark among all Division | schools.
