Norfolk State is 
not ranked in any of the top three FCS 
polls a year after fi nishing near the top of 
the SBN and Boxtorow polls.

North Carolina A&T Coach Rod Broad-
way: Broadway is in his second season 
with the Aggies and his 10th overall. He 
has a 76-33 record overall. He is 8-10 as 
the head coach of North Carolina A&T. He 
spent four seasons each at N.C. Central 
and Grambling State. He is 0-1 all-time 
against Norfolk State.

Norfolk State coach Pete Adrian: 
Adrian is in his eighth season as the head 
man at Norfolk State. He is a year re-
moved from the school’s fi rst-ever MEAC 
Championship in football. Adrain is 45-42 
during his tenure at Norfolk State. He is 
5-2against the Aggies. 

Coming Home
North Carolina A&T heads into homecoming week looking for an-
swers. Most of the searches for answers come from the offensive 
side of the ball. The Aggies used a no-huddle offense, the option 
and a steady running game to dismantle Howard two weeks ago. 
None of those things were effective against a hot Delaware State 
team last week.  This week,  they face a Norfolk State team with 
some struggles of its own. After a 2-0 start, Norfolk State, the de-
fending MEAC Champions, have lost six straight. 

Last week, the Aggies and the Spartans combined to score three 
points after the Aggies 24-0 loss to Delaware State and the Spar-
tans 48-3 loss to Bethune-Cookman. Therefore, both teams come 
into Saturday’s game looking for offensive solutions.  A&T head 
coach Rod Broadway hinted at making changes on the offensive 
end after the Aggies defeat. 

A&T turned the ball over three times and were shut out for the 
fi rst time in four years after missing two fi eld goals from 47 and 20 
yards.  A&T looks to cut down on its mistakes as it anticipates a 
defensive football game on Saturday. Norfolk State and A&T have 
the No. 1 and No. 2 defensive teams in the MEAC. A&T free safety 
Isaiah Martin returned to the fi eld on Saturday and recorded 12 
tackles. Along with strong safety Travis Crosby, the Aggies have 
their dominant defensive backfi eld back. The Aggies will try to even 
their record in homecomings at Aggie Stadium. After losing seven 
straight homecomings, the Aggies ended the streak last season 
with a win over Delaware State. Saturday will mark the fi rst time the 
Aggies have faced Norfolk State for a homecoming game at Aggie 
Stadium. The Spartans are playing the third game of a three-game 
road trip.

Who’s Next?
Saturday’s Norfolk State game begins a three-game homestand 
where the Aggies will face Florida A&M next.  The Rattlers have 
won seven straight over the Aggies. Game time is 1:30 p.m.

Coastal Carolina used three A&T turnovers to score 10 points in a 29-13 win. The Aggies 
started freshman quarterback Kwashaun Quick who was 11-for-23 for 155 yards and a 
touchdown. Fellow freshman Marquis Gorham made six catches for 48 yards. D’Vonte 
Grant had a game-high 15 tackles to lead A&T defensively.

Freshman kicker Zach Cimaglia connected on four fi eld goals and quarterback Lewis Kin-
dle threw two touchdown passes to lead the Aggies to a 40-7 win over Virginia University of 
Lynchburg. The Aggies defense recorded its second straight shutout as the Dragons only 
score came on a 45-yard interception return by Keith Lewis.

A&T broke the school’s single-game scoring record with a 77-0 win over West Virginia State. 
A&T compiled 489 yards of offense, while limiting  the Yellow Jackets to just 41 yards of of-
fense. Five different Aggie running backs, led Dominique Drake’s three, scored touchdowns. 
Freshman kicker Zach Cimaglia connected on a school-record 10 extra points in the win.

MSU receiver Andrew King caught a 32-yard TD pass in the back of the end zone from 
Robert Council with 10 seconds remaining to lead the Bears to a 21-18 win over A&T at 
Aggie Stadium. The Aggies missed an extra point and a fi eld goal in the game, which made 
a huge difference. Running back Mike Mayhew did break the school’s rushing record.

