Aggies Look To Avoid Past Tournament Failures
* North Carolina A&T is trying to change its recent history in the MEAC Basketball Tourna-
ment. The Aggies have not advanced to the semifinals of the tournament since 2008. The
last time the Aggies advanced to the championship game was in 1999. The Aggies last
tournament championship occurred in 1995. The Aggies are trying to play their way into the

quarterfinals for the second time in three seasons.

* The Aggies head into the tournament as the seventh seed. It is the second-lowest seed
the Aggies have had in the last six seasons. The Aggies were the No. 8 seed in 2010. Their
opponent in that game was No. 9 seed Howard. The Aggies defeated the Bison 65-55

behind 21 points from Nic Simpson.

* The Aggies lead the all-time series against Howard 30-24. The two teams have a long
tournament history. Tuesday’s meeting will mark the 20th time the two original members
of the MEAC conference have faced one another with the Aggies holding a lopsided 15-4
advantage. The Aggies also own the all-time series 60-34.

* Head coach Jerry Eaves holds a 9-10 record against Howard, a place where he was an
assistant coach in the early 90's,
* A&T beat Howard 70-65 earlier this season. Adrian Powell scored nine points in two
minutes to help the Aggies secure the win in the second half.

Adrian Powell had a career-high 22 points and backup point guard Jeremy
Underwood added a season-high 14 points to lead N.C. A&T to a key 85-82
overtime win over FAMU. Underwood hit four straight FT's to clinch the win.
North Carolina A&T won its first road game of the season behind four Aggies in
double figures led by Nic Simpson who had 13 points. Lawrence Smith, Adrian
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Howarp Powell and Marc Hill had 12 points apiece.

In the final seconds, Austin Witter had an impressive tip-in and Adrian Powell
followed with a layup to lead A&T to a 62-61 win over Morgan State. R.J. Buck
came off the bench to score 15 points to lead the Aggies to the road win.

In what has to be the best game played in the MEAC this season, Adrian Powell
scored on a 3-pointer with 35.3 seconds remaining to lead A&T to a 93-92
overtime win at Coppin State. It was the Aggies 2nd win at Coppin in 15 years.
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Marc Hill led five Aggies in double figures with 20 points as A&T blew out
Maryland Eastern Shore 91-66. The Aggies improved to 6-1 at home as a Hill
3-pointer at the buzzer gave the Aggies a 49-26 halftime lead.

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Nic Simpson Out For The Season

Nic Simpson had a heartbreaking injury on Feb. 18 against archrival
N.C. Central. The senior out of Ft. Thomas, Ky., tore his ACL and
meniscus has he went to the basket and his knee collapsed. He
will miss the rest of the season. Just a week earlier, Simpson went
over the 1,000-point mark for his career. He will be a significant
loss for the Aggies. He leads the team in scoring off the bench and
he is one of the best shooters in the MEAC. His career ends with
1,015 points, 113 assists and 209 rebounds. Simpson will finish his
career as the fourth all-time leader in 3-pointers made with 179. He
is second all-time in 3-pointers attempted. Simpson played in 109
games with 50 starts.

Jared Williams Steps In

Jared Williams has stepped in Nic Simpson’s place and has played
well in his absence. In his last two games, he is averaging 9.3
points and 20.2 minutes per game. In the process, he is 10-for-13
from the field and 7-for-9 from 3-point range. Williams has played in
61 games for the Aggies with four starts. He has only averaged 7.7
minutes per game during his career. Williams has scored a career-
high 62 points this season and is averaging 3.1 points per game
over his career.

Marc Hill Goes After 1,000

Marc Hill is the catalyst for the Aggies offense. He will have to hus-
tle, however, if he wants to join Nic Simpson in the 1,000-point club.
The Bowie, Md., native has at least one game remaining. He needs
41 points to reach 1,000, which means the Aggies will have to go far
in the MEAC Tournament for him to reach the milestone. In addition
to scoring, Hill has been valuable to A&T with his floor leadership
and shooting. He has played in 128 games with 62 starts. He once
made 57 straight starts for the Aggies before that string was broken
on Feb. 11 against S.C. State. Hill will finish with more than 330
assists and 130 3-pointers. He is a career 35 percent shooter from
3-point range and a 74 percent shooter from the free throw line.

POWELL POWER

Adrian Powell did not have a good game against Florida A&M on
Feb. 6. He scored just one point on 0-for-5 shooting. It was the
exception and not the rule for the junior out of Conover, N.C. Pow-
ell's game against FAMU broke a string of games in which Powell
scored in double figures in seven straight games. In the process of
his streak, Powell hit two-game winners in Baltimore, as his runner
helped A&T beat Morgan State 62-61 and his 3-pointer knocked off
Coppin State 93-92 in overtime. Powell has returned to form lately.
He has started 61 out of his last 62 games.

The Aggies Like To Graduate

North Carolina A&T head coach Jerry Eaves has had a positive
impact on the North Carolina A&T men’s basketball program
since being hired in 2003. The Aggies went from a one-win team
during the 2003-04 season to a team that routinely places in the
top 5 of the MEAC. In fact, over the last five seasons, the Aggies
have finished with fewer than 15 wins just once. In the process,
Eaves also graduated his players. Seventy-one percent of the
players who have come in under Eaves — scholarship and non-
scholarship — have left A&T with an undergraduate degree. Four
of those players are currently or have gone after postgraduate
degrees. Six players have gone on to play professionally over-
seas.

