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her team to its first-ever 20-win campaign as 
Northern Illinois finished 23-7 and reached the 
championship game of the 1989 North Star 
Conference tournament.  That  season also 
featured a school-record 15-game winning 
streak.  NIU surpassed the 100-point mark 
six times that year.
	 But the 1988-89 campaign proved to be 
only a prelude for the Huskies, who compiled 
a 26-5 mark the following season and climbed 
to the No. 14 spot in the Associated Press 
national rankings.  One of those victories came 
on Feb. 15, 1989, when an overflow crowd 
of 6,118 fans flooded Evans Field House 
to watch Northern Illinois defeat perennial 
nemesis DePaul University.  
	 NIU topped the Blue Demons again to 
capture the North Star tourney title on March 
10, 1990, and joined the NCAA’s “Big Dance” 
for the first time.  The Huskies led the nation 
in scoring at 94.5 points per game—still 
fourth-highest in NCAA history— and also 
with a .775 free throw percentage.  NIU’s 
.502 field goal rate ranked fourth nationally.
	 Albright reached the 20-win plateau again 
in 1990-91 when the Huskies lost just once in 
17 games at mid-season, but a late-season 
slide resulted in an NWIT bid and a 25-10 
final ledger.
	 NIU returned to the NCAA tournament in 
1992 as the capstone  to an 18-14 campaign, 
and won back-to-back Mid-Continent 
Conference titles the following two seasons. 
Albright’s Huskies dominated the Mid-Con, 
going 33-1 in league play and winning the 
1993 loop tournament.  Even a loss in the 
1994 tourney final wasn’t enough to keep 
the Huskies out of the “Big Dance” for a third 
year in a row.
	 Following a loss to Southwest Missouri 
State University in the first round of the 1994 
NCAA tournament, Albright took the reins 
at the University of Wisconsin where she 
coached the Badgers to five more NCAA 
tournaments and a pair of Women’s NIT 
appearances in nine seasons.
	
	 Lisa Foss
	 The sharp-shooting guard entered the 
Hall of Fame in 1997 after setting a Huskie 
standard with 2,500 points in her (1987-91) 
career while playing for fellow Hall of Famer 
Jane Albright.
	 Foss burned out scoreboards across the 
nation, posting a total which still ranks among 
the top 25 in NCAA Division I history.  She 
scored 20 or more points an amazing 69 times, 
including 13 games with 30 or more tallies 
and 17 more between 25 and 29 points. 
	 As a senior, “Light ‘em Up Lisa” ranked 
ninth in the nation in scoring with an average 
of 24.4 points per game in 1990-91.  She 
posted 20 or more points in 10 consecutive 
games at one stretch and 26 times during 
the season.  That productivity helped her 
reach double digits in scoring 117 times in 
122 career games, including each of her last 
51 outings in the Cardinal and Black.  

	 With over a half-century of tradition from 
which to draw, women’s basketball has made 
a lasting impression in the history of Northern 
Illinois University athletics.  A large part of 
that hardwood heritage has a permanent 
place in Huskie lore with 14 representatives 
in the NIU Athletics Hall of Fame.
	
	 Tammy Hinchee
	 Hinchee is No. 1 on NIU’s all-time leading 
rebounds list with 1,099, second all-time for 
career blocked shots with 200, third in career 
scoring (1,921) and career field goals (783) 
and is sixth on the all-time list for career free 
throws made with 351. During the Huskies 
1989-90 season, she averaged 19.7 points 
and 10.4 recounds a game. 
	 She was named team co-MVP, First Team 
All-NSC, First Team USBWA All-District Four 
and preseason Honorable Mention Women’s 
Basketball News All-America her senior year. 
She had 99 double-digit scoring performances 
in 116 games during her four-year career. She 
was a member of the Huskies’ first team to 
reach the NCAA Tournament.
	
	 E.C. Hill  
	 The All-America guard became a member 
of the Hall of Fame sorority in October 2004.  
The Whitney Young High School standout 
earned All-America accolades from the U.S. 
Basketball Writers Association as a senior in 
1993-94, leading NIU to the NCAA tournament 
for the third consecutive season.  NIU’s 24-6 
overall ledger included an unblemished (18-0) 
mark in the Mid-Continent Conference and a 
24-1 mark after an 0-3 start.  
	 Hill’s 22.0 points per game scoring pace 
that season featured the game-winner as the 
Huskies upset then-fourth-ranked Iowa on 
Jan. 25, 1994.  She hit double figures in all 
but one of the team’s 30 games that season, 
part of a résumé which includes 85 such 
performances in her career.  Hill surpassed 
the 25-point mark 25 times and scored 30 
points or more in three separate contests.
	 Her 17.8 points per game is fourth in 
school annals, but Hill also contributed in 
areas other than scoring.  She stands third 
on the all-time Huskie list with 392 assists and 
holds the same spot on NIU’s steal charts at 
259—just 17 thefts behind Leslie Pottinger, 
who played 32 more games at NIU.  Hill holds 
the school’s single-season steals record with 
100 in 1992-93.
	
	 Jane Albright
	 Albright directed the Huskies to four NCAA 
tournament appearances during a five-year 
span at the conclusion of her (1984-94) tenure 
in DeKalb.  She remains the winningest coach 
in program history, posting a 188-110 (.631 
percentage) ledger in her decade at the helm.
	 The Appalachian State graduate took over a 
program which had won more than 15 games 
only one time in its first 27 campaigns, but 
brought NIU into the national spotlight in short 
order.  In her fifth season, Albright guided 
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	 Foss still owns an incredible 17 school 
records, including the Huskie standards 
for career points and scoring average 
(20.5 points per game).  Her 41 points 
versus 14th-ranked Washington led NIU 
to the championship of the Fastbreak Fest 
tournament and also matched the school 
single-game scoring record.
	
	 Carol Owens
	 The 1995 inductee anchored the middle 
as a two-time Kodak District IV All-America 
selection for Hall of Fame coach Jane Albright.
	 Owens, a product of Chicago’s Notre Dame 
High School, posted 2,102 career points plus 
1,028 rebounds, 256 steals and a school-
record 244 blocked shots in her Huskie career 
(1985-90).  She also registered one of two 
“triple-doubles” in school history en route to 
USBWA District IV All-America honors and 
the second of her two straight appearances 
on the Kodak District IV All-America unit.  She 
had 23 points, 10 rebounds and 11 steals 
versus Western Illinois on Dec. 1, 1988.
	 Owens paced Northern Illinois to its initial 
NCAA berth, leading the way with 21.7 points 
per game to earn North Star Conference 
Player of the Year accolades.  Owens 
established NIU’s single-game scoring mark 
with 41 points versus the University of Illinois 
on December 16, 1989, one of eight times 
she poured in 30 or more in a single contest.  
“C.O.” shot 52 percent or better from the field 
in each of her four full seasons and still boasts 
the best career touch (.537) in school history.
	 But scoring was only one part of the 
Chicago native’s all-around game. Owens 
used her 6-3 frame to swat away 244 shots, 
putting her atop the school’s all-time list in 
career blocks.  That total includes seven 
twice along with four other contests with six 
rejections each.  The blue-collar worker was 
also a force on the boards for the Huskies, 
ranking second in NIU annals with 1,028 
rebounds to make her one of only four players 
to hit four figures in both points and caroms.  
She recorded the Huskies’ first-ever ‘“triple-
double” against Western Illinois University 
on December 1, 1988, while her 40 career 
double-doubles are second in school history, 
behind the 50 by teammate Tammy Hinchee.
	
