NJIT HIGHLANDERS MENNJIT HIGHLANDERS MEN''S BASKETBALLS BASKETBALL

HIGHLIGHTS:

 This is NJIT’s fi rst meeƟ ng with Utah State and its fi rst Ɵ me facing a Mountain West foe.

 This is NJIT’s fi rst road game of the season. Last year, the Highlanders set a program record 
for road wins (8) eclipsing their prior mark of six from 2014-14 and 2014-15.  

 With a win tonight, NJIT will start 2-0 for the fi rst since its fi rst season as D-I in 2006-07.

 NJIT won its opener against Sarah Lawrence College (D-III), 100-38. The Highlanders are 
now 25-0 all-Ɵ me vs. non D-I foes with an average margin of victory of 37.75.  

 The 100-38 win marked NJIT’s second largest victory -- two points shy of a 110-46 win vs. 
Wheelock College (D-III) on Feb. 6, 2014. It also marked the fourth Ɵ me NJIT reached triple 
digits and fi rst since the Wheelock win (highest total in a 113-61 win vs. PSU Abington in 2011).

 The win also was NJIT’s fi rst in a season-opener since its fi rst game as a D-I -- a 56-55 win at 
ManhaƩ an on Nov. 11, 2006. Last season, they opened with an 87-57 loss at No. 2 Kentucky. 

 The victory was the fi rst in the head coaching career of Brian Kennedy, who was hired to 
the post on April 15 aŌ er four seasons as the top assistant and fi ve as an assistant at DePaul.

 With 14 points Friday,  Damon Lynn (1,734) became NJIT’s D-I all-Ɵ me scoring leader, pass-
ing Chris Flores ’13 (1,724). He’s now 295 from the all-Ɵ me record (2,028; Clarence Pierce ’96).

 Last season, NJIT fi nished 20-15 -- marking back-to-back, 20-win seasons (prior, its highest 
win total was 16 from 2012-13). The Highlanders have also made back-to-back appearances in 
the semifi nals of the CollegeInsider.com NaƟ onal Postseason Tournament (CIT).

 Last season, NJIT set a program season record with 19 wins against D-I opponents.

 Since Dec. 30, 2014, the Highlanders boast an impressive 37-18 (.673) record. 

FAB FOUR:
NJIT had its highest recruiƟ ng class on paper this season wih freshmen Ron Alston, Shyquann Gibbs, 
Taj Price and Anthony Tarke -- and they didn’t disappoint in their career debuts. The four combined 
for 34 of NJIT’s 100 (34%) points as well as 25 of its 62 (40%) of its rebounds.
 • Tarke became the fi rst Highlander ever to record a double-double in his NCAA debut (13 pts, 10 
reb). He also became just the fi Ō h freshman to record the feat; fi rst since Tim Coleman, Feb. 12, 2014.
 • Alston and Price both fi nished with nine points and seven rebounds, apiece.  

HOME GROWN:
Entering the season, NJIT has the most localized roster in all of college basketball, As researched by 
Jake Sharpless of Rukkus. The average player comes from just 39 miles from hometown to school.
 NJIT’s roster features nine New Jersey naƟ ves, including three from here in Newark (Abdul Lewis, 
James McMillon, Taj Price), three from Hillside (Shyquan Gibbs, Chris Jenkins, Damon Lynn) one from 
East Brunswick (Rob Ukawuba), one from Jersey City (Mohamed Bendary) and one from Union (Tim 
Coleman). Last season, NJIT received 64% of its scoring from New Jersey naƟ ves. In fact, 97% of NJIT 
returning points in 2016-17 are from products of the Garden State.
 InteresƟ ngly, the second-most localized roster for 2016-17 belongs to reigning naƟ onal champ 
Villanova (128 miles) and the least localized is Hawaii (4,031).
 Here are the ranks for the other ASUN programs: Lipscomb (#7, 162 mi), North Florida (#114, 590 
mi), Jacksonville (#130, 663 mi), Florida Gulf Coast (#138, 689 mi), Stetson (#236, 1113 mi), Kennesaw 
(#292, 1545) and USC Upstate (#329, 1948 mi). 

Y'ALL COME BACK NOW, HEAR?!:
The Highlanders return eight players from last season’s 20-win team -- and that doesn’t include F Ab-
dul Lewis, who sat out last season due to NCAA transfer rules (South Alabama). Even though NJIT lost 
four key players (PG Ky Howard, G Winfi eld Willis, F Emmanuel Tselentakis, F Terrence Smith) from 
their 2016 CIT semifi nalist squad, the Highlanders sƟ ll return:
 • 67% of their scoring (including 83% of their three-point fi eld goals made) from last season
 • 54% of their rebounding from last season
 • 60% of their minutes played from last season

