FIRST PITCH
WEEKEND OUTLOOK	
• NM State is set to open the 2026 season and 
the third season under the leadership of Head 
Coach Jake Angier as the squad travels to Waco, 
Texas, for a weekend series against Big 12 foe 
Baylor at Magnolia Field at Baylor Ballpark.
• The Aggies will then make a quick trip to Ar-
lington, Texas, for a Monday matchup against 
Oklahoma at Globe Life Field.
• In its program’s history, NM State has faced off 
against Baylor four times with the most recent 
meeting coming in 2016. The Aggies are 2-2 all-
time against the Bears.
• Additionally, this will mark the 13th all-time 
meeting between the Aggies and Sooners and 
the first since the 2013 campaign. NM State has 
defeated Oklahoma three times in its history 
with its last win coming in 1992.
• The Aggies weekend series will be streamed 
live on ESPN+, while the Monday tilt will air on 
SEC Network+.

LAST TIME OUT	
• In 2025, NM State finished with a 23-33 record 
and earned the No. 7 seed in the Conference 
USA Tournament.
• Last season, the Aggies landed three individu-
als on the All-Conference USA Teams, including 
returning standout Steve Solorzano who was 
named to the league’s first team as the lone 
designated hitter.
• The 2026 version of the Aggies will include 23 
returners along with 9 newcomers, serving as 
stark contrast to last year’s team which brought 
back just 12 players and lost 22.
• NM State’s team is made up of 17 upperclass-
men and is highlighted by 10 sophomores who 
are all returners. This group includes several 
marquee players who are expected to fill big 
roles in their second years with the program.

NOTES
STELLAR STEVE	
Las Cruces native Steve Solorzano begins his third year with the Aggies and is coming 
off of a sophomore campaign in which he finished inside the top three Aggies in OPS (1st, 
1.021), home runs (1st, 8), slugging percentage (1st, .551), on-base percentage (1st, .470), 
batting average (2nd, .335), RBIs (2nd, 41), doubles (2nd, 14), runs scored (2nd, 49),  total 
bases (2nd, 102), walks (2nd, 34), at-bats (3rd, 185) and hits (3rd, 62).

Ahead of the 2026 season, Solorzano was the lone Aggie recognized as a member of the 
Preseason All-Conference USA team, selected as one of two designated hitters to be 
voted to the team of 17 players.

ONE YEAR UNDER THEIR BELT
Heading into the new season, NM State will turn to some young talentwho will look to 
make a big jump in year two of their collegiate careers. In total, the Aggie roster includes 
10 sophomores, who competed for the Crimson and White in 2025. 

Last season, eight of these sophomores appeared in 17 or more games, including Boston 
Vest who played in 36 games and tallied 30 starts. Vest will again be a prominent member 
in the Aggie lineup this season after starting at shortstop in 29 of the final 30 games last 
year.

Additionally, this group of sophomores includes four pitchers who logged 20 or more 
innings in 2025, led by Matthew Yarc who made seven starts and tossed 38.0 innings. 
Hazen Wright also returns for another year in Las Cruces after submitting a team-best 
4.37 ERA last year.

CREAM OF THE CONFERENCE CROP	
Last year, Conference USA was been among the best of the best as a unit. According to 
WarrenNolan.com, the Aggies’ league is ranked the fifth-best conference in the nation, 
behind only the nation’s four power conferences (SEC, ACC, Big 12, Big Ten).

LAS CRUCES LAUNCH PAD	
As it always seems to be, Presley Askew Field was once again a launching pad in 2025, 
with a total of 86 home runs being hit between the Aggies and their opponents across 
the 28 total games played in Las Cruces. This included 38 of the Aggies’ 47 home runs on 
the year.

To end the year, NM State recorded at least one home run in 23 of their 28 home games, 
including tallying multiple home runs in 10 games. 

TURN TWO		
Last year, the Aggie infield was one of the best teams in the nation at turning double 
plays. With another double play in the Conference USA Championship, NM State 
finished the year with 54 double plays on the season, which ranks tied for sixth in the 
country.

Last year, the Aggies tallied multiple double plays in 16 games, including recording three 
double plays in five different contests.