North Carolina A&T squandered three outstanding scoring opportunities with two turnovers 
in the red zone and a missed fi eld goal as Bethune-Cookman came away with a 28-12 win. 
Junior strong safety Travis Crosby led a list of four Aggies who had double-fi gure tackles 
as he fi nished with 14 stops, 1.5 tackles for loss and he forced a fumble.

North Carolina A&T intercepted three passes and returned two for touchdowns as the 
Aggies handed Howard its fi rst conference loss of the season with a 38-10 win at Aggie 
Stadium. Running back Mike Mayhew helped the Aggies offensively as he fi nished with 
138 yards and a touchdown. Ricky Lewis added 76 yards and a touchdown.   

Three North Carolina A&T turnovers led to 14 Delaware State points as the Hornets shut 
out the Aggies 24-0. It was the fi rst shutout of the Aggies in four years. The Aggies played 
the Hornets evenly on the offensive end, but could not overcome two missed fi eld goals 
and turnovers.

A&T faces the defending MEAC champions for homecoming. The Aggies ended a seven-
game homecoming losing streak last season. The Aggies had a chance to beat the Spar-
tans last season, but dropped two passes in the end zone in the fi nal seconds to come 
away with a 14-10 loss. The Aggies lead the all-time series 27-11.

Florida A&M has had A&T’s number since the two teams started playing another in 1938. 
The Rattlers lead the all-time series 44-13-3. Nothing has changed recently. The Rattlers 
have won the last seven meetings even though the last three games have been decided by 
an average of 4.3 points. The Aggies last win over FAMU at Aggie Stadium came in 2003.

The Aggies would love to end their nasty losing streak against the Bulldogs. A&T is 0-11 
in last 11 meetings against the Bulldogs, and their head coach Buddy Pough is 10-0 when 
facing A&T. S.C. State’s 11-game win streak over the Aggies is the longest in the series. 
A&T’s last win over the Bulldogs came in 2000.
One of the best rivalries in the FCS occurs on Nov. 17 as A&T travels to Durham. The two teams 
have made the rivalry even better with close games that come down to the fi nal seconds. The 
series tied at fi ve games apiece over the last 10 meetings. A&T’s 10-point win over the Eagles 
last season was its largest margin of victory over NCCU since a 25-0 win in 2003.
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A&T’s LAST TIME OUT
 Three North Carolina A&T turnovers 
led to 14 Delaware State points as the Hornets 
shut out the Aggies 24-0. It was the fi rst shutout 
of the Aggies in four years. The Aggies played 
the Hornets evenly on the offensive end, but 
could not overcome two missed fi eld goals and 
turnovers. 
 Three turnovers and two missed fi eld 
goals were too much to overcome as North 
Carolina A&T lost to Delaware State 24-0 at 
Alumni Stadium. It was the Aggies fi fth straight 
loss at Alumni Stadium, and it was their fi rst 
shutout loss in four years. The Aggies did re-
ceive some good news defensively as starting 
free safety Isaiah Martin returned from missing 
two games due to a knee injury to record 12 
tackles. Middle linebacker Tony Clodfelter also 
had 12 tackles. 
 But the Aggies could not overcome 
three turnovers, which led to 14 point Hornet 
points. After a scoreless fi rst quarter, Delaware 
State took advantage of a short fi eld and drove 
53 yards in eight plays to score on a 1-yard 
Nagee Jackson touchdown. Two plays into the 
Aggies’ next drive, Leroy Bradford fumbled and 
the Hornets returned it 22 yards to the Aggies 
31-yard line. 
 Six plays later, Nick Elko found a div-
ing Travis Tarpley in the end zone for a 13-yard 
touchdown reception. The Hornets ended the 
half with a 23-yard fi eld goal, and capped off 
their scoring with an 85-yard interception return 
by Jermond Colston. 
 The Aggies had two opportunities to 
score but missed fi eld goals from 47 and 20 
yards. The Aggies have not won at Delaware 
State since 2002.  