Sharing the Spotlight

North Carolina A&T is sharing all the praise this season. After

a season where Thomas Coleman dominated the Aggies’ box
scores, the Aggies have divided the stardom this season. On
Feb. 27, backup shooting guard Jared Williams scored a career-
high 12 points and reached double figures for the first time in

his career. Williams’ double-figure performance made him the
11th Aggie this season to reach double figures. He also became
the ninth different player to lead the team in scoring. The Aggies
have also had six different players lead the team in assists along
with three different players scoring 20 points or more during the
season.

A Tough February

Traditionally, the Aggies have played well in February. In the previ-
ous five seasons, the Aggies were 27-13 in the month of February.
But during this season, the Aggies went just 2-5 in the month of
February. On the upside, when the Aggies have been their most
successful in February, they have been one-and-done in the MEAC
Tournament. Atough February could turn into a prosperous March

this time around.

North Carolina A&T Athletics Department in conjunction with WNAA 90.1
FM Radio will bring all of the men’s basketball home games to fans start-
ing in January. The station will also provide coverage for the men’s MEAC
Tournament games. In addition, WNAA has also agreed to broadcast the
women’s home games on Monday nights. All together, the North Carolina
A&T campus radio station will provide Aggie fans with at least eight
basketball games, plus MEAC Tournament games and if necessary NCAA
contests.

Not The Same Team

The North Carolina A&T men’s basketball team has had to make some
adjustments this season. The Aggies found out before the season that
two of its players were going to transfer. Just before the season, they then
discovered that one of their international players would not be eligible by
NCAA rules on participation. Two other players have left the team since
the season began. Through it all, the Aggies are on a three-game winning

streak and competing for a MEAC title.

Jerry Eaves enters his ninth season as the head men’s basketball coach at North Carolina A&T. He is the third longest tenured coach in Aggies his-
tory behind legendary coaches Cal Irvin and Don Corbett. Eaves also has the third highest tenure among MEAC coaches behind Coppin State’s Ron
“Fang” Mitchell and Delaware State’s Greg Jackson. While he has yet to bring the Aggies to conference championship glory like the abovementioned
names, he has led the men’s basketball program to some of the most significant victories in school history.

Eaves has consistently defeated teams from conferences who have a higher RPI ranking than the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference. The biggest win
perhaps was a 96-93 win over DePaul of the Big East in 2007. The Big East is one of the six power conferences in the country along with the SEC,
ACC, Big 12, Pac 10 and Big 10. The Aggies win marked just the second time in school history the Aggies beat a team from a Power 6 Conference.

Avyear earlier, Eaves led the Aggies to an 80-76 win over Southern Methodist University of Conference USA. Eaves mid-major victories include wins
over Coastal Carolina, Texas Pan-American, High Point and just last season the Aggies put together their biggest home win (in terms of RPI ranking)
in school history when they defeated Middle Tennessee State.

Over his first eight seasons, Eaves won 87 games. It is the third highest win total in school history behind Irvin and Corbett. His home record has
been impressive. The Aggies are 45-16 at home over the last five seasons.

Eaves took over a one-win program with just four returning players and two scholarship players and turned into a team that consistently contends
among the top teams in the MEAC. The Aggies are 43-39 over the last five years in the MEAC, including a stretch where they finished above .500 in
the MEAC three straight seasons. It was a feat the Aggies program had not accomplished since the early 90's.

The Aggies constantly improved under Eaves. He won 15 games over the first three years of his tenure at N.C. A&T. In the last five seasons, the
Aggies have won 72 games, become one of the most prolific 3-point shooting teams in the nation and have finished top four in the conference four
out of the last five seasons.

Eaves’ 15-win total in 2006-2007 was the program’s best season in 10 years. He repeated that feat in 2007-08. Two years ago, the Aggies reached
the 16-win plateau. It was the most wins the Aggies have had since the 1993-94 team that won 16 games.

Eaves has also established the Aggies return to respectability by having a player lead the league in scoring in Sean Booker, another player become
one of the best 3-point shooters in the nation in Steven Rush and one of the best shot blockers in the nation in Thomas Coleman. N.C. A&T'’s 15
wins during the 2010-11 season marked the fourth time in five years, the Aggies produced at least 15 wins in a season.

Eaves’ hard work in turning around the Aggies program earned him the 2008-09 National Association of Basketball Coaches District 15 Coach of the
Year. Eaves led the Aggies to a 16-16 mark overall and the Aggies 9-7 record earned them third place in the MEAC after being picked eighth in the
preseason. Eaves also led the Aggies to their longest winning streak in 18 seasons when the Aggies went 8-0 in the month of February.

Eaves not only excels in bringing great talent to N.C. A&T, but he also has made it a habit to recruit outstanding student-athletes. Recent recruits
such as Thomas Coleman, Steven Rush, Marc Hill and Austin Ewing have excelled in the classroom as well as the court. He has one of the highest
Academic Progress Rates in all of black college athletics.