	 Diane Hillard 
	 A three-sport letterwinner (four years 
in basketball plus two years each in track 
and volleyball) at Northern Illinois, Hillard 
earned National Dean’s List honors for her 
3.97 cumulative grade point average.  She 
was a part of the 1981-82 unit which won the 
school’s first Illinois AIAW state title.
	 Hillard also set the NIU track standard in 
the 800 meters in 1979.  Her versatility was 
rewarded with a Hall of Fame plaque in 1993.
	
	 Lisa Starosta
	 Lisa Starosta was the first Huskie to tally 
1,000 points and 1,000 rebounds in her four-
season career (1980-81, 1982-85).  Her 1,810 

points still rank fourth on the all-time NIU list, 
while she remains fourth in rebounds (1,003), 
ninth in steals (201) and eighth in blocked 
shots (79).  Starosta and Owens are the only 
Huskies to rank in the top 10 in four of the 
five major statistical categories, a testament 
to Starosta’s multi-faceted game.
	 The 1990 Hall of Fam e inductee averaged 
a “double-double” with rates of 16.5 points 
plus 10.0 rebounds per game to earn First 
Team All-Mid-American Conference selection 
in 1984-85 and was a Second-Team All-MAC 
choice in 1983-84.
	
	 Doreen Zierer 
	 A former teammate of Hillard, Zierer gained 
CoSIDA Third Team Academic All-America 
honors in 1981-82 after ranking 15th in the 
nation in scoring at 22.9 points per game.  
“D.Z.” became the first Huskie to hit the 
1,000-point mark, reaching that plateau on 
February 28, 1981. That scoring prowess 
made her a first team All-MAC pick in both 
1980-81 and 1981-82, with the latter honor 
joining special mention accolades from 
Basketball Weekly magazine in her personal 
résumé.
	 Zierer’s 698 points in the 1981-82 campaign 
represented the school single-season mark 
until Foss’ exploits nine years later.  Her 1979-
82 tenure included 1,712 points—leaving 
her fifth in NIU history—plus 841 rebounds 
(eighth on the all-time list) and 215 steals 
(sixth all-time) despite playng just three years.  
Zierer scored in double figures 85 times in 
91 games at Northern Illinois and entered 
the Hall of Fame in 1988.
   	
	 Gayle Luehr 
	 A  two-sport performer for the Huskies, 
Luehr earned four letters each in basketball 
and field hockey.  The forward averaged 10.1 
points per game as a four-year letterwinner 
on the hardwood from 1973 through 1977.
    She gained second-team U.S. Field Hockey 
Association All-America status in 1975, 
adding that prestigious honor to a pair of first 
team All-North Central College Association 
accolades (1975, 1976).  Luehr was also 
the first Northern Illinois player to score five 
goals in one game.  She was inducted into 
the Hall of Fame in 1987.
	
	 Dr. Mary Bell 
	 Bell guided Huskie teams in six sports 
during her 1957-77 run in DeKalb. She 
posted a 109-90 (.547 percentage) mark on 
the basketball sideline, a victory total which 
still ranks second in school history.  Her 
team reached the national AIAW Elite Eight 
following the 1971-72 campaign, finishing 
that breakthrough season with a 15-3 record.  
But her accomplishments on the hardwood 
are only one chapter in her story, which also 
includes service as Northern Illinois’ coach 
in volleyball, softball, swimming, field hockey 
and badminton.
	 In June 1998, the Huskie softball field was

dedicated in her honor, commemorating her 
service to that sport. She owns the school’s 
top victory percentage on the diamond with 
a .747 success rate in 14 seasons and 
also served as the director of the Women’s 
Recreation Association in 1957. 
	 The women’s basketball program also 
provided three other charter members for 
the Hall of Fame in 1986.  
	
	 Jean Pankonin 
	 Pankonin lettered in six different sports 
(basketball, badminton, volleyball, softball, 
field hockey and tennis) and was the first 
Huskie to score 30 points in a game when she 
poured in 38 versus  Northwestern University 
on Feb. 18, 1961. Pankonin averaged 16.7 
points per game while playing for Dr. Bell 
in her 1957-61 career, a rate which leaves 
her fifth in school history.  Pankonin was a 
part of NIU’s first four varsity teams in those 
pioneer seasons, with her 23.5 points-per-
game average in the 1960-61 campaign still 
representing the second-highest season-long 
rate in Huskie history.
	
	 Patty Delp 
	 Delp compressed four years’ worth of 
accomplishments into just two seasons on 
the court for the Huskies.  She pulled down 
531 rebounds—an incredible average of 
10.8 per game—in her 1978-80 career.  
She grabbed a school-record 27 caroms 
vs. Carroll College on January 26, 1980, 
erasing her own school standard of 23 set 
against Bradley exactly one year earlier. Delp 
averaged 14.9 points per game as a junior, 
while her 10.9 rebounds-per-contest placed 
her third in the MAC statistical rankings.  She 
also lettered twice on the volleyball court for 
NIU.
	
	 Ruth Fender 
	 Fender lettered in five sports at Northern 
Illinois during her 1962-66 career, including 
basketball, field hockey, softball, badminton 
and tennis.  She started every game in her 
career in softball, basketball and field hockey, 
averaging 9.1 rebounds on the hardwood.  
That total came from 308 boards in just 34 
games for the Huskies, a span which included 
a 7-2 record in her final season (1965-66).  
She gained national prominence for her 
.468 career batting average on the diamond, 
highlighted by a .493 clip in 1966. 

	 Cindy Conner
	 Conner was honored in 2011, and ranks 
10th all-time in scoring for the Huskie women’s 
basketball program, having scored 1,520 
points while helping lead NIU during one of 
its most successful periods in program history. 
Conner also ranks fourth all-time in NIU 
history in blocked shots (143) and is eighth 
in school history in field goals made (606). 
She is also in the top-15 in Huskie history in 
rebounds with 693 (12th) and steals with 189 
(14th).