THE KENNEDY ADMINISTRATION:
AŌ er four seasons as a top assistant at NJIT, head coach Brian Kennedy begins his fi rst season at the 
helm of the program. The 47-year-old was introduced as the 11th head coach in program history on 
April 15, 2016, aŌ er four seasons as the top assistant under the Jim Engles -- who was hired as head 
coach at Columbia eight days aŌ er the Lions defeated the Highlanders in the semifi nals of the 2016 
CIT. Since joining the program, “BK” has helped guide the Highlanders to a combined 70-56 record and 
both back-to-back, 20-win seasons as well as back-to-back appearances in the CIT semifi nals.
 A talented recruiter, Kennedy was extremely instrumental in luring some of the Highlanders 
most talented all-Ɵ me performers -- such as Tim Coleman, Damon Lynn and Rob Ukawuba -- to New-
ark. That reputaƟ on has conƟ nued with the new 2020 class, which -- on paper -- is the highest rated 
recruiƟ ng class in program history with Ron Alston, Shyquann Gibbs, Taj Price and Anthony Tarke.
 The Monmouth University product also spent Ɵ me as an assistant at DePaul University from 
1997-2002, where he helped guide the Blue Demons back to naƟ onal prominence with the naƟ on’s 
Number 1 RecruiƟ ng Class in 1999, a Top-25 Ranking and an NCAA Tournament appearance in 2000.
 Kennedy has two fi rst-year assistants this season: Jeff  Raff erty, who spent the past nine seasons 
as an assistant at University of Delaware; and Kevin Driscoll, who was an assistant the past three 

seasons at Holy Cross. Raff erty and Driscoll join second-year coaches Kim 
Waiters and Andrew McGlynn.

THREE-LANDERS:
Last season, the Highlanders drained a program-record 306 three-point-
ers -- a total that ranked 27th in the naƟ on and shaƩ ered the previous 
mark of 279 from 2014-15. NJIT also ranked 40th in naƟ on in three-point-
ers made per game (8.7). The team returns 83% of its treys from 2015-16.
 • Senior Damon Lynn, who leads all acƟ ve D-I players in 3FGM (353), 
led the ASUN in both 3FGM (116) and 3FGM/G (3.3) last season. 
 • Senior Tim Coleman fi nished last season with a .412 3FG% -- which 
ranked 5th in the ASUN.
 • Junior Chris Jenkins fi nished 8th in the ASUN in 3FG% (.399) and 
9th in 3FGM/G (2.0) in his fi rst season playing with the Highlanders.

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LYNN-SANITY:
In the opener, senior guard Damon Lynn scored 14 points and became the program’s all-Ɵ me scoring record with 
1,734 points -- shaƩ ering the mark held by Chris Flores ’13 (1,724). The co-captain entered the season as the 
NCAA acƟ ve D-I leader in three-point fi eld goals made (349) while ranking fourth in points (1,720) and ninth in 
in scoring average (17.7 ppg).
 Last season, Lynn set the NJIT single-season scoring record with 642 points -- shaƩ ering his own mark of 
578 set in 2014-15. His average of 18.3 ppg also represented a new program season-high and ranked fi Ō h in the 
naƟ on’s highest scoring conference. The Hillside, N.J., naƟ ve also led the ASUN and placed fi Ō h in D-I in three-
point fi eld goals made (116) while lisƟ ng second in the conference and 34th in the naƟ on in total points (642).
 Prior to Lynn, no Highlander had ever registered back-to-back, 500-point seasons -- a scoring plateau he 
has now reached in all three of his campaigns (500, 578, 642). Going back to 2014-15, he has scored in double 
fi gures in 46 of his last 48 games. During this span, which started Jan. 19, 2015, Lynn is averaging 18.7 ppg (878). 
In his career, he has scored 20+ points in 41 of his 97 games and 30+ in fi ve aff airs (34, 32, 32, 31, 30) -- including 
a program single-game record of 34 points as a freshman at NC A&T on Jan. 18, 2014. 
 • Lynn had a remarkable streak of 72 straight games with at least one 3FGM snapped by UNF on Jan. 24, 
2016. SƟ ll, in his 98-game NCAA career, he has only had three games without a trey.
 • An Iron Man on the court, Lynn has started all of NJIT’s 100 games during his career, while playing an 
amazing 90% of all possible minutes (3,529 of 3,922).
 • In addiƟ on to a unanimous preseason All-ASUN pick, the 2015-16 ASUN First-Team selecƟ on has been 
named to the 2017 Lou Henson Watch List as well as being tabbed as both a Top 100 Player in College Basketball 
for 2016-17 and a Non-Power Five Guard Who Will Be Household Name in 2016-17 by College Court Report.