YEAR THREE		
NM State is amid its third season under Head Coach Jake Angier and is continuing to make 
strides. With 45 wins under the leadership of Angier, this marks the most combined wins for 
an Aggie head coach across his first two seasons since Rocky Ward compiled 61 wins during 
the 2004 and 2005 to begin his tenure.

In year one under Angier, the Aggies landed three on the all-conference awards list as Keith 
Jones II earned first team All-CUSA honors, Titus Dumitru earned second team honors and 
Steve Solorzano secured all-freshman team honors. 

The Aggies collected three more all-conference honors once again last season as Solorzano 
and Brandon Forrester collected first team honors and Mitch Namie garnered a second team 
selection.

Angier was previously at the University of Oregon, where he operated as the pitching coach 
for the 2020-2023 seasons. Before Oregon, Angier was at Sacramento State from 2014-2019. 
Angier was named by Baseball America as one of the 50 names to watch in the 2023 coaching 
cycle. Currently, Angier is the third-shortest-tenured head coach in the league as only 
Liberty’s Bradley LeCroy and Missouri State’s Joey Hawkins have served in their roles for 
less time than Angier.

LOCAL PRODUCTS	
The 2026 NM State roster features four Aggies from the Land of Enchantment. This 
includes Jaden Davis (Jemez Pueblo), Noah Massey (Albuquerque), Steve Solorzano 
(Las Cruces) and Hazen Wright (Carlsbad).

ONCE AN AGGIE...	
This season, Head Coach Jake Angier is supported by a pair of former Aggies on his staff 
as both Assistant Coach David Bellamy and Assistant Coach Isaiah Burke each spent 
time during their collegiate playing days at NM State. 

Bellamy, a two-year letter winner at NM State, is amid his third season on Angier’s staff. 
As a player, he was a standout outfielder for both the 2017 and 2018 seasons. He batted 
.307 his senior year to help lead the Aggies to the Lubbock Regional before being named 
to the Google Cloud Academic All-District First-Team and Academic All-WAC First-Team. 
Bellamy now serves as the Aggies’ hitting coach and is tasked with calling the offensive 
plays.

Meanwhile, Burke is in his first season on staff after wrapping up his playing career just 
last season. Treloar ultimately spent his final two years with the Aggies.

ON THE BASE PATHS	
This season, first-year assistant, Camden Duzenack serves as the Aggies’ first-base 
coach. Meanwhile, David Bellamy, who is in his third season on staff, is the Aggies’ 
third-base coach.

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Jake Angier was introduced as the 12th head baseball coach in Aggie history on 
Monday, June 19, 2023, and now enters his third year at the helm of the NM State 
program.

In the program’s second year under the leadership of Angier, NM State finished 
with 23 wins, including wins over No. 14 Texas A&M and No. 17 Dallas Baptist. 
This would ultimately mark the first time since the 2012 season that the Aggies 
collected multiple wins over ranked teams in a single season. During the 2025 
season, three Aggies earned All-CUSA honors, including first team selections for 
Brandon Forrester and Steve Solorzano. Following a breakout season, Forrester 
would go on to sign a free agent deal with the Houston Astros in the summer of 
2025.

In his first year at the helm of the Aggie program, Angier helped lead the Aggies 
to a 25-win season while helping instrument the single highest RPI gain in the 
NCAA Baseball RPI standings of any Division I program in the nation as the Aggies 
climbed 159 spots from 2023 to 2024. Under Angier, the Aggies also finished the 
season ranked second in the conference in batting average (.300) to help generate 
an 11-win increase. 

This charge was led by three standouts that garnered all-conference honors as 
Keith Jones II was named First Team All-CUSA while outfielder Titus Dumitru picked 
up Second Team All-CUSA honors and Steve Solorzano claimed distinction as a 
member of the all-freshman team. Angier’s first year also helped produce two MLB 
draft picks as Jones II was selected in the ninth round by the Texas Rangers while 
Titus Dumitru was picked by the Atlanta Braves in the 16th round.

Angier’s debut season with the Aggies was headlined by a pair of wins over Power 
Five programs as NM State took down Pac-12 power Arizona on March 26 before 
knocking off Big 12 foe TCU on May 11.

A native of Bellevue, Wash., Angier capped off a four-year stint at the University 
of Oregon with three consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances, including a trip 
to the 2023 Super Regionals. Finishing with 41 wins in 2023, the Ducks posted the 
fourth-winningest season in program history. In addition, the Ducks also knocked 
off 26 ranked opponents in four seasons under Angier’s watch, including seven 
wins over top-ten teams.