Noting The Howard Game
• North Carolina A&T failed to score against 
Delaware State for the second time in fi ve sea-
sons. It was Delaware State’s fi rst shutout in 
fi ve seasons, the last one coming against A&T 
on Oct. 20, 2007. The last time the Aggies 
were held scoreless was on Nov. 22, 2008 
versus S.C. State.
• For the sixth straight game, A&T punter Zach 
Cimaglia had a punt go at least 50 yards. He is 
one game shy of tying Monte Key’s record of 
seven straight games with a punt of at least 50 
yards or more.

• North Carolina A&T head coach Rod Broadway 
was shutout for the fi rst time as a Division I-FCS 
coach. He has only been shutout as a head coach 
three times in 10 seasons, the last time occurring 
against Winston-Salem State in 2003 as the head 
coach of N.C. Central.
• Freshman Marquis Gorham made six receptions 
for 66 yards on Saturday. It marked the second 
time this season the freshman has made six re-
ceptions. Both occurrences tied the school record 
for receptions made by a freshman in a single 
game. Gorham is four receptions shy of breaking 
the school record for receptions made by a fresh-
man in a single season.
• For the third time in his career, free safety Isaiah 
Martin recorded double-fi gure tackles. This time, 
he recorded a career-high 12 after coming off of 
a knee injury that sidelined him for two games. 
On the fl ip side, safety Travis Crosby failed to 
reach double-fi gure tackles for the fi rst time in fi ve 
games.

Kindle Headed For Record Books
 North Carolina A&T quarterback Lewis 
Kindle missed the entire 2010 season with a torn 
ACL. He returned in 2011 and had one of the best 
quarterbacking seasons in school history. Kindle 
threw for 2,020 yards, becoming just the fourth 
Aggie in school history to throw for more than 
2,000 yards in a season. This season, Kindle has 
a chance to do something not even the great Alan 
Hooker accomplished. 
 He could become the fi rst quarterback 
in school history to have consecutive 2,000-yard 
passing seasons.

Mayhew Mayhem 
For the remainder of the 2012 season, Mike May-
hew will play under the moniker of A&T all-time 
leading rusher. Mayhew broke the record on an 
8-yard carry in the second quarter. He almost lost 
the record with a six-yard loss on the next play. He 
solidifi ed his mark however, with a 105-yard per-
formance. Against Howard, he broke the school 
record for 100-yard rushing performances as his 
138-yards game him the 13th of his career. He 
also became the 12th player in MEAC history to 
rush for 3,000 yards in a career. He now ranks 11th 
on the conference’s all-time list.   

Mayhew Breaks Carries Record
 Mike Mayhew has carried the ball 653 
times during his career, making him the Aggies all-
time leader in carries. He boroke Stoney Polite’s 
school record for most carries in a career on Sept. 
1, 2012 at Coastal Carolina as his 11 carries took 
him over the top. 
 Mayhew could put the record out of reach 
with fi ve more games to play this season. He was 
only one of 25 backs with at least 150 carries in 
the FCS. In 2010, Mayhew carried the ball a school 
record 221 times. 
 The next year, he outdid himself by 
breaking his own record with 231 rushing attempts. 
Mayhew has recorded 25 or more rushing attempts 
eight times in his career. He averages 131.8 yards 
in those games.

How Long Did It Take?
It took Mike Mayhew 36 games to become the Ag-
gies all-time leading rusher. The fastest to the re-
cord was Maurice Hicks, who took only 19 games 
played to rush for 2,812 yards after transferring in 
from Clemson. It took James White and Stoney 
Polite 33 games to leave North Carolina A&T as 
the school’s all-time leader in rushing yards. May-
hew currently has rushed for 2,883 yards on 616 
carries. 

Mayhew and the Slow Start
Slow starts are nothing new for Mike Mayhew. 
Each season of his career, the fi rst three games 
have not equaled a lot of production for Mayhew. 
In the fi rst three games in each season of his ca-
reer, he is averaging just 57.7 yards per game. 
But 11 of his 12 100-yard games have come after 
the third game of the season. 
 In comparison, by the fourth, fi fth and 
sixth games of the season, things change. Over 
his previous three seasons, Mayhew is averag-
ing 114.1 yards during that portion of the season. 
During the fourth game of this season, Mayhew 
rushed for 105 yards.