	 During the 1990-91 season, Conner’s first 
on the court for the Huskies, she averaged 
12.5 points and 7.2 rebounds per game 
en route to being named the North Star 
Conference Newcomer of the Year. Conner 
also earned Second Team All-North Star 
Conference honors while tying for the league 
lead with 1.4 blocks per game. Conner 
recorded six double-doubles that season 
and grabbed an incredible 18 rebounds in a 
National Women’s Invitational Tournament 
game against Houston.
	 As a junior in 1991-92, Conner reached the 
1,000 career point mark in the second round of 
the NCAA Tournament against Purdue, after 
helping the Huskies defeat Louisiana Tech 
in the opening round. Conner was named 
to the All-North Star Conference First Team 
while averaging 18.4 points and 7.1 rebounds 
per game. Conner scored in double figures 
in all 32 games that season, helping NIU to 
an 18-14 overall record and the North Star 
Conference Tournament Championship.
	 In her final season as a Huskie, Conner 
earned honorable mention All-American 
honors from the United State Basketball 
Writers Association while helping NIU with 
the Mid-Continent Conference regular season 
and tournament championships with a 24-6 
record. Conner averaged 16.8 points and 7.4 
rebounds per game. The Huskies reached 
the NCAA Tournament for the second-straight 
season, playing Georgetown in the first round. 

	 Denise Dove
	 A three-year starting point guard, Denise 
Dove is holds the NIU career and single-
season assist records. A two-time all-
conference honoree, Dove also ranks ninth in 
Huskie women’s basketball history in career 
scoring and is the only play in program history 
to record over 1,000 career points (1,042) 
and 500 career assists (526). 
	 The Huskies won 88 games during Dove’s 
four-year career at NIU as she helped jump 
start the most successful era in program 
history, including the school’s first NCAA 
Tournament appearance in 1990 when Dove 
and the Huskies defeated Texas Tech in the 
first round.

	 Stephanie Raymond
	 The first Huskie ever selected in the WNBA 
Draft, Stephanie Raymond’s name can be 
found all over the NIU record book. The 
guard from Rockford, Ill. is in the top-10 in 
scoring (7th, 1,719 points), second in free 
throw percentage (83.9%) and steals (271), 
third in assists with 497 and fifth with 192 
career three-pointers. 
	 In her senior season, Raymond averaged 
18.9 points, 6.5 assists and 4.5 rebounds per 
game to earn First Team All-MAC honors. 
NIU won 19 games that season and reached 
the semifinals of the 2007 MAC Tournament. 
Raymond was drafted 20th overall by the 
Chicago Sky in the 2007 WNBA Draft and 
appeared in 20 games for the Sky.

	 Northern Illinois University reached the 
NCAA tournament five times in a six-season 
span during the early 1990s, rapidly earning 
a reputation as one of the nation’s best 
programs.  By the time the 1989-90 campaign 
was complete,  NIU had ample evidence to back 
up that claim.
	 Northern Illinois began the climb into the 
national spotlight the previous season, posting 
a 23-7 ledger—the school’s first 20-win 
season—despite a line-up of only eight players.  
That lack of depth proved to be the Huskies’ 
Achilles heel, however, as NIU wore down and 
dropped four of its final eight games and was 
passed over by the NCAA selection committee 
despite a second-place finish in the North Star 
Conference.
	 Head coach Jane Albright directed a high-
powered offense which featured a pair of future 
Hall of Famers in senior center Carol Owens 
and junior guard Lisa Foss.  Hard-working 
forward Tammy Hinchee provided the perfect 
complement for Owens in the middle with junior 
guard Denise Dove leading the attack from the 
point.  Senior forward Kris Weis rounded out the 
starting line-up for Northern Illinois, with Toby 
Meeks and Tracy Mondek leading the reserves 
off the bench.
	 The Huskies started quickly that season, 
compiling a 12-2 record out of the gates before 
conference play.  The only blemishes to that mark 
came in an 87-84 overtime loss to the University 
of South Carolina in the championship game 
of the NIU/Contel Fastbreak Fest and a 90-65 
loss to Stephen F. Austin State University.  But 
against the rest of the nation, Northern Illinois 
more than held its own.
	 Owens matched a school single-game record 
with 41 points when Northern Illinois defeated 
the University of Illinois 110-93 on December 
16—part of an early-season run which also 
included victories over Northwestern University, 
Southern Illinois University and the University 
of Minnesota.  Add in three more victories to 
begin the North Star Conference schedule 

plus a triumph over local rival Western Illinois 
University, and Albright’s crew had a 15-3 record 
and had entered the Associated Press Top 25 
national poll.
	 The early run in the NSC featured a (January 
15) meeting at DePaul University.  NIU and the 
Blue Demons produced three memorable show-
downs the previous year but the Blue Demons 
defeated Northern Illinois, 76-61, to win the 
1989 NSC tournament championship, leaving 
Albright’s team with something to prove. 
	 NIU had never won at DU’s Alumni Hall; in 
fact, an 86-82 victory in Evans Field House the 
previous season was the only time Northern 
Illinois had ever beaten the Blue Demons.  But 
in this magical winter, anything was possible.  
Five busloads and numerous carloads of fans 
made the trek to Chicago, part of a crowd of 
4,294 fans crammed into the DU gym by tip-off.  
Hinchee scored a game-high 35 points, but it 
was Meeks’ 13-point performance off the bench 
which was the difference in an 81-75 victory.
	 The Huskies brought a ten-game winning 
streak to Vanderbilt University on January 29 
and nearly added the Commodores to their list 
of conquests but the Southeastern Conference 
power edged NIU, 87-83.  An 83-62 setback at 
the University of Tennessee was the only other 
blemish in a 21-2 mark between December 20 
and March 18.  With that record of success, 
NIU rapidly gained a loyal fan following.
	 For proof of the Huskies’ support, look no 
further than February 15 re-match versus De-
Paul.  
	 First place in the league was on the line on 
that Thursday evening as a standing-room only 
crowd of 6,118 fans flooded the Evans Field 
House turnstiles with more than 1,000 more 
turned away at the door.  The crowd—the larg-
est to witness a women’s collegiate basketball 
game in the state of Illinois at the time—watched 
Hinchee and Owens combine for 58 points in 
the Huskies’ 92-72 victory, firmly establishing 
Northern Illinois as the league’s top team.
	 With that challenge behind them, the Hus-

kies raced into the final stretch of the regular 
season.  NIU posted a school-record 122 points 
to defeat Valparaiso University on February 
20 and put 116 points on the board in a rout 
of the University of Illinois-Chicago five days 
later.  Even Carol Hammerle’s defense couldn’t 
slow down NIU, which defeated the University 
of Wisconsin-Green Bay, 86-68, to close the 
regular season.
	 As the top team in the seven-school confer-
ence, Northern Illinois earned a first-round 
bye for the North Star tournament.  The extra 
rest and the home-court advantage of Evans 
Field House added to the Huskies’ position as 
favorite to win the title and the automatic berth 
to the NCAA tournament.  A 102-79 victory 
over Valparaiso in the semifinals set up a final 
showdown with DePaul, and vitually secured a 
trip to the national summit.  But there was still 
one item left on the agenda before that.
	 “We were on a mission from the beginning,” 
Dove said.  “Going into (the NSC champion-
ship) game, we knew we were going into the 
NCAA tournament.  We wanted that North Star 
championship ring.”
	 March 10, 1990, became a milestone date in 
Northern Illinois history, as all five starters (plus 
reserve Toby Meeks) scored in double figures 
and the Huskies gained revenge for the previ-
ous season with a 97-85 triumph.  Time to put 
on those dancing shoes.
	 “This is the most valuable necklace I’ve ever 
had around my neck,” Albright said in the post-
game press conference, wearing the net from 
the west basket.  “This is a dream come true for 
every kid on that team, myself, and my staff.” 
	 “Northern Illinois is a super basketball 
team.