TIM OF ALL TRADES
Senior G/F Tim Coleman a fi rst-Ɵ me selecƟ on to an ASUN All-Conference Team, is coming off  an historical cam-
paign in which he set NJIT’s D-I single-season record for rebounds (262) and was nominated for ASUN Defen-
sive Player of the Year. Along the way, the naƟ ve of Union, N.J., also became the sixth member of NJIT’s D-I 
1,000-point club (1,065) and the third Highlander to reach 500 career rebounds (551).
 One of the most versaƟ le players in the conference, Coleman fi nished 2015-16 ranked third in the ASUN in 
both steals per game (1.5) and double-doubles (7), fourth in rebounds per game (7.5), fi Ō h in blocks per game 
(0.9) and three-point FG percentage (.412) and 11th in points per game (13.8). In D-I ranks, Coleman placed 54th 
in the naƟ on in defensive rebounds per game (6.3).
 • Coleman is now 67 rebounds away from becoming NJIT’s D-I all-Ɵ me career rebounding leader.

NO KY, NO PROBLEM?:
All-Ɵ me NJIT assist leader Ky Howard graduated in May, leaving NJIT without a point guard who also fi nished as 
one of three Highlanders with at least 1000 points (1139) and 500 rebounds (533)... Senior Damon Lynn, who 
ranked ninth in the ASUN with 3.3 assist per game, fi gures to handle the point a signifi cant amount this season.
 But this role is not all that unfamiliar to Lynn. During NJIT’s 21-win campaign in 2014-15, the Hillside, N.J., 
naƟ ve handled a bulk of the point guard responsibiliƟ es for 10 games aŌ er Howard went down with an ankle 
injury in January. During that Ɵ me, NJIT went 8-2 and Lynn averaged 18.2 ppg and 5.3 apg. In fact, aŌ er a two-
game adjustment period, he averaged 22.0 ppg and 5.8 apg over the fi nal eight contests of the span.

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If the Highlanders had to commission an author to pen the story of their 2015-16 
season, perhaps Ernest Hemingway would’ve been the appropriate choice. The NJIT 
men’s basketball team proved that the Sun Also Rises in Newark – as the Highlanders 

fi nished in a Ɵ e for second place their fi rst year in the ASUN Conference. In addiƟ on, 
they reached 20 wins for a second straight season and advanced to the semifi nals of 
the CollegeInsider.com NaƟ onal Postseason Tournament (CIT) for the second consecu-
Ɵ ve year.
 But then, there was A Farewell to Arms.
  Gone are starters Ky Howard, Terrence Smith, Manny Tselentakis and Winfi eld Willis 
along with eight-year head coach Jim Engles.
  That said, the Highlanders return a key corps of returnees – including a pair of pre-
season ASUN All-Conference selecƟ ons in Tim Coleman and Damon Lynn.
 Then, there is the man For Whom the Bell Tolls. AŌ er four years serving as top as-
sistant, Brian Kennedy was named NJIT men’s basketball head coach in April. This up-
coming season will mark the fi rst career head coach post for “BK,” who has spent nine 
seasons as an assistant coach including his prior tenure at DePaul University (1997-02).
 On the fl oor, the Highlanders return seven leƩ ermen and two starters. In addiƟ on, 
they bring back 67-percent of their scoring (including 83-percent of their three-point 
fi eld goals), 54-percent of their rebounding and 60-percent of their minutes played from 
a season ago.
 So how will this new chapter go?
 “We have a big challenge ahead of us with our schedule. It’s the toughest schedule 
we’ve ever had here at NJIT,” said Kennedy, who helped guide the Blue Demons back 
to naƟ onal prominence with the naƟ on’s Number 1 RecruiƟ ng Class in 1999, a Top-25 
Ranking and an NCAA Tournament appearance in 2000. “But we return 
a great nucleus of kids and have a talented group of newcomers. Our 
freshmen excite me with their talent and enthusiasm, but sƟ ll have a 
ways to go to be ready for a D-I basketball game.”
 Lynn, a senior co-captain, has been pleased with what he has seen 
during the preseason both in his teammates and the new leader.
 “The team is doing preƩ y well. We have a lot of high hopes being 
that we have three senior captains and a freshman class that is so tal-
ented,” said Lynn, who fi nished last season as an ASUN First-Team All-
Conference selecƟ on. “And coach has insƟ lled a lot of confi dence in us.”
 Last season, NJIT entered the league predicted to fi nish third by the 
ASUN Coaches Poll and fourth by the ASUN Media Poll. The Highland-
ers wound up earning the 2-seed in the conference tournament. This 
season, they are projected for third place in both polls.
 So with Hemingway unavailable, what will it take now to author a 
happy ending?
 “This year, when we ‘bring it in on three,’ we say ‘fi nish,’” Lynn said. 
“Now we have to fi nish our story. We’ve created a story from going 
from an independent, to winning 21 games, to [reaching 20 wins] two 
years in a row, to joining a conference and then fi nishing second. So 
now we have to fi nish our story and write it off  well.”