One of Baseball America’s Top 50 Names to Watch in 2023’s coaching cycle, Angier 
has a proven track record of developing pitchers and a winning culture. Through 15 
seasons as a pitching coach, Angier has coached 32 MLB Draft picks, eight MLB 
players, five All-Americans, and three Freshman All-Americans. Angier’s teams 
have also appeared in five of the past six NCAA Tournaments (2023, ‘22, ‘21, ‘19, and 
‘17).

Throughout his career as a pitching coach, Angier has coached at four different 
Division I schools (Oregon, Sacramento State, North Dakota State, and South 
Dakota State) and in three different conferences (Pac-12, Western Athletic, and 
Summit). In addition to several all-conference pitchers, he has tutored five All-
Americans, three freshman All-Americans and four all-region pitchers.

Just one win away from a trip to Omaha and the Men’s College World Series, Angier 
and the 2023 Ducks earned a trip to the Super Regionals for just the second time 
in program history. Oregon finished the ‘23 season with 41 wins – The highest total 
since the 2014 season.

Before Angier arrived in Eugene, the Ducks finished the 2019 campaign with a 5.93 
ERA, which was the highest mark since Oregon reestablished its baseball program 
in 2009. In both 2020 and 2021, Angier’s pitchers posted sub-four ERA’s at 3.85 and 
3.71, respectively.

In 2021, the pitching staff ranked 18th in the nation and second in the Pac-12 in 
ERA (3.71), while also ranking in the top 35 nationally in shutouts (15th), strikeout-
to-walk ratio (29th) and WHIP (35th). The Ducks led the Pac-12 in shutouts (6) and 
strikeout-to-walk ratio (2.82), while ranking third in WHIP (1.31).

In each of Angier’s three full seasons, Oregon pitchers have been dominant on the 
bump, posting three of the top seven strikeout seasons in program history (513, 
T-1st, 2021; 505, 4th, 2023; 467, 7th, 2022).

No stranger to Las Cruces, Angier spent six seasons (2014-19) with Western 
Athletic Conference foe Sacramento State. He started his tenure with the Hornets 
as an assistant coach and recruiting coordinator before being promoted to 
pitching coach in 2017 and associate head coach in 2019.

During Angier’s three seasons as Sacramento State’s pitching coach, the Hornets 
boasted the WAC’s top pitching staff. Sacramento State led the WAC in ERA all 
three seasons, while also leading the conference in WHIP, strikeout-to-walk ratio 
and hits allowed per nine innings each season.

Sacramento State advanced to the  NCAA Regionals three times in Angier’s six 
seasons and twice (2017, 2019) with him serving as the team’s pitching coach. In 
2018, Sacramento State’s pitching staff finished among the nation’s top 12 in four 
separate statistical categories: walks allowed per nine innings (2nd), strikeout-to-
walk ratio (5th), shutouts (T8th) and WHIP (12th). In all, the Hornets had five top 50 
national statistical rankings in 2018 while cracking the top 50 in three categories in 
2017 and four in 2019.

Before heading to the Golden State, Angier spent three seasons as the pitching 
coach at North Dakota State where his pitching staffs set several school records. 
The Bison won 88 games over the course of three seasons, including a then 
program record 40 wins in 2012. The 2013 North Dakota State team allowed just 
3.03 walks per nine innings – a mark that remains the lowest in the history of Bison 
baseball. While in Fargo, Angier worked under Tod Brown, who is now the head 
coach at the University of New Mexico.

A graduate of South Dakota State, Angier started his coaching career at his alma 
mater where he was the pitching coach while working as a graduate assistant from 
2009-10. While in Brookings, S.D., the Jackrabbits won 65 games, including a 39-
win season in 2010 that still stands as tied for the best in program history.

Angier graduated from SDSU with a bachelor’s degree in sociology in 2007 and 
a master’s degree in sports pedagogy in 2010. While playing baseball at South 
Dakota State, Angier’s head coach was Reggie Christensen, his future boss at 
Sacramento State. Angier also spent two years as a player at Big Bend Community 
College in Moses Lake, Wash.

Angier and his wife Sheena have a daughter, Avery, and a son, Tripp.