The 
Aggies have entered the red zone 27 times 
and have come away with a score 17 times.

 On three different occurrences, the 
Aggies have thrown an interception.

At Home On Broadway
 North Carolina A&T head coach Rod 
Broadway is tough to beat when he plays at 
home.   
 In four years at N.C. Central, Broad-
way was 18-5 at O’Kelly-Riddick Stadium. He 
was even better at Grambling, where he went 
15-0 at Grambling’s Eddie Robinson Stadium. 
A year ago, Broadway was 4-1 at Aggie Sta-
dium, and he is 7-2 at home since becoming 
A&T’s head football coach. In total , Broadway 
is 40-7 all-time when he plays at home as a 
head coach. 

Hitman Crosby
Big things are expected from junior strong 
safety Travis Crosby. He was picked as a 
preseason All-MEAC performer and currently 
leads the Aggies in tackles. 
 He has not disappointed. Crosby 
leads the MEAC in tackles with 9.9 per game. 
He is also trying to head toward All-American 
status as a safety. Crosby is also fi erce in the 
classroom with a 3.4 GPA in criminal justice. He 
is on pace to record 100 tackles this season. 
 His story is one of triumph. After 
growing up in a poverty-stricken neighbor-
hood in Charlotte, Crosby decided in the 11th 
grade he did not want to follow the example of 
his peers by becoming a drug dealer or a high 
school dropout. Instead, he used football to 
earn an athletic scholarship to North Carolina 
A&T, where he has excelled as a student. 
 Crosby wants to become a lawyer, so 
he can help those trapped in the criminal justice 
system. 

Scoreboard 
Aggie fans can look for some new tradition on the 
Aggie Stadium video board. Before the start of the 
fourth quarter, a picture of the Greensboro/A&T 
Four appears on the video screen. The four men 
– Joseph McNeil, Franklin McCain, Ezell Blair, Jr. 
(later known as Jibreel Khazan) and David Rich-
mond – ignited the modern day civil rights move-
ment with their sit-in at the segregated F.W. Wool-
worth’s. 
 Head coach Rod Broadway wants it to 
represent the leadership needed going into the 
fourth quarter. The video board will also display 
the school’s alma mater at the end of the game as 
the Blue & Gold Marching Machine plays it in front 
of the football team. Broadway wants the team to 
learn the school song because he wants them to 
know about the great history of the school. 

The Fastest Aggies 
  After missing last season to focus on his 
academics, it doesn’t look like D’Vonte Graham 
has missed a beat. Graham handles the Aggies 
kickoff and punt returns as well as man the corner-
back island. In many cases, the Aggies depend on 
Graham to play a lot of 1-on-1 coverage. 
 He has responded by ranking sixth in 
the nation in punt returns, while helping the Aggies 
defense rank No. 2 in the MEAC in pass defense. 
 Graham uses his remarkable speed to 
enhance the Aggies defense and special teams. 
Graham ranks as the fastest Aggie (4.33) along 
with wide receiver Larry Raper (4.34) and Mike 
Mayhew (4.50). He’s glad he made the decision 
he made because some of his friends did not have 
good outcomes. 

The 2014 Class
 The one thing that concerns North Caro-
lina A&T head coach is the Aggies’ 2014 class. 
That’s because there isn’t one. In 2010, the Aggies 
were not able to pull together a recruiting class be-
cause of NCAA sanctions due to a low APR score. 
 APR scores measure a program’s grad-
uation rate. The Aggies have put initiatives in place 
in order to improve the score, but it will not change 
the fact the Aggies will lack senior leadership in 
2014. 
 The upside is that in 2015, the Aggies 
should have an impressive junior and senior class 
with players such as receivers Marquis Gorham 
and Darren Bullock.

Gorrell and center Ronald Canty have started ev-
ery game.   
 Nathan Isles missed the fi rst three 
games, returned to start the next three games 
before an injury against Howard sidelined him 
again. Armon White took over for Isles in the 
starting lineup versus Delaware State.    
 Tim Sunkins came in as the starting 
right guard before a season-ending injury forced 
him to the sideline as Olin Leak then stepped in 
before being replaced by Thomas Hearn. White 
and freshman Jahkeem Forrester have fi lled in 
the gaps where needed.  