They are equal to the many nationally-ranked 
teams we’ve faced,” DePaul boss Doug Bruno 
acknowledged.
	 NIU drew the fifth seed in the Midwest Region 
and the chance to host a first-round match-up 
versus Texas Tech University.  A March 14 date 
would leave the students on Spring Break, but a 
crowd of 5,417 still assembled to view a piece 
of school and national history.  Owens and 
Hinchee tallied a total of 40 points with Foss 
and Dove combining for 30 from the outside 
in an 84-63 rout as the Huskies showed they 
belonged among the nation’s best teams.
	 The second round put Northern Illinois against 
Purdue University in what proved to be a bitter 
showdown.  For 40 minutes, neither team built 
more than a six-point lead as the game featured 
19 ties and 26 lead changes in front of 3,517 fans 
at Mackey Arena.  The Boilermakers needed 
76 percent shooting from the floor to pull out an 
86-81 triumph and advance, ending the careers 
of Owens, Hinchee and Weis.  But those three 
players capped their playing days with one of 
the most memorable seasons imaginable.
	 The Huskies reached the century mark eight 
times, averaging a Division I-best 94.5 points 
per game.  Northern Illinois scored 90 or more 
points a staggering 21 times and were held 
under 80 just twice—the losses to SFASU and 
Tennessee.
	 NIU’s rate remains the fourth-highest in 
NCAA Division I history and was enhanced by 
a nation-leading 77.5 percent touch at the free 
throw line and 50.2 percent accuracy from the 
floor (fourth in the country).  
	 Even 100 points wasn’t enough for the Hus-
kies, who poured in 110 or more points six times.  
The 122-point performance versus Valparaiso 
highlighted the Huskies’ high-octane engine 
which produced six of the top 11 point totals in 
Northern Illinois annals.
	 The team’s legacy remains evident in more 
than just the NCAA tournament banner hanging 

in the Convocation Center.  Albright’s crew re-
wrote the NIU record book, etching 21 individual 
and 17 team records that season, with Owens 
earning NSC Player of the Year honors and 
Kodak District IV All-America accolades.  The 
Chicago native graduated as the Huskies’ all-
time leading scorer with 2,102 career points (a 
title she held for just one season before Foss 
finished the following spring at 2,500) while 
Hinchee pulled down the last of her school-
record 1,099 rebounds in a Northern Illinois 
uniform.
	 Owens averaged a league-best 21.7 points 
per game and led the NSC at 2.0 blocked 
shots per contest.  Front-line mate Hinchee 
topped the North Star charts at 10.4 re-
bounds per outing to go with 19.7 points per 
contest, just ahead of Foss’ 19.5 ppg. rate.  
Weis contributed 11.3 points per game with 
a league-leading 87.2 percent free throw touch 
while Dove finished the season  9.0 points per 
game and handed out 164 assists—just five 
set-ups short of her own single-season mark 
established the previous year.
	 Northern Illinois finished with a 26-5 record—
the best in school history—with all five of those 
losses coming to NCAA tournament teams.  
Tennessee finished fourth in the final AP poll, 
followed by Stephen F. Austin St. (sixth), Purdue 
(15th), South Carolina (19th) and Vanderbilt 
(31st).  Little wonder that Albright walked away 
with NSC Coach of the Year recognition, hav-
ing laid the foundation for an annual trek to the 
national summit.
	 The ‘89-90 squad was inducted to the NIU 
Athletics Hall of Fame in 2005. 

Lisa Foss averaged nearly 20 points per game from 
the perimeter while Tammy Hinchee and Carol Owens 
dominated the paint on the way to NIU’s first NCAA 
tournament appearance.

THE 1989-90 HUSKIES
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	 While the 1989-90 Northern Illinois University 
women’s basketball team will always be known 
as the first team to reach the NCAA tournament, 
the 1991-92 edition might be recognized as the 
most resilient of the Huskie squads during that 
run.  For a definition of the word “determination,” 
look no further than this team, which overcame 
a series of challenges to re-establish NIU in the 
national spotlight.
	 NIU first had to rebound from a disappointing 
1990-91 season when even a 24-8 record 
wasn’t enough to entice a bid to the NCAA 
tournament.  Three losses in the final four 
games (including a second-round loss in the 
North Star Conference tournament) relegated 
Northern Illinois into the National Invitational 
Tournament, where two more setbacks followed 
before the Huskies salvaged the trip with a 
victory in the seventh-place game to settle for 
a 25-10 ledger.
	 Including the landmark 1989-90 campaign, NIU 
had tallied 51 victories in the past two seasons.  
But the Huskies also had to compensate for the 
graduated backcourt tandem of Lisa Foss and 
Denise Dove.  Foss completed her career as the 
Huskies’ all-time leading scorer after averaging 
24.4 points per game in 1990-91 while Dove’s 
526 career assists put her atop the NIU charts 
in that category.  E.C. Hill quickly stepped into 
Foss’ role, expected to lead Northern Illinois 
back into the NCAA tournament.
	 Hill had earned a spot on several prep All-
America teams—including the Parade honor 
roll—after a stellar career at Chicago’s Whitney 
Young High School but sat out the 1990-91 
campaign as a Proposition 48 casualty.  Her 
return to the floor would be the key for Northern 
Illinois, which had just two starters returning 
from the previous year’s 25-win team.
	 The young Huskies would get tested quickly, 
facing a schedule that included national powers 
Stephen F. Austin St. , Purdue University, Utah 
and DePaul even before starting the conference 
schedule.  Then there were games versus the 

University of Tennessee, Florida State and 
Northwestern looming down the road.
	 Hill needed just one game to shake off the 
rust of her lost season, scoring a season-high 
30 points in her second contest in a Huskie 
uniform.  Unfortunately, that feat became a 
footnote in a 101-91, double-overtime loss to 
the Washington—one which featured 108 free 
throw attempts.  Seven Huskies fouled out 
of that game as No. 21-ranked UW went to 
the line an NCAA-record 69 times.  Northern 
Illinois rallied the following day to defeat Ohio to 
claim third place at the Iowa’s Amana/Hawkeye 
Classic and edged Miami, 83-75, to open the 
NIU Fastbreak Fest, creating a date with the 
Purdue squad which ended the Huskies’ first 
NCAA tournament run two years earlier.
	 Purdue again proved its superiority, however, 
as the 17th-ranked Boilermakers posted an 
83-68 victory.  So when Stephen F. Austin St. 
brought the nation’s No. 6 ranking into Evans 
Field House, the Huskies’ chances appeared 
bleak—especially considering Northern Illinois 
faced its third nationally-ranked opponent in a 
16-day span.  Somebody apparently forgot to 
tell Dianna Wingis, who posted 16 points, 10 
rebounds and four blocked shots, sparking a 
surprise 73-55 rout of the Ladyjacks.  It proved 
to be one of only three losses for SFA that 
season.
	 Any thoughts of optimism were quickly 
dispelled, however, as consecutive losses 
to Manhattan College, DePaul and Utah 
dropped Northern Illinois to 4-5 as the NSC 
schedule opened on January 11.  The league 
environment cured the Huskies’ woes as a 
five-game winning streak suddenly propelled 
NIU to 9-5.  The Huskies’ perseverance was 
evident on January 15 when the “Comeback 
Kids” rallied from a 13-point deficit in the final 
14:08 to defeat instate rival Southern Illinois 
University, 87-84.
	 The roller-coaster ride hit another dip with 
four losses in the next six games, including a 