BACKCOURT
No doubt, one of the more diffi  cult adjustments facing the Highlanders 
will be playing without four-year star Ky Howard – who ran the point for 
the past three seasons. Howard, a tremendous all-around player, not 
only set the school’s single-season assist record (154) last season, but 
leŌ  NJIT as the all-Ɵ me assist leader (416). He is also just one of three 
Highlanders all-Ɵ me to post at least 1,000 points and 500 rebounds in 
a D-I career.
     Lynn, who fi nished fi Ō h in the ASUN in scoring (18.3 points per game) and ranked 
ninth in the ASUN with 3.3 assist per game, fi gures to handle the point a signifi cant 
amount this season.
     But this role is not all that unfamiliar to Lynn. During NJIT’s 21-win campaign in 2014-
15, the Hillside, N.J., naƟ ve handled a bulk of the point guard responsibiliƟ es for 10 
games aŌ er Howard went down with an ankle injury in January. During that Ɵ me, NJIT 
went 8-2 and Lynn averaged 18.2 ppg and 5.3 apg. In fact, aŌ er a two-game adjustment 
period, he averaged 22.0 ppg and 5.8 apg over the fi nal eight contests of the span.
 Lynn enters the season as the NCAA acƟ ve D-I leader in three-point fi eld goals made 
(349) and ranks fourth in points (1,720). In fact, he is just fi ve points away from shaƩ er-
ing the program’s all-Ɵ me scoring record of 1,724 (Chris Flores ’13).
 “Damon is going to be called upon to have the ball in his hands more. I don’t want to 
take away from his scoring, as he’s going to leave here as the school’s all-Ɵ me leading 
scorer,” Kennedy said. “But Damon is really ready to take that next step up in his level of 
play where he can get everyone involved but also score, as well. He’s evolved in his game 
and he’s got a lot of players around him to help.”
 One of those players is 6’1” freshman point guard Shyquan Gibbs, a graduate of St. 
Anthony’s H.S. in Jersey City who helped lead the Friars to a 26-0 record last season.
 “Shyquan is a coach’s dream,” Kennedy said. “He is a valedictorian in the classroom 
and a state champion on the court.”
 In addiƟ on, the NJIT point guard situaƟ on got bolstered with the late signing of Don-
ovan Greer, a sophomore who transferred from San Jacinto (TX) C.C. There, the 6’3” 
Houston naƟ ve helped his Region XIV runner-up team to a 20-10 record.
 The Highlanders should be able to fi nd plenty of backcourt points from the wing, as 
they return two talented long-distance shooters in junior Chris Jenkins and senior Osa 
Izevbuwa.

 Jenkins, referred to by his coach as a “high-major shooter,” came on strong in Decem-
ber. In his fi rst season at NJIT, the Hillside, N.J., fi nished the year ranked eighth in the 
ASUN in three-point FG percentage (.399) and ninth in three-point FG per game (2.0).  
 
FRONTCOURT
The Highlanders frontcourt fi gures to be the strongest it’s ever been. And it all starts 
with preseason ASUN All-Conference selecƟ on, Tim Coleman.
 Last year, the senior co-captain enjoyed an historical campaign in which he set NJIT’s 
single-season record for rebounds (262) and was nominated for ASUN Defensive Player 
of the Year. Along the way, the naƟ ve of Union, N.J., became just the third Highlander 
all-Ɵ me to reach both 1,000 career points and 500 career rebounds.
 One of the most versaƟ le players in the conference, Coleman fi nished 2015-16 ranked 
third in the ASUN in steals per game (1.5), fourth in rebounds per game (7.5), fi Ō h in 
blocks per game (0.9) and three-point FG percentage (.412) and 11th in points per game 
(13.8).
 “Tim’s had a great off season,” Kennedy said. “The game is slowing down for him a lot. 
He’s seeing how he can be a mismatch nightmare for opponents. Now he’s learning to let 
the game come to him and seeing where he can take advantage of things.”
 With Coleman sliding from the ‘4’ to the ‘3,’ this season, senior co-captain Rob 
Ukawuba fi gures to move into the starƟ ng lineup.
 A player Lynn referred to as a “freak of nature and very athleƟ c,” the undersized pow-
er forward (6’4”) has used his strength and his motor to become a valuable “sixth man” 
over the past two seasons. Last year, Ukawuba fi nished with the fourth-highest scoring 
average (8.2 ppg) in the ASUN among reserves (players with fewer than 10 starts).

 “I try to embrace [the role],” said Ukawuba. “I try to see where 
I have my advantage. If it’s a bigger guy, then maybe I can be faster. 
SomeƟ mes bigger guys are tall and lanky, so maybe I’m stronger than 
them or maybe more athleƟ c.”
 Perhaps the biggest addiƟ on to the group is a guy who is just 
that – the biggest on the team. AŌ er siƫ  ng out a year following a trans-
fer from University of South Alabama, Newark naƟ ve Abdul Lewis is 
expected to round out the starƟ ng fi ve.
 The redshirt sophomore measures 6’10” and brings a wealth of 
athleƟ cism to the court. As a freshman in 2014-15, Lewis averaged 7.0 
ppg and an impressive 6.7 rpg – a mark that led the Jaguars and ranked 
seventh in the Sun Belt Conference.
 “We are very happy and excited to have him. He brings us an 
added dimension to score in the low post.” said Kennedy about Lewis, 
who logged nine points and 10 rebounds against NJIT on Jan. 25, 2015, 
in Mobile. “He’s really been locked in this preseason and he’s working 
diligently preparing for the upcoming year.”
 Kennedy also expects signifi cant contribuƟ ons from sophomore 
Mohamed Bendary. As a freshman last season, the 6’9” product of St. 
Anthony’s led the Highlanders in blocks in seven games, in rebounds 
three Ɵ mes and in scoring twice.
  