Touchback Zach
 North Carolina A&T freshman Zach Ci-
maglia has already made an impression on the 
program. The kicker out of Charlotte has made 
9 of 13 fi eld goals on the season and is 20-for-
22 in extra points. He has also provided the Ag-
gies with excellent fi eld position over the fi rst two 
games. He has already recorded eight touch-
backs on kickoffs this season. In comparison, the 
Aggies have recorded just 19 touchbacks since 
2000. Cimaglia is on pace to surpass that total 
this season. 

The Freshmen 
The Aggies are relying on numerous freshmen 
this season, more noticeably on the offensive side 
of the ball. Freshman receiver Marquis Gorham 
has led the Aggies in receiving in all fi ve games 
in 2012. Fellow freshman receiver Darren Bullock 
has also been instrumental in the Aggies offense. 
He has played in all fi ve games and has caught a 
pass in all but one of those games. Even quarter-
back Kwashaun Quick has seen action this season 
as he was the Aggies Game 1 starter. Freshman 
kicker Zach Cimaglia has aided the Aggies in the 
kicking game by punting, and converting on eight 
fi eld goals this season. Redshirt freshman tight 
end Kevin Francis has also played a signifi cant 
role. Freshman defensive back Tony McRae has 
played several roles for the Aggies including, cor-
nerback, safety and kick returner. 

Night, Night 
 The Aggies will have to get used to 
playing under the lights this season. Their fi rst 
fi ve games were under the lights. The Aggies 
opened at Coastal Carolina where the Chan-
ticleers defeated them 29-13 during a 6 p.m., 
start. The Aggies would win their next two games 
under the lights as they scored a combined 117 
points to defeat West Virgina State and Virginia 
University of Lynchburg. The Aggies are now 2-3  
under the lights after a loss to Bethune-Cook-
man during a late start in Daytona Beach, Fla.  

Year Two On Broadway
North Carolina A&T head coach Rod Broadway 
enters his second season at the helm of the Ag-
gies program. If his past is any indication, year 
two at A&T could be very exciting. In his second 
year at Grambling State, the Tigers went 11-2 
overall, 10-0 in the SWAC and claimed the con-
ference championship.  
 After his fi rst year at N.C. Central, 
Broadway led the Eagles to an 8-2 season in 
Durham. It was a four-game improvement from 
the previous when NCCU went 4-6 in 2003. In 
Broadway’s fi rst year at A&T, the Aggies went 
5-6 overall but return 19 starters for the 2012 
season. 

Tackles For Loss
North Carolina A&T has made a habit out of tack-
ling opponents behind the line of scrimmage. 
The Aggies are second in the nation in tackles 
for loss with 8.80 per game. Seventeen differ-
ent Aggies have made tackles behind the line of 
scrimmage led by Travis Crosby with 6.5. Four 
other Aggies have 5.0 tackles or more behind 
the line of scrimmage, including Tyree Hearn, 
Tony Mashburn, Chris Neal and Makari Pugh.

Getting It Done In The Classroom Last Spring
 The North Carolina A&T saw signfi cant 
improvement in the classroom during the 2012 
spring semester. The Aggies had 22 players re-
cord a 3.0 grade point average or better during 
the 2012 spring semester. The two highest were 
graduating seniors James Weaks’ 3.75 GPA and 
Julian Alford’s 3.77. 
 Among the standouts on this season’s 
team was left tackle William Robison who posted 
a 3.40 GPA during the spring and defensive back 
Mark Newton who had a 3.75. Kicker Jose Gar-
cia-Camacho posted a 3.44 GPA over the spring.