78-61 loss at the Tennessee and a deflating 
75-72 setack at the Akron.   That came just 
two days after a 117-115 overtime victory at 
Cleveland State in the highest-scoring game in 
program history on February 6.  Cindy Conner 
and Dee Dee Jeske led NIU with 25 points 
apiece against CSU, and Tracy Mondek poured 
in a career-best 23.  Two Mondek free throws 
with 14 seconds left in regulation forced the 
extra session.
	 By the time the regular season drew to a 
close, Northern Illinois limped into the NSC 
tourney with three consecutive losses (back-
to-back 20-point setbacks to Florida State 
and Northwestern before a 75-66 home-court 
setback to the University of Wisconsin-Green 
Bay) and a less-than-stellar 14-13 ledger.  All 
that changed, however, in a March 5 meeting 
with the University of Illinois-Chicago in the 
NSC quarterfinals at Evans Field House.

and a return to the “Big Dance.”
	 UWGB won the two regular-season meetings, 
limiting Northern Illinois to 35 percent shooting 
from the field.  Hill scored a season-low five 
points in the first meeting—a 62-57 Wisconsin-
Green Bay victory.  The Huskie standout 
refused to let that happen again, demonstrating 
the form which made her the NSC Newcomer 
of the Year.  Hill tallied 22 points but it was 
tournament MVP Lockett who stole the show 
with 24 points and 11 rebounds as Northern 
Illinois pulled off the 84-66 victory.
	 “It was tough to believe,” senior Dee Dee 
Jeske said of the championship.  “But we had 
the fans and the home court, and that was a 
big plus.  We started to believe.  That was the 
key word.”
	 “Northern Illinois truly outhustled us,” 
Hammerle explained after the game.  “They 
were a very hungry team.”
	 NIU awaited its travel destination for the first 
round, but a paperwork error forced Louisiana 
Tech to come to DeKalb to open the national 
summit.  Northern Illinois—the 11th seed in the 
Mideast Region—took advantage of that home-
court atmosphere for a 77-71 overtime triumph 
behind Lockett’s 22 points and nine rebounds 
plus 20 points from Wingis.
	 The Huskies were hardly intimidated by 
LTU’s history (which already included three 
national championships), and claimed a double-
digit lead at 26-15 late in the first half.  At 
intermission, Northern Illinois still held a 34-25 
advantage, thanks to Hill’s 13 points.
	 Louisiana Tech chipped away at the margin, 
closing within three points on three occasions 
before eventually leveling the books at 50-all 
with seven minutes to play in regulation.   But 
Albright’s team kept its poise and appeared to 
have the game wrapped up, leading 63-58 with 
just 22 seconds remaining.  
	 Three Amy Brown free throws trimmed the 
deficit to two points, and Pam Thomas stole a 
pass for a breakaway lay-up, postponing the 
Huskies’ celebration.  Suddenly, the “Comeback 
Kids” had one more obstacle in their path.  The 
home-court atmosphere proved important, 
with fans rallying around  their Huskies.  Five 
different players scored in the extra session, 
pushing NIU into the second round.
	 Northern Illinois had to overcome 30 
turnovers, but 52 percent shooting from the field 
was enough as NIU limited the Lady Techsters 
to three-of-14 accuracy in the extra session.
	 So in another bit of irony, the Huskies gained 
a re-match against Purdue in Mackey Arena.  
Northern Illinois ran out of steam as Purdue 
rolled to a 98-62 victory, but even that setback 
could not temper the Huskies’ emotions for their 
accomplishments.
	 Conner garnered First-Team All-NSC 
recognition after averaging 18.4 points, 7.1 
rebounds and 1.6 blocked shots per game.  Hill 
added 14.5 points and 3.5 assists per outing 
with Lockett anchoring the middle with 13.1 
points and 8.3 rebounds per contest.  Jeske 
added 9.4 points a night as Hill’s running mate 
in the back court while Wingis pulled down 
6.5 rebounds per game to augment a 7.7 ppg. 
scoring pace.

Chelsea Schwankl stepped into the point guard role as 
a freshman early in the 1992-93 campaign, averaging 
4.4 points plus 2.6 assists per game while studying the 
Huskie system.

	 As the saying goes, “the more things change, 
the more they stay the same.”  For the Northern 
Illinois University women’s basketball team, the 
1992-93 season was expected to be a capstone 
to the careers of five seniors and the launching 
pad for the “next generation” of Huskies in the 
NCAA tournament.
	 First, the new.  The North Star Conference 
disbanded after the 1991-92 campaign, being 
absorbed into the Mid-Continent Conference.  
So Jane Albright’s crew had a new league to 
conquer, with 10 returning letterwinners poised 
to continue the Huskies’ run of postseason 
play.  
	 That challenge would fall into the hands 
of junior guard E.C. Hill and senior forward 
Cindy Conner, former teammates at Chicago’s 
Whitney Young High School who would play 
a key role in NIU’s hopes of a fourth 20-win 
campaign in a five-year span.  Both earned 
preseason Honorable Mention All-America 
acclaim from Street & Smith’s, establishing 
Northern Illinois as the team to beat in the 
Mid-Con.  But all those accolades would 
mean nothing without a trip to the NCAA’s “Big 
Dance.”
	 The road back to the NCAA tournament 
became a little rockier when Angela Lockett 
went down with a knee injury in preseason 
workouts.  The 5-10 Lockett was expected to 
anchor the post after averaging 13.1 points 
and 8.3 rebounds as a sophomore and earning 
North Star tournament MVP honors, but her 
injury left a gap to be filled.
	 The Huskies quickly marked their territory, 
edging instate rival Southern Illinois, 84-80, and 
dominating Fresno State, 93-74, in the home 
opener.  But a west coast swing produced a pair 
of losses at the Southern California (91-64) and 
the Arizona (80-75), leaving NIU searching for 
answers in a four-game homestand.
	 The Evans Field House atmosphere proved 
to be the perfect tonic for the Huskies’ woes 
as NIU rolled up 296 points in the first three 
outings, including 109 versus Manhattan 