NEWCOMERS
Gibbs is not the only freshman who fi gures to play a signifi cant role this 
season. NJIT has exciƟ ng prospects in Ron Alston (6’6”), Taj Price (6’7”) 
and Anthony Tarke (6’6”). On paper, it’s the highest rated recruiƟ ng 
class NJIT has ever had.
     Tarke, a 2015 graduate of Gaithersburg (MD) H.S. who aƩ ended 
Coastal Academy US (NJ) for the 2015-16 season, has a chance to see 
signifi cant minutes early in the season.

     “Anthony is a tremendous athlete who should have an immediate impact in the 
ASUN,” Kennedy said. “His versaƟ lity on the court should prove invaluable as the season 
progresses and he becomes adjusted to the college game.”
  
OUTLOOK
The Highlanders are opƟ misƟ c about their chances to conƟ nue the amazing upward pro-
gression of the program – which sports a 36-18 (.667) record since Dec. 30, 2014. During 
that Ɵ me, NJIT has earned its fi rst win against a Top-25 team (Michigan) and a BIG EAST 
rival (St. John’s); has posted its fi rst two 20-win seasons and reached its fi rst two naƟ onal 
postseason tournaments; has joined an automaƟ c qualifying (AQ) conference and has a 
new arena under construcƟ on for the 2017-18 season.
  NJIT will indeed have its challenges this season, starƟ ng with its grueling non-confer-
ence schedule. Then, once league play begins, the Highlanders will have to be up night-
in, night-out to baƩ le against teams that comprised the highest scoring conference in 
the naƟ on last season. And with the ASUN being solid from top to boƩ om, there are no 
easy outs.
 Of course, there’s arguably no program in the naƟ on more adept at overcoming ob-
stacles than NJIT.
 “This year has a lot of potenƟ al to be very special,” Ukawuba said. “Everybody wants 
to play in the NCAA Tournament. Coming here as a freshman, we weren’t even in a 
conference -- seeing that we were working hard and didn’t get a chance to make it to 
the tournament. Now it’s in our hands and it’s really on us. We try to preach that in 
the locker room. This is an opportunity that doesn’t always come and we have a good 
enough team to make it there.”
 If all goes well, perhaps the literary inspiraƟ on for the 2016-17 season recap will 
come from Karen Kingsbury – author of the New York Times Best Seller, A Time to Dance.

During the afore-menƟ oned 2-0 start, NJIT began 
their Division I tenure in 2006-07 with back-to-back 
wins over ManhaƩ an and Rider.

ALL-TIME SERIES
 
Monday marks the fi rst ever meeƟ ng with Utah 
State and the fi rst game against an opponent from 
the Mountain West Conference (MWC). Howev-
er, NJIT is 2-8 all-Ɵ me in the state of Utah -- all at the 
UCCU Center in Orem, home of former Great West 
Conference rival Utah Valley. That said, the High-
landers emerged victoriouly in their last game in the 
state -- a 57-52 over the Wolverines on Jan. 5, 2013. 
 

ONE FOR THE AGGIES
 
Junior Jalen Moore, widely considered an NBA 
prospect, scored 22 points helped liŌ  the Aggies 
to the 72-56 victory over UC Irvine on Friday while 
three other players also scored in double fi gures.

In that contest, head coach Tim Duryea’s squad held 
the Anteaters to just 29.5% shooƟ ng from the fl oor.
 
Utah State fi nished 16-15 (7-11 MWC) in 2015-
16 and was picked to fi nish sixth in the Mountain 
West preseason poll. Moore was named to the 
All-Mountain West preseason team and freshman 
Koby McEwen was selected as the Co-MWC Fresh-
man of the year.

McEwen had 11 points and fi ve rebounds in his col-
legiate debut.

Moore’s father and brother, Jimmy and Grayson, 
also played basketball for the Aggies. Jimmy is a 
member of the USU AthleƟ cs Hall of Fame and cur-
rently serves as the Assistant AthleƟ cs Director for 
Special Projects.