New Coaches In Town
 There are several new coaches on the 
North Carolina A&T staff in 2012. Johnny Cox, a 
former wide receiver coach for the NFL’s Jack-
sonville Jaguars replaced Shaun Hunter during 
the offseason. The Aggies also added two new 
graduate assistants. 
 Two of Broadway’s former players at 
Grambling State University joined the staff in 
Kiare Thompson and Charles Cheek. Thompson 
will

Honoring the 1992 Team 
 The 1992 North Carolina A&T football 
team won the second of consecutive MEAC cham-
pionships thanks to a 5-1 record in the MEAC. 
When the Aggies face Florida A&M on Nov. 3 at 
1 :30 p.m., the Aggies will honor the 1992 team. 
In 1992, the Aggies lost to Florida A&M, but then 
won four straight conference games to secure 
the championships. Among the standouts on the 
‘92 team was linebacker Rodney Edwards, who 
earned MEAC Defensive Player of the Year. The 
all-conference standouts were offensive lineman 
Robert Holley, placekicker Carl Warren and defen-
sive back Alonza Barnett.   
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Rod Broadway enters his second season as 
the head football coach at North Carolina A&T. 
His fi rst season at the helm produced a lot of 
excitement about the future of Aggie football.

The Aggies not only had a four-win improve-
ment from their 1-10 season in 2010, but 
they were also in the thick of the MEAC race 
midway through the season before a four-
game road trip derailed their chances. Also in 
his fi rst year, Broadway became the fi rst Aggie 
head coach in school history to produce a 
2,000-yard passer, a 1,000-yard rusher and a 
1,000-yard receiver.

Mike Mayhew, the Aggies’ 1,000-yard back in 
2011, was named MEAC Co-Offensive Player 
of the Year. Wallace Miles, the 1,000-yard 
receiver, signed an NFL free agent contract 
with the Detroit Lions. Defensively, linebacker 
D’Vonte Grant became a Jerry Rice Finalist for 
best freshman in the Division I Football Cham-
pionship Subdivision after he led the Aggies 
in tackles. As a team, the Aggies showed their 
most signifi cant improvement on the defensive 
end. They were ranked 114th in FCS rushing 
defense in 2010. In 2011 under Broadway, 
they fi nished seventh nationally and were tops 
in the MEAC. In 2010, A&T was 89th in FCS 
total defense. A year later under Broadway, 
they were eighth.

Broadway came to A&T with an impressive his-

tory of winning champi-
onships with a brand of 
football that is exciting 
offensively and punish-
ing defensively. In his 
last two head coaching 

positions - N.C. Central and Grambling State - 
each school came away with a Black College 
National Championship.

Broadway has compiled a 
73-29 (.716) record over nine 
years as a head coach. Before 
taking over the diffi cult task of 
rebuilding an Aggies program 
with just 14 wins in the previ-
ous seven seasons before his 
arrival, Broadway spent four 
seasons (2007-10) at Gram-
bling State. The Tigers went 
35-12 under his stewardship.

The year before he arrived 
at GSU, the Tigers went 3-8. 
During his fi rst season there 
in 2008, the Tigers fi nished 
second in the Southwestern 
Athletic Conference and made 
an appearance in the SWAC Championship 
Game. Five players received either All-Amer-
ican or All-SWAC honors, and Broadway was 
a fi nalist for the nationally-recognized Eddie 
Robinson Coach of the Year Award.

The impact of Broadway’s arrival was seen on 
both sides of the football. Grambling went from 
an average defense to one of the fi ercest in 
the country. The Tigers ranked 12th nationally 
in total defense, eighth in rushing defense and 
11th in scoring defense.

Grambling held three of their opponents to 
fewer than 30 yards, and 10 of their opponents 
committed three or more turnovers. Offen-
sively, wide receiver Clyde Edwards earned 
FCS Fabulous 50 All-American honors and 
running back Frank Warren was named SWAC 
Freshman of the Year.

Year two led to even more improvements for 
the GSU program. The Tigers ascended to 

the top of the SWAC with a 9-0 record and 
a 41-9 win over Jackson State in the SWAC 
Championship Game. GSU’s 2008 season 
also produced an 11-2 overall mark, a No. 24 
national ranking in the Sports Network Divi-
sion I-FCS poll and a Black College National 
Championship.