College and 102 more in their Mid-Con debut, a 
17-point victory over Valparaiso.  Conner posted 
a season-high 26 against VU’s Crusaders to set 
up an early-season conference showdown 
versus the University of Wisconsin-Green Bay 
on January 14.
	 After nine ties and eight lead changes in the 
first 24 minutes, Hill took over with six points 
in a 15-3 run as Northern Illinois assumed 
command with an 85-76 victory and an 85-58 
romp at Eastern Illinois two days later.  No. 
21-ranked DePaul took the next step to knock 
NIU off its perch at Evans Field House.
	 DePaul moved into the Great Midwest 
Conference rather than joining the rest of the 
Mid-Con, but the meeting between long-time 
local rivals still carried significance, both in 
terms of local media and national rankings.  So 
there was plenty of attention focused on DeKalb 
on January 19.
	 Hill made just one of eight shots and had two 
points at halftime as DePaul took a 43-32 lead 
to the locker room.  
	 The deficit remained at seven with 11:07 
remaining, but a skirmish at the top of the key 
awakened the 3,006 fans in attendance.  Hill 
tangled with a DePaul defender, then took out 
her frustration on the rest of the Blue Demons 
by scoring or assisting on 11 consecutive NIU 
points.  Her three-point play gave the Huskies 
a 53-51 lead on the way to a 73-69 victory.  Hill 
finished the night with 19 points, six assists and 
three steals in the Huskies’ sixth consecutive 
triumph.
	 The streak reached eight straight before the 
wheels came off at Iowa City, Iowa on January 
26.  A 92-59 setback at the University of Iowa 
represented the team’s first loss in more than 
a month, but the Huskies rebounded with three 
more victories in a return to Mid-Con play before 
venturing to UWGB’s Phoenix Sports Center on 
February 6.
	 Conner tallied 24 points, nine rebounds and 
four steals in that 71-68 victory as NIU improved 
to 14-3 overall and 9-0 in the Mid-Con, leaving 

the team to consider the possibility of running 
the table in the league.  
	 After a 91-80 triumph at Valparaiso and an 
84-68 non-conference loss at DePaul, the 
Huskies hit the century mark for the third time 
with a 103-57 victory over Eastern Illinois.  NIU 
entered its next game at 11-0 in the Mid-Con, 
but the University of Illinois-Chicago ended 
hopes of a perfect league season with an 81-76 
victory on Feburary 20.
	 Even after that setback, Northern Illinois still 
owned the top spot in the Mid-Con and was 
just two games away from an unblemished 
home-court ledger.  After defeating league rivals 
Cleveland State (88-77) and Youngstown State 
(105-92), the Huskies had done something none 
of their predecessors had accomplished as NIU 
left Evans Field House with an untarnished 13-0 
record.  Following a  102-70 victory at Western 
Illinois, Northern Illinois reached that magical 
20-win plateau and a 77-51win at Wright State 
sent the Huskies into the inaugural Mid-Con 
tournament as the top seed.
	 Six players scored in double figures as 
Northern Illinois easily dismissed Eastern 
Illinois, 102-51, to create a re-match versus UIC 
in the semifinals.  The Huskies exacted revenge 
on the Flames, as a 10-0 run midway through 
the first half paved the way for a 45-23 halftime 
lead on the way to an 81-47 decision.  Caryn 
Alexander and Conner each posted a “double-
double” with Alexander leading the way at 15 
points plus ten rebounds and Conner following 
with ten of each to propel NIU into the finals 
versus the home-standing Wisconsin-Green 
Bay Phoenix.

	 Second-seeded UWGB battled the Huskies 
through a physical first half as NIU carried a 
35-31 lead into the locker room.  The advantage 
hovered between five and seven points for 
most of the second half before the Huskie 
defense shut down the Phoenix in the final six 
minutes.  Wisconsin-Green Bay managed just 
two field goals in that span as Northern Illinois 
pulled away, cutting down the nets after a 75-
58 victory.  For the third time in four years, the 
Huskies were off to the “Big Dance.”  And the 
celebration took place on the floor of the team’s 
biggest conference rival.
	 “It’s a very, very big win.  I can’t really find 
the words to describe just how good it feels,” 
league Coach of the Year Albright said after the 
game. 
	 The following morning, the NCAA announced 
its brackets for the national summit.  Northern 
Illinois—despite a 24-5 record and the No. 25 
ranking in the final Associated Press national 
poll—was only granted a No. 11 seed, earning 
the team a trip to Washington, DC, to face fifth-
seeded Georgetown, the champions of the Big 
East Conference and 21-6 overall.
	 With a seven-game winning streak, Northern 
Illinois entered confident in its ability to get past 
the Hoyas.  Having four seniors and Hill in the 
starting line-up didn’t hurt, either.
	 The match-up proved to be one of the most 
exciting contests in the tournament’s opening 
round.    The first half featured seven ties and 
six lead changes, with Dianna Wingis’ jumper 
giving the Huskies an eight-point (33-25) lead 
with 4:19 to play before intermission—only to 
see Leni Wilson lead the hosts back to a 37-all 
deadlock at intermission.
	 The second half was more of the same, with 
neither team establishing more than a four-
point lead.  Northern Illnois answered each 
Georgetown attack, tying the score at 39, 42, 
44, 46, 48, 50, 62, 64, and 66 before the Hoyas 
claimed a 74-69 advantage at the 3:52 mark.  
Freshman Charmonique Stallworth trimmed 
the margin with a pair of free throws, and Hill’s 
jumper with 2:40 to play pulled NIU to within 
74-73, setting the stage for a dramatic finale.
	 The Huskies held GU scoreless for four 
consecutive possessions and had a chance 
to win but Conner missed a long jumper with 
seven seconds to play.  Stallworth grabbed the 
rebound and was fouled with three ticks left on 
the clock.  
	 Following a Georgetown timeout, Stallworth 
hit the first of two free throws but watched the 
second bounce off the rim.  Conner was called 
for a foul on the rebound, and two Wilson 
free throws allowed GU to escape, 76-74.  
Northern Illinois out-rebounded the Hoyas, 57-
35, but shot just 37 percent from the field and 
committed 23 turnovers.
	 “I’m very proud of my team and the effort 
given tonight,” Albright said.  “I don’t think we 
could have played any harder. It was certainly 
a heartbreaking way to lose a game.”
	 The loss was especially disappointing for 
Conner, who managed just five points and five 
rebounds.  Soph guard Leslie Pottinger had 
11 points and 12 boards off the bench, while 
Alexander tallied 13 markers and 10 caroms.
	 Hill landed on the Kodak District IV All-
America unit, adding that honor to her résumé 

which also featured first team All-Mid-Con 
status for her 17.2 points-per-game average 
and 136 assists plus a school single-season 
record of 100 steals.  The Chicago native 
scored in double figures in 29 of the Huskies’ 
30 games with eight outings of 20 or more 
markers.
	 Conner remained linked to her former prep 
teammate as another first team All-Mid-Con 
selection, averaging 16.8 points and 7.4 
rebounds per contest.  Fellow senior Debbie 
Teske rounded out the trio of double-digit 
scorers at 11.5 markers per game while yet 
another senior—Wingis—closed her career 
as the team’s top rebounder at 7.6 caroms per 
outing.
	 “Not only did this team win the first Mid-
Continent Conference title and attend the 
NCAA tournament, this group was the first to 
go undefeated at home,” Albright said at the 
team’s postseason awards banquet.  “We did 
so many things as a team.  We finished 25th 
in the nation which is a tremendous feat and 
something we’re proud of.”
	 With Conner, Teske, Wingis plus Julie Gainer 
and Tiana Burkholder graduating, the task of 
continuing the postseason tradition would fall to 
a new class including sophomore guard Leslie 
Pottinger and Stallworth.  The perimeter players 
took the responsibility in stride, averaging 8.2 
and 6.2 points per game, respectively, while 
establishing their position in the Huskies’ future 
and preparing NIU for another NCAA run in 
1993-94.