Duryea is in his second season at the helm of the 
Aggies aŌ er serving for 14 seasons as an assistant 
under former head coach Stew Morrill. Morrill re-
Ɵ red at the end of the 2014-15 season with a re-
cord of 384-143 (.729) and is the winningest coach 
in school history. In his 15 seasons at Utah State, 
Duryea has been part of an Aggie program that 
has averaged 23.1 wins per season, advanced to 
the NCAA Tournament six Ɵ mes (2003, 2005, 2006, 
2009, 2010, 2011), and won fi ve conference cham-
pionships in the Big West (2003) and Western Ath-
leƟ c Conferences (2008, 2009, 2010, 2011), while 
winning four conference tournament Ɵ tles in the 
Big West (2003, 2005) and WAC (2009, 2011).

There is an internaƟ onal fl avor on the Utah State 
roster, which features players from four diff erent 
countries: Diego Brito (Portugal), Alexis Dargenton 
(France), Norbert Janicek (Slovakia) and McEwen 
(Canada).

Utah State joined the MWC in 2013 aŌ er parƟ cipat-
ing in the Western AthleƟ c Conference (WAC) from 
2005-12. As of Fall 2015, there were 28,622 total 
students enrolled in the university. With nearly 
18,000 students living on or near campus, USU is 
the largest public residenƟ al campus in Utah..

NJIT OUTLOOK

In the 100-38 win over Sarah Lawrence on Friday, all 
13 players that saw acƟ on scored at least two points 
and senior guard Damon Lynn set the school’s Divi-
sion I scoring record.

Lynn scored a game-high 14 points and hit 4-of-7 
from beyond the arc while dishing out a team-
high six assists. Fellow seniors Tim Coleman and 
Rob Ukawuba chipped in with 12 points and eight 

points, respecƟ vely as part of the balanced off en-
sive eff ort.

Head Coach Brian Kennedy’s freshman class made 
major contribuƟ ons in the season opener as the 
quartet of Ron Alston, Shyquan Gibbs, Taj Price and 
Anthony Tarke combined to register 34 points and 
25 rebounds.

In fact, Tarke became the fi rst Highlander ever to re-
cord a double-double in his NCAA debut (13 points, 
10 rebounds). The Gaithersburg, Md., naƟ ve is the 
fi Ō h freshman ever to accomplish the feat and the 
fi rst since Coleman on Feb. 22, 2014.

The Highlanders’ sƟ fl ing defense held Sarah Law-
rence to 22.7% shooƟ ng from the fi eld and forced 
23 turnovers.

One of the feel good moments of the night came in 
the fi nal minute of the game as junior James McMil-
lon scored his fi rst career points to put an exclama-
Ɵ on point on the victory.

HIGHLANDERS TOP SARAH LAWRENCE IN SEASON OPENER, 100-38

NEWARK, NJ -- NJIT opened the 
Brian Kennedy era and the 2016-17 
season in style on Friday night with 
a 100-38 win over Sarah Lawrence 
College (NY) at Fleisher AthleƟ c Cen-
ter.

Friday marks the fi rst Ɵ me that the 
Highlanders have scored 100 or 
more points since a 110-46 win over 
Wheelock College (MA) on February 
6, 2014. The victory improves NJIT to 
25-0 all-Ɵ me against non-Division I 
opponents and 19-0 against Division 
III foes. In fact, it marks the fi rst Ɵ me 
since the school’s Division I debut on 
November 11, 2006 that the High-
landers have won a season opener.

Among the many highlights from the 
game were the players being able 
to provide Kennedy a win in his fi rst 
game as a head coach aŌ er nine sea-
sons as an NCAA assistant.

“We’re really excited for him,” said 
senior co-captain Rob Ukawuba, 
who fi nished with eight points, four 
on thunderous dunks. “He recruited 
all of us together and we’re very 
comfortable with him. So we’ re glad 
to start the season off  this way.”

Senior co-captain Tim Coleman 
added, “He gave us an opportunity 
when no one else would. He went to 
bat for me. To be able to play for him 
and follow his lead is a good feeling.”

At the 18:00 mark of the fi rst half, 
senior co-captain Damon Lynn sank 
a three-pointer from NBA range to 
become the school’s all-Ɵ me leading 
scorer at the Division I level. With his 
14 points on the night, Lynn now has 
1,734 points in his career. The previ-
ous record was held by Chris Flores 
(‘13) with 1,724 points. Lynn is also 
now just 294 points away from be-
coming the all-Ɵ me program leader 
since incepƟ on in 1922 (2,028 by 
Clearance Pierce ‘96).

“It felt good to do it especially with 
these guys here [fellow captains 
Coleman and Ukawuba] who came 
in with me freshman year,” said 
Lynn, defl ecƟ ng the individual ele-
ment of the historic accomplish-
ment. “We’ve been here four years 
and now we’ve got to fi nish this 
story we’ve built.”
 
The triple from Lynn opened up a 9-5 
lead for the Highlanders at the Ɵ me 
and kick-started a 48-19 run over 
the remainder of the fi rst half that 
opened up a 54-24 lead for the hosts 
heading into the break.
On the night, Lynn connected on 
5-of-8 fi eld goal aƩ empts and was 
4-of-7 from beyond the arc.
 