Defense was the catalyst for the Tigers’ suc-
cess as they fi nished the season ranked No. 1 
nationally in turnover margin, pass effi ciency 
defense and had a No. 7 ranking in rush 
defense. In addition, three players earned All-
American honors, nine were named All-SWAC 
and fi ve players earned Louisiana Sports 
Writers Association recognition. Accolades 
for Broadway included being named SWAC 
Coach of the Year and The Pigskin Club of 
Washington, D.C., Coach of the Year.

In 2009, GSU continued to play well. The 
Tigers fi nished 7-4 overall and 5-2 in the 
SWAC. The Tigers led the nation in punt return 
yardage and they had the ninth-best scoring 
offense. The next season resulted in a 9-2 
mark that was complemented by an 8-1 SWAC 
record. The Tigers’ rushing attack produced 
more than 200 yards per game, which ranked 
15th nationally.

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During his career at GSU, 
Broadway also showed 
he had a hankering for 
winning rivalry games. He 
went 3-1 against archrival 
Southern. 

He also owns the best winning percentage in program his-
tory, even better than legendary GSU head coach Eddie 
Robinson. 
Before his stint at GSU, Broadway turned N.C. Central into 
a Division II national power. 

His four-year stint (2003-06) at N.C. Central produced a 
33-11 record, back-to-back CIAA titles for the fi rst time in 50 
years and the Eagles made two consecutive appearances 
in the NCAA Division II Playoffs. The 2006 season was the 
highlight of Broadway’s tenure at NCCU. 

Broadway led the Eagles to an 11-1 season and the top 
seed in the NCAA Division II Southeast Region. After fi eld-
ing the No. 1 rated offense in the CIAA and the 15th ranked 
defense nationally, individual honors included two players 
being named Associated Press Little All-Americans. 

There were also 12 players named All-CIAA, 10 Eagles 
earned Daktronics All-Southeast Region recognition and 
four members from the 2006 team were named SBN 
All-Americans, including freshman quarterback Stadford 
Brown, who was also named SBN Player of the Year. During 
his stint at NCCU, Broadway also put together a 16-game 
regular-season winning streak and led the Eagles to their 
fi rst-ever victory over a SWAC opponent with a win over 
Southern in 2006. 

Broadway began his collegiate coaching career at East 
Carolina University in 1979. His other coaching positions 

included stays at Duke University (1981-94), the University 
of Florida (1995-00) and the University of North Carolina 
(2001-02). 

As an assistant at UNC, Broadway helped the Tar Heels to a 
No. 15 national ranking in total defense and an appearance 

in the Peach Bowl. 

At Florida, he served as a member of the Steve 
Spurrier’s staff. In 1996, he helped the Gators win 
an NCAA National Championship. 

Broadway’s stay also included four SEC Championships 
and six bowl appearances. The Gators defense led the SEC 
in sacks four straight seasons (1996-99), and the team set a 
school record for fewest rushing yards allowed, as offenses 
produced just 70.7 yards per game. 

A 1977 graduate of UNC, Broadway played on the Tar Heels 
defensive line from 1974-77. He earned the team’s Out-

standing Freshman award in 1974 as helped the Tar Heels 
earn a Sun Bowl berth. In 1977, he earned All-ACC honors 
along with the team’s Most Outstanding Senior honor.

 Three turnovers and two missed fi eld goals were too much to over-
come as North Carolina A&T lost to Delaware State 24-0 at Alumni Stadium. 
It was the Aggies fi fth straight loss at Alumni Stadium, and it was their fi rst 
shutout loss in four years. The Aggies did receive some good news defensively 
as starting free safety Isaiah Martin returned from missing two games due to a 
knee injury to record 12 tackles. Middle linebacker Tony Clodfelter also had 12 
tackles. 
 But the Aggies could not overcome three turnovers, which led to 14 
point Hornet points. After a scoreless fi rst quarter, Delaware State took advan-
tage of a short fi eld and drove 53 yards in eight plays to score on a 1-yard Na-
gee Jackson touchdown. Two plays into the Aggies’ next drive, Leroy Bradford 
fumbled and the Hornets returned it 22 yards to the Aggies 31-yard line.