senior forward Caryn 
Alexander and 21 from

	 T h a t  s e t  t h e 
stage for another local 

showdown against perennial nemesis DePaul 
University.  The Blue Demons were hardly 
intimidated by the 2,540 in attendance at Chick 
Evans Field House, building a 19-point lead 
with 19 minutes remaining.  But Hill scored 23 
of her game-high 25 points after intermission 
and Pottinger recorded her first career “double-
double” with 18 points and 12 rebounds as the 
Huskies roared back, outscoring DU 47-17 the 
rest of the way for a 64-53 victory.
	 Hill—the Mid-Con’s top scorer—managed 
only eight points in the next outing but Lockett 
responded with 16 points plus 15 caroms in 
a 79-58 victory at Western Illinois, and NIU 
brought a 14-0 league ledger into the Phoenix 
Sports Center at UWGB.
	 Green Bay coach Carol Hammerle used 
her defensive strategy to limit Hill to 15 points 
and the Phoenix owned a 60-57 lead with 2:27 
left, but the hosts could not seal the victory as 
Northern Illinois scored the game’s final nine 
points.  Chelsea Schwankl put NIU in front with 
a jumper at the 1:12 mark and the Huskies held 
off UWGB for the 66-60 victory, number five in 
a row and No. 19 overall.
	 Northern Illinois hit the magical 20-win plateau 
five days later at Wisconsin-Milwaukee, with Hill 
tallying 27 points—the 16th time she hit for 20 
or more—as the Huskies officially secured the 
top seed for the Mid-Con tournament.  An 87-
69 victory versus Youngstown State featured 
a near “triple-double” from Hill, who tallied 24 
points, 11 rebounds and eight assists.

	 Northern Illinois entered the 1993-94 
women’s basketball season on a “Drive for 
Five.”  Postseason tournaments in a row, that is.   
The season proved to be more of a marathon 
than a sprint as the Huskies looked for a third 
consecutive trip to the NCAA’s “Big Dance.”
	 Northern Illinois stumbled out of the gates, 
losing its first three games of the season.  NIU 
couldn’t enjoy the Hawaii sunscape, shooting 
just 26 percent in the opener—a 68-60 loss to 
Loyola Marymount—and falling 73-64 to the 
Oregon.  
	 When the University of Southern California 
over-came a career-high 35 points from Hill in 
registering a 90-79 triumph in Cheryl Miller’s 
coaching debut, the Huskies were searching for 
answers.  At 0-3, NIU was off to its worst start 
since 1974-75, and hopes for another NCAA 
tournament bid already appeared slim.  But 
head coach Jane Albright-Dieterle’s crew never 
lost its faith, and rewarded fans who shared that 
vision.
	 The start of the Mid-Continent Conference 
schedule brought out a renewed intensity from 
the Huskies, who offered a sneak preview with a 
94-56 rout of Southern Illinois behind 23 points 
from Hill and 18 from junior Leslie Pottinger.  
The Huskies began their defense of the league 
title with an easy 96-61 victory at Eastern Illinois 
and added similar routs of Wright State (82-57) 
and the Illinois-Chicago (74-56) before reaching 
the century mark with a 100-79 triumph at 
Valparaiso.  Suddenly, NIU found itself at 5-3 
overall and 4-0 in the league.
	 The high-octane offense averaged more 
than 89 points per game in that span, 
but struggled through a sloppy 61-52 win 
versus Western Illinois  before the first 
showdown with Mid-Con rival University of 
Wisconsin-Green Bay.  Hill proved up to that 
challenge with 23 points in an 81-73 victory, 
and Angela Lockett—back after missing all of 
the previous season with a knee injury—logged 
her fourth consecutive “double-double” versus 
Milwaukee as NIU ran the winning streak to eight 

Caryn Alexander anchored the interior for the Huskies, 
leading the Mid-Continent Conference with 52 blocked 
shots.  She also averaged 8.0 points and 7.4 rebounds 
per contest.

	 Senior Recognition Night ceremonies 
saw Hill honored before the game for her 
achievements in two-plus years, but the 
Chicago native added another chapter to her 
résumé with 31 points and fellow fourth-year 
player Alexander chipped in with 13.  Lockett 
narrowly missed yet another “double-double” 
with 18 points and nine rebounds as NIU rolled 
up a season-high 104 points for its eighth 
consecutive victory.
	 At 18-0 in the conference, NIU was one of just 
five teams to go 1.000 in loop play.  That unique 
group included traditional national powers 
Old Dominion, Tennessee and Louisiana 
Tech as well as UAB in the new Great 
Midwest Conference.  Not bad company to be 
associated with, but the Huskies still had plenty 
to accomplish.
	 With the Mid-Con tournament at Evans 
Field House, Northern Illinois seemed to be 
a prohibitive favorite.  After all, the Huskies 
boasted the Player of the Year in Hill and another 
First-Team All-Mid-Con choice in Lockett.  Hill 
scored 20 points in the quarterfinals to dispatch 
Wright State, 74-58, and Lockett equalled that 
feat in the semifinals, an 86-64 dismissal of 
Illinois-Chicago, to set up the third confrontation 
versus Wisconsin-Green Bay.
	 NIU had won the league tournament final 
at Green Bay the previous season, and 
Hammerle’s troops came in with revenge in mind 
as the teams took the floor on March 12.
	 Pottinger’s potential game-tying three-pointer 
over a defender fell off the rim, and future 
Northern Illinois assistant coach Rhonda Dart 
grabbed the rebound and dribbled out the clock 
for the 73-70 upset, sending the Phoenix to the 
“Big Dance” for the very first time.  
	 Hill was named the tourney’s Most Valuable 
Player with her game-high 24 points in a losing 
effort, but the senior leader fouled out with 
4:46 remaining.  Stallworth rallied the team 
with her 23 points, but the Huskie frontcourt 
trio of Lockett, Tracy Williams and Alexander 
combined for just 11 points.  Wisconsin-
Green Bay shot a lofty 58 percent from 
the field, only the second time since the season-
opening slide that NIU allowed an opponent to 
hit at least half of its shots.
	 The loss relegated the Huskies to the 
sidelines, waiting for an at-large berth into the 
tournament despite a 24-2 record in its last 
26 games.  The team was rewarded with the 
invitation, but Northern Illinois dropped to an 
11th seed for the NCAA tournament and was 
forced into a trip to Southwest Missouri State 
University.  Pottinger led the Huskies with 
20 points and Hill added 17, but the Bears, 
champions of the Missouri Valley Conference 
tournament and winners of 72 of their previous 
74 games at the Hammons Center, pulled away 
for a 75-56 win to end NIU’s dream run.
	 Hill’s 22.0 points-per-game average—the 
fifth-highest rate in school history—plus 143 
assists and 83 steals were more than enough 
to earn All-America recognition from the U.S. 
Basketball Writers Association.  The future ABL 
and WNBA competitor also hit 52 three-point 
field goals while collecting 5.5 rebounds a night.  
Lockett’s stat line featured 13.1 points and 8.2 
rebounds per game, allowing the junior to join Hill 