Lynn was one of three players in 
double fi gures for NJIT as fresh-
man Anthony Tarke and senior Tim 
Coleman chipped in with 13 and 
12 points, respecƟ vely. Tarke also 
brought down 10 rebounds to notch 
a double-double in his collegiate de-
but.
In fact, the four freshmen on the 
roster combined 34 points and 25 
rebounds in an impressive collecƟ ve 
debut.

“The freshmen, they’re great -- their 
enthusiasm, their and energy,” Lynn 
said. “This is a fi rst for them. So 
them coming in and giving us our 
edge back and make us excited to 
play the game.and help us extremely 
in our chances to win a conference 
championship.”
 
All 13 players that saw the fl oor for 
Brian Kennedy’s squad scored at 
least two points and the Highland-
ers shot 48.2% from the fi eld. Junior 
James McMillon hit a layup in the 
fi nal minute to notch his fi rst career 
points. 
 
Junior Chris Jenkins and fresh-
men Ron Alston, Taj Price had nine 
points apiece for NJIT while sopho-

Brian Kennedy, who has been an assistant men’s basketball coach at NJIT since 
August 2012, will be introduced as the 11th head men’s basketball coach in 
program history in a Friday, April 15 press conference.

 Coach Kennedy, whose involvement with the sport of basketball literally cov-
ers his enƟ re life, is the son of the late Bob Kennedy, a former college and high 
school coach and the nephew of Pat Kennedy, who was a Division I head coach for 
31 years at Iona, Florida State, DePaul, Montana, and Towson.
 The Kennedy family business, the Hoop Group, began in the Trenton, NJ, CYO 
in 1963 with summer basketball camps and moved in 1969 to Cherry Valley, PA, 
and the Pocono InvitaƟ onal began.
 In 1991, the Hoop Group acquired the Eastern InvitaƟ onal camp and renamed 
it the Hoop Group Elite Camp. A few years later, the Hoop Group began running 
grassroots tournaments and the subsequent years have seen numerous alumni go 
on to play in the NBA, including Kobe Bryant, Amar’e Stoudemire 2010 #1 overall 
pick John Wall, 2011 #1 pick Kyrie Irving and 13 other fi rst-round picks that year. 
 Numerous legendary coaches have lectured at the camp, including the late Jim 
Valvano and Hall of Famers Lou Carnesecca, Rollie Massimino, Hoop Group Skills 
Camp Director Bob Hurley, Bob Knight, and Herb Magee.
 Brian Kennedy, who played at both Princeton and Monmouth (1990 graduate), 
took over the family business aŌ er graduaƟ ng from Monmouth in 1990 and was 
President and co-founder when it was rebranded from the Pocono InvitaƟ onal to 
the Hoop Group and became the largest basketball 
instrucƟ onal organizaƟ on in the world.
 He entered the college coaching ranks in 1997 
as an assistant coach at DePaul on the staff  headed 
by his uncle Pat. There, he was part of one of ma-
jor college basketball’s great turnarounds, as the 
Blue Demons, who won fewer than fi ve games the 
year before he arrived, made the NaƟ onal Invita-
Ɵ on Tournament quarterfi nals in 1999 and then the 
NCAA Tournament in 2000 as a team ranked in the 
naƟ onal Top 25.
 “BK” as he is known to his many friends, was in-
volved in all aspects of the DePaul program and was 
a leader in eff orts that brought in a group named 
as the naƟ on’s top recruiƟ ng class in 1998 by The 
SporƟ ng News.
 Among the players he helped bring to DePaul 
fi ve future NBA players: QuenƟ n Richardson, Bobby 
Simmons, Steven Hunter, Paul McPherson, and An-
dre Brown.
 He stepped aside from coaching from 2002 through 2009, when he worked on 
Wall Street in the fi nancial sector.  
 He returned to the Hoop Group as AthleƟ c Director, serving in that capacity 
from 2009 unƟ l 2012, when he joined the staff  at NJIT.
 In his fi rst year as an assistant, the Highlanders captured their fi rst Division 
I league Ɵ tle when they were regular season champions of the old Great West 
Conference.
 As with DePaul in his fi rst turn as a college coach, Kennedy spearheaded the 
recruiƟ ng eff orts for NJIT and he faced a major task in his fi rst recruiƟ ng year, with 
all three double-fi gure scorers from the 2012-13 Great West champions graduat-
ing in May 2013.