in the school’s 1,000-point club.  Pottinger added 
11.1 points, 6.9 rebounds and 2.9 assists per 
game and came up one theft short of matching 
Hill’s single-season record of 100 steals, while 
Stallworth (9.5 points per outing) provided more 
optimism for the Huskies’ future.  Alexander’s 52 
blocked shots led the Mid-Con to go with an 8.0 
ppg. pace.
	 “This team had a love for the game and for 
one another, making them a very unique team 
to coach,” Albright-Dieterle said.  “We’re all very 
proud of the accomplishments, including the win 
over Iowa.  (That) was one of our biggest wins 
ever, and it will be a game we’ll all talk about for 
a long time.  
	 “This is a group that got off to an 0-3 start but 
wasn’t willing to accept that kind of effort,” the 
Huskie boss added.  “We finished at .800 (24-6), 
which is a tremendous effort.”
	 Albright-Dieterle was named the Illinois 
Basketball Coaches Association Coach of the 
Year, but the Huskies’ enthusiasm was tempered 
on April 26 when the University of Wisconsin 
lured the sideline boss away.  Northern Illinois’ 
search for a new leader led to the July 1 hiring 
of Liz Galloway-McQuitter, who took the task of 
continuing the school’s five-year postseason run.  
Meanwhile, Albright-Dieterle led the Badgers 
to the Women’s NIT title in 1999-2000 and five 
NCAA tournament appearances before making 
her return to DeKalb and the NIU Convocation 
Center on November 23, 2002.

	 When Liz Galloway-McQuitter took over the 
Northern Illinois  women’s basketball program 
on July 1, 1994, she had one plan in mind.
	 “NIU’s program is in a situation where the 
support from both the  and the community is 
there,” Galloway-McQuitter said at the press 
conference announcing her hiring.  “My long-
term goal is to have a Top 20 program year-in 
and year-out.”
	 “We do not want anything less than to 
maintain our present level of success with 
the possibility of moving forward, meaning 
to extend the level of play in post-season 
competition,” interim athletics director Ray 
Dembinski proclaimed.
	 The new Huskie mentor faced an uphill battle, 
following in the footsteps of long-time leader 
Jane Albright.  With just over three months 
until the start of practice, Galloway-McQuitter 
had precious little time to meet her team and 
implement any new strategies.  Recruiting 
new players would also have to wait until the 
following year’s cycle.
	 The challenge was even greater with the 
graduation of Kodak District IV All-America 
honoree E.C. Hill and her 22.0 points-per-
game scoring average, but Galloway-McQuitter 
had three returning starters ready to lead the 
charge back to the NCAA tournament.  The 
Huskies’ “New Era” also featured a new league 
as Northern Illinois joined five other schools ( 
Wisconsin-Green Bay,  Wisconsin-Milwaukee,  
Illinois-Chicago, Cleveland State  and Wright 
State ) in a jump from the Mid-Continent 
Conference into the Midwestern Collegiate 
Conference. 
	 Seniors Angela Lockett and Leslie Pottinger 
joined junior Charmonique Stallworth as the 
veteran leaders of the team as it embarked on 
the 1994-95 schedule.  With four NCAA trips to 
its credit, NIU earned a ticket to the pre-season 
National Invitation Tournament as the new 
coach’s debut on November 15, but Arkansas 
State  rallied for a 74-70 victory at Evans Field 

Charmonique Stallworth averaged 15.1 points per game 
as a junior in 1994-95, helping the Huskies to the NCAA 
tournament for the fourth year in a row.

regulation.  But the Explorers suddenly went 
cold against a revitalized Huskie defense, 
and Kelly Miller’s jumper leveled the score at 
46-all with 8:34 on the clock.  The score was 
again tied at 50, 56, 58, 60, 62, 64 and 66 
as the teams traded baskets until Lockett’s 
three-point play with 17.9 seconds left.  All 
Northern Illinois needed was one defensive 
stop to cap its improbable run, but Marnie 
McBreen’s three-pointer halted the celebration 
as the teams headed for overtime at 69-69.
	 La Salle had successfully held Pottinger in 
check for the first 40 minutes, as the First-Team 
All-MCC selection—who came in averaging 
more than 16 points per game—managed 
only four and her driving lay-up with 1:14 left in 
the second half was her only field goal in nine 
attempts to that point.  
	 But the Belvidere native took over in the next 
five minutes, scoring seven of the Huskies’ 
11 points in the extra session.  When La 
Salle missed a final three-point attempt, the 
Huskie fans stormed the court after an 80-77 
victory.  Lockett’s team-high 21 points secured 
tournament Most Valuable Player honors, but 
Stallworth’s 19 points and 16 from junior guard 
Kelly Robbins were equally important.
	 Northern Illinois was set opposite Vanderbilt  
for the opener, hoping to continue a wave of 
momentum.  Pottinger was in the national 
tournament for the fourth year in a row, with 
Stallworth and Lockett each making their third 
NCAA appearance.
	 The Commodores were too much to 
overcome, though, as NIU hit just six of 29 shots 
in the first half and trailed 43-16 at halftime on 
the way to a 90-44 loss to the Southeastern 

Conference power.  The Huskies finished the 
season at 17-14 with Pottinger topping the 
team charts at 17.7 points, 6.0 rebounds and 
4.4 assists per game.  She closed her career 
as a the team MVP and as member of NIU’s 
1,000-point club (1,217).
	 Lockett joined Pottinger in the four-figure 
elite, and her rates of 15.7 points and 7.8 
rebounds per outing also left the Gary, IN, 
native as one of only four players ever to score 
1,000 points (1,594) and collect 1,000 rebounds 
(1,014) in a Huskie uniform.  And for “elite 
groups,” she stepped into a class of her own 
as the only Huskie to win league tournament 
MVP honors twice—putting her MCC trophy 
next to the North Star Conference plaque from 
1991-92.  
	 Stallworth contributed 15.1 points per game 
with Robbins posting 8.1 points and a team-
best 4.5 assists per contest to earn their NCAA 
tournament hardware.
	 “It was a year where we came in search of an 
open mind and a trust in us.  We wanted (the 
players) to make the best of the situation and 
grow,” Galloway-McQuitter said at the team’s 
year-end awards banquet.  “We believed in 
this  team and have pride in the strides we 
made.  Our hope is to use the experience of 
this year to enable us to achieve even more in 
the future.”