 The story is not yet fully wriƩ en, but that fi rst recruiƟ ng class (Class of 2017) and 
subsequent incoming players have been vital to Highlander men’s basketball reach-
ing unprecedented success.
 The extremely inexperienced 2013-14 team fi nished 13-16, but the two teams 
since have won a combined 41 games (21 in 2014-15 and 20 in 2015-16), while ad-

vancing to the semifi nals of the naƟ onal postseason 
CollegeInsider.com Tournament aŌ er both seasons.
  In addiƟ on, the Highlanders won their fi rst-ever 
game over a ranked opponent when they upset 
#17/#16 Michigan in December 2014 and they 
scored their fi rst-ever win over a team from the BIG 
EAST Conference when they topped St. John’s in De-
cember 2015.
 Two members of that fi rst recruiƟ ng class have 
already put their names all over the NJIT record 
books. Damon Lynn, picked second-team all-state 
(all groups) by the Star-Ledger as a senior at Union 
Catholic High School, came on board and has started 
every game the Highlanders have played in his three 
seasons. Lynn has amassed 1,720 points in three sea-
sons, including a school-record 349 career 3-point 
baskets.
 Tim Coleman came in the same class, entering 
NJIT aŌ er graduaƟ ng from St. Anthony High School 
in Jersey City, NJ, where he played for Naismith Me-

morial Hall of Fame coach Bob Hurley. At St. Anthony, Coleman was a contributor 
on teams that won New Jersey state Tournament of Champions crowns following 
his sophomore and junior seasons. In all, the Friars were 93-2 in Coleman’s last 95 
career games.
 Coleman has grown as a college player, compiling 1,053 points and 548 rebounds 
through his fi rst three seasons with NJIT.
 Rob Ukawuba, a third-team all-state (all groups) pick in the same class, has been 
a vital contributor as the team’s sixth man the last two seasons, posƟ ng an 8.2 points 
per game scoring average this season.
 Brian Kennedy is the proud father of four children: daughters Taylor, Tatum, and 
Kelly; and son Brian, Jr.

KENNEDY'S CAREER
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NJIT HIGHLANDERS ASSISTANT COACHES

NJIT hosted a groundbreaking ceremony on 
Thursday, Nov. 12, 2015, for the Wellness 
and Events Center (WEC), a sleek new build-

ing that has the promise to become the social cen-
terpiece of a revamped campus.
 The Wellness and Events Center, already nick-
named WEC, is a $102 M building that will be con-
structed on the site of the current Lubetkin Field at 
Mal Simon Stadium athleƟ c fi eld. WEC will extend 
across the length of the fi eld, which will later be 
rebuilt on the north side of the building. The con-
strucƟ on of WEC, to begin aŌ er the groundbreak-
ing, will be fi nished in the Fall of 2017.
 As the name implies, WEC is a mulƟ -purpose 
building. The 200,000-square-foot building will 
be in equal parts a fi tness center, a study space, a 
gathering spot and a sports arena that will double 
as a conference and events center. WEC will off er 
students a place to relax and stay fi t; athletes a 
place to pracƟ ce and play games; and the university 
a place to host on-campus events and conferences.  

 WEC’s ameniƟ es include: (1) an arena with 
a 3,500 capacity, (2) a 25-meter pool with diving 
area, (3) a fi tness center with cardio equipment 
and weights, (4) lounges, study areas and mulƟ pur-
pose rooms, (5) an indoor 10,000 square feet turf 
space, (6) two pracƟ ce courts for intramural and 
intercollegiate sports, (7) a running track that will 
encircle the concourse of the fi rst-fl oor arena.
 WEC is a major part of a $300 million build-
ing plan to overhaul the campus. Other parts of 
the plan include the Central King Building, whose 
classrooms and labs are state of the art; the Life 
Sciences and Engineering Building; a new parking 
deck, located behind NJIT’s Enterprise Develop-
ment Center on Warren Street; and the renovaƟ on 
of classrooms and labs all over campus. The reno-
vaƟ on plan refl ects the university’s evoluƟ on from 
a commuter school to a naƟ onally-ranked research 
university. Indeed, NJIT’s growing reputaƟ on has 
prompted a surge in enrollment that totals more 
than 11,000 students.

Kevin Driscoll joined NJIT aŌ er serving as an as-
sistant at Holy Cross, which won the 2015-16 

Patriot League championship tournament by win-
ning four  straight road games to advance to the 
NCAA Tournament.

defeated Southern University in a “First Four” game for the program’s fi rst 
NCAA Tournament win since 1953. A 2004 graduate of Misericordia (PA) 
University, Driscoll also had a hand in the Crusaders’ run to the 2014 Col-
legeInsider.com Tournament (CIT) -- where they defeated Brown for their 
fi rst naƟ onal postseason since 2004-05... Prior to joining the Holy Cross 
staff , Driscoll was director of the Hoop Group Elite/Eastern InvitaƟ onal 
and Skills/Pocono InvitaƟ onal for four years, managing all aspects of the 
world’s largest basketball camps... The Hamburg, Pa., naƟ ve also served 
as an assistant coach at Albright (PA) College for three seasons (2006-09), 
where he helped lead the Lions to a combined 44-32 record... He earned 
his bachelor’s degree in sport management and was a four-year leƩ er win-
ner on the Misericordia Cougars, who he helped to two postseason ECAC
